“ Mr. Beamer, however, states that many residents have express

sed the wish that Mr, Cameron’s historical sketch of the City, which

is extremely interesting to citizens
generally, should be given wider

publicity, especially as it will be of

value to newcomers to Westmount

and to the younger generation,

who probably kn®w more about

distant cities than they do of their
own birth place.

Mayor Cameron prefaced his ad-

dress, by thanking J. W. Weldon,

K. C., City Attorney, for having

furnished him with much of the
material, concerning the early his-

tory of Westmount.

The period covered by Mr.

Cameron in*his remarks, runs from

1874 to 1914. Westmount eventu-
ally emerged as a city in 1908.

The text of Mayor Cameron's

address is as follows:

The City of Westmount began
its municipal career on the first

- |day of January 1874 as the Village

of Notre Dame de Grace. Its
Charter took the form of Letters

Patent issued by the Lieutenant-

Governor-in-Council on December

9, 1873, under he authority of the.

old Municipal Code which, inci-
dentaily, was dated 1870 and was

applicable January 1, 1874. The

village territory comprising 5,954

arpents (more than 5,000 acres)

on the southwest border of the

City of Montreal was carved out
of the old Parish of Montreal In

the County of Hochelaga.

The name and status of the

municipality were changed by suc-

cessive statutes in the first thir!
five years of its life.

It became the Village of St. An-

toine in 1879. _
The Town of Cote St. Antoinein

1890.
The Town of Westmount in 1895.

The City of Westmount in 1908.

Of the original surroundings “the

lands of the Municipality of Cote
des Neiges” on the north, and “The
City of Montreal and part of the
property of the Gentlemen of St.
Sulpice” on Lhe east, still mark
the limits of Westmount. The

other landmarks, “the little Cote

Antoine Rd., and the Tanneries,”

have disappeared without a trace

but must have been on or near the

present boundary along Atwater

Avenue,

On its two other sides the vil-

lage territory wert fav beyond the

present limits of the City, extènd-

ing westerly to the municipalities

of St. Laurent and Lachine, and

southerlv to “the little lake below

the lands of Coteau St. Pierre.”

This extended area. comprising

more than four-fifths of its terri-

tory, was detached from the vil-

lage in 1876 to form part of a new

municipality incorporated by sta-

tute as the Village of Notre Dame

de Grace West.

In the same year the Village of |

Notre Dame de Grace obtained
statutory authority to have a plan

prepared to show its territory and
the lines of its streets and project-
ed streets for ratification by the

Superior Court.. The plan was
ratified on the 9th day of June

1880 and showed the municipality,

It is not a Biblical saying nor
was it a very popular idea in the

early church that clean linen is

next to godliness. Nevertheless it

is a good saying, which falls in

very well with our modern way of

life. It is true that cleanliness can
be put ahead of good nature and

comfort and the good life gener-

ally. That happens when the wo-

man of the house so reverences
her polished floors and clean fur-

niture that her husband and her
song are never comfortable in their

own home. But when cleanliness

is kept in its proper place as one

of many marks of food citizenship

it is to be placed very high in the

list of such marks.

There are many varieties of
cleanliness — tidiness of person,

indispensable except to the genius

who can overlook such trivialitles;
tidiness of desk, rarely achieved

by the writer; tidiness of house,
the aim of all good housewives;

tidiness of mind, the first essen-
tial of a thinker. But, of course,

what we have in mind at the mo-
ment is the clean-up of our neigh-

1 bourhood, the mark of good citi-
zenship.

Many of us have houses; some

more fortunate still have gardens;
a few are responsible for plots of
land. On all of us rests a respon-

sibility for the care and upkeep
of what is put in our hands. If we

neglect it we are an offence to our-

selves and to our neighbours. It
may be a broken window or an un-

painted gallery; ten square feet of
untended grass; or 1000 square
feet of nasty hurdocks; or even a

lot of land covered with litter by
wind and small boys. Add together
the neglected spots in one city
block and then multiply them by
the blocks in the west end of the
city, and the total is not a credit
to us.
So let us get behind the cam-

paign being staged by the Junior
Board of Trade. If they put on a
parade to drive home the idea, let

us get out and cheer even though  

it may hurt our dignity; but above

all let us tidy up that piece of

ground and do the necessary plant-
ing, even if we do suffer from

lumbago the next day.

top of the electric stove and then

setting a boiling hot glass baking

d:sh down on them.

