YARDS.—1. The occupante are required to keep 

tnem clean and free from filth and all offen­
sive substances, and to collect all the house 
dirt or offal in one place, till the accumula­
tion equals a load, when it must Ihe removed. 
2. When any stagnant water, or any other 
matter or thing, may render any lot or pre­
mises offensive, the occupier (if any) shall 
cause the same to be thoroughly cleansed 
with 24 hours’ notice. If the lot be a vacant 
one, the proprietor shall cause it to he 
cleaned.

DRAINS —Every lot or premises abutting on 
any Square, Street, or Highway, in which 
there shall be a common sewer or other faci­
lities for drainage, shall be furnished with a 
sufficient drain, under ground, to carry off 
the waste water.

DIRTY WATER.—Occupants uqt allowed to 
throw any into the Street or permitted to 
discharge, or allow any to be discharged, 
from their premises, into any Street by any 
channel or gutter, or in any other way 
whatsoever, that may cause public incon­
venience and annoyance.

TRANSPORT OF RUBBISH, &c, THROUGH 
THE STREETS.—No person shall transport 
rubbish, dung, filth sweepings, mortar, &c., 
Ihrough the Streets in any but well closed 
vehicles, so that no portion of what is being 
carted may drop in the Street.

PRIVIES.—1. Every occupied lot must be fur­
nished with a privy or privies, with suffi­
cient vaults sunk in the ground. Whenever 
any privy shall become offensive, or the con­
tents reach within twelve inches of the sur­
face of the earth, it must be thoroughly 
emptied and cleaned ; and the By-laws hold 
both proprietors and occupiers liable for the 
last duty.

The Penalties attached to the neglect, disre­
gard, or violation of any of the preceding re 
quirements, are a fine not exceeding £5, and an 
imprisonment not exceeding 30 days, for eaeh 
and every offence.

PRISONERS REMANDED TILL TUESDAY.

(From our own Correspondent.)
Cornwall, April 11,11 P.M. 

There is but little to be said at present in re­
lation to the late arrests in addition to what 
has already been laid before your readers, the 
magistrates having decided to remand the 
prisoners until next Tuesday. The particulars 
of the arrests have been forWarded with toler­
able accuracy. In regard to the ammunition 
discovered, however, it seems that the quantity 
found in the possession of Murphy’s companions 
was somewhat exaggerated. The largest sum 
of money was found on Murphy, some of his 
party having only a few dollars in their 
pockets. All had tickets for Boston, and, 
taking all the circumstances together, there 
certainly were ample grounds for suspicion as 
to the legitimacy of the ultimate designs of the 
travellers. It remains to be seen, however, how 
far they have made themselves amenable to our 
laws, and whether the evidence is of such a 
character as to secure convictions on such 
charges as may be preferred. Various rumours 
are afloat here, some of them, apparently with 
some foundation, as to the suspicious move­
ments of small parties from Prescot, Brock- 
ville, and other points to the American towns 
on the opposite shores l’hese, if they have 
taken place, might, of course, have passed un­
noticed under ordinary circumstances; hut, 
viewed in connection with r a sing events, they 
arc -well calculated to arouse suspicion of a con­
certed plan.-gBe this as it may, the segment of 
a “Circle” has at least been so effectively looked 
after, that it is not likely to augment the al­
ready sparce and widely scattered “ forces” of 
the F.B.—that is, of course, supposing that the 
prisoners belong to the august body. Not the 
slightest resistance was made hy Murphy or his 
companions when^informed hy Dr.Allon, Mayor 
of Cornwall, that“they were qr'smers. It, is 
said—hut for this I do not vouch—that one of 
the party puthis head out of the window of the 
car, and, seeing that it was surrounded by the 
troops, he turned round to his companions and 
said, “It’s no use -.there are too many of them.'’ 
The surrender was entire and unconditional, 
rank and tile, treasury, despatches, stores and 
ammunition. Indeed, those who know Mur­
phy best believe that he is quite happy over 
the course affairs have taken. He surrendered 
with a good grace to the force sent out to meet 
him, but would have been much disgusted had 
a couple of constables been sent to convey his 
lordship to the inside of Her Majesty's lodging- 
house. Notoriety will have been gained, if the 
attainment of that end is any gratification. 
Perhaps the cost of it will be more than was 
reckoned upon. On that point we shall pre­
sently be furtherinformed. Messrs. Murphy & 
Co. do not, of course, admit that they are 
amenable to the law in any respect,—not even 
for carrying weapons, asserting that that is a 
very common practice at this time. They have 
retained the Hon. J. S. McDonald, who, it is 
understood, is to watch the case and see 
whether sufficient evidence will be adduced to 
sustain such charges as may he preferred. 
What evidence is forthcoming is not yet 
known, but it seems that sufficient has been 
adduced to hold the prisoners. To-day at four 
o’clock ihe Mayor assembled a largo bench of 
magistrates, who sat for about two hours with 
closed doors, even the members of the Bar and 
of the Press being excluded. The citizens 
generally seemed to bo much disgusted at the 
gratuitous assumption that the civij power was 
not sufficient to execute justice. Volunteers 
with fixed bayonets were stationed at the 
Court House cfoor, and no person but the afore­
said very large collection of J. P’s were per­
mitted to pass in. Access to the public offi­
ces, which are also in the Court Rouse, was 
thus also cut off, and much annoyance caused 
by the apparently unnecessary .strict measures 
adopted. It is understood that evidence of a 
circumstantial character was laid before the 
magistrates, sufficient in their estimation to 
justify them in detaining the prisoners who 
were therefore remanded until Tuesday next. 
If sufficient evidence is obtained to send the 
prisoners to trial, they will be committed for 
the next assizes, which sit on the 26th of this 
month,

