DupLicITY PREVALENT AMONG OUR POLITICI-
axs.—There can be no greater proof of the
demoralization which has been produced by
the men who- have recently ruled in Canada,
than the duplicity which marks the conduct of
candidates at elections. Time was when con-
tests were managed on what free-masons call
the Square—when such things as are in, the
P. R. named “crosses” were unknown.—When
in short, men took up one side or' the other,
and whichever side they took up; openly
boasted of it. .Now all this frankness is con-
fined to the politicians of one side. If you
have an Opposition candidate, he tells you so
plainly enough. Vote for me, he says, because
I shall do my best to punish the wrong-doing
of the men’ now in power, in the only way that
is possible—by turning them out of office as
speedily as possible, Vote for me; and I shall
geek to reverse the -acts which I blame, and
prevent the men who are guilty of them from
offending more. But, get a Ministerialist, and
ask him how he is going to vote! . Oh, he never
knows anything about it. ~'What he thinks of
the Ministry ? Oh, he condemns every one of
their acts. Whether he will punish these acts?
No; he will wait; to see whether the public
robbers will rob uny more, and, if not, in spite
of their crimes, he will whitewash their past
life. Ts he a Ministerialist then ?—God forbid.
He thinks the Ministry have squandered the
public money. ' He is, in Upper Canada, a firm
advocate for the rights of that section of the
country, and only doubts Mr. Brown because
he thinks that he is a mere hypocrite in de-
manding representation according to popula-
tion. And all this while, though the simple,
and honest are taken in by fine proressions,
every thinking voter knows that the “indepen-
dent” man, who wants to.judge of the Ministry
by their acts, will never be able to come to any
decision, because he never decides' on what is
or has been, but is always waiting for that
which is to be. Such are the miserable artifices
to which a party is reduced by following those
who have no belief in any principle of honesty,
but whose whole system ‘of government is
based on fraud, sham, and misrepresentation.
Look at the Montreal election. The Ministerial
candidate was all in favour of the seat of Go-
vernment at Montreal, and some of the Minis-
terial presses, as a reason for voting for him,
gave out that now, at last, the Ministry, too,
were of that. way of thinking. - Every body
knew that Mr. Beaudry, once in, would,
like the rest, have been always ready to sacri-

days, when the English press had expressed
its feeling pretty strongly upon the question of
the seat of deernment, in a sense favourable
to Ottawa, we found  the = Government
presses alleging that it was a mistake to
suppose the Ministry here had ever changed
their minds, and that Ottawa was still to be
the place, only that the decisive act was to be
postponed till after further consideration in
Parliament. Look, too, at Mr. Allan in Toronto;
Ts it not lamentable to see a gentleman of his
respectability going into Parliament to support
a Government, yet attempting to catch votes
by blaming all their acts?  Can figs grow on
thistles or grapes on thorns, and can any
straiglitforward conduct be expected from men
who so notoriously palter, in-a double sense,
with the great issues of the day ? “How do We
condemn a Ministry—by writing against them ?
No, by voting against  them H for, the written
blame is annulled, and praise set up in its place,
when it is' followed by substantive acts of
approval. We repeat that we can think of no
greater proof of the demoralization of our public
men than that would be members of Par-
liament, will stoop to such falsehood—for it is
nothing else but falsehood—or that men should
consent to remain in power, supported only by
the votes of legislators who are ashamed  to
avow their adhesion to them. When such
things are to be seen on every side, the times
must be truly out of joint. :

Tre ToronTo ELECTION.— Mr. Brown has
written a very sensible letter on the subject of
this election to a constituent..

He does not
deny Mr. Allan’s general respectability ; but
the thing is to have a representative of particu-
lar views, and it is nonsense because a man is
respectable to place him in a position to thwart
yourself. Again, it is said that Mr. Romain,
though professing opposition sentiments, will if
elected, desert to the other party. Grant thag
he does so, says Mr. Brown, we shall then be
no worse off than we should ba with Mr. Allan.
But he adds, whatever opinions some persons
may form of the relative characters of the two
candidates, no one has ever doubted that Mr.
Romain was a person faithful to his promises.
This is the only rational way of looking at such
a matter. If a man wants a house built, he
does not select an editor or a lawyer because
he is a respectable character. He would rather
take a drunken bricklayer than the most pious
divine; and so itis with members of Parlia-
ment. There are undoubtedly some characters
80 bad as to preclude them entirely from selec-
tion; but the differences which partizan affec-
tion, genteel friends, great wealth, and refined
tastes may suggest in favour of one out of two
tolerably honest men, is not to be set against
the substantial question of which is the most
likely to do the work which is to be done.

