thoge principles’ of liberal and progressive re-
torm which I have unifurmly, professed are shared
‘by & large majority of my fellow citizens.

My sentiments are Known to be in unison with
those of the more progressive liberal party,
which, ignoring all distinctions founded ou
differences of origin or of creed, seeks to ameli-
orate our iustitntions, purify onr administrative
system, and diminish the power and patronage of
the Executive by the widest application of the
elective principle. o

I trust the part I have taken in the varions
questions of public policy, which have from time
to time engaged your attention, renders other
than A peneral statement of my political views
uonecessary, but that my position on the ques-
tions now agitating the public mind, may be fair-
ly before you, I propose, briefly, to advert to the
most prominent of them. :

I am distinetly opposed to the present Admin-
istration; and especially do I  condemn the
abrupt termination of the réceut session ot Par-

Although the Algerines were to
be the recipients of the money, their interests
were not those which the testator sought to se-
cure. Now there are many points ‘of ¢ifference
between this case and that of an endowment by
the State, but in one point the two cases ate pre-
cisely alike, When the State endows a collegs,
a hospital, & school, or's class of men of any pro-
fesion, for the purpose of having certain services
performed, it is not the interest of the corporate
body nor of the profession that is secursd, but
the good of the people. The case of the Alger-
ines i8 ons of those extraordinary oneg by which
we test a principle, and as a matter of principle
endowed bodies, such as we speelk of, hold just
the same relation to their endowments ds the Al-
gerines did to the Mico charity, The State does
not desire to give money, but medical attend-
ance, schooling, religious instruction and 8o
forth, and the endowed body does not become in
sny proper sense, the proprietors of the endow-
ment, but the purveyors to the people of that
which the State gives its money to purchase for
them.
