BOSTON BOOT AND SHOE MARKET.

The spring season’s trade is drawing toa
close, and as is usually the case all manu-
facturers who have unfilled contracts on
they books are very busily engaged on
them. The jobbers are urgently calling
for more prompt delivery of the goods due
them, and nearly all the factories are being
run to their utmost capacity to meet the
demund. Saleemen who have just returned
from extended visits throughout the West
and South report trade as greatly restricted
on account of the extreme weather
that has prevailed, 1enderng the
transportation of goods very difficult, if
not altogether impossible. ‘There are a
great many duplicate orders coming in,
and in the aggregate they help swell the
volume of trade largely, but the majority
of orders being received are for piecing-out
and sizing-up assortments. The weekly
shipments are remarkably uniform, and
showthat those of our manufacturers who
have orders are producing goods to, their
usual capacity. The number of cases for-
warded during the past week was 56,740,
against 55,817 cases for the previous week,
an increase of 923 cases. The total num-
ber since January 1 now reaches 565,168
cases, against 538,729 for the same time
in 1880, showing an increase of 24,439
cases in favour of this year. The heavy
boot trade is now about commencing. Sam-
ples are taken out and salesmen are getting
ready to take the road.—Shoe and Leather
Reporter, 24th.

Letters from Iowa
represent that the stock of Corn on hand
is not in the best condition ; that much of
that remaining in the fields has sadly dete
riorated, and that the stock in bins, from
the constant accumulation of snow and ice
which have found their way into the very
centre, has, in many instances, become
unfit for market. These letters also repre-
sent that Corn has been used largely for
fuel during the winter, and that many
stock-raisers will hardly have enough for
feeding purposes until the grazing season
arrives.

The
Cardinal Vicar has accordingly addressed a
circular to Catholic administrators through-
out the world intimating that no bodies
Lave been taken from the Catacombs for
more than thirty years, and warning them
against impostors. The entire osteological
specimens purporting to be bodies of early
Christian martyrs freshly dug from the Ca-
tacombs in Rewae, have been shipped to
America.

  

ARMY CHANGES AND THE HIGHLAND
REGIMENTS.

The army estimates have been presented

to the Imperial Parliament, and the pro-

posed changes in the army have been ex-

plicitly made known by Mr. Childers, Sec-

retary for War. Among the many burning

questions set at rest is the one relating to

the re-grouping and dress of the Highland

regiments. What may have been the ori-

ginal intentions of the military authorities

at the War Office in the matter, the public,

and especially those who, like Lord Archi-
bald Campbell, swore on the hilts of their

dirks to raise up the elans of Scotland

against any change in the regimental kilts,

will never be known. Mr. Childers andhis

military advisers must have feared a  ris-

ing” in the North when they heard of the

meeting at Stafford House, and wisely with-

drew fromforcing on the Scotchmen an un-

palatable dose. For the benefit of the “ sons

of the heather” in our midst, who took as

deep an interest in the contemplated

change as the young Highland Chief

whose dirk-kissing scene created such un-

bounded enthusiasm in Scottish hearts, we

this morning give the changes to be made

in the Highland regiments. Far from re-

ducisg the number of regiments wearing
the kilts, the Secretary for War has added

four to the number, making them nine in-

stead of five, as formerly, and two will be

in frews. As the territorial system of

Lord Cardwell is still to be maintained the

changes and localization of the Highland

regiments appear to be about the best that

could be adopted. Since 1873 the follow-

ing has been the manner in which the

Highlaud Regiments have been linked,

men being enlisted for the Brigade, and

liable to serve in either regiment of the
Brigade :— :

71st (trews), 78th (kilt), Mackenzie tar-
tan—headquarters Fort George, 55th Bri-
gade.
92nd (kilt), Gordon tartan, 93rd (kilt),

Sutherland tartan—headquarters Aberdeen,
57th Brigade.
42nd (kilt), Black Watch tartan, 79th

(kilt), Cameron tartan—headquarters Perth,
57th Brigade.

72nd (trews), Stuart tartan, 91st (trews),
Argyll tartan—headquarters Stirling, 58th
Brigade.

74th (trews), Lamont tartan, 26th Came-
ronjans (dressed in ordinary line uniform)
—headquarters Hamilton, 59th Brigade.

