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Council scraps bike path plar
By ANDY DODGE

THE concept of a bike route in Westmount was offi-
cially scrapped by committee of council late Monday
evening in a split-vote decision.

Rather than ending debate on the issue, however,
announcement of the decision brought immediate
protest from the Westmount Bicycle Path Commit-
tee, which plans to press for reconsideration during
next week's annual general meeting of the West-
mount Municipal Association.

The WMA executive met briefly Tuesday evening to dis-
cuss the council decision, and while finding themselves
agreeing with council about the ‘‘unsafe’” nature of the ex-
isting path, felt there was more room for discussion. The
subject will be a major topic of discussion at the meeting
next week, they agreed.
The 4-3 council vote means

that de Maisonneuve boulevard
no longer will have a section
closed off for bicycles, either
one-way westbound or two-

way. Councillors agreed, how-
ever, to determine which
streets were more heavily trav-
elled by cyclists and to post

warning signs for motorists.
An impasse developed, it ap-

pears, because of some council

members’ concern that a two-
way path would be too danger-

ous, since de Maisonneuve is a
one-way street. Motorists enter-
ing de Maisonneuve from side
streets would be prone to look
only in one direction before pro-

ceeding, they felt. :

The Bicycle Path Committee
rejected counter-proposals to
have an eastbound path run-

ning through lanes south of St.

Catherine street, arguing that it
was inaccessible from the de
Maisonneuve route unless cyc-
lists crossed the busy St. Cathe-

rine sfrert, that it did not pro-
vide acfess west of Blenheim
Place and that it was, itself,
dangerous.

to make voices heard

Sir: In September it will be 10 years
since what I believe to be the first bicy-
cle petition was presented to the West-
mount city council. At that meeting the

mayor and councillors were very recep-

tive to the petition and seemed glad to
hear the ideas presented by various

members of the audience. One councillor

even vowed that “We'll be leaders in this
area (of making a place for the bicycle)
in the metropolitan region.”’ The result
of that petition was a ‘‘temporary’’
route on Sundays which lasted a number
of years, but went nowhere.
Since then, a number of other petitions

have been presented to city council pro-
moting the cause of bike paths. Yet we
still do not have a permanent bike path.
Right now, the ‘‘experimental’’ bike
path that we had last fall is in limbo and

council does not seem to want to discuss
the matter at the council meetings, de-
spite the fact that people unconnected
with the Westmount Bicycle Committee
show up wishing to know what is hap-
pening.
To at least some Westmounters, the

idea of a bike path is a very important
issue. Petitions keep being presented to
council and every one seems to have had
a strong backing. It is time that West-
mount had a proper and permanent bike
path. Then, perhaps, those who have
worked so hard to see such a thing im-
plemented can move onto other things,
such as promoting safe bicycling among
both bicyclists and car drivers. Safety,
after all, is what the whole idea of bike
paths is all about.
The bicycle is a valid mode of trans-

portation and we must encourage it. It is
inexpensive, healthy and does not
deplete our non-renewable energy

sources. Westmount should take the lead
in promoting the bicycle as the marvel-
ous vehicle it is. Perhaps then, other

parts of the Montreal area might follow.
I urge all who have ever signed a bike

petition, all who ever wanted to and all
who believe in the bicycle to make their

voices known to city hall. Then maybe

we can look forward to the day when

bike paths will no longer be necessary —

the day when bicycles become a respect-
ed mode of transportation.

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- Waiting for Oscar

FILM-MAKER Giles Walker whose Na-
tional Film Board drama Bravery in the
Field was nominated for an 1980 Aca-
demy Award for best live-action short,
attended last month's Oscar ceremonies
in Los Angeles.

