A TERRIBLE CRASH,

ET. Pav, Minn., July 28.
Persons who have arrived from the scene of

the railroad bridge disaster at Brainord fur-
nish additional particulars of intorest. As
the train was crossing the bridge the engineer
heard the timbors oracking, and put on atesm
to escape. His efforts proved too late to save
his life. The central span of the bridgo broke
down under the weight of the cars, loaded with ;
iron, and both ends of the train were drawn
into the wreck. Tho contral spari and the
two western spans of the bridge went down.
Theenginc, tendér and two forward cars fell
ob the western shore, and the rest of the train
went into the river. The crash made by the
wreck waa heard st a distance of threc-quar-
ters of a mile. The river at this point is
about 300 feet wide, and the water is from six
to eight feet deep. Thero appears to have
been but ong,brakeman on the train. Luckily,
peewas bebind the cars lvaded with. iron, and
ss he saw them going down, ho ran for his life
across the top of tho freight cars, Finding
he could not reach the end of the train in
time he climbed down from one of. tho oars,
and jumped off the portion of the bridge which
romained standing, and was not hurt. The
wreck is described as frightful to behold.
-With the exception of the engine and the two
cars on the western bank, the entire train of
21 cars is piled in a heap in the river. The
café are completely smashed into kindling
wood.
