TÜE FISHERIES.
Halifax, N, S., May 30.

Nearly all the fishing schooners bound 
to the Labrador fishery have sailed tor 
their destination.

and fire clay goods manufactories are 
well employed. The glass trade, it is 
stated, both British and foreign, is in a 
very depressed state, though higher 
rates are maintained for rough English 
glass than foreign make. The present 
price of Belgian glass has not been so 
low as it is now for several years.

The principal feature of interest just 
now in the iron trade is the application 
of the process of dephosphorising iron. 
The experiments at Bolckow, Vaughan 
and Co.’s promise very favourably with 
converters of 10 tons,
1er ones, for which the experiments were 
conducted with 35 cwt. Bolckow, 
Vaughan and Co. now enter into pos­
session of eight more blast furnaces at 
Sonth Bank, lately bought of the trus­
tees ot Thomas Vaughan and Co. This 
will make the furnaces held by Bolckow, 
Vaughan and Co. number 28. This 
eminent firm now ranks as the largest 
pig iron producers in the world.

There was a good attendance this 
week at the Middlesbrough Iron Market. 
Quotations varied, 37s Cd to 38s for No. 
3, and 35s for No. 4 forge iron were 
current prices. The shipments for 
Cleveland iron are now greatly restrict­
ed consequent on the miners’ strike.

The Skerne Ironworks Company are 
developing, at their Britannia Works at 
Middlesbrough ,a new branch of the Iron 
Trade in the manufacture of what is 
known as “ wide flat bars,” or plates 
rolled like bars to a consider i ble width. 
The bars so made are used by girder and 
boiler makers and others. It is stated 
they possess great advantages over 
plates, inasmuch as they seldom require 
the edges planing, and waste is, there­
fore, considerablymiaimised. Although 
largely made on the Continent, the 
manufacture has not been prosecuted in 
England. The machinery erected by 
the Skerne Company will enable them 
to cultivate this new branch of in­
dustry.

The Chicago Inter-Ocean complains of 
the Inland Insurance Companies for in­
suring grain ca: goes on low grade, un­
seaworthy vessels, thus holding out an 
inducement to the owner of every old 
trap on the lakes to rush her into the 
grain trade. The case of the “ Ogarita” 
is singled out as an example, and these 
details are given :—“ The insurance of 
the cargo of corn on the schooner ‘ Oga­
rita’ was the boldest outrage committed 
on the owners of a good vessel for many 
years. She is not only B I dash, but is 
B 2. She is classed B 2 by the Insu­
rance Companies themselves, and the 
Insurance Companies themselves say 
that no vessel below B 1 straight shall 
carry grain of any descr iption, not even 
oats. And the ‘ Ogarita’ has been in 
had shape for several years. She was 
B t (the lowest grade for grain carrying) 
in 1873; B 1 in 1874; B 1 in 1875; B 1 
in dash (below grade) in 1876 ; B 1 in 
dash in 1877; B 1 dash in 1878; B 2 
[way b low grade) in 1879. She was built 
in 1864. She is owned by J. Davidson, of 
Buffalo, hut the owner cuts no figure. 
Any owner who can run an old woru-out 
vessel (a vessel not kept up) into the 
grain trade will, of course, do so. It is 
the insurance companies who are to 
blame, and they alone. Mr. Lyon ship­
ped the cargo of the ‘ Ogarita,’ E. K. 
Bruce was the vessel’s agent, and the 
companies insuring the cargo were the 
Ætna, and Capt. John Prindiville’s com­
panies (we presume that each of his 
companies took some). Captain Prin- 
diville’s companies are the Manhattan, 
St. Paul and Security. Capt. Morey and 
Mr. Goodwin represent the Ætna in 
Chicago, but we understand that Capt, 
E. P. Dorr was telegraphed to at Buf­
falo by Mr. Bruce (who solicits insur­
ance as well as acting as vessel agent), 
and Capt. Dorr responded that ‘What­
ever Messrs. Goodwin and Morey did 
was all right.’ In the same way we 
presume that Captain Prindiville tele­
graphed the managers of his companies, 
and was instructed to go ahead. He 
‘ went ahead,’ at all events, and there is 
no doubt but that he had full authority 
to do what he did.”

DIMINUTION OF CATTLE 
EUROPE.

IN

Dr. Lambl, of Prague, has dedicated 
much labour to the investigation of the 
causes of the increase and decrease of 
cattle throughout seventeen of the prin­
cipal States of Europe. The diminution 
of cattle lately observed in England has 
not been confined to that country alone, 
but has been shared with France, Italy, 
and some of the German States. Those 
countries where ihe number of the cattle 
is the greatest per acre, are driven either 
to import a larger proportion of 
raw products from other lands, 
or to diminish their human po­
pulation through emigration. A bal­
ance is thus struck between the number 
of animals and the number of human 
inhabitants a country can support, and 
the influence of a heavy stock of cattle 
manifests itself in the condition of the 
inhabitants, whose industry must be 
more productive to enable them to main­
tain a highly developed agriculture.— 
Economist.

ALBANY LUMBER MARKET.

FOR THE WEEK ENDING MAY 27, 1879.
Now that a good assortment of new dry 

pine lumber has been received by the canal 
the attendance of buyers, as was expected, 
is better, quite a number being at market to­
day. From this time forward itisdhought 
that trade will be much more active. 
Several large sales have been made since 
our last report, and with the present low 
canal freights many firms will be tempted 
to enter into contracts for early delivery. 
There is no question but what present 
prices will be maintained on dry stock. 
Prices are without change.

Coarse lumber comesfoiward very slow ; 
the low water checks receipts of logs at 
the mills, hence but little lumber is manu­
factured. The demand continues very 
good and prices are firm.