Now I have it,

and find it most helpful,
This plywood cover is just the

size of the clear space on the top

of the stove.

There are hot beards

to accompany the main course -— muffins, spoon breads, Sally Lunn,

corn breads, biscuits. The dessert course is interesting, too, when hot

breads fill the bill, “Quick coffee cakes and other sweet breads are

ideal.

Because they're so time-saving and easy, we suggest quick

breads. But if you've time and the inclination, yeast breads are just

as wonderfully good.

MAIN COURSE BREADS

One of the best ideas we've run

across is making up a basic batch
of biscuit dough and then dividing
it into portions for variations.

Imagine how appetizing a platter
Ÿ of assorted biscuits would be at
dinner tonight! Secret for success
is to time them so you take them

from the oven the very last minute

and put them on the table piping
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hot, even after everyone is seat-
ed.

Parker House Biscuits

Pat out I portion of basic dough
on lightly floured board to %-inch
thickness. - Cut into 2%-inch
rounds Spread each round with
softened butter. Crease through
center with dull edge of knife.

Fold over and press firmly. Brush
tops with melted butter and place
on greased baking pan.

Cheese Biscuits

Roll I portion of basic dough
out to 24-inch thickness. Cut in

half. Brush one half with soft-

ened butter; sprinkle with grated

cheese (using 3% cup). Place se-

cond half of dough on top. Pat
edges together. Cut with small bis-

cuit cutter, 1% inches in diameter.

Prick each biscuit several times

with fork. Place in greased bak-

ing pan.

Orange Flour Biscuits

Roll out 1 portion dough to rec-
tangular shape, -inch thick.

Spread with softened butter.

Sprinkle with 1 tablespoon grated

orange rind and 1 teaspoon sugar.

Rall up as for jelly roll. Cut into

6 or 8 slices and place each slice

in a greased muffin tin, 2 inches

in diameter. With a pair of scis-

sors, cut 4 or 5 gashes through

upper edges of each biscuit. In

baking these willopen to resemble

flowers. Brush tops with orange
juice (using juice of 3. orange),
sprinkle with sugar (1 teaspoon).

. Butterscotch Fecan Biscuits

Roll out 1 portion dough into

rectangular shape, %-inch thick.

Spread with softened butter.
Sprinkle with 2 tablespoons brown
sugar, 44 cup raisins, 44 teaspoon

cinnamon. Roll up as for jelly roll,

cut into 6 slices. In the bottom
of each of 6 muffin cups, place 1

teaspoon butter and sprinkle with |}
brown sugar (using 2 tablespoons).

The colour of corn also suffered

— but in a different way. Corn

and also the inside of the tin in

which it was canned, turned al-

most black. The dark colour form-

ed when these foods were heated

in contact with the metal is harm-

less but has an unpleasant ap-

pearance.

The cans on the market today,

as a result of continued experi-
menting, are lined with special

enamel. Ypu may have success
when canning in tin cans if you

look carefully for the silver and

gold linings — not in clouds but

in the cans.

There are three types of tin cans

sold for home canning — Plain,

R for Standard enamel and C-ena-

mel, Be sure to use the cans as re-

commended below:

1. “Plain” can — a general-pur-
pose can which may be used for
all foods except those for which
the R or Standard enamel can is
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recommended. Use only plain cans

for tomatoes or tomato juice.

2. “R or Standard enamel” can
— with bright reddish gold lining,

should be used for red berries,

cherries, red plums, rhubarb and

beets. The special lining prevents

the fading of the colour which oc-

curs when these foods are canned

in Plain cans. Do not use R or

Standard enamel cang for toma-
toes or tomato juice. .

3. “C-enamel” can — with a

dull gold lining. This special lin-
ing prevents discoloration in corn.
C-enamel cans may also be used

for peas and pumpkin. Do not use

C-enamel cans for fruits or toma-

toes.

Can covers are also made in the

three types to correspond with the

three types of tin cans. The in-

side edge of the cover is lined with

either & rubber compound or a

paper gasket.

Tin cans for home canning are

gold in two sizes:

20 oz. — capacity about 2%
cups.

28 oz. — capacity about 3%
cups.

C-enamel cans are sold in 20 oz.
size only.