A cypher, with the key to it was found on 
one of the prisoners, by means of which cor­
respondence of a secret character could easily 
be carried on,

The town is perfectly quiet, all the excite­
ment firrt caused having died away.

After having several interview's with 
the Emperor it is asserted that he is entrusted 
with a mission to Victor Emanuel, which could 
not well be confided to any inferior personage 
aufj has reference to the state of affairs between 
Prussia and Austria.

The correspondent adds ;—I find that per­
sons who up to the present moment have re­
fused to believe that anything likely to disturb 
the peace of Europe would come of the quarrel 
are nowfar less incredulous. Their views of 
the future are gloomy enough and they think 
the conflict between Austria and Prussia all 
but certain.

Affairs in Austria and Prussia.—The Lon­
don Times of March 30th, remarked editorially 
that there was too much reason to fear that the 
peace of Europe was about to be broken by a 
most unnecessary war, but on the following 
day the Times remarked ;—We çgnnot per­
suade ourselves that Austria and Prussia, how­
ever fiercely they may wrangle, will actually 
fight, they have been on the verge of hostilities 
before without coming to blows. Wo can 
hardly avoid thinking therefore that they will 
find some way out of the present quarrel des­
perate as it appears to be.

It is asserted that Count Mensdoff the Aus­
trian Premier has made a positive state­
ment to the Prussian Ambassador at 
Vienna respecting the movement of 
Austrian troops—not concealing that Austria 
must be prepared for any extreme resolutions 
that might eventually fie taken by Prussia, 
Vienna papers çlecîavo that Austria will not 
take the aggressive.

It is reported from Venetia that the com­
mission of Austrian engineers is making an 
inspection of the numerous forts along the line 
of the Adige, and that the soldiers of the re­
serve on furlough have been called in.

A Berlin telegraph asserts that the mobiliza­
tion of two army corps will be immediately 
proceeded with.

The Government of Weimar has replied 
warmly to the Prussian circular despatch, and 
claimed the Federal intervention in the ques­
tion.

Holland.—Baron Van Hall, Minister of State 
and ex-Minister of Finance, is dead.

The Asia has had fine weather. On the 30th, 
lat. 50, long. 15, passed a steamer supposed to 
belong to the Inman Lino bound East, On the 
5th she passed the American bark Atlantic 
bound East. The Asia sails at midnight for 
Boston, where she will be due on Friday morn­
ing.

The Times 
had an editorial on the subject on the 28th, 
and one on the 29th. They were both in 
nearly the same sense, and we copy the last 
of them. Financially the Canadian 
news had produced a bad effect, espe­
cially coupled with the uncertainty of the 
political relations between Austria and Prus­
sia. The Times of the 29th, in its City arti­
cle, remarks :—

The special Finance panic has in some lit­
tle degree subsided to-day, but the English 
funds and foreign securities have again 
shown a great increase of heaviness conse­
quent on the uncertainty of the German queLj. 
tion and the possibility that the New York 
mail due on Saturday may bring newe 0f a 
collision having occurred with the American 
Fenians on the Canadian frontier tin the 17th 
of this month.

This feeling was of course very noticeable 
in our own securities, which between the date 
immediately preceding the arrival of the in­
telligence in question and the sailing of the 
steamer, bad declined—for sixes from 9+ a
9671790 a 94, and for fives from 79 a 81, to 
75 a 80.