of the rooms saw & woman ly‘ing on the__ﬂoor.
gasping her last. She was lying some SiX feet
from the bed. Her face was towards the door,
and was bloody ; one of her eyes was very
much swollen and red. She had rgcen'ed a
blow on the nose; it was covered with blood,
and feathers were adhering. There was bloody
mucus oozing from the mouth, and feathers
were also here adhering. I administered some
medicine, but it was of no avail. I then went
into the next room and saw the prisoner lean-
ing upon the table and asleep. Some of the
people in: the house then went for the police
and to warn the Coroner. That was all I saw
the first day.. The. prisoner was in a front
room; there was a partition between the two
apartments ; there was an empty tumbler in the
vicinity 'of the; prisoner. As the policeman
was taking the prisoner out of the room he
made some observation. I cannot be positive,
but I think there was blood on one of the pri-
soner'’s hands. Looking at the deceased, I
think there must have been a scuffle ; as she
must have rolled about greatly for the feathers
were adhering to her tace. There ‘was some
blood about the mouth and nose, and feathers
there ; I think she got these feathers by rolling
about on the floor. Theroom was in & most
terrible ‘state; broken candlesticks; broken
crockery ; the feather bed was broken and the
feathers strewn about the room. There was
also a trunk which had been broken open ; the
clothes were scattered about. The next morn-
ing I attended the Coroner’s inquest with Drs.
Craik and Picault. We examined the body.
Upon stripping the body we found upon the
shoulders marks of severe beating, as if by a
cane. There were nine marks on her right
shoulder, perfectly distinguishable, extending
from the left to the right shoulder, There was
another upon the left shoulder. There were
also some bruises upon the right arm; but they
were continuations of the jblows on the should-
er. There was a severe blow or contusion on
the neck, above the shoulder. I discovereda
large bruise upon the left portion of the head ;
it was about four inches in extent; the
bone on which the injury was inflicted is the
most prominent on tbe left side of the head..
There was & bruise upon the temple. There
were marks of three blows on the right side of
the head ; one on the temple ; two others above
and under the ear. When we opened the head
we found the surface of the brain and blood-ves-
sels very much congested. There were several
patches of extravasated blood upon and under-
neath the membranes. In the interior of the
brain the smaller blood vessels were quite gorg-
ed’ with blood ; of the other parts of the body
all was in a healthy ‘condition, except the liver;
this was much enlarged aud hardened. We at-
tributed this to intemperance—excessive drink-
ing. The cause of death wasevidently conges-
tion of the brain. The liver was a pale yellowish
colour, and much hardened ; the disordex;edv
state of the stomach could have no counection
with congestion of the brain. The exciting
causes of this congestion were the blows inflict-
ed on ‘the head. The congestion inside corres-
ponded with the discolorations on tl'le scalp.
It is not easy to say what weapon inflicted the
blows on the head ; they may haye been caused
by a fall or by blows. The cane I now see, used
with force, would have inflicted , these bloyvs
on the head. I am pesitive that this cane in-
flicted the blows on the shoulders ; these marks
, The wound on
the eye mnst have been inflicted by a fist, or by
falling - against something; it was a recent
wound and appeared to have been inflicted
during that day. In this instance the conges-
tion had.been going on for a day or two ; but
the patches of extravasated blood occurred re-
cently ; perhaps not more than a day. If the.
woman had been intoxicated for a week pre-
vious the brain would have a tendency to con-
| gestion. : e
Cross examined by Mr. Johnson—The blows
on the back had no connection with the cause
of death. If the woman had been drunk eight
or ten days and fallen down stairs, contusion
might have been produced. The marks on the
shoulders could scarcely have been caused by
the edges of stairs when the deceased was fall-
|ing down ; they were inflicted apparently from
behind;  and made regularly ; congestion (_)f .the
brain, causing:death. Seeing no other existing
cause, it is presumable blows were the cause of
| congestion, I cannotsay if they were mnflicted
by a stick;.a fall might do it as well. In all
cases continued intoxication would produce
congestion of the brain. A woman with a de-
ceased; liver, by falling from a bed, might re-