 

According to the new re-grouping the
regiments will be localized as follows:

The 72nd.and 78th to be kilted, and "wear
Mackenzie tartan,and be called the Sea-
forth Highlanders, probably headquarters at
Fort George.
The 92nd Gorden Highlanders to remain

at Aberdeen, and the 75th Stirlingshire
Regiment (now linked with 39th Foot) to
become its second battalion, and receive
the same dress.
The 42nd to remain at Perth, and the

73rd Perthshire Regiment (now linked with
90th Perthshire Light Intantry) te become
what it once was before, viz., the Second
Battalion of the 42nd, and to be dressed in
Black Watch tartan. ‘
The 79th tohave its depot at Inverness,

aud will be without a link or second bat-
talion, the only one in the 141 battalions of
the army.
The 91st and 93rd to be dressed alike in

the tartan now worn by 93rd, with the De-
pot at Stirling.
The 71st and 74th to be combined as the

Highland Light Infantry (probably to be
dressed in Mackenzie tartan trews.) Depot
at Hamilton.

The 26th Cameronians and 90th Perth-
shire Light Infantry to be formed into a
paie Regiment, with Depot also ut Hamil-
on.

The above arrangement has, we hear,
given every satisfaction to both the officers
and men of the Scotch regiments and their
friends throughout the Highlands, The
little stir created by Scotchmen at home
aud here has done some good, and they
may boast of having scored a triumphant
victory for the tartan. The * fiery cross”
will be extinguished, claymores and dirks
will be sheathed, and the clansmen will
vest satisfied with the knowledge that the
picturesque and martial dress, worn with
honour in every part of .the world by
Scotch soldiers, is still to be retained as a
distinctive and national part of the uniform
of the British Army. Among the other
changes to be made, we notice that
it is proposed that the two battalions of
the Line and the two battalions of Militia
which have formed a territorial brigade

should henceforth form a territorial regi-

went with a county depot, the 1st and 2nd

battalions being Line, and the 3rd and 4th

Militia. The officers and men of the four

battalions would have the same uniforms,

only in the case of the men of the Militia

distinguished by the letter ‘ M” on the

shoulder. In fact, the whole Line would

be organised as the 25 first regiments were

now. The only exception to this would be the

four-battalion organizationMof therifle regi-

ments, and the Scotch regiments,

In studying this question, Mr.

Childers had impressed upon him

the necessity for increasing the army’s

preparedness for such minor wars and

expeditions as the history of the last ten

years had shown to be unavoidable. Should

England be engaged in a European war, or

a war for the preservation of her Indian

Empire, it is proposed to at once call out

the Army Reserve,to say nothing of the

Militia Reserve. In view, however, of

these minor troubles, Mr. Childers pro-

poses Lo rearrange the military establish-

ment, so that at any moment, and on the
shortest notice, a corps d’armce, cousisting
of 18 battalions of the Line, three of the
Guards, six regiments of cavalry, and 17
battaries of artillery can be despatched, and
this without trenching on the four regi-
ments of infantry required tor ordinary

reliefs. It has also been proposed that, in

future, reliefs should be much more by

drafts and less by whole battalions, so that

no officer or man should serve in India for
more than eight years. Itisto be hoped

these reforms will tend, wilh better pay

and promotion for non-commissioned offi-
cers, to bring the British Army up to

what it was a quarter of a century ago.
 

HYPOCRITICAL WAILING.

That the result of the election in East
Northumberland is a severe shock to the
Conservatives is evidenced by the miser-
able way in whichthey seek to account for
their defeat. The constituency was repre-
sented by a Conservative from Confedera-
tion until the General Election of 1874,
and even then, notwithstanding the Pacitic

 

 

Scandal, the Liberal candidate was only }
returned by a majority of about fifty. In

1678 the Conservative candidate, the late

Mr. Keeler, was returned by a majority 0
sixty-three. So great has been the revul

sion of feeling against Sir John Macdonald
and his policy that Mr. Crouter now leads

the poll by nearly two hundred votes. The
second Pacific Scandal has, therefore, nade

a stronger impression on the minds of

Orxario electors than the first. Moreover,

an Opposition candidate. has many dis-

advantages to overcome in contesting a

by - election in the middle of a

Parliamentary term, especially when the
party in power have a large Parlia-

mentary majority. The whole patronage

of the Government is used against him,

the electora are told that it is useless to
elect a man who cannot obtain any specia

&)propriations from the Government for

his county ; whereas the Ministerial can-

didate is in a position to make any number

of promiges. In East Northumberland the
Government candidate was specially fa-
voured. A grant of $50,000 was rushed
through Parliament just before prorogation,
ostensibly in aid of the Murray Canal; but

really to influence the election in East

Northumberland ; for nobody supposes that

this money would have been granted but
for the pending contest. Again Mr. Ken-
nedy, the Governmentcandidate, had the
“assistance of Mr. Rykert, Mr. White, of
Cardwell, Mr. White, of Hastings, and last

but notleast, the eloquentjBard of Niagara.

stituency was overrun by Conservative
stump orators, and the cause must cer-

tainly be bad which can suffer defeat in

such able hands.