“I had mixed feelings about it,” said
Mr. Walker. “I was mainly nervous be-
cause I thought my bow tie would fall
off and my mother would see me with-

out it. It was loose and when Eugene
Fedorenko went up for his Oscar for
Every Child in the category of best
animated short and froze, I looked down
in my lap and saw my tie. Fedorenko is a
very shy man.
‘The fear with all winners is that they

will freeze when beckoned to the stage.
Donald Brittain (another Westmount
NFB director) said once that it was the
only time that he wished he wouldn't
win. :

“You feel that when you go there a

nomination in itself is enough, but once
the procedure starts you begin to want
to win. You are sitting with other nom-
inees in the same category.”
Mr. Walker, 34, is a six-foot-one, fair-

haired man with a quiet sense of humor.
The interview was conducted in the liv-
ing room of his home with a life-sized,
cut-out photograph of film-maker Stan-
ley Jackson looking on.
Mr. Walker's Bravery in the Field is a

very poignant film. It portrays the frus-
tration and hostilities of an old Second
World War veteran, Tommy, played
splendidly by Les Rubie, and a young
unemployed street ‘punk,’ Lenny,
played subtly by Matt Craven. Under
the direction of Walker, the aimless,
lonely lives of these two men come to-

gether in a touching story revolving
around Remembrance Day.
Co-producers were Roman Kroiterand .

Stefan Wodoslawsky; the latter attend-
ed the Hollywood ceremonies with Mr.
Walker. Director of the stunning photog-
raphy was Savas Kalogeras.
Bravery in the Field was filmed in

Saint John, New Brunswick, from which
province Walker hails. There were four
writers on the film all of whom live in
Westmount: Mr. Walker, Robert Duncan,

John Harrison and Ian MacNeill.

Inspired by clipping

‘’The film was inspired by a news-
paper clipping Bob Duncan saw on No-
vember 11, 1976,” said Mr. Walker. “It
was about a war veteran who had been
beaten up and robbed by some young
men. The war veteran said he would go
to war again today for people of his own
generation but he wouldn't fight for the
youth of today.
‘So we realized that there was a real

generation gap in understanding be-
tween the two generations. What the
film does is bridge that gap.”
Bravery in the Field is one of a series

of 12 films called ‘Adventures in His-
tory’ which were made primarily for
high school students to awaken their in-
terest in Canadian history. The film goes
into the schools this fall. CBC-TV show-
ed it last week and last October. “We
worked on the script for two years and
did 15 drafts,” said Mr. Walker. “It was
filmed in November, 1978.
“Amusing incidents occurred when we

 

}

were rehearsing the fight scene in which
the youths rob the old man of his pen-
sion money and medals. On two occa-
sions we had people trying to break up
the fight. One person called the police
who arrived on the scene. One woman
came rushing into the fight and tried to
separate the youths and the old man.
She was very embarrassed when she
“heard what it was all about. I thought it
was a good reflection on the people of
Saint John. Even if there is a real fight,

so many people wouldn't step in.”

Mr. Walker said it was a frightening
experience filming the fight scene be-
cause he was trying to make it com-
pletely realistic. “We all felt that we
were witnesses to a mugging.”

In one compelling final scene, a cha-
grined Lenny returns the war medals to
the old man. ‘‘In the script there was no

bird in the cage of the old man’s room,"
said Mr. Walker.

Documentary on Irving

Giles Walker, who has been with the
NFB since 1972, is planning a documen-
tary on K. C. Irving, the New Brunswick

industrialist, this summer.
He directed an episode for the CBC

For the Record series called ‘‘Harvest."”
It was about a Mennonite Saskatchewan
farmer and was shown on CBC-TV in
March.
Mr. Walker has made two other short

dramas at the film board. I Wasn't
Scared, which won several awards, was
a film for school children about two kids
who find a Second World War bomb in
the woods. Twice Upon a Time, a satir-
ical comedy promoting bilingualism, is
coming out in the theatres this month.
Who has influenced his work? *‘A num-

ber of people at the film board have had
directly or indirectly & great influence

on me,” Mr. Walker replied. “They are
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Roman Kroiter, Tom Stanley
Jackson and Colin Low.
Mr. Walker likes doing fiction films

best. ‘I think they have the best poten-
tial for telling stories and reaching au-
diences,” he said. ‘I don't make films
for myself. 1 make them for people to

see.
‘’The director gets the credit but films

are a team effort. There are a hundred
different people working at various
stages even on a half-hour film. It is
simply the director's job to get the best
he can out of all those people.”
What effect has the government cut-

backs had on the NFB? "Eugene Fedor-
enko, the most talented animator to
come along in years, is no longer with
the board because they don't have the
money to hire him,” said Mr. Walker.