At Saginaw 1,200,000 feet coarse lum­
ber to Detroit parties at $5 and $10 ; 1,000,- 
000 feet green at $5, $10 and $25. A sale 
of 1,800,000 feet was made for Albany at 
$5, $10 and $25. From East Saginaw the 
shipments during the week ending May 24 
were 10,276,000 feet of lumber and 8,700,- 
000 shingles. From Bay City the week’s

The Lyons silk trade, or rather the 
manufacture of silk goods, is approach­
ing a crisis. Perhaps the effects of the 
German tariff may do much to prevent 
the growth of competition from beyond 
the Rhine, but the manufacturers of 
Lyons are beginninu to see that much 
will depend on the future cost of pro­
duction. The annual value of the pro­
ducts of the great ilk manufacturing 
districts may be roughly estimated as 
follows :—Lyons, 350,000,000 francs ; 
Crefeld and Elberfeld, 70,000,000 francs; 
Zurich aid Bale, 90,000,000 francs J 
United States, 25,000,000 francs. Be­
sides these, Italy is making rapid pro­
gress at Como and other places. Rus­
sia has her silk manufactures at Moscow, 
and will in time extend its manufacture 
of Ohinese silks. The Viennese mills 
are also w orking on a larger scale. Lyons 
has lost the manufacture of mixed silk 
and cotton almost completely. Figured 
goods are neglected, and the artistic 
superiority of the French workmen, if 
there remains any, is of less importance. 
The growing use of Oriental silks and 
the superior advantages of Italy in re­
spect to climate and cheap labour, will 
undoubtedly effect a great change with­
in a few years in the relative manufac­
turing position of the two countries.

ONTARIO.

We have seen by an examination of 
Mr. Goldwin Smith’s letter on Ontario 
affairs how little except sheer prrty 
spirit there is in the grounds of opposi­
tion to the existing Government. Far 
from arraigning Mr. Mowat and his 
colleagues for anything like corruption 
Mr. Smith has been obliged to confess 
that the course of the Premier’s admin­
istration leaves him possessed of a 
« very high character,” such, indeed, as 
it is well-known he has always enjoyed. 
For the Professor, therefore, notwith­
standing his objection to what he calls 
partyism in the conduct of our public 
affairs, the single reason for disposing 
of the present unexceptionable posses­
sor of power in the Upper Province, is 
that he does not belong to the same 
party in Dominion politics as Sir John 
A. Macdonald. Mr. Goldwin Smith, the 
purist par excellence, puts forward, as the 
one thing needful for the Government 
of the Province, that those who control it 
shall be the allies and confidents of Sir 
John Macdonald, who, in the same 
breath, he confesses, has disgraced both 
himself and his country, aud, notwith­
standing Mr. Smith’s hope that he will 
“ never do so any more,” to this day 
stands out defiant and unrepentant of 
his crime. Compared with th:s degrad­
ing pleading of the self - constituted 
censor of all other men, the objections 
of Mr. Senator Macpherson are in the 
highest degree respectable. The Senator 
at least does not in the cause of patriot­
ism—in the cause of sound morality— 
desire his fellow Provincials to depose an 
independent Minister of an independent 
Province, against whose reputation he 
cannot whisper a word of blame, in order 
to replace him by an avowed creature 
and tool of the Federal authority, which 
is itself swayed by a man guilty of 
grossly disgraceful conduct, and who, if 
we are to judge from the manner 
in which he speaks of his offense, is quite 
ready to repeat it whenever the occasion 
shall arise. No doubt Mr. Macpherson’s 
policy leads to the same thing as that 
of Mr. Goldwin Smith’s ; but probably, 
because he does not set himself up so 
ostentatiously as a public moralist, the 
former avoids putting the fact so boldly 
as the latter, and refrains from making 
this exchange the ground of action. He 
contents himself by misrepresentations 
in figures, which, however erroneous, 
are not so shocking to the sense of right 
and wrong as the advice to exalt vice 
by means of depressing virtue. But 
though few people probably will take 
the trouble to follow all the sums—most 
of them done as well as if they were 
for an examination—by which Mr. 
Macpherson has sought to bewilder his 
readers, and probably has succeeded in 
mystifying himself, nothing is more 
simple than the great arithmetical facts, 
with which the electors have to deal. 
We may say in advance, however, that 
all the sums are not equally well done, 
and that one of the errors is of very 
great magnitude indeed. Mr. Macpher­
son makes what he erroneously calls the 
expenses of administration in Ontario 
to have increased by 260 per cent. But 
here he is met by Mr. Phipps, the gen­
tleman who did so much mischief, as we 
think, in bringing about the National 
Policy; but who does not want bad Gov­
ernment in Ontario in the name of the 
National Policy in the Dominion. Mr. 
Phipps shows, from Mr. Macphersons 
own figures,that,instead of 260 per cent., 
the percentage should be only 160 per 
cent., and that our great arithmeti­
cian has failed in calculation 
just as the profound moral 
philosopher has failed in morality. 
He has found that for certain outlays, 
which, as he puts it, were formerly ac­
complished for $100, the Province now 
expends $260. That, according to 
Cocker and to the compilers of ready- 
reckoners, makes an increment of one 
hundred and sixty per cent. But, by 
treating the whole outlay as an increase 
instead of only the difference between 
the initial sum and the present sum, he 
has got an extra hundred per cent, to 
hurl ac the head of the Premier. This, 
it must be confessed, is bad for a poli­
tician whose whole reputation is built 
up on his creditable manipulation of 
the four first rules. It would be as if 
Bishop Colenso, whose theology con­
sists altogether in the accuracy with 
which he adds up the possible increase of 
the children of Israel and the number 
of them who could have stood be­
tween two parallel lines projected 
from each side of the door of 
the tabernacle, had allowed only 
one man for every three feet of space 
instead of one man for the two or two 
and a half feet, which are really all that 
is required for standing-room. The 
truth is, however, that the fallacy and 
want of pertinence of Mr. Macpherson’s 
argument is far more deep-seated and 
important than can be showed by Mr. 
Phipp’s conviction of his blundering 
notation. His effort is to show that the 
people of -Ontario have been very much 
spoliated and oppressed by the ex­
travagance of their rulers. But in truth 
Ontario, except perhaps some trifling 
affair in the way of tavern !or other 
licenses, pays no taxes at all. Where 
then is the hardship and ruin which the 
Government has worked on the people ? 
It requires a very eccentric mind to 
discover it; but it consists in this, that 
having an income, without taxation, 
very much larger than is required for 
the annual current expenditure—an in­
come so much larger than necessary.