Death of the Late Mr. Tylee,—We 

greatly regret to have the duty of recording 
the death of our late esteemed fellow citizen 
Mr. R. S. Tylee, for many years of the firm of 
Maitland and Tylee, of this city—one of the 
oldest houses in the Canadian trade. It ap­
pears that this .sad event resulted from an at­
tack of diptheria. Mr. Tylee had been ailing 
for some days previous to his death ; but 
was not supposed to be in any danger. His 
decease took place at the British Coffee 
House, in Coskspur street, where he always 
stopped.

The Volunteers,—There was a report 
about town yesterday that a call was-about 
to be made for a large additional number of 
Volunteers. We learn, however, that no 
such order was issued. One hundred men 
from the Royals and Victorias left town last 
evening for Cornwall, to increase the force at 
present in that town.

Fenian News from Cornwall.—Our spe­
cial correspondent at Cornwall telegraphs us 
that fourteen men were observed to leave 
Prescott from Cornwall, on the day Murphy 
was arrested. Important documents are said 
to have been found on the prisoners.

The Charge against Hon. Mr. Cartier.— 
We aie requested and authorized by Mr. 
Pominville, Advocate, to state that certaiu al­
legations made in the City Council last night 
to the effect that the Hon. Mr. Cartier had 
rented certain houses belonging to him, as 
houses of Ul-iame, are utterly false and have 
not an atom of foundation. The houses re­
ferred to are rented to the military authorities, 
and |have been for three years occupied by 
soldiers and their wives. Mr. Pominville makes 
this explanation as the attorney for Mr. Car- 
tier, Mr. Cartiea having had nothing to do with 
the matter personally whatever.

it will shortly appear. Serious remonstrances 
have been received from the Canadian authori­
ties. It is understood that the U. S. Marshals 
on the border towns have received orders to 
prevent any invasion.

Eastport, April llth.—The Fenians have 
hired the Town Hall for three days to hold 
meetings. There is an open session to­
night .

There is another large British steamer off 
Campo Bello, with a large force of men ashore 
at work. A number of Fenians left on sailing 
vessel last night secretly. A large steamer 
with the American flag and private signal has 
just gone up tne 'rivertowards St . Andrews.

Second despatch.—Bastpobt, April 11—The 
excitement continues. The Fenian public 
Convention is in session. British war steamers 
are continually arriving and patrolling the har­
bour and St. Croix River. Fifty Fenians have 
left in a schooner ; de itination unknown.

A suspicious steamer, showing American 
colours, has just passed into St. Croix River. 
There are Fenians arriving continually.

Portland, April 11—The steamer North 
American, Captain Kerr, from Liverpool on the 
30th ult. and Londonderry on the 31st, arrived 
this evening at a quarter past seven. News 
anticipated.

Captain Kerr reports that he saw a steamer 
yesterday bound west, probably bound from 
Halifax to Boston. The steamer Belgian left 
Portland for New lrork at 4 o’clock.

Philadelphia, llth.—A terrible crime, in the 
lower section of this city, was discovered this 
afternoon. A family of seven persons bad 
been murdered.

EXTEAOTS PE0MLATE ENGLISH 
PAPEES.

From the Times.
An incursion into Canada, if it should ac­

tually be made, must inevitably demonstrate 
either the strength or the weakness of thë 
American Fenianism. It is the only operation 
against Great Britain which the Irish Republic 
mparlibus inAdelium can ever attempt, under 
any conceivable circumstances, and the propo­
sal is one of the few flashes of rational malig­
nity that have as yet enlightened the Fenian 
counsels. Under the leadership of Mr. Roberts 
and General Sweeny the scheme of a raid upon 
Canada has superseded that of Irish emancipa­
tion, and no one can deny that of the two, it 
is the more feasible. On the other hand, it 
cannot be postponed from month to month 
until an invincible Armada shall be equipped, 
and after once undertaken to make it on a de­
finite day, the Fenian Generals can hardly 
draw back without covering themselves wbh 
ridicule. That large sums of money have been 
subscribed for the expedition is beyond ques­
tion. The Fenian War-office may not have 
$15,000,000 at its command, but $10,000 are 
stated to have been subscribed at one Boston 
meeting alone, and there is reason to believe 
bribery has been practised on a very large 
scale in Canada as well as in Ireland. The 
organization may not muster 300,000 warriors, 
but it would very likely be possible to collect 
30,000 filibusters for a dash across the frontier, 
where depots of arms and ammunition are be­
lieved to have been already formed . We hear of 
recruits being enlisted daily, of fresh regiments 
to be armed with Henry’s repeating rifle, 
and certain vulnerable points have notoriously 
been designated for the attack. The Canadian 
Government had received information, through 
the Mayor of Detroit, that an irruption might 
oe expected from thit quarter, aud tue United 
States Government had sent a detachment of 
troops to guard against a breach of the neutral­
ity laws at Buffalo. If, indeed, we may trust 
the particulars of Fenian tactics so considerate­
ly furnished to us by one of our New Yoik 
contemporaries, au elaborate campaign, to em­
brace the complete conquest of British North 
America, has been planned in all its details, 
and the Republic of “ New Irelond ” is even 
now, in the favourite language of Fenianism,
“ virtually established ” in Canada.