| 'was present at the post mortem examination of

the deceased. The body was lying on its back,
with the head slightly raised on a pillow ;. the
arms extended by the side; the lett leg also ex-
tended and the right slightly drawn up. There
was blood issuing from both nostrils and marks
of recent'and severe ecchymoses overboth eyes.
On turning the body over several bruises were
seen on the right arm and shoulder. These
marks were long and narrow, -and were about
seven'and eight in number ; they had the ap-
pearance of being inflicted a day or two pre-
vious ‘to death. 'On shaving the scalp two
marks of blows orbruises were found on the left’
side of the head, one of them extending to the
forehead The larger and more posterior of the
two was about two and a half inches in length
and one in breadth; the other was nearly cir-
cular and about an inch in diameter; the third
was on the back part of the head inclining to-
wards the right occipital region. These were
the only marks of violence I observed upon the
body. On opening the head the membranes of
the brain were very much congested; opposite
the seat of the injurybehind,the dura mater was
ecchiymosed ; the substance of the brain was
much congested,'and on its surface, in the posi-
tions corresponding to the external injuries there
were clots of extravasated blood ; the brain in
other respects was healthy. The chest was
opened, with the exception of some old adhe-
sions in the right lung ; the lungs were in their
natural condition. The heart was also healthy,
and contained in all its cavities what is called
polypi—these are substances formed in the last
momements—and show that death has been
gradual and not instantaneous. The liver was
enormously enlarged, and in the condition usu-
ally know as drunkard’s liver. The stomach
presented the appearances nsually found in
drunkards. - With those exceptions the abdom-
inal organs were all healthy. The deceased was
in the seventh month of pregrancy, or there-
abouts. I attributed death to pressure on the
brain, caused by these patches of extravasated
blood. I would call congestion of the brain
that state in which the vessels are full, in this
case they were not. The contusions on the
skull were ofrecent origin. They did not seem
to be inflicted more than a few honrs—certain-
ly not more than twelve, but notso long I think.
“A fall from the bed would not cause all these
bruises on the head. These blows on the head
would produce insensibility almost immediately.
A cane like the one I now see might inflict the
wounds on the back.

Cross-examined by Mr. Johnston—I think
death was caused by the pressure upon the
brain of those clots of blood ; I don’t think the
clots could have been caused by that cane; it is
possible ‘that the injuries on the head may
have been caused by falling down stairs and the
head coming in contact ; but at the same time,
it is scarcely probable that the wound on the
top of the head could be produced in this way ;
I have seen injuries slighter than those on the
head of the deceased, cause death in a healthy
person, e

By the Court—The injuries on the head
might have been caused by thumping it on the
floor. * They must have been caused by external
violence. In one word, death, to the best of
my opinion, was caused by violence. There
were four or five clots, each corresponding with
the external injury.

Court—Was death accelerated by those ex-
ternal marks ?

Witness—It was, undoubtedly.

Dr. Picault was next ex.mined, and, in the
main, gave evidence similar to that which was
adduced by the previous medical witnesses.
Detective O’'Leary was next examined—When
I saw the prisoner, after he was arrested, he had
a spot of blood upon the right hand ; he told me
it was caused by meat which he had purchased
that day at the market; prisoner. told me that |
he could not believe that his wife was dead.

And Mr. A. Hart, on the same side, proceeded
to the examination of witnesses. He called Mr.

he appeared to be sober; I entertain a very fa-
vorable opinion of the young man.

Jacob Randell examined—On the day of the
death of his wife, the prisoner came to my store
and offered me cigars for a breast-pin and
breach, for his lady; he received them in ex-
change for his cigars.

By Mr. Monk—I do not know if theday on
which he called upon me was the 2nd or 3rd of
August.

John Bates examined—I used to collect rents
from the prisoner ; he was sober and polite, and
paid everything he owed. 3

Mira Runkell examined—I know the priso-
ner ; on the 3rd of August last, in the morning,
I saw the prisoner come from the market; he
was carrying in his hand a leg of mutton and
a liver ; in the afternoon, after the prisoner was
arrested, my little boy showed me his hand,
which was covered with blood that had exuded
from a liver.

Joseph Brisseau examined—I am a cab man,
and have my stand oppesite - the room occupied
by the prisoner; on the 23rd of July, the de-
ceased, when coming down stairs to look forher
children, fell down.

Several other witnesses gave evidence of the
good character of the prisoner.