The claim of the Government organs
that Mr. Kennedy was defeated because
of his religious belief is exceedingly weak

and hypocritical. Few electors, we
believe, inquired or cared about
Mr. Kennedy’s -- religious convictions.

They simply knew him as the candidate
of the Conservative party, and, as such,

opposed or supported him. Mr John White,

the chief of tke Orange order in Eastern

Ontario, worked hard for Mr. Kennedy,

and we are assured that the question of

religion formed no part of the Liberal can-

vass. Had the Liberals chosen to raise
such a cry as was raised by the Mai;

against Mr. Ryan in West Toronto, it ig

possible that Mr. Crouter’s majority might

have been larger. The Tories nominated

Mr. Kennedy with the avowed object of
securing the whole Catholic vote of the
constituency. In this they were probably

disappointed. The insinuations of the
Government organs, now that their man

has been beaten, merely expose their weak-

ness, for the whimperings of the Gazette

are tantamount to an admission that a

number of Northumberland Tories re-
fused to vote for Mr. Kennedy
simply because of his Catholicism.

The efforts of the Gazetie to misrepresent

Mr. Crouter’s position are merely the out-

come of chagrin and discomfiture. The

Belleville Infelligencer—the organ of the

Minister of Customs—on election morning

said :—
« Mr. Crouter is the nominee of the Grit

party, and as such he is bound to follow in
the wake of his leaders, and consequently
to oppose every measure which the Gov-
erment introduces, regardless of its merits.
Therefore, every vote recorded in favour
of Mr. Crouter is a vote against the Gov-
ernment.”

Mr. Crouter was elected as an uncom-

promising oppenent of the Macdonald

Ministry, and as a supporter of the party

led by Hon. Edward Blake. We are not

surprised to find that the Ministerialists

feel keenly their defeat, after the extraor

dinary efforts made by themto carry East

Northumberland. Nor will the party or

gans promote their cause by charging their

own friends with refusing to vote for a

Conservative on religious grounds.

STEPHENS referred to the engagement
of the Harbour Commissioners im 1877 to
build the revetment wall if the city would
widen Water street to 71 feet. They had an-
other able gentleman now as chairman of
the Commissioners, and he says their policy
is to let the city do everything.

Mr. ROBERTSON said he was merely ex-
pressing his own opinion.
The CHAIRMAN said the Harbour Commis-

gioners were going to give $50,000 for the
wall, and the cily to give the same to widen
the streets. ~

Ald. StepaENs remarked that they could
get it done for half now.

Mr. PETERSON said the existing contract
was for $126,000, without stone fillings;
and they had not decided whether to have
such, or to use the debris of the old build-
ings. It was the desire of the Government
that the designs for the stone-work were to

be submitted to and approved of by the
Harbour and City Eugineers, and if it
were not strong enough, to make it stronger.
The Engineers bad, however, examined the
plans, and were quite satisfied that the
work would be strong enough.

Ald. Prevost wanted to know what differ-
ence in the time of completion would be
made, whether they had wood or stone ?

Mr. PETERSON said that the wood-work
couldbe finished sooner, 80 as to be able to
run a train, and the contractor was to get
a bonus of $10,000 if this were accomplished
by the first of August, and a smaller bonus
if by the first of September. But as to the
entire completion, including the station, he
considered that it could be accomplished as
soon if they had the. stone revetment as if
they had the wooden.

Ald. Moon~EY said he understood the Gov-
ernment were willing to do all, providing
they gave $50,000.

Mr. PerersoN replied he could not say
that ; he believed they were, but could not
tell.