**The film board has had almost an im-
possible time trying to keep pace with
the rising cost in the film industry. The
cost of making films has probably
doubled in the last four years.”
His impressions of the film industry in

Canada and Quebec? “Canadians don't
realize what an enormously valuable in-
stitution the National Film Board is,"
said Mr. Walker. ‘It has a worldwide
reputation second to none for its docu-
mentaries and its animation.

English films forgettable

‘As far as Canadian features are con-
cerned, I am very disturbed because of
the kind of films that are being made in -
English Canada. They don’t in any way
reflect our own culture or our history.
They are pseudo-American films made
for the box office. They are totally for-
gettable films. In five years they will
vanish from the face of the earth.
“On the other hand, Quebec film-

makers are making the kind of films we
should be making. We shouldn't be mak-
ing ‘Canadian’ films because they are
Canadian but because they will be films
about things we understand and know
something about and therefore will be of
universal appeal.
“A film from our own culture will

have a consistency of style and purpose

that allows it to transcend its local ori-
gins and become universal. The human
themes are the same all over the world.

It is just a question of telling them
well.”

Giles Walker was born in Dundee,
Scotland, but was raised since he was 2
in St. Andrew's, New Brunswick. His
father is David Walker, author of Geor-
die, The Storm and the Silence, The

Pillar, and Where the High Winds Blow.
His mother is Willa Magee Walker, head
of the women's air force during the Se-
cond World War. The daughter of Mont-
real lawyer Allan Magee, she became a
housewife and mother after the war and
ran a shop in St. Andrew's for a time.
Mr. Walker has three younger broth-

ers. Barclay, 32, is a globe-trotting artist
living in Montreal. David, 30, is a lawyer

in St. Andrew's, Julian, 28, is editor of

the St. Croix Courier. The brothers at-
tended Bishop's College School in Len-
noxville.
Mrs. Walker said he was a failed engin-

eer of McGill. He got his BA in psychol-
ogy from the University of New Bruns-
wick in 1970 and received his MA in film
in 1972 from Stanford University in
California.
Mr. Walker is married to attractive

Hannele Halm who is Finnish. She is a
freelance editor who sometimes works
at the film board.
The Walkers are expecting their first

child in August.

Hobbies? Giles Walker reads and
runs. He is entering the Montreal
Marathon in September, having run
in the same race last year.

En passant, Mr. Walker is
voting “No.”

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Hillside Place pays way

Nixon reports to council
Westmount is actually mak-

ing money on the Hillside Place
Public Housing Project, Ald.
Mel Nixon announced to city
council Monday night, not so
much in terms of actual opera-
tion but because the city re-
ceives more in tax revenues and
powerbills than it pays for the
project.
Total operating deficit for the

project last year was $149,268,
less than in 1978 and less than
the city had budgeted for last
year. Of that amount, West-
mount pays $14,927 (or 10 per-
cent) while the provincial gov-
ernment pays the remainder.
In the meantime, the project

paid out $47,549 in real estate
and water taxes and $37,506 in
power bills. While less than half
the taxes accrue to Westmount

and most of the power revenues
represent the cost of supplying

power to the project, Ald. Nix-

on felt there was a clear gain for
the city.
Hubert de La Beaumelle,

president of the Westmount
Municipal Association, asked if
the reduced deficit meant the
city was ready to expand the
project.
“We could, with considerable

safety,” the mayor responded,
but he added that further devel-
opment was unlikely right now
because of the present high in-
terest rates.
The city agreed to pay a small

portion of the capital cost of the
existing project itself, to bring
the buildings up to Westmount
standards.