that it has run up to a considerable 
surplus—the Mowat Government has 
been expending the excess in all sorts 
of valuable public works for the benefit 
of the present generation, instead of 
putting it up in Dominion bonds at 5 
cent, interest, for the supposed advan­
tage of a posterity which will gain far 
more by the public works than it could 
do by the money. Indee d, if the money 
js to be sacred for this generation, it is 
not clear why it should ue less so to our 
grandchildren, so that, upon Mr. Mac­
pherson’s principle, the people of On­
tario would never be allowed to spend 
more than the interest upon the accu­
mulation of their annual surpluses, in­
stead of spending every year the v hole 
of their income upon works of public 
utility, in many casts on works of an 
immediately reproductive character. 
That is, in a few words, the whole of 
the contention raised by the Senator. It 
involves the simple question whether the 
people of the Province would have been 
better pleased to see every year that 
they had so many millions lying at a 
low rate of interest, or to have the net­
work of railroads which now covers 
their country ; to have the large distri­
bution of money to the Municipalities 
which was made at the settlement of the 
Municipal Loan Fund ; to have their 
schools greatly improved ; the Agricul­
tural College founded, and various Asy­
lums and other Public Woiks estab­
lished or extended without charge to the 
local rates ; and to have a vast territory 
reclaimed by drainage works. We do 
not think that any one can hesitate as 
to the choice between these two modes 
of employing money not raised by tax­
ation ; but coming to the Province from 
other sources. It is not, of course, to be 
denied that the expenses of adminis­
tration proper have somewhat in­
creased during the last eight years. 
The population has increased; the 
settled territory has been widely ex 
tended ; the useful and benevol nt in­
stitutions of the country, notably the 
schools, have been augmented in num­
bers and improved in character ; until 
recently, moreover, the salaries of Gov­
ernment officials were gradually being 
enlarged, like those of all other classes. 
But the larger salaries make only a 
small part of the great increase imputed 
to the Mowat Government by Mr. Mac­
pherson, and is no more than was just 
and necessary. Mr. Phipps in a pam­
phlet already referred to, compares it 
with the augmentation of the cost of 
administering the municipality of Tor­
onto with the following results

“ We were by census in 1870,1,620,000 
people ; probably now about two mil­
lions. The expenditure is, surplus and 
all, about three millions of dollars. So, 
even spending on works, &c., as we do, 
the whole cost to each of us is a dollar 
and a half a head—without the surplus 
spending it would be less than a dollar. 
Compare this with the expenditure of 
Toronto —fifteen or sixteen dollars per 
head per year.”

He also shows how enormously the 
actual work of the departments of the 
Government has increased by the 
following statement of the re­
ports and other documents which 
have either been made by the 
Department or have required to be dealt 
with by them

“ In the Secretary’s Department, 
letters, references, reports, re­
turns, circulars, licenses, &c., have 
swelled in six years from 4,000 to 36,- 
000 annually ; in the Administration of 
Justice Audit, from 5,000 to 35,000; in 
the Treasury Department, from 9,000 to 
21,000; in the Attorney General’s De­
partment (many being files), from 1,400 
to 7,000. Total, from 19,000 to 99,000.”

We think these things show conclusive­
ly how little cause there is for assailing 
the Mowat Government or seeking to 
change it for untried men, who cer­
tainly afford no promise of being either 
better or more competent.

LEGAL INTELLIGENCE.

Maritzburg, May 30.—A correspondent, 
writing May 14th, says there is exciting 
news from the Tugela frontier. Near Help- 
makaar.onthe 11th May,a great battle took 
place at a point between Thringpost and 
Sanhw&lla. A powerful Zulu chief named 
Matcona with all his people, numbering 
six thousand, had resolved to surrender to 
the British. He was joined by Dabul- 
manz;, Cetywayo'a brother, who command­
ed the Zulus at Isandula and Gisghilovo 
and the remnant of that army, its chiefs 
having kept awey from Cetywayo since 
their defeat through fear. When nearing 
Thringpost they were unexpectedly lu'er- 
cepted by a powerful force, supposed to he 
commanded by Cetywayo, coming from the 
northward.

The following is a case which particu­
larly interests law students : Mr. Oscar 
Gaudet, advocate of this city, and former­
ly clerk, when a student, in the office of 
Messrs. Ouimet, Ouimet and Nantel, 
advocates, has entered an action in the 
Superior Court against these gentlemen to 
recover the sum of six hundred dollars.

Matcoaa escaped, but Dahulmanzi, it is 
said, was killed. Cetywayo, elated with 
his success, and apparently learning that 
Lord Chelmsford’s columns have made a 
forward movement, has summoned all his 
followers and taken a strong position at the 
Fork of the White Umvolosi at its junction 
with the Black Umvolosi. At his back are 
some of the highest known mountains in 
Zululand, densely wooded at the base. The 
country in front is swampy and difficult of 
approach. Here the King evidently

AWAITS THE BRITISH ATTACK.