There is just enough method in all this mad­
ness to prepare us for the news that Fenianism 
has “ come into contact with real life.” If 
anything beyond vapouring is to be done by it, 
it has probably been done already. There is a 
limit even to Fenian credulity, and it was felt 
that, while Irish patriots were being sent to 
prison in Dublin, Fenianism would become a 
laughing-stock if no blow were struck. This 
winter, moreover, was rapidly drawing to a 
close, and the ice would soon be broken up. 
St. Patrick's Day. therefore, had been fixed for 
the invasion ; nor shall we be surprised to hear 
that on that day the vanguard of Gen. Sweeny’s 
host actually crossed the St. Lawrence. On 
the 7th of March the Governor-General had is­
sued an Order in Council directing that 10,000 
of the Volunteer Militia should be embodied 
within forty-eight hours. Within less than 
half that time the greater number were under 
arms and read}’ to march, and the special cor­
respondent of a New York journal expresses a 
belief that three or four times the number 
might have been had at a day’s notice. On the 
evening of March 8th the whole of the Volun­
teer force of Montreal paraded, while troops 
kept pouring into Toronto from the rural dis­
tricts. Besides the 10,000 men of the Volun- 
teer Militia thus embodied, there were some 
6,000 regular troops in the province and about 
600 Volunteers doing frontier duty. In his 
Proclamation, Lord Monck appeals with confi­
dence to the loyalty aud spirit of the Canadians, 
and declares his conviction that, if necessary, 
the population would turn out to resist aggres­
sion. By the last accounts, earthworks were 
ueing erected, troops being despatched, the 
Government had taken possession of the tele­
graph line, the West India spuadron, with all 
available regiments on that station, had been 
summoned by Sir Frederick Bruco to Halifax, 
and it was expected that martial law would be 
proclaimed.

It is impossible to believe that all these pre­
parations have been made, except upon trust­
worthy information. Against any such inva­
sion, the Canadians are as able as they are will­
ing to defend themselves. Whatever attrac­
tions the idea of annexation to America may 
have for the colonial mind, that of becoming 
a Fenian Republic can have none whatever. 
With the railway at their disposal—the Cana­
dian army, well led and well equipped, ought 
to he far more than a match for these lawless 
intruders. At the same time, even a temporary 
success on the Fenian side might inflict serious 
injury, and excite a fillibustering spirit in the 
neighbouring States. To check this we must 
rely chiefly on the good faith of the United 
States Government. It is reported that on the 
13th of March Sir Frederick Bruce had an in­
terview with Mr. Seward, during which he 
urged the propriety of condemning the Fenian 
proceedings more openly. Mr. Seward, it is 
said, admitted them to be dangerous, but de­
clined to interfere so long as the leaders kept 
within the law. How the public enrolment of 
men for purposes which, unless hostile to 
Great Britain, are utterly unmeaning, can be 
otherwise than a violation of the American 
Foreign Enlistment Act, we cannot pretend to 
say, but we do not believe for a moment that 
General Sweeny carries with him the sympathy 
of any respectable party in the United States: 
still less of its Government. If resolutions in 
support of Fenianism have been passed by tba 
Board of Aldermen and Couucilmen at New 
York, and if a public meeting has been held 
there “ for the purpose of organizing a Fenian 
naval brigade,” we are also informed that no 
persons of importance attended the latter, aud 
that an anti-Fenian league has been formed in 
the same city. The fact is that fillibustering of 
any kind is popular with certain classes at New 
York, and there is still a lingering wish to see 
British commerce smart in its turn for the in­
jury done by the Alabama. Americans do not 
dislike the spectacle of a “ panic,” as they call 
it, in Canada. Perhaps they would rather enjoy 
hearing of a brush between the “ provincials” 
and the Irishmen, especially if the latter were 
signally beaten. But we feel persuaded that 
Fenianism has received, and will receive, 
neither material aid nor moral support from 
the American nation as a whole. They are 
much too shrewd to desire the annexation of 
Canada until Canada herself shall ask for it. 
Whenever that time comes, if it ever does 
come, no resistance will be offered by the 
mother country, and nothing can be more 
likely to defer it than a Fenian invasion, with 
the prospect of Canada becoming “New Ire-

TO THE COUNCIL OF PUBLIC INSTRUC­

TION FOR LOWER CANADA.