Mr. Monk, Q. C., addressed the Court on the
part of the Crown, after which,

Judge Aylwin charged the Jury. He first
read overall the evidence; and next remarked
that medical testimony had shown that the in-
ternal organs of the deceased were affected by
her intemperate habits. But, in point of
law, if the death of this woman was occasioned
by external violence, the person guilty of this
violence was guilty of the crime of murder.
The jury would discard the question of drunk-
enness, because when the woman died, and
even before it, the prisoner was in a state of
intoxication. In this state, however, there could
be, by the law of England, no extennation for
crime. So much then for the drunkenness of
the deceased and her husband, the prisoner.
Passing from this, the jury would have to con-
sider three things: 1st, Was the death of the
deceased occasioned by external violence; 2nd,
Was this violence inflicted by the prisoner or
by anybody else; 3rd, If the violence was in-
flicted by the prisoner, were the circumstances
such as to constitute the crime of murder, or
any other crime. The three medical gentlemen
agreed that death was caused by extravasation
of blood in the brain. Besides these injuries,
there were others observed on the back. Dr.
Nelson said they were inflicted by a cane.
These circumstances went far to fasten upon the
prisoner the crime of which he was accused;
and there was another yet—the deceased though |
she had been seen drunk that day, had got on
her person no. marks of violence. At her de-
cease these marks were visible ; who was most
likely to inflict them ? the individual who alone
exercised an authority over. the deceased, and
the individual who at the time was sleeping in
the next room—her, husband.  Again, the bed
was broken down; and one of the witnesses said
that the pillow was torn open. There must
then have been violence’; and this opinion de-
rived strength from the fact that she was found
six. feet from the bed, lying on the floor.
Had she fallen from the, bed, she would not
haye been so far remoyed from it. It was said
that the inmates of the house heard no noise;
but it would be rem¢mbered that the house was
a tavern, and, then, it was not likely every
sound could be heard. In regard to the blood
on the hands «nd face of the prisoner. Three
intelligent witnesses swore to the tact.—
Could it be supposed that any man could go
through the streets all day with blood upon his
hands and face. Besides, the blood was fresh ;
now, had it touched his hands and face in the
mlorning it must have dried. If the Jury were
satisfied that the prisoner had been guilty of
this violence, it was his duty to explain his
conduct, Besides, npon whom would any one,
any individual, or the law call, to explain the
death of a murdered person? upon none, but
the person nearest the body.
that a man had a right to ill-treat his wife—
this was a 'vulgar error which could not be
toleratea in a British Court of Justice. The
Jury had now before them the three points to
which he had before alluded. If they consider-
ed the prisoner guilty they would return a ver-
dict in accordance with their conviction—if on
the contrary they believed that the charge of
murder had not been wholly proven, they had
still open to them a course at which they might
arrive, by straining every point in favour of the
prisoner, and then the law would enable them

to return a verdict which would not be murder
—but a lesser crime. .

The Jury then retired, and after an absence
of about seven minutes returned into Court with
a verdict of “Not Guilty.”

The prisoner was then discharged, and the
Court which had been sitting since 10 o’clock
in the morning adjourned at ten minutes past
eight in the evening.

THE AUSTRALIAN COLONIES.

(From the London Times.)
omadsans W atald b Tz @buirizy
land and sea we have been especially unsuc-
cessful in the colonization of Australia. We
bore this accusation with our accustomed
meekness, contening ourselves with the reflec-
tion, that whatever may have been our success-
es in the fifth quarter of the globe, they have
cost us no blood and very little money—con-
siderations which have reconciled the commer-
cial mind of this country to the entire absence
of all martial glory, of battles, sieges, pictures
by Horace Vernet, Field-Marshal-batons and
military decorations illustrating our cor.quests
on the shores of the Pacific Ocean—a sea hith-
erto, we are happy to think, very properly so
called. This, however, is, after all, but nega-
tive consolation, and we therefore request the
attention of our critics to some of the positive
results of the colonization of Australia as de-
picted in the monthly detail of news just re-
ceived. Of course we do not pretend to any
rivalry with the far more  brilliant operations
which our neighbors have executed on the oth-
er side of the Mediterranean,—we only wish
our censors to take note of the state of things
rather implied than expressed, in the intelli-
gence we have received.