Ald. McSnane made a motion that no ac-
tion be taken by the Committee or the Coun-
cil in the matter, unless the Government
undertakes to do the gap.
The CHAIRMAN said a definite conclusion

Ald. STepHENS referred to the construction
of a loop line at Theee Rivers at a cost of

{ $140,000 or $160,000, by which Three Rivers
‘never gained a cent. Montreal had given
! $698,000 in cash towards the railway, and
“the Quebec Government ought to do some-
thing for the city in return. They had a

ipledge thai the terminus, and also the ter.
minus of the North Colonization Railway
should be within the city limits, their chief
object being to benefit the East-End. The
Government also said they would build the
workshops within the city. These pledges
bad not been fulfilled, and it was unjust in
face of these facts for them to, ask for more
money now. Neither they nor the Harbour
Commissioners ought to be asked to con-
tribute one cent. He was not inclined to
increase the debt of the city by $40,000.
The Chairman of Roads made the excuse for
not making necessary improvements that he
hed no money. He moved “That report be
made to Council that in the opinion of this
Committee the city has already subscribed
sufficient money towards the railway, and
that, in the present state ofthe city finances
and taxation, it is inexpedient to subscribe
toward a stone wall to sustain an embank-
ment for the railway tracks.” He said that
by-and-by the Syndicate would purchase
the railway, and he did not see why the city
should be salted to tbe further extent of
$40,000 for the benefit of a Joint Stock
Company that would not have any obliga-
tion to keep the wall in repair. He under-
stood that the Harbour Commissioners did
not think themselves bound to keep the old
revetment wall in repair. He doubted if
the improvement would serve to increase
the rent of houses in Dorchester and Sher-
brooke streets one dollar. It was only a
question of ornament. He referred to the
fact that there was no road to the top of the
mountain, and to some extensive schemes
of Ald. Beanchamp and Mr. McLaren, and
said he doubted not that the petition of the
latter .for an expropriation was signed by
everybody who would not have to pay any-
thing.

Aid. LAURENT moved, in amendment, that
$50,000 be granted for the stone wall, on
condition that the gap befilled up.
The CHAIRMAN cConcurred in à good deal

Ald. Stephens had said as to the disappoint-
ments they had suffered from the Govern-
ment, who had been breaking faith with
them all along. The city had been paying
money, and could get nothing back. There
wag no question but the Government had
bo breaking faith with them in all in.
stances. But looking at this question in
an impartial manner, and upou its own
merits, he thought they would get a good
bargain. He thought it would be a great
improvement. No Alderman could deny
but that the crib-work would have a very
ugly look, and the revenue would be re-
couped for the outlay they were asked to
make in the first year, even if only in the
good name of the city.

Ald. Stepnexs said he would give $100,
000 to get back the good name of the city.

‘The Mayor, being asked for his opinion,
said the question was whether the improve-
ment, by which a permanent way would be
made to the station, would be looked at by
the city as worth $40,000.

After a little more discussion Ald. Mc.
Shane withdrew his motion.
Ald, Laurent's amendment was then put,

when only himself and Ald. Prevost voted
for it,and Ald. Stephens, McShane, Mooney
and Brown against.

Ald. Stephens’ motion was carried upon
the same division. ’

Ald. STEPHENS then created a little amuse-
ment by lecturing the Chairman and the
Mayor on the duties of their respective
offices, and the importance of carrying out a
regime of rigid economy, reminding the
Mayor of his eleetion speeches, which he
thought hardly consistent with the course
he had taken in this matter.
The Mayor disclaimed having advocated

the expenditure, and repeated what he had
just said.

Ald. STEPHENs said that the Mayor was a
plucky man, à man who had thè courage of
bis convictions, and he expected something
more positive from him. Being somewhat
backward and hesitating himself he would
have been greatly strengthened and encour-
aged had the Mayor taken a decided stand
against the proposal.
The CHAIRMAN said hé considered himself

more economical than Ald. Stephens.
The question was then raised of replacing

an English loan, and the City Treasurer was
authorized te make an arrangement with
one of the city banks.
The CHAIRMAN said there was a diffi-

culty about getting some assessors’ books,
owing to the delay about the printing con-
tract.