The 1979 financial statement,
which Ald. Nixon presented to
council, showed that the project
brought in $87,528 in rentalfees
(apartments and parking) com-
pared to $84,830 last year.
Expenses were down in many

areas, including the cost of the
telephone, insurance, legal fees,
cleaning services, electricity,
cost of maintaining the grounds
and interior of the buildings.
Other expenses were up, in
most cases only slightly.
The bottom line showed ex-

penses reduced from $238,685 in
1978 to $237,353 last year. Thus,
with increased revenues, the
project cost Westmount and
Quebec some $3,799 less last
year than the previous year.

Garbage law

to be updated

Westmount is going to legal-
ize the use of plastic containers
for garbage, Ald. Brian Gallery
announced Monday evening,
and ‘‘bring the (city garbage)
by-law up to date’ with amend-
ments at an upcoming council
session.
The city's garbage removal

by-law now demands that all
garbage be kept in metal con-
tainers, though the city toler-
ates other types of cans.
Ald. Gallery promised ‘‘no

dramatic changes’ but would
legitimize ‘just what people
aredoing.”

trusive. She harmonizes on a
few short songs.

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Average price tops
$150,000 in March sales

By ANDY DODGE

THE average price of residential real estate in West-
mount passed the $150,000 mark in March registra-
tions, setting new records and exemplifying the
strong mid-winter surge which took place in the local
market.

Twenty one- and two-family dwellings sold for an
average $151,375, almost $26,000 higher than the previous
monthly high in December last year. Only one sale was
registered at less than $100,000.
The average price was in-

fluenced by the type of houses
which dominated the market in
March, most being valued
higher than the $76,334 city
average. The average markup
for the month, however, was
high enough that one could
have expected a home of aver-
age valuation to have sold for
$141,087, more than $9,000
higher than in February and
slightly higher than in Decem-
ber.
The March figures helped

push up the 1980 first-quarter

averages by $5,000 or $6,000

over the figures for the last
quarter of 1979.
Removing the extreme sales,

the average markup achieved
during the first quarter of the
year. when applied to the aver-

age valuation, yields an aver-

age price over 50 transfers of

$134,238 compared to $126,605
in the last quarter of 1979.

Average volume

Volume was about average

for March, but the higher prices
on sales of more expensive
homes might be an indication
that the groundswell experi-
enced in Westmount's real es-
tate market late last year was
coming to an end (deed registra-
tions follow - by about three
months the actual market con-
ditions).

Last month realtors were re-
porting almost no new houses

coming on the market, though
now the supply is increasing
again—while prices appear to

be leveling off for the time be-
ing.
The one March sale which

came in lower than $100,000,
that of 39 York street for
$65,000, is an indication that E.
G. M. Cape & Co., which had
owned the row of houses on the
north side of York for years

with a view to eventual expan-
sion, has now given up on the
idea and is divesting itself of
the property. }

(The possibility a few years
ago of the company selling the
land for development brought a
flurry of protest from citizens
of the area, who vowed they
would not tolerate a zoning
change to allow for commercial
construction there.)

Top price $265,000

Residential prices ranged up-
wards from there to $265,000 for
36 Surrey Gardens, a modern

dwelling with spacious proper-
ty around it.

Markups, the percentage the
selling price was above Mont-
real Urban Community valua-
tion, ranged from a low of 36.4
percent for a pillared mansion
at 3763 The Boulevard to 118.2
percent for a brick semi-de-
tached home at 18 Anwoth road.
The lowest markup was the
only one less than 50 percent,
while seven were higher than
100 percent—more than double
the valuation of the home.
A total of 20 one- and two-

family dwellings sold in non-
corporate, non-speculative

Two newcomers to West-

mount, both young women
from France here to work as

mother's helpers, share a com-

Both girls are already enam-

I like it very much and
when you enjoy something, you
have no regrets.”