The native scouts say he has declared he 
will never surrender. He is believed to 
have collected all his available force, and 
no raids into Natal are now feared. The 
bridge across the Tugela is now available 
for light transport. Col. Pearso», the 
hero of Ekowe, who has been suffering from 
fever, is better. Much sickness from sun­
stroke prevails among the troops. The 
Boers in the Transvaal are quieting down. 
Major-General Crealock’s column has had 
some skirmishing with unimportant results, 
Cetywayo knows that Oham, his brother, 
who surrendered in Swaziland, with six 
hundred or seven hundred followers, is an 
aspirant

FOR THE ZULU THRONE,
and stands a chance, in case of the war 
being carried on further, of being crowned 
by the English as the ruler of the Zulus. 
Oham, it was known some time ago, is, at 
the head of a considerable section of the 
Zulus, and is privately supported by the 
chiefs Induria and Myamaria, and he and 
his adherents have long disapproved of 
Cetywayo’s tyranny, ana were expected at 
some time or other to make a movement 
to depose the King.

It would be nothing new in Zulu history 
far one brother to betray another. 
There is also another section of 
malcontents, which had its origin in 
the following manner :—Some thirl y 
years ago when King Parida was getting 
too feeble to take an active part in the 
government cf his kingdom, there was 
strong rivalry between two brothers, Cety­
wayo the heir apparent, and Umbulazi, 
whose pretensions were supported by Pari­
da. This quarrel ended in the destruction 
and death of

UMBOLAZI AND SIX OF HIS BROTHERS
at the baatle cf Donduduaaka. A great 
number of their adherents were also slain, 
after which Cetywayo had it all his ow- 
way. This happened in 1856, and to this 
day Cetywayo persecutes this section with 
the utmost brutality. Another point must 
not be lost sight of. Two of Cetywayo’s 
brothers are still in Natal, and the Natal 
government has persistently refused to 
give them up.

MURDER AKD ARSON.
Alphonse Quenville, Watchman at 

Morey’s Livery Stables Murder­
ously Attacked and the Premises 
Set on Fire—Quenville not Ex­
pected to Live.

Shortly before two o’clock, this 
morning, a stableman in the employ of the 
Montreal Express Company, heard a cry 
of “ murder.” About the same time Con­
stable Beauregard, while on duty, observed 
smoke issuing from the coach-house of J. 
Morey & Co., and immediately gave the 
alarm. The Brigade were on hand within 
two minutes afterwards and were Provi­
dentially met by Mr. J. McCormick, 
grocer, step-brother to Mr. Morey, 
who was aweke from his slumbers by his 
wife exclaiming that Morey’s stables were 
on fire. The smoke was exceedingly dense 
and the firemen found it impossible to 
enter by the front. In this emergency 
they were led by Mr. McCormick, iuto 
Alexander street, through the stables of 
the Montreal Express Co., and thence by a 
short blind lane to a rear gate of Mr. 
Morey’s stables. This was forced in a 
trice, and despite the darkness the fire­
men, with the able assistance of Mr. Mc­
Cormick, speedily released 70 horses and 
oast them loose upon the street. Three 
minutes longer and every one of them 
would have been suffocated. Meantime, 
the other members of the central section 
of the brigade had battered in the gates 
of the coach-house facing onLagauchetiere 
street, in which the fire was raging, and 
with the aid of a couple of streams of 
water, soon extinguished the flimes. As 
soon as the smoke had cleared awuy, it 
was ascertained that the fire apparently 
broke out in one of the carriages standing 
directly opposite the office in which 
the watchman, Alphonse Quenville, 
had been sleeping. home twenty 
carriages were more or less burned, in­
cluding those used by the Vice-Regal party 
during tho past week. Six of these car­
riages are utterly beyond repair, and the 
otners more or less damaged. They are 
said to have cost from $500 to $800 each. 
The premises are entirely composed of 
wood, are owned by Mr. J. T. Morgan, 
and are fully covs red by insuranoe. The 
only damage they have sustained, ap­
parently, is a charred ceiling in some parte. 
The fire also appears to have penetrated 
through cracks in the ceiling to the loft 
above. The fire was ably handled, three 
minutes sufficing to put the building out 
of danger. When Chief Patton and his 
men entered the office adjoining, a Etrange 
sight met there eyes, as well as a probable 
clue to the cause of the fire. The cushion 
of the chair in which the watchman had.to 
all appearances been taking a nap, was 
covered with blood, the wainscoting was 
smeared with blood, the floor was clotted 
heavily with blood in two places, as though 
he had been struck while prostrate 
with some ghastly weapon, the 
stove pipes were knocked down ; 
the stove all astew and several sporting 
pictures, which had graced the walls, were 
lying smashed upon the floor. Investiga­
tion elicited the fact that Constable Gra­
ve!, on hearing the alarm of fire, hastened 
to the spot, and hearing a struggle inside 
the building, h'ad no difficulty in pushing 
open the coach-doors. He was met 
by blinding smoke, but persevered in the 
hope of saving life, and at the door of the 
office seized hold of a man, his clothes all 
damp and clotty, whom he led to the street. 
In a ve'y short time he had conveyed the 
poor fellow Quenville—for it was he—to 
the General Hospital, where it was dis­
covered that he had sustained very severe 
injuries of thescullfrom some blunt instru­
ment, several splinters having apparently 
penetrated thebrain. He had alsoreceired 
two severe stabs from a knife in the neck, 
from which the blood flowed copiously. 
He was left in the hands of the physicians. 
Very slight hope* are entertained that he 
will recover. Quenville is about 38 years 
ef age, is married, and has a family of 
three children. He bears an excellent 
character as a sober, steady man, and by 
husbanding his resources has succeeded in 
acquiring seme li; tie real estate, including 
his residence on Ligauchetiere street, in 
which his family resides. It is 
presumed that the place was en­
tered by burglars, who were un­
expectedly surprised to find Quenville in 
in the office, and thereupon murderously 
attacked him, in order to secure their re-

— About twenty 
minutes before eleven o’clock this 
morning a fire broke out on 
Commissioners street which threatened 
to be most destructive in its character, and 
would, doubtless, have proved so, but for 
tbe timely arrival and extraordinary exer­
tions of the men of the fire brigade.