Gentlemen,—The undersigned, members of 
a committee appointed by the Teachers’ Asso­
ciation of St. Francis District, at its annual 
session held at Huntingville, in the Township 
of Ascot, Parliamentary District of Sherbrooke, 
on the 22nd and 23rd days of December, 1865, 
having been instructed to lay before your 
honourable body some of the views of this con­
vention, concerning the school hooks hitherto 
approved by the Council, and which it is pro­
posed to introduce into all the public schools 
in the Province, on and after the 1st day of 
July, 1868, beg respectfully to submit for the 
consideration of your honorable body the six 
following resolutions unanimously passed by 
us acting in tbe capacity aforesaid :

Resolved, 1st,—That the list of hooks al­
ready approved by the Council, is as yet too 
incomplete to expect its general acceptance by 
those most interested.

2. That the periodof time before the propos­
ed introduction of such text hooks is too brief, 
considering the extent and importance of the 
contemplated change, and the business inter­
ests involved therein.

3. That some of the hooks approved are not 
deemed equal in merit to several which are 
now in somewhat general use, or to those which 
might be prepared by eminent practical educat­
ors in Canada.

4. That a graduated series of text books on 
certain branches of study is exceedingly desir­
able, and that, in our opinion, the recommenda­
tion of several books of about equal compre­
hensiveness or merit, on the same subject, will 
not tend to bring about a uniformity of books 
in schools for any desirable length of time.

5 That while we would heartily approve of 
first-class reading phooks and other such like 
works, of superior literary excellence, well ca'- 
culated to impart useful knowledge, and to in­
culcate philanthropy, patriotism, and sound 
morals, we submit that, in books for use in 
public schools, no sectarian doctrines should be 
inculcated Hurtful to the religious convictions 
of any son or daughter of a British subject.

6. That, in our opinion, it is much to be re­
gretted that, from some chuse or other, practi-' 
cal educators and others most deeply interested 
in the books to be used in the public schools 
in this section of the 1’rovince, should hitherto 
have had little or no voice in their selection 
and approval.

REPORT OF THE UNITED BOARD OF 
OUT-DOOR RELIEF FOR THE WIN­
TER OF 1865-66.

In presenting to the public the first report 
of the operations of this recentty formed cha­
ritable Association, for the relief of our out­
door poor, it seems necessary to state the steps 
which led to its present formation.

It has been for many years past apparent to 
those of our citizens, familiar with the wants 
and condition of our Protestant poor that some 
organised effort for their relief was much need­
ed during our long and inclement winters. It 
is true that an important work in this direction 
has been for a long time accomplished by the 
National and other charitable Societies. But 
it was felt that relief could be given with less 
risk of imposition, and with a greater degree 
of efficiency by a Board composed of the re­
presentatives of these societies, united with the 
Poor Relief Committee of the House of In­
dustry and Refuge, and aided by the City Mis­
sionaries, who must, from the nature of their 
work, be intimately acquainted with the wants 
and ;condition of our city poor. It was felt by 
ail that concentrated effort would prove more 
effective and economical than multiplied agen­
cies, which may only tend to pauperise instead 
of benefiiting the poor.

With these objects in view, several meetings 
were held last fall, attended by representatives 
from the House of Refuge and from the Na­
tional Societies. After much deliberation, the 
United Board of Out-Door Relief was at last 
formed, composed of gentlemenJ'rom the above 
Societies, who had had experience in the relief 
of the poor, and aided by the City Missionaries. 
It was agreed that the meetings should be held 
statedly at the House of Refuge, that Institu­
tion being the most central, and in every re­
spect the best adapted for the objects in view.

As to the practical working of this united ef­
fort during the past winter, the Board are of 
opinion that it has fully answered the purposes 
foi which it was designed. The labours of the 
Board have been of an arduous and difficult 
character. Many cases came up requiring 
careful discrimination, and as far as it could be 
done strict investigation has been made, both 
at the houses of the poor, and the Board.

The Board are pertectly aware that a few may 
have been relieved, who should not have been 
helped- but thev preferred to err on the.side of 
mercy, and where doubts existed, it was 
thought best to give temporary relief till more 
thorough enquiry was made. When found to 
be unworthy they have been refused relief. 
Occasionally families have been relieved for 
the sake of the poor children, when one, or 
even both parents, have been far from worthy 

To shew that care has been exercised, as 
much as possible, in the distribution of relief, 
it may be stated that in one of the districts 
out of 163 families applying for relief, 26 were 
after investigation, refused assistance, for 
various reasons. Since the conclusion of re 
lief, the list has been again carefully examined 
by those most intimately acquainted with 
these families, and, with the exception of the 
above, the Board would not feel justified in re­
fusing help to any of the number heretofore re­
lieved.