In the first place, the revenues of the Colony
of Victoria are in‘a very satisfactory state, the
‘increase on the yearending the 8th of June last
being no less than :£500,000, out of a revenue
amounting altogether to something less than
£3,500,000,~n0t a bad income; one would think,
for a colony which has only just attained the
twenty-first year of its existence. Let it be
observed that this fine settlement not only does
not now cost, but never has cost the mother
country anything, the very troops which it re-
quires forits defence being paid for, like those
of the East.India Company, out of colonial
funds. - The first point to which we call atten-
tion is the establishment of a new Bank for the
colonists who are not unreasonably anxious to
get that branch of business into their own hands,
instead of trusting it to the numerous English
companies by which it has hitherto been almost
entirely monopolized. The next melancholy
indication of the declining state of these droop-
ing settlements is the statement of gold ex-—
ported from Vietoria during the last six months
which amounts to 1,277,568 ounces, and,
what is still more melancholy, shows an al-
most progressive increase month by month.
Then, again, there is the further fact that capi-
tal and the combination and division of labour
are beginning to be applied in earnest to the
production of gold, and that lands believed to
have been exhausted by the researches of single
diggers are being worked at a profit by the
quartz-crushing companies. Indeed, goldmining
is now carried on with success within nine miles
of the city of Melbourne itself. But perhaps
this colony, so wealthy, so prosperous, so self-
reliant, is growing weary of her connexion
with perfidious Albion, and meditating a bold
stroke for independence, such as that which
separated from us our earlier settlements in

The same letter which brings us
news of this very considerable material pro-
gress informs us that politics are a blank, that
there is absolutely nothing to talk or write
about, the only topic which seems to engross
the attention of the pnblic being the mission
of the Mayor of Melbourne—a gentleman’ who
has made a large property in the colony, and
rejoices, moreover, in the truly national patro-
nymic of Smith—on a message round the Globe
for the purpose of presenting an address to Her
Majesty congratulating her on the marriage of
the Princess Royal. = This Herald of approach-
ing revolution carries with him £5,200, as a
further subscription from  the colony of Victo-
ria to the Indian Relief Fund, and £110 for the
fund tor the relief of soldiers’ daughters. Such
are our tidings from Victoria, and we think we
shall be guilty of no overstrained inference if
we assert that, in whatever we may have failed,
we have at any rate succeeded in raising up a

‘community wealthy, prosperous, enterprising,

and self-supporting, contented with its own
institutions, and cordially and even affestion-
ately attached to the. mother country from

.whom she received them.

Let us now turn to New South Wales—a
colony which was once our Ceayenne or Lam-
bessa, only with this important difference, that
our convicts were sentu there to live instead
of to. die. New South Wales is not in so
tranquil a political state as Victoria, for it is
engaged ~at this moment in giving itself,
under the name ot a Reform Bill, what is vir-
tually, in many respects, a new constitution.
A warm struggle is going on ; the Conservative
minority fight their ground inch by inch, but

_the measure makes progress, nevertheless, and

willy for good or for evil, shortly become-law.
Another question has arisen which, considering
our long exclusion from all commerce with the
Celestial Empire, has about it something- of an
air of comic retribution.

It requires no detailed exposition to show that
the immigration of 25,000 Chinese—men with-
out women—carries with it most serious objec-
tions to an English community, and these objec-
tions are much aggravated and enhanced by the
jealousy of the working classes; who view in

In
the meanwhile the Island of many names, the
French colony of Rénnion. finding itself grevi-
ously in want of labour, has been recruiting- a-
mong the natives of the Sonth Sea Islands, not
without greivous suspicion of kidnapping- Th}%
accusation is made by an English sailor, but is
emphatically denied by the captain,, who
challenges proof, which in this case can hardly
be fortucoming. Probably, however, enough
has been dome to prevent the repe-
tition of the offence, and unless these natives of
the Southern Ocean are very different from any
of those with whom REuropeans, have huhert.o
come in contact, they will carry with them their
own surest protection, in their utter uselessness
and inefficiency as labourers, in the filthiness of
their habits, and the insubordination of their
conduct. = We regard the strong feeling which
this case has excited in Australia as symptom-
atic of a healthy moral tone, aud we are glad
to see that a great pastoral community, carry—
ing on that pursuit in which slave labour is
more particularly wuseful, holds as firmly
aloof from it as if thev Australian farmer-were
able to command any number of Dorsetshire or
Oxfordshire! labourers at 88 a-week. ) Putting
all things/ together, we see no reason to be
ashamed of the monthly bulletins from our Aus-
tralian-Colonies.