Ald. STepurNS moved that the books be
purchased wherever they can be had cheap-
est. Carried.

this firm, such as Hardware, Iron Railings,
Iron Bedsteads, &c. On the first floor are
to be found the engine and boiler which J
furnish the motive power, also heavy
grinding ard polishing machines fot pro-
ducing the now famous « Mrs. Pott's Cold
Handle 8moothing and Polishing Irons,”
and Iron Bedstead Department and Japan
Rooms with steam ovens for baking the
Japan. Behind these shops, and extending
to Prince street, is the large Foundry,
alive with busy workers. The Foundry is
180x100 feet, and is complete in every es-
sential, and is at the present fully employed
in filling orders. Here can be seen the three
large cupolas for melting the iron, the cranes
for assisting the workmen in moving
the heavy and light castings, etc, every
facility being at hand for putting
through with despatch and comfort the
variety of work to bedone. Under the firm
name of Ives & Allen this concern won a
high reputation in the past, which is still
maintained, for making very superior cast-
ings, which castings were only pre-
viously manufactured in the United States.
Last summer the firm, with their usual en-
terprise, added a new line to their
business, in the manufacture of “ Ameri-
can Chilled Mould Board Ploughs,”
some two thousand of which were
made to order for a Western dealer.

CONFESSION OF PERRAULT.
——

On Saturday morning, the young man,
Denis R. Perrnult—who has been charged
with throwing bullets from the top of Tou-
pin’s Block, on St. Patrick’s Day, whereby
a man, named Finnigan, was seriously in-
jured—made the following confession to the
Police Magistrate :—I am a prisoner, accus-
ed of having wounded a man, named Finni-
gan, in the St. Patrick’s procession. Of my
own free will, and after having been placed
on my guard by the Magistrate, I desire to
plead guilty and to explain the facts. As
the procession in question had nearly passed
the corner of McGill and St. Joseph streets,
I went up on the roof of Toupin's Building,
at the corner of Notre Dame and McGill
streets, and I invited two young men, whose
names I do not know, but who were called
as witnesses agathst me the day before yes-
terday, to come up with me to see the pro-
cession pass. When on the roof, I threw
into the crowd below eight or ten bullets,
I threw them with my hands, and without
much force. I had no other object at all
but to set people talking, for I did not
believe I could do injury to any one. My
companions on the roof did not know that
I wanted to throw the bullets. I believe
that both my companions are Catholics,
and both speak English. No one engaged
me or solicited me to throw the bullets. I
did it of my ewn accord, and without any
thought of the consequences. When I saw
a man put his hand to his head I was
afraid and stopped throwing, for I then saw
it was a dangerous sport. It is true that
before going on the roof I showed the bul-
lets to Elzear Drolet, who has given a
deposition against me. I never had any
ill-fecling against the Irish Catholics, and
1 had certainly no motive to injure them.
On the contrary, my principal friends are
Irish Catholics, and my brother-in-law is
an Irish Catholic. On the other hand, I
have not a single Irish Protestant friend.
I never belonged te any secret society what-
ever. No one ever encouraged me to do it.
My companions seeing it looked on it as
an inoffensive joke.
The prisener was at the conclusion re-

manded back to gaol.

SERIOUS ACCIDENT TO THE
SHERIFF.
———

On Saturday afternoon, the Hon P.J. O.
Chauveau, Sheriff of Montreal, met with a
serious and painful accident, which will in-
capacitate him for some time to come. He
had just taken his lunch at the Richelieu
where he is stopping, when, having occa-
sien to pass along a corridor leading from
the newdining-room of the hotel, he failed
to observe that there was no hand-rail or
balustrade where the workmen have left an
opening in the fioor for à stair-way to the
lower story. Over this unprotected place
Mr. Chauveau fell a distance of some 12
fect, striking his head in his descent against
a laborer’s hod, which had been left stand-
ing against the stair, and sustaining severe
injuries. A small barrel of lime, which
was close by is stained with blood which
gushed from the wound. Strange to say,
Mr. Chauveau did not lose conscious-
ness and was able to walk up
stairs. He was assisted to his
room by some of the workmen, and
Drs. Trudel, Crevier, and McCallum were
immedintely summoned. They found a
wound extending from his right eye to the
back of his head, eight inches long. The
skin dropped over the eye so as to cover it
completely. The patient was divested of
his coat, vest and shirt, and the doctors pro-
ceeded to sew the cut. Several ounces of
blood flowed from the wound. Mr. Chau-
veau stood the operation bravely and thank-
ed his physicians after they were through.
The wound is considered serious and even
dangerous, but mot necessacily futal. The
Sheriff will certainly not be able to attend
to his duties during this term of the
Court of Queen's Bench. The attendants
in the hotel rendered all the assistance pos-
sible under the circumstances. At a late

GENERAL NEWS,

Rerormen Cuvacu ON INSTRUCTION.—
The General Synod of the Hungarian Re-
formed Church has resolved to forbid in-
struetion in the German language in all
the higher girls’ schools, as well ae in the
training colleges for male and female
teachers.