Christine agrees. The way of
life here suits her ‘adventurous
spirit.’ She also likes the less-
structured attitude toward chil-
dren whom she finds more inde-
pendent than in France.

She has already visited
New York and Toronto. ‘I
could not be over here and not
visit New York,” she laughs.

money stolen and suffered from
the flu.
She found it difficult at first

to leave her family and friends
over Christmas. ‘My father
was all for the idea, but my

When I told
my friends I was coming over
here to work as a mother’s hel-
per, they thought I was crazy.
They said, ‘Oh, you will be a
domestic.’ After that I just told
them I was going to work at

was a bit bizarre.”

Cutbacks, extra revenue
lead city to surplus

Westmount ended last year

with a $1,580,000 surplus, Fi-
nance Commissioner Ald. Al-
wyn Lloyd reported to city
council Monday night, despite
council's budgeting for a
$653,000 deficit when it set last

year's tax rate.
The surplus was the result of

a 5 percent paring of the $12
million planned for expendi-
tures last year, coupled with de-

ferral of some municipal pro-
jects and other unpredictable
occurrences.
The announcement came in a

lengthy speech surrounding the
presentation of the city's au-
dited financial statements for
1979.
Much of the surplus has been

transferred to the city's ‘work-
ing fund' which will reduce
short-term capital cost ex-
penses in coming years, though
someis being used to reduce the
size of this year’s tax bill.

‘It has been my overriding
philosophy to err on the side of
conservatism,” Ald. Lloyd said
at the start of a 16-minute pre-
pared speech. ‘‘As a result, tax
levels have not risen by an
amount equal to inflation dur-
ing the past four years, and be-

cause other revenues have ex-
ceeded our projections and
management practices have
held expenditures down under
budget generally for the same
period, we have experienced
several surplus years.”
Ald. Lloyd reported savings

compared to budget in many
categories, including the fire
department because of curtail-
ment of overtime and a delay in

professional cards

the city's assumption of park
ranger costs. Garbage collection
was down 16 percent through
the use of outside contractors,

though the city spent more than
anticipated in studying its dis-
posal system and demolishing
the city incinerator.
Light snowfalls in most

months last year helped keep
down overtime and snow
removal costs, though the city
was forced to maintain the size
of its snow removal crew

throughout the winter months.
Expenditures which went

over budget included Victoria

Hall, “being the transitionary
year to accommodate Manoir
Westmount,” explained Ald.
Lloyd (he did not note, how-
ever, that revenues for the hall
were over budget as well);
special security guards for city
parks following last year’s van-
dalism wave; and traffic
studies and sign maintenance.
The end result, he reported,

was that municipal activities
generally were $587,000 under
budget.

Power profit up

On the revenue side, the pro-
fit reaped by the city power de-
partment was $311,000 higher
than expected, largely because
citizens conserved power and
some capital improvements
were not made. A high number
of property sales — and the high
prices of the sales — resulted in
$116,000 more in city coffers

than anticipated through the

provincially sanctioned
transfer tax.

Court fees were $145,000
higher than anticipated, thanks
to a combination of more ticket-
ing and speedier processing of
tickets by the courts, while the
city collected more interest on
tax arrears than it expected.
Sales tax compensation was
some $65,000 over budget.
Amusement tax receipts, on

the other hand, were $42,000
less than anticipated, thanks
largely to reduced activity at lo-
cal theatres, and parking lot
revenues were down $27,000
since council decided to dispose
of meters at Victoria Hall and
the Westmount Public Library.
More substantial, however,

was collection of $342,000 more
than anticipated in property
taxes, thanks mainly to the re-
assessment by the Montreal Ur-
ban Community of some of
Westmount’s larger buildings.
Another unforeseen factor was
the ‘unprecedented’ rise in in-
terest rates, which pushed up
the interest on short-term de-
posits $290,000 more than bud-
geted.
The city made slightly more

than anticipated from licences
and permits, and received more
from Quebec in its per capita
and library grants than it had
expected, as well as receiving a
$7,000 ‘student placement sub-
sidy” from the province. Com-
pensation in lieu of taxes from
the provincial and federal gov-
ernments was slightly lower
than expected, however.
While the cost of machinery

and vehicles was some $70,500
more than budgeted, the costs
of maintaining buildings and
other capital expenditures were
down substantially.