Several streams 
were brought into requisition, and after 
considerable exertion on the part of the 
brigade the firs was extinguished in about 
twenty minutes. The damage done is com­
paratively slight, although great fears were 
entertained that the premises of Messrs. S.

SPOUTING IHTELUCtHCE-
MONTREAL SWIMMING CLUB.

Last evening the annual meeting of the 
members of this Club was held in the Sem­
inary Hall, Notre Dame street, Mr. George 
Desbarats in the Chair. The meeting hav­
ing been called to order, Mr David Major 
read the report for the past year, which was 
most satisfactory. The season of 1878 was 
alluded to as one of marked prosperity for 
the Club. At the period of the animal 
races there were 1,032 members, composed 
of 312 seniors and 720 juniors. The mem­
bership cost the former $1 per season, and 
the latter 50 cents. Thus the sum of $67? 
was received from this source. The ex­
penditure during the year amounted to 
within a few dollars of the total sum re­
ceived. There had been two races organized 
by the Club,one for junior members on th e 
10th of August, and the other for seniors, 
which took place oa the 24thof the same 
month. In both these aquatic contests ti e 
members acquitted themselves in a most 
creditable manner. Great progress had 
been made during the year tw those who 
were acquiring the art of swimming, a re­
sult which was hailed with great pleasure 
by the management. The report then re­
ferred to the kindness of the Island Ferry 
Company in allowing the members of the 
Club to proceed to the Island and return 
for one-half the regular fare. In conclu­
sion, praise was given toLt.-Col.Labranche 
for the time, care and attention 
he had bestowed on the Club,
and the interest he had taken
in its management. To ' him was 
to be attributed in no small measure 
the fact that no accidents had taken place. 
The report was adopted, after which, the 
election of officers was proceeded with, the 
following being unanimously elected :— 
President, George Desbarats ; Vice-Presi­
dent, À. J. Lord; 2nd Vice-President, 
Henry Swain; Treasurer, A. B. Gwilt ; 
Secretary, David Major ; Committee, Lieut.- 
Col. Labranche, H. Bond, G. Howard, T.
R. Howard, John Black, R. Reinhardt, 
Louis P. Lapointe, Duncan McEntyre, F. 
Elliott and Michel Benoit. Mr. Desbarats 
wished to withdraw from thè presidency in 
favour of Lieut.-Col. Labranche, but that 
officer having promptly declined the 
honour, addressed the meeting. He 
wished to inform the members 
that the tickets were now ready at the 
same price as last year. The Ferry Com­
pany were willing to grant the same pri­
vileges of half fares to members. The Club 
was self-supporting. No person received 
any remuneration for services, except the 
ticket seller, the doorkeeper and the swim­
ming professor. The old military wharf 
was granted for the use of the Club only, 
no person outside having any right what­
ever to use it, except the Department at 
Ottawa, from whom it had been obtained, 
who might occasionally require to use it 
for the landing of ammunition for the use of 
the Island. The “ dead beat ” system 
would be entirely abolished du ing the 
present season, and no person without 
a ticket would be allowed within the en. 
closure allotted to the Club. They had 
been unable to build dressing-rooms in the 

ast, but if members would only do their 
est to recruit for the ranks, that desider­

atum might be brought about in a shoit 
time. Fathers of the juvenile members 
would be permitted to visit the bath once, 
in order to be able to judge of the position 
of the place, and the persons with whom 
their sons have to associate. A register of 
such names shall be kept in a book in 
which shall also be inscribed the names of 
strangers who shall be admitted on the in­
troduction of two members,who shall vouch 
in each case for the iact that the party so 
introduced is a bona fide non resident of 
Montreal. In conclusion, Lieut.-Col. La­
branche, who is the founder of the Club, 
expressed the hope that this year the good 
feeling and harmony which characterized 
the proceedings of the past would con­
tinue without interruption. It was then 
stated that the office of the Club would be 
opened to day, and the bathing ground 
ready to receive the members on Monday?

Forest Fires.—The Journal of Three 
Hivers states that, in consequence of the 
great drought, fires have spread in the 
woods in that district, and caused consider­
able devastation. From Three Hivers to 
Champlain the fir timber growing on 
either side of the railway is in flames, and 
at night presents a picturesque spectacle.

It is said that the Princess Louise Dra­
goon Guards have been honoured with an 
invitation from the 13th Battalion of 
Brooklyn to participate in the 4th of 
July celebration in that city. They offer 
to furnish them with horses, &c. They 
have received a similar invitation from the 
Citizens’ Corps of Utica.

Case of sunstroke.—Yesterday morn­
ing a man named Albert de Gospi was 
brought to the Central Station, suffering 
from the effects of the heat. After arriv­
ing at the station he became unconscious, 
when Dr, Picault was summoned, who 
ordered his immediate removal to the 
general office.