Among the most difficult details of our 
work, has been the cases of mixed marriages, 
or marriages between Protestants and Catho­
lics. The Board has endeavoured to act with 
caution in these cases, for, in many instances, 
it was difficult to arrive at a knowledge of the 
exact state of things. Nearly every case re­
lieved has been visited by the missionaries, and 
a report received.

It is gratifying to state, that in many in­
stances improved habits, both in house and per­
son, have oeen witnessed. The poor have been 
treated with kindness, — good admonitions 
have been given to them, along with the re­
lief received—and we could point to quite a 
number who through the generosity of our citi­
zens, have been enabled to exchange their rags 
and wretchedness, for warm and comfortable 
garments. Almost the last case relieved was 
that of a poor widow,'so changed in appearance 
for the better, that she was hardly recognized.

Many painful cases have been brougut under 
the notice of the Board, during the winters 
operations, mostly of orphan children and 
widows suffering the extreme of hunger and 
poverty in wretched hovels. Other cases not 
less painful, have been discovered of families 
once in respectable circumstances, but now re­
duced to want. These have been more or less 
relieved with provisions, firewood and cloth­
ing.

Employment has been got. for several able 
bodied men, and others recommended to differ­
ent situations. Several destitute strangers 
have been taken into the House of Refuge, and 
a few have been sent to their relations at a dis­
tance. As an industrial test, hammers for 
stone breaking were procured and placed in 
the hands of those disposed or able to work 
Some remained at the stone breaking, whore a 
scanty pittance was earned for their families ; 
whilst a few that got the hammers were seen 
no more.

The value and efficiency of the City Mission 
work as an important auxilliary in the prosecu- 
cutioa of out-door relief has been very manifest 
to the Board. Without the help of the Mis­
sionaries at the Board it would have been im­
possible to d elect imposition or to be made ac­
quainted with the many cases of destitution 
out, known to those who duties lead them 
among the poor and needy in their daily work.

Many of the children relieved at the Board, 
attend some one or other of the various 
Schools, and it has been a source of the deepest 
satisfaction to the members of this Board to 
have been able to strip the rags from some of 
these children, and replace them with the 
clean and comfortable clothing sent in from 
time to time.

The Board is convinced that one of the first 
steps towards the improvement and elevation 
of the poor is to put them in the way of being 
better clothed and lodged. The miserable 
houses which so many of our laboring poor are 
compelled to inhabit, is a Iruitful source of 
poverty, disease and crime. It would be an in­
estimable blessing were a better class ot dwel­
lings erected throughout the city, for the occu­
pation of the laboring classes. It has been 
J'r quently remarked at the Board that the poor 
pay comparatively very high rents for their 
miserable and comfortless tenements.

Tlie Board are deeply impressed with the ne­
cessity of having free public Baths, with Wash 
House and Soup Kitchen attached, established 
in the Suburbs of the city, say one in the vicin­
ity of Chaboillez Square, for the Western, and 
another about Papineau Square, for the Eastern 
district. The House of Refuge, though doing 
a great and important service for the poor, is 
found to be at too great a distance from these 
districts, for the people to come daily for sup­
plies in the winter season, the majority of them 
being so poorly clad. In the small over-crowd­
ed tenements it may easily be inferred that 
habits of cleanliness cannot be easily practised.
F or example, it was found during, the past win­
ter that as many as 13 persons were living in one 
room, and in the adjoining room, six others. 
Public baths where poor people so situated, 
could wash their persons and clothes, would 
prove to them a great boon, and would mater­
ially contribute to the general health of the 
city, for it is among this class that an epidemic 
principally finds its victims Consequently even 
as a sanitary measure, this is a matter of great 
importance. Will not some of our wealthy 
citizens apply themselves to work out such a 
reform amongst the poor, as we have hear in­
dicated ?

A record has been carefully kept of every 
case relieved, detailing the position and cir­
cumstances of each applicant. The number of 
families in this record who have received re- 
iicf is 525. A record has been also kept of all

the proceedings, give back the estate to the 
debtor, and accept from him a composition pre­
cisely as they might de if no proceedings had 
been taken, or no Insolvent law existed. The 
only difference is that by the law the consent 
of a majority of his creditors, (of $100) repre­
senting three-fourths of the debtor’s liabilities, 
.binds the remainder.