Lorp Drrrerix.—The Daily Telegraph
says that “it is believed, although no posi-
tive arrangements are yet made,” that
Lord Dufferin will shortly be appointed to
succeed Mr. Goschen as British Ambassa-
dor at Constantinople, and that he will be
accompanied to the Turkish Capital from
St. Petersburg by Nr. Plunket.

Duxpas.—Mr. James Dundas, of Dun-
das, died on the 10th inst., in Edinburgh,
in the 89th year of his age, after a short
illness. The deceased was the head of the
house ef Dundas, and the family of whom
he was the representative had been in
possession of the estate of Dundas, in
inlithgow, between 600 and 700 years.

The estate was sold in 1875.

LANDSLIP IN Epixaurça.—On the 8th
inst. a mass of earth, some 20 or 30 yards
in length, forming part of the cliff over
looking the Water of Leith at the south-
east end of the Dean Bridge, yielded to the
effects of the thaw and of the rain which
had prevailed during the day, and fell into
the mill lade below. The landslip carried
with it à large portion of à garden wall and
iron railing behind Randolph Cliff, the re-
sult of the fall being completely to choke
up the lade which drives the Greenland,
Stockbridge, and Canonmills’ Flour Mills,
and so put a stop to business in those es-
tablishments, as weil as others which made
use of the water.

—At the 76th quarterly meeting, which
completes the 19th year of this Society’s
operations, the report submitted stated that
during these years there has been stead
growth and gradual expansion in all
branches of the business. The past quar
ter’s sales are the highest yet reached, and
amount to £11,618 13s 4d, being an’ in-
crease of £1,066 13s 6d over the previous
quarter. The profits yield a dividend of
2s 6d per £1 on members’ purchases and
on servants’ wages. The membership
numbers 1,435.

MovemenTs or Roraurr—The Prince
of Wales arrived in Paris on the 9th in-
stant from Darmstadt. Lord Lyons lunch-
ed with his Royal Highness, who, in the
evening, went to the Theatre Francais. He
was expected to remain several daye in
Paris. The Prince of Wales and President
Grevy exchanged visits on Wednesday. The
Princess Louise is at, the Hotel Bristol,
Paris. She received on Sunday the wife of
a Canadian Senator, and kept her to din-
ner. The Princess will probably witness
the Lenten ceremonies before she goes back
to Canada.

Frarrerivg.—Victor Hugo, on taking
his seat in the French Sonate on the 4th
inst. for the first time since hisbirthday
anniversary, had a flattering reception from
his fellow-senators. The Senate was dis-
cussing the Customs’ Tariff Bill when he
entered. The Left and Centre imme-
diately rose in a body and rushed towards
him, cheering and shaking hands. The
Right remained motionless, When the
excitement had calmed down, M. Hugo
said :—* This spontaneous movement of
the Senate is for me a flattering surprise.
I was far from expecting it. It is impos-
sible to express the emotion it has caused
me. I thank the Senate, and its members
individually, for this token of affection and
esteem.” At this there was more applause,
and when it had subsided the President,
M. Leon Say, said :—‘‘ True genius has
taken its seat among us.”

Mr. Parneur’s Frexcu Frienns—La
Republique Francaise comments in an
ironical strain on the dislike of Irish
peasants to surrendering weapons ‘‘especial-
y reserved for the methodical destruction
of the human race,” and on Parnell’s indi-
cision between choosing Archbishop
Guibert’s holy water basin and M. Roche-
fort’s inkstand. ‘‘He wants to have
everything in his game—God, the devil
and the rest. The Ültra-Catholie Univers,
which a week ago professed satisfaction
with Mr. Parnell’s private exp'anations of
his dealings with the Communists, throws
him overboard this evening. It ‘‘ leaves to
him the responsibility of the strange
scheme of a compact between Catholic
Ireland and the worst enemies of. the
Church,” and warns the Irish that the
commonest prudence bids them reject the
protection of Victor Hugo, if they do not
wish to succumb under the weight of ridi-
cule.
Tue CHURCH AND THE UNIVERSITIES.—