Proud of figures

Ald. Lloyd noted with pride

that the city expenditures per
$1,000 valuation have dropped
from $39 in 1975 to $33 in 1979.
Also, the city’s ratio of deben-
ture debt to property valuation
dropped from 5.51 percent in
1975 to 3.39 percent last year,
improving on thecity's already-
enviable debt ratio.
He added that the $1,310,000

unfunded pension liabilities re-
ported for last year are in the
process of being liquidated, ‘‘by
a specific commitment on the
part of the city to make annual
instalments ending in 1993.

**All facts considered, the city
is in a sound financial posi-
tion,” the finance commissioner
concluded. ‘We have held the
line on our operations with
respect to overall staffing of the
various departments. An inter-
esting statistic which tends to
underscore our efforts in this
regard would be that our over-
all number of employees was
464 in 1975 and has dropped to
375 by December 31, 1979."
He added the hope that West-

mount will be able to stay away
from long-term borrowing com-
mitments until interest rates

come down.
Responding to a question

from Ald. Brian Gallery, he

said that the good showing
would not necessarily result in
a tax reduction next year, since
the financial reforms instituted
this year by the provincial gov-
ernment make it difficult to
foresee the results of this year's
budget. He suggested Ald. Gal-
lery ask again in November!
(Mayor Donald MacCallum

said, however, that council was
hoping to maintain taxes at
their present level for the next

WHS meeting_told:

Local elementary schools face bleak future
By RICK KERRIGAN

Either Westmount Park,
Roslyn or Royal Arthur School

will close between now and the
1984-85 school year, according
to Protestant School Board of
Greater Montreal planning of-
ficer Tom Blacklock.
Speaking at Monday even-

ing's annual general meeting of

the Westmount High school

committee, Mr. Blacklock
painted a gloomy picture of de-
creasing English enrolment in
the board's elementary schools

and predicted the closing unless
there could be found ‘'‘some
very imaginative way of oper-

ating economically and main-
taining resources."
The three schools are in the

same PSBGM planning sector
along with Westmount High
School and the board’s alter-
native schools, FACE (elemen-
tary and high school) and MIND
(high school). Mr. Blacklock
said that the alternative schools
always have a waiting list and
necessarily have a small enrol-
ment, so they are not en-
dangered.
Royal Arthur and Westmount

Park Schools had been consid-
ered for closing at the end of
this year in the board's major
school change study but the
PSBGM commissioners voted
to keep them open.
Mr. Blacklock said the plan-

ners would study the whole
board and the individual com-
munities in making future deci-
sions. The board would develop
alternative five-year plans for
the schools to be affected from
which the school community
could choose.

Don’t know which one

Neither Mr. Blacklock nor
PSBGM Ward 4 (Westmount)
Commissioner Joan Rothman
would speculate on which of the
three schools most likely would

be closed. Roslyn is operating
with a high enrolment and has a
very popular French immersion
program.
Principal Barbara McKnight

told the meeting that the school
was instituting enriched pro-
grams for gifted children next

year and noted that this was a
priority of both staff and
parents. Some programs have

been started this year. The
building is well used and there
are no empty rooms during the
day.
Ms. McKnight added that a

solution to the problem of de-
clining enrolments might be to
move the English stream at
Roslyn to Westmount Park. She
also told parents that there
would be some minor staff cut-
backs next year because of the
board's budgetary limitations.
Westmount Park School has

the advantage of being central
to many other areas of the city
from which its students come.
Principal Cliff Stirling pre-
dicted that enrolment would
stay the same next year as this