Police Court.—Yesterday morning the 
following cases were disposed of:—John 
A. MoDevitt, selling liquor without li- 
cense,was continued to June 19. Marcelline 
Cayer dite Jasmin and Aurelie St. Martin, 
assaulting Eliza Cayer, 50 cents and costs 
or 8 days in gaol each. Philomene Gau­
thier and Jean Bte, Lafranchise, $20 each 
or two months, for assaulting Eliza Bou­
cher.

Accident. —Yesterday morning, as a 
man named Thomas Domain, while at work 
in Rutherford’s factory, Point St. 
Charles, his hand was caught in a 
planing machine, and two of his fingers 
badly crushed. He was conveyed to his 
home. No. 40 Canning street, from which 
he was at once despatched to the General 
Hospital, where he received the treatment 
necessary for his condition.

Small Thefts.—Mary Ann Wilson stole 
a dish from Cyprien Hioux, and was sent 
to gaol for three months with hard labour. 
Dolphis Boucher was condemned to a like 
term of imprisonment for having stolen a 
coat and a bird from Joseph Chaumette.

Committed.—On Thursday afternoon a

As there 
seemed to be some mystery attached to 
her case, the constable brought her to the 
Central Station, where she was kept until 
yesterday morning, when she was commit­
ted to gaol for safe keeping. Dr. Picault 
having certified that she was of unsound 
mind.

Presentations.—On Thursday evening 
the teachers in training of the McGill Nor- 
mal School made presentations to the rev. 
gentlemen charged with the religious edu­
cation of the school. The Presbyterian 
members presented the Rev. Mr. Fleck 
with a gold pencil case and a crystal ink­
stand. The Episcopalians gave a similar 
present to the Eev.

Mr. Bland was the recipient of two 
handsomely boued volumes at the hands 
of the Methodist members of the school.

Stealing ^Hope.—Yesterday Thomss 
Irwin, wharf labourer, was condemned to 
serve six months in gaol with hard 
labour for having stolen -a coil of rope off 
a barge lying in port. The prisoner had 
offered it for sale to one Vineberg, a 
second-hand dealer, who, suspecting it to 
have been stolen, notified the police, by 
whom the thief was captured. The 
prisoner is well known to the police, and 
has already appeared in Court to answer 
to charges of robbery.

The Vice-Reoal Festivities atQuebio. 
—The Richelieu and Ontario Navigation 
Company advertize in another column an 
excursion to Quebec and return atone fare 
for both ways. This will be an induce­
ment to many of onr citizens to be present 
at the demonstration in honour of the 
Vice-Regal narty. The tickets are to be 
issued on the 3rd June, and will be good 
to return until Saturday the 7th June 
inclusive.

Another Heated Term may be said to 
have commenced on "Wednesday last, from 
which date the temperature daily increas­
ed until yesterday when the highest point 
was gained. At 8 a.m. the thermometer
registered 68 degrees, at 1 p.m. , and
at 6 p.m. 80°. It continues very warm 
and np to a late hour there was no appear­
ances of rain. On Sunday night a slight 
frost continued for several hours, which 
stripped young trees cf their foliage and 
blighted the young fruit bushes in exposed 
situations.

Missionary Work.—The missionary 
social of the St. Catherine street Baptist 
Charch was held on Thursday evening,and 
was well attended. The Rev. Mr. Munro 
introduced the Rev. Mr. McLaurin, mis­
sionary to Southern India, who gave a 
most interesting account of the life of a 
missionary, particularly in the region where 
his ministry called him. He conc'mded a 
most vivid description of his labours in 
India by thanking the ladies of Montreal 
and vicinity for the substantial assistance 
they had given the good work. Some ex­
cellent music was then given, after which 
a collection was taken up and the audience 
separated, well pleased with the entertai*- 
ment.

Careless Storage of Coal Oil —It is 
the practice of dealers in our city to de­
posit several barrel-: of the inflammable 
fluid, either for convenience sake or 
through carelessness, in the gutter in front 
of their premises, where it is liable ta ex 
plode either by the heat of the sun’s rays 
or by a match carelessly thrown down by 
a passing inebriate. By the city by la ws 
a severe penalty could be inflicted for this 
neglect, and the excuse made through a 
contemporary that there is no suitable 
storehouse for coal oil will not hold water. 
It may not be generally known that sheds 
forth: storage of coal oil were erected eleven 
years ago at the Tanneries des Rolland:, 
Tanneries Junction, and have been in con­
stant use ever since, without the occur­
rence of one single accident. These sheds 
have a capacity of 15,000 barrels, are 
built under ground, and covered with earth. 
They are beautifully cool in Summer, warm 
in Winter, and give general satisfaction. 
The Fire Committee are determined to en 
force the provisions of the by-law and com­
pel the storage of the dangerous fluid in 
proper storehouses.

Wesley Congregational Church.—The 
annual concert of this Church, held Thurs­
day evening, was greatly enjoyed by the 
good friends who attended. The Rev. Jas. 
Roy, M.A., pastor, was in the chair. Mr. 
H. R. Popham, the organist, presided at 
that instrument, and Mr. G. H. Holland 
acted as leader of the choir. The pro­
gramme had been selected with much 
good taste, and embraced the opening ad­
dress by a scholar. Miss Fox ; songs and 
hymns by the children, including an echo 
chorus wherein several children, stationed 
in the choir withdrawing-room behind the 
organ, most effectively contributed towards 
the deception of an echo; solos by Miss 
Armstrong, Mrs. Crane and Mrs. McGarity. 
and organ solos by Mr. Popham, the whole 
concluding with “God Save the Qaeen.” 
Last evening a social meeting was held 
in the lecture hall of the church, which, as 
on previous evenings, was very nicely 
decorated. To-morrow, the services in 
connection with the opening of the church 
will bs continued. The Rev. Dr. Wilkes 
will occupy the pulpit in the morning, 
and the Rev. Gavin Lang in the evening.