Where there is strong evidence of fraud, 
upon the oath of a creditor, the whole estate of 
a debtor may be seized by the Sheriff, off-hand, 
without a moment’s notice. When a debtor 
ceases to meet his payments regularly, lie must 
on a five days simple notice from two creditors, 
whose aggregate demand amounts to $500, 
make an assignment or suffer a seizure iu like 
manner. Any debtor unable to meet his liabi­
lities may call a meeting of creditors or make 
an assignment. Immediately all law proceed­
ings or actions, which may be unlimited in 
number, cease, and are merged into one action, 
witfi one bill of costs. That, including advertise­
ments, is not pecessarily greater for a whole 
estate than is often incurred iu one seizure 
for a small balance of rent, or so great.

The Assignee, in whom the whole estate 
rests for the general benefit of creditors, is 
simply their agent, who gives security for his 
trust, and is subject to all the provisions of 
Statute law concerning agents. He is an offi­
cer of the Court, in the sanie manner as the 
Sheriff or Prothonotary, subject to any order 
that creditors may require. He must keep a 
regular reeprd of his proceedings, and clear 
accounts, always open to inspection. He may 
be changed wlreneyer the creditors see fit, and 
he made to account promptly to his successor. 
In all things he is subject to the orders of the 
creditors. Tbe estate is theirs, and they may 
order it as they see fit. If impatient of delay, 
they may order an estate closed forthwith, 
whatever may be the sacrifice ; or if they prefer 
waiting for a belter collection of deb's, and 
more profitable resolution of assets, they may 
do so.* The Assignes is entirely in their power. 
They must not complain of him, biR give him 
directions distinctly, and if he does not carry 
them out efficiently er satisfactorily, dismiss 
him. The time required for settling up an 
.estate under the Insolvent Act need not be great, 
unless there be intricacies in real estate, or mat­
ter of dispute in Court. The usual delays of 
law are the result of circumstances that no Act 
cap yeprecly- jit is difficult to imagine better ex­
pedients for giving to pfedjtors the possession 
of insolvent estates, or for administering them 
afterwards.

Out of nothing, nothing comes. Creditors 
must not expect that an Insolvent Act will 
pay the debts to them, or make good the faults 
of imprudent advances, This must be had in 
remembrance when giving credit. All claimed 
for it is, that it is the best expedient for realis­
ing the largest sum out of Estates that cannot 
pay their debts, and making a fair distribution 
of the proceeds at the smallest cost, with the 
least delay.

The truth of this pretension can only be es­
tablished' aïte’r a few years trial. Merchants 
will find that if they hake "pof got mqch put of 
Estates, they always get something. If they 
look back through their Ledgers and count up 
the Estates on which they received nothing, 
and the time they heretofore waited when an 
estate “ got” into the hands ef an Assignee, 
they will probably find the new average of re­
turn upon bad business better than the old. 
As perhaps the worst case out of many similar.

Under 
our present Insolvent Act, this whole estate 
might have been settled within two years.

The Act must not be judged Ivy dividends 
thus tar paid under it, for the estates were 
bankrupt before it came into operation, and 
all the Assets of many were exhaust­
ed in years past. If by the vigil­
ance pf creditors estates are brought 
under the law, when they begin to get 
bad, reasonable dividends may he expected ; 
but commercial experience tells us how fast a 
fifteen shilling Estate will run down to five 
shilhngg, oy ty/.o shillings ; and, how little can 
be got if it he left for a final catastrophe, when 
it can run no longer.

Embarrassed traders in the hope of extrica­
tion or dreading to face creditors make every 
effort. Money is raised at any price, goods are 
sold at any sauiftce. What is of most ready 
value is sold or pledged for money.

Bill receivable are all discounted and all that 
can be realised on the best accounts is collected. 
Real Estate will be mortgaged or over mort­
gaged, and while this is going on some credi­
tors taking alarm will manage to secure their 
pay in full. When such an Estate, composed 
of Real Estate mortgaged for more than its 
value, effects that the Insolvent could not sell, 
aed debts that [he could not collect, or is 
otherwise in the worst possible position, 
comes into the hands of an Assignee, who must 
pey out of the proceeds, privileged claims for 
rent, wages, Ac., which are rim up by arrears, 
it is clear there cannot be much left for gene­
ral distribution. The machine has been stop­
ped because nothing could be raised to run it a 
day longer, and is found to be in utter derange­
ment. Badly kept accounts are adjusted with 
much labour, and when adjusted, nothing is 
found due upon them.

Where the Insolvent is a mechanic or manu­
facturer, he may be possessed of au accumula­
tion of the “Plant.’' What, from its tost, 
figures largely in the assets, and is valuable to 
himself, is but of little value to any one else ; 
and after indispensable charges are deducted, 
produces little when sold. Creditors can only 
console themselves, that while now they get a 
little each of many Estates, they would out of 
such estates without the Insolvent Act, get no­
thing.