À memorial to the Archbishop of Canter-
bury ou the toleration of Ritualism is in
course of signature. The memorialists
state that, while anxious to maintain
reasonable latitude of opinion and practice,
““ they feel themselves constrained to enter
a solemn and emphatic protest against the
toleration, within the Church of England,
of any doctrines or practices which favour
the restoration of the Romish mass, or any
colourable imitation thereof—any re-intro-
duction of the confessional—or any as-
sumption of sacerdotal pretensions on the
part of the clergy in the ministration of the
word and sacraments.” This memorial
has been already signed by upwards of
2,000 noblemen and gentlemen, among
whom are the Dukes of Portland, West-
minster, and Abercorn; Marquis of Aber-
gavenny ; Earls of Shaftesbury, Dartmouth,
Daruley, Egmont, Enniskillen, Chichester,
Hagrowby, Verulam and Redesdale.

TERRIBLE GALE AND SNOW-STORM IN
ScoTLAND.—A severe gale, with a snow-
storm lastiug for 70 hours, prevailed in
Scotland the beginning of this month. The
storm prcved most serious in its conse-
uences both to railways and shipping.
he Great North of Scotland, the High-

land, and the Caithness lines were blocked,
and several trains were snowed up. The
Caledonian Railway, which had been kept
clear, became interrupted, and on one or
two of its branch lines traffic was euspend-
ed. In one case passengers were rescued
by digging out the train, after being im-
prisoned for 58 hours. On sorae of the
stations of the North British Railway traffic
was also interrupted. On the country
roads the snow lay to the top of the
hedges, with wreaths over 20 feet deep in
some places, and some villages were un-

 

of Scotland by the storm. At least, 20 vessels
were wrecked on the Forfar, Kincardine,
and Aberdeenshire coasts, and nearly 200
lives lost. À little to the north of Aber-
deen, the Liverpool ship ‘“ Ben Rhydding,”
from Calcutta to Dundee, laden with jute,
came ashore, and in presence of a large
crowd assembled on the beach, her crew,
numbering upwards of thirty, were all
drowned. A large vessel went ashore
further north. Five vessels were driven
ashore to the north of Aberdeen, and three
near Peterhead, From the former fifteen
lives were saved, but over sixty were lost.
From the large quantities of wreckage
which have come “ashore, it is believed
that several vessels, including a steamer,
must have foundered off the coast. Twelve
vessels were lost in the neighbourhood of
of Montrose and two in the Tay.

Prince BisMARCK’S PRESENCE in the
German Reichstag has enlivened the pro-
ceedings with a few more ‘‘ incidents.” In |
the discussion on the Budget on the 3rd
inst. there was an animated controversy
between the Imperial Chancellor and Herr
Lasker about the last Meiningen election,
in which Prince Bismarck’s son was de-
feated by Herr Lasker. Prince Bismarck
complained of the partisanship of the
Meiningen officials in favour of Herr Las-
ker, aud the telegrams state that ‘‘ the
Imperial Chancellor, who repeatedly rose
to address the House, expressed himself
strongly opposed to any undue influence
being exercised over the electors by public
officials. He advocated absolute liberty at
elections.” The following day Prince Bis-
marck engaged in another altercation. In
the course of a discussion on a Bill re-
lating to the rating of houses occupied by
public officiais, Prince Bismarck was in-
terrupted during his speech by a voice on
the Left exclaiming, * Shameful I” Prince
Bismarck retorted, * That is a shameless
remark. The person who made it has no
sense of shame.” Great uproar ensued,
and the President said, 1 failed to hear
the expression ; otherwise, if I knew the
deputy who made use of it, I should have
called hin toorder.”” Herr Struve, a Se-
cessionist, then said, ‘I used the expres-
sion.” President von Gossler : “Then I
call you to order.” Herr Struve: “‘ And
what is to happen to the Imperial Chan- ‘
cellor, who said I had no sense of shame ?”
Prince Bismarck : “1 said so without |

\ knowing the speaker. 1 now withdraw the ‘
expression, and say he has a sense of
shame.” This remark was received with |
cheers from the Right. Finally the Bill,|
against Prince Bismarck’s wish, was re !
ferred to a Committee. The municipal|
antborities of Berlin propose, as soon as
Herr ven Forckenbeck, the chief burgo-
master, returns to the capital from a visit
to some friends, to present to the Emperor ' —It is reported that Parnell is engaged

to marry an American heiress. a protest against Prince Bismarck’s ani-
madversions on their public conduct.