and school committee member
Nancy Hodkinson said the
school is serving parents who
want a good English-language
education for their children.
She said the school offered a
chance for students from many
areas to attend a ‘‘nice neigh-
borhood school.”
We're doing our damnedest to

see it continues that way,’ she
added.
Royal Arthur School plays a

special role in the PSBGM,de-
spite low enrolment figures, be-
cause it serves the black com-
munity of Little Burgundy, but
the population of that area has
declined in past years. Prin-
cipal Winston Williams, a for-
mer WHS vice-principal, said
the school is in a period of ‘‘re-
building and catching up’ and
said that one of the problems of
the school is the transient
nature of the teaching staff. Of
15 teachers in the school, one
has been there for nine years,

two for five years and the rest
for less than three years.

“It's a miracle,” he said,
‘that we have been able to de-
liver a good educational pro-

gram. He compared the marks
of formal Royal Arthur stu-

dents in the WHS graduating
class favorably with the aver
age in the high school leaving
exams. While the school has on-
ly one split class, teacher-stu-

dent ratios will require five
such classes next year.

WHS future brighter

Unlike the elementary

schools in the planning sector,
Westmount High School has a
brighter future. Mr. Blacklock
noted that this sector was one of
the most complex because it is
at the hub of the public trans-
portation system.

The Métro and its extensions
will play a big part in maintain-
ing the enrolment of the school.
Already, students from the clos-
ing Dunton High in the east end
have applied for Westmount

High next year.
WHS principal Peter Klym

said that the school will con-
tinue to benefit from other clos-
ings. He said that the priority
for the school is meeting the
students’ needs and that one
project for next year is to test
grade 7 and 8 students in math,
reading and French to ensure
placement at the proper level.
Responding to a question,

Mrs. Rothman said that the
PSBGM could not share facil-
ities with the Montreal Catholic
School Commission because of
legal requirements of confes-
sionality.
She said that a neutral school

board would be useful in this
regard but that in the present
situation each board was trying
to get as many students as pos-

sible for itself. Government

grants are allotted on a per stu-

dent basis.
Mrs. Rothman also agreed

with a questioner that full-day
kindergarten would attract

‘Community Day’

Next week's annual general
meeting of the Westmount Mu-
nicipal Association is designed
roughly along the line of the

“Community Day’ symposium
held two years ago, co-spon-
sored by the WMA and the West-
mount YMCA.

The ‘‘round table’ discus-
sions might not reach the same

The “Community Day" effort
was only mildly successful,
mainly because the WMA was
unable to zero in on many of the
problems it had identified.
Though there might have been

considerable discussion about
some of them, there has been no
successful resolution of them.

The Westmount YMCA, on
the other hand, is bogged down
in negotiations with the city to

use Victoria Hall for a day-care
centre, a need identified at
“Community Day."

Following is a brief summary
of the recommendations which
came out of “Community Day,”
with a brief discussion of the ac-
tivity each has engendered (or
which has happened anyway):

Social Services

Need: More representation on
more institutional boards, per-
haps through WMA participa-
tion.
Response: Mrs. Alphonsine

the suspect from behind, hold-

Sequence of events

Detectives are continuing to
investigate the incident piecing
together the sequence of events:
“The man came off the ele-

vators face-to-face with the re-
ceptionist and apparently
wanted to see the station
manager who was away,” ex-
plained Lieut. Lavoie. ‘He was
asked if he wanted to make an
appointment and when he start-
ed to look upset, the recep-
tionist tried to stall him.
“She called the secretary for

program director Robert Hall
(known on radio as Robert G.)
who appeared in the hallway.
The girls exchanged notes and
the man followed them into the
hallway.” ‘
The gun was brandished and

the suspect, the secretary, re-
ceptionist and Mr. Hall all end-
ed up down the hallway among
the broadcast booths. It was
believed that it was at this
point that the suspect was
attempting to get his message
on theair.
Meanwhile, police were

called on the emergency
number and the radio car with
Cst. Malacket and Cst. Gravel
responded.
“The suspect fired at them,”

Sgt.-Det. Myles said. “The con-
stable lunged at him, knocking
a paper bag out of his hand.