Cathedral Band of Hope.—The third 
annual meeting of the Band of Hope in con­
nection with Christ Church Cathedral was 
held Thursday night in the Synod Hall, and 
proved to the crowded audience, cf both 
young and old present, a most enjoyable 
affair. The opening remarks of the Chair­
man, Rev. Cancn Baldwin, were preceded 
by the hymn, “Only an Armour Bearer,” 
the opening prayer, and the hymn “ Come 
to the Saviour.” The Chairman then in 
forcible words pleaded for more extended 
sympathy in this work in which so many 
of his congregation were connected. After 
a chorus by the “Band” he introduced the 
Rev. Canon O’Meara, of Manitoba, who 
kindly read the reports of the 
Society, which showed the Band to 
be in a flourishing condition, both 
financially and in influence, a small 
balance being still in band. The reports 
were adopted, and the Rev. Canon pro­
ceeded to address the meeting, taking the 
“ Band of Hope” as his subject. He 
showed in what degree temperance societies 
were forming public opinion and were 
raising up a formidable barrier to the un­
interrupted progress of intemperance. No 
such organization, he regretted to say, 
existed in Manitoba, but on his return he 
would make it his duty to form one after 
the model of that whose anniversary he 
was assisting in celebrating. He conclud­
ed with several anecdotes of missionary 
life in the North-West, including his 
escape from death by Prairie fire. He 
asked for the continued piayers of God’s 
people for the missionaries of the North- 
West Territory. The part sung, “The 

Child’s Pleading,” having been song. Rev. 
Dr. Sullivan spoke on the value of mutual 
sympathy in Christian work, and satis­
factorily exploded the “ objections” raised 
against temperance societies, applying in 
his argument the oldaoage, “an ounce of 
prevention is better than a pound of 
cure.” “ Twinkle, Twinkle little Star” 
and " Sound, Sound the Battle Cry” hav­
ing been sung by the Band, Eev. Canon 
Baldwin delivered the closing address, 
speaking of the necessiiy cf usefulness of 
the Band of Hope movement in England. 
He described a temperance concert de­
livered at the Crystal Palace at Sydenham, 
at which 5,000 country children and 5,000 
city children, all members of Band of 
Hope, blended their voices together to the 
profit and amusement of some 60,000 spec­
tators. These bands are indefatigibfe in 
their efforts, before which the drinking 
customs of the old country were giving 
way, where legislative efforts had proved 
entirely fiuitless. He counselled his hear­
ers to persevere, and “fear not,” a wise 
counsel which was repeated in Holy writ 
no less than 84 times. The interesting 
proceedings concluded with the part song, 
“ Will you meet me at the Fountain,” the 
National Anthem, renewing the pledge, 
and prayer. The hall was very beautifully 
decorated with ferns and choice flowers 
and displayed great artistic skill on the’ 
part of the ladies of the Committee. The 
appearance of the children of the “ Band ” 
attired as they were in neat and beautiful

dresses, all happy with the excitement 
of the hour, and surrounded with 
flowers, formed a picture greatly ad­
mired and seldom equalled for beauty and 
innocence. Their singing was remarkably 
good. We understand their efficiency is 
due to the admirable training of Miss 
Bancroft, who also moat kindly presided 
at the piano.

Charles Glackmeyek, Esq., City Clerk, 
Montreal.

Sir,—I beg to acknewledge the receipt 
of your favour of the JOih instant giving 
the reasons by which the City Council of 
Montreal was actuated in making the 
grant of $10,000,as passed by the Board on 
9th July, 1877, “ for the relief of the wants 
of the sufferers by the fire in St. John, 
with the causes that induced the Council 
to delay sending the amount of its grant.” 
In reply to your questions, as directed by 
tha FitauceCommittee, “I am directed to 
request you will inform the Committee 
what is the present position of the poorer 
class of those who suffered by the fire, in 
what matter this grant, if paid, will be 
used, and if the relief which it is intended 
t > afford will be of a temporary or perma- 
nant character.” I can give yon no reply 
that will more fully answer the questions 
of the Finance Committee than is contain­
ed in the letter of Mr. C. H. Fairweather, 
Treasurer of the Relief and Aid Society, to 
His Worship Mayor Beaudry, dated 2ad 
October, 1878 (a copy of whiebis enclosed), 
and the report of the President, as sub­
mitted to the Society at its annual meet­
ing held on 12th instant, and ordered to 
be published, a printed copy of which is 
herewith submitted.

The fact that a sum of money remains on 
hand is due to the knowledge the Society 
possess of the certain requirements of the 
future. The fund has been carefully hus­
banded. From the information in the pos­
session of the Society respecting the cir­
cumstances and needs of a large number of 
the sufferers, whose condition, in respect 
to present destitution and helplessness 
through age and infirmity, renders it cer­
tain that support will be required to be 
rendered for a long time.

Will you please place this letter and the 
enclosures before the Finance Committee at 
your earliest convenience.

EIRE COMMITTEE.
This Committee met yesterday at 3, Aid. 

Hood in the Chair. Tenders were opened 
for repairs to No. 5 Station, St. Catherine 
street, the walls of which need to 
be “ pointed ” among other things.

F. X. Dube & Co, $460; Wm. Gariepy,

Small repairs to Point St. Charles Station 
were left in the hands cf the Chairman 
and Chief Patton.