Some system of Commernial Law for saving 
what can be saved out of these commercial 
wrecks, is as necessary as an Admiralty Law 
for saving what can he saved from shipwrecks. 
All that is got is gain ; and the only question 
is does our Insolvent Act meet the require­
ment.

TRADE AND COMMERCE.

From the other side of the Atlantic we have j ment of Law, and may be considered indelicate

by the friends whose names are paraded ; but 
the mercantile body have a right to know what 
has been the operation of the Insolvent Act of 
1860, in the first eighteen monihs of its exist­
ance.

Commercial nations have found some special 
system of law necessary tor the settlement of 
Insolvent Commercial Estates, in the same 
manner as there is a sytem of law for the settle­
ment of the estates of deceased persons, for an 
Insolvent is one commercially dead. Both 
descriptions of Estates are governed by the 
same principle and when the law of one is as 
welt understood as the law of the other, they 
will be considered alike reasonable. In one 
the Estate vests in an executor and the other 
in an assignee, and the duty so far as concerns 
the payment of debts, alike in both cases, is to 
turn the Estate into money as quickly as an 
avoidance of too great a sacrifice will permit, 
and divide the proceeds equally among credi­
tors according to the privilege or nature of 
ther respective claims.

Of all Insolvent laws the Scotch law is 
deemed the most perfectly framed and com­
prehensive. That cannie people appear to 
have provided for all contingencies and over­
looked nothing. Our Insolvent law is assimi­
lated to it in its leading provisions. Tfie 
English Act is about being assimilated, and 
ours might be more than it is. The grand and 
common sense idea, is, that the Estate of an 
Insolvent is the aggregate property. The 
Assignees being the common actuary for all and 
that they may control and dispose of this ag­
gregate property precisely as they might do

the following by the last mail respecting, tile

Brogden and Mr. Vanderbyl, and did vote for 
them.

“ That J. Jones, dentist, was offered 127. to 
vote for Sir E. Lacon and Mr. Goodson ; and he 
subsequently received a bribe of 157. 10s to 
vote for Mr. Brogden aud Mr. Vanderbyl, and 
did voet for them.”

“ That James G cymes was offered 107. to 
vote for Sir E. Lacon and Mr. Goodson, and 
afterwards received a bribe of 207. to vote for 
Mr. Brogden and Mr. Vanderbyl, and did vote 
for them.

“ That Robert Nobbs was offered a sum of 
107. to vote for Sir E. Lacon and Mr. Goodson, 
aud a further sum of 17. if he voted earlv : that 
lie subsequently received a bribe of 157, to vote 
for Mr. Brogden and Mr. Vanderbyl, and did 
vote for them.
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But now that a legal method for settlement 
is provided, Estates need not then be run down 
to nothing. Debtors may be advised to look 
closely into their affairs, when embarrassments 
come upon them, and when they see that assets 
do not equal liabilities, instead of wasting the 
property of creditors in vain attempts to hide 
the deficiency, manfully submit the whole to 
those creditors for them to decide on what 
terms or conditions the business shall be con­
tinued, or be assigned. The commercial charac­
ter of Insolvents will hereafter depend upon the 
dividends paid by their respective Estates. 
Instead of a wonder that many fail, and pay 
small dividends, it is a wonder that so many in 
trade meet their payments regularly. When 
we consider the number of men who, without 
capacity or capital, or sufficient credit to run a 
business, commence mercantile enterprises 
under heavy rents and expenses that utterly 
exceed all the profit that can he made on their 
small transactions, the wonder is that apart 
from fraud or dishonesty, or the risks and losses 
incident to commerce, there is any thing at all 
left at the end of a few years. When creditors I 
get the whole of what remains, what more can 
they expect.

A new law, comprehensive in its ramifica­
tions, cannot be judged by the work of eighteen 
months, before those acting as assignees ap­
pointed under it, to carry out its intentions, are 
fairly cleai of their apprenticeship ; and when 
the whole amount of assets administered upon 
throughout the Province, though taken at their 
highest value, is too contemptibly insignifi­
cant, compared to the amount of daily transac­
tions in the streets of Montreal alone, to cause 
any disturbance of trade one way or another.
A great parade of names of Insolvents has 
been made in the newspaper advertisements ; 
but their significance to the trade of the coun­
try is as nothing. .The operations of the Act 
will probably be satisfactory to business men 
who, sufficiently occupied with current affairs, 
cannot give time to the consideration of old 
wrecks. Asking only for fair jilay, and what