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Following curling club’s demise:

Groups pondering future
of Caledonia building

By ANDY DODGE

Taxes, a declining interest in
one of Canada's oldest sports

and the exodus of Quebec's Eng-

lish-speaking population all ap-
pear to have played a part in
the closure last week of the
Caledonia Curling Club, a

130-year-old Montreal institu-

tion and one of Westmount’s
landmarks for the past 20 years.
The best efforts of the club

membership and even city hall
have been unable to save the

club, which will be holding its

last official meeting on May 21,

then auctioning its furniture
and equipment on May 27.

Nonetheless, there seems to

be a considerable interest in the
building. which is in prime
location for various uses, either

recreational or industrial.
The appearance last week of

“for sale’ signs on the building
has brought inquiries from var-
ious speculators, though club
officials feel the building is not

conducive to many alternative

uses without considerable

overhaul, since it was con-

structed specifically as a curi-

ing rink.
Westmount already has

looked into the prospect of
making it over into squash, ten-

nis or skating facilities, and
found the costs prohibitive.

Caledonia President Ron Lister

has written the city a letter ask-

ing for a zoning change so that

the building could be made over
for light industrial use.
“We just want to get out from

under,” he said this week. “We
would like the change so we can
sell the building."
THE EXAMINER has confirmed

that at least one potential buyer
is holding back specifically for
that reason.

YMCA,Pringle take look

The Westmount YMCA,
which finds itself in need of
more space for its recreation
and community programs, will
discuss the prospects of using
the building at a board meeting
this evening.

Officials of T. Pringle and
Co., who are co-owners of the
adjoining lot which fronts on
St. Cathérine street, have dis-
cussed the possibility of com-
bining the properties, but sug-
gest their interest is as yet un-

defined.
Mr. Lister feels the building

would be perfect for a skating
club or bantam hockey pro-
gram, since an ice machine

summer’ is in place, but the

rink itself is not regulation size

for hockey.

The president feels, however,

that the club is victim of an un-
just taxing system, which

forces non-profit organizations

such as Caledonia to pay taxes
as high as businesses. He notes
that the tax problem forced two
other curling clubs out of West-

mount many years ago, the St.

George's Curling Club on The
Boulevard and the Heather
Club on Kensington avenue.
Others feel the demise is more

the fault of a rapidly declining

membership. While Caledonia
once boasted 225 active mem-
bers, the list is now at 32, re-

ports onetime manager, Olym-

pic curler and 40-ycar veteran

Bill Tobin. Because students
from nearby Westmount High
School could not get teacher

supervisors to help organize

them, there were no junior

curlers to speak ofy and the ex-

isting membership waned
quickly. With fewer people

coming to Westmount from

other provinces where curling
is more popular, it became dif-
ficult to maintain the member-
ship.

“The real problem is a decline
in curling generally,” he said.

City efforts helped

Both Mr. Tobin and Honorary

Treasurer John Dunan had high
praise for the city’s efforts to
keep the club open, but they
pointed out that even the West-
mount recreation program
could not muster enough
players to keep the four sheets

busy, even at no cost to the par-
ticipants.

*“The City of Westmount has
kept Caledonia open for the
past 10 years,” Mr. Tobin re-
ported, while Mr. Duncan ex-
plained that Westmount, when
it had control of property val-
uations and taxing procedures,
kept taxes down for the club.
Several years ago, unable to

continue that tradition, West-
mount started renting ice for
use by the city recreation
department, and offered free
curling to citizens.
When that failed, several

members of city staff and coun-
cil went to the rink and took a
long, hard look at the facility, -
in hope of using it for some-
thing else. Ald. Brian Gallery

reports that the final consensus

was that expenses would be too
high to justify refurbishment
with tax money.