It was resolved that the police authori­
ties should be requested to enforce the law 
prohibiting the placing of merchandise on 
the sidewalks, and also section 23, chapter 
15, of the charter, which says:

“ No person shall have, keep, sell or 
manufacture ia any place or building with­
in the limits of the City of Montreal any 
crude or refined petroleum, earth or rock: 
oi>, benzole, benzine, naptha, kerosene, coal 
oil or burning fluid in larger quantity 
than five barrels in the aggregate, except 
it be kept in close iron tanks, or in detached 
and properly ventilated stores or buildings 
especially adapted for that purpose by hav­
ing raised sills or other contrivances so as 
effectually to prevent the oveiflow of such 
substances beyond the premises where the 
same are kept or stored.”

BOARD OF HEALTH.
AN IMPORTANT MEETING.

The fortnightly meeting of this Board 
tosk place last evening at four o’clock. 
Present : Aid. Childs, in the Chair ; Aids. 
Genereux, Donovan, Mooney, Allard, Drs. 
Godfrey, Kingston and Mount, Mestr.-, 
Weaver aid Sheltoa Dr. Larocque,Medical 
Health Olicer, and Mr. I. C. Radford, San - 
tary Inspector.

Dr. Larocque read his fortnightly re­
port, in which he conveys the intelligence 
published in the Herald a fortnight since, 
showing that the high death rate on Wolfe 
and other streets in the East End is much 
less in proportion as the streets ascend 
from the Craig street tunnel and are drain­
ed by brick and tile drains instead of 
wood, as is the case in the lower sections, 
where the house connections with the 
street drains are very defective. In the 
upper portion of Wolfe street, for in stance, 
the average rate of mortality is 48 per an­
num of the population of the street, and 
in the lower portion 29.

A good deal of discussion ensued on the 
question as the commencement of a st ries cf 
enquiries which wilt probably lead to very 
important and definite results.

Mr. Radford reported that during the 
past twelve months the attention of the 
office has been repeatedly directed to the 
unsanitiry condition of a block of houses 
on St. Martin street, immediately adjoin­
ing the Christian Brothers School. At­
tempts had been made to get the condition 
of the block improved, but these were only 
successful in one case, when action was 
taken in the Recorder’s Court. The place 
has been visited by the Board, and con­
demned as unfit for human habitation. 
Verbal statements have been made from 
time to time that the owner intended to 
pull down the buildings and build new 
ones, but no improvements have been 
made. In the adjoining school there are 
about 700 children, and the locality gener­
ally is densely populated.

Considerable discussion took place on 
this report, and resulted in the unanimous 
resolution to close up the premises referred 
t', under the direction of the City Attorney.

A letter was read from the City Sur­
veyor stating that the Road Committee 
would only put in new drains when the 
proprietors interested in the property ad­
joining the site agreed to have it done.

This involves the principle applying to 
Crescent and Forgue streets, and as "the 
drains in these streets are inadequate to 
carry off all that comes from the house, 
thereby rendering the premises very un­
healthy. It was resolved to communicate 
these facts to the City Council at its next 
meeting.

The city scavenging question was broach­
ed.

Aid. Mooney expressed his belief that 
the work should be done in every street 
within some prescribed hour.

Mr. Shelton and Aid. Allard both ex­
pressed themselves satisfied with the man­
ner in which the present contractor is per­
forming his duties.

The Chirman reported regarding a visit 
of himself and the Sanitary Inspector to 
the deposit places at the head of Mont­
calm and Amherst streets. The City Sur­
veyor had communicated the facts to the 
City Surveyor, who issued an order to pre­
vent further dumping.

The city cab stands and the annoyances 
they present to passers by and residents in 
their immediate vicinity was a subject for 
the severe condemnation of the Board. It 
was resolved to call the attention of the 
City Council to the matter, having failed 
to obtain redress from the Road Commit­
tee.

Dr. Mount made certain suggestions in 
favour cf the publication of a pamphlet in 
both languages to ha well distributed 
among the population of the city, con­
taining rules with regard to cleanliness, 
the use of disinfectants, anent quack medi­
cines, the nursing of children, &8.

_ The Chairman quietly observed that he 
did not see the use of distributing such 
pamphlets among a people who cannot 
read.

Dr. Godfrey expressed his opinion that 
it was most desirable to have certain distinct 
rules laid down by the Board of Health, 
which shoui i so regulate the construction 
of houses as to secure efficient ventilation, 
drainage, and other Hygenic arrangements 
for the benefic of Public Health, and pro­
posed that a Committee he appointed to 
consider and report on the matter, and be 
empowered to call in experts to aid them 
in their investigations.

The Chai rman said the Board is not em­
powered to t pend money on experts except 
with the sanction of the City Council.

Dr. Hingston explained that a Com­
mittee already existed for the considera­
tion of the subjects referred to, and gave 
some results of information already col­
lected on the subject.

After discussion, Aids. Allard and Dono­
van were added to the above Committee. 
The meeting adjourned.

MOUNT ROYAL PARK

Slowly Improving towards Perfection__
Proposed Elevated Railway__The
“ Merry-Go-Round.”

Yesterday afternoon, by appointment. 
Aid. H. A. Nelson, M.P.P., and Aid. Gre­
nier, Park Commissioners, met by apnoint- 
ment Messrs. Nish, Wright & Lefebvre, 
on the Mountain road, at the head of 
Bleury street, for the purpose of inspect­
ing the site proposed by them for erecting 
the elevated railway which they con­
template running to the top of Mount 
Royal, providing the permission of 
the City Council is obtained. The 
spot selected by these gentlemen 
is situated on the most perpendicular side 
of the mountain facing Bleury street and 
the Hotel Dieu, and a few paces distant 
from the Bleury street steps. It is their 
intention to construct a double track of 
railway similar to that in use at Niagara. 
The cliff at this point is 200 feet perpen­
dicular. The railway will be 300 feet 
perpendicular with covered artistic 
terminus at each end.
