MEXICO AGAIN WARNED THAT 
DOUGLAS AFFAIR MUST NOT 

BE REPEATED.
Washington, April 18.—President 

Taft felt last night that he had done 
personally all that can he done by a 
chief executive to control the situa­
tion along the Mexican border. He 
and his advisers believe that now 
Congress must say .whether the situ­
ation is grave enough to warrant in­
tervention and its consequences.

Through the State Department the 
administration yesterday reiterated 
the representations made to Mexico 
that affairs like that at Douglas last 
week must not be repeated. Instead 
of awaiting the customary period for 
a formal reply from Mexico, the De­
partment asked for immediate assur­
ances that there be no more fighting 
that endangered Americans in the 
border towns. Information was re­
quested also as to what measures the 
authorities had taken to prevent fu­
ture combats of this kind. Last 
night no reply had been received from 
the Mexican authorities.

The President is plainly worried. 
He talked but little, but the bullet­
ins that came through the War De­
partment and through the press were 
taken to him wherever he happened 
to be and read with interest.

CALL FOR VOLUNTEERS. 
Mexico City, April .18.—A general 

call for volunteer soldiers to serve 
for a period of six months was post­
ed in this capital yesterday. The call 
is made to all citizens between the 
ages of 18 and 45 years who desire 
to lend their services to the country. 
The pay offered is one peso (50 cents) 
a day, besides clothing and equip­
ment.

The customary inducement of ad­
vancement in rank and pay to those 
who prove worthy is included.

In addition to the regular army, 
including such volunteers as may be 
secured, the War Department has at 
its disposal numbers of volunteer or­
ganizations maintained by wealthy 
planters, mine owners and others.

BATTLE OF AGUA PRIETA.
Agua Prieta, Mexico, April 18.— 

(from the Associated Press corres­
pondent in the field.)— The most im­
portant battle of the Mexican revolu­
tion thus far was fought here yester­
day, between .1,600 fédérais, under i 
command of Lieut.-Ool. Diaz, and 
1,000 rebels unSer Balasario Garcia, 
and resulted in the repulse of the 
former.

LONDON TIMES OPINION.
London, April 18.—Referring edit­

orially to the conditions arising 
through the fighting now going on 
between the Mexican fédérais and the 
insurrectos close to American terri­
tory, the Times expresses the belief 
that Madero’s followers will not im­
probably provoke as many fights as 
possible along the frontier, and if 
American citizens are killed or prop­
erty injured by Mexican bullets a 
state of opinion may be created 
throughout the United States which 
no government could afford to disre­
gard, "although,’’ adds the paper, 
“we can well believe that the Wash­
ington Government will interfere with 
the greatest reluctance.

"It is evident, however,” the Times 
continues, "that unless Mexico is able 
to restore and maintain order, the 
United States must seriously consider

Halifax, N. S., April 18.—A de 

spatch was received last, evening by 
Mrs. John Fitzgerald, of this city, 
conveying to her the sad news of the 
death of her son, Frank, who was in­
spector of the Northwest Mounted 
Police.

The despatch was from A. B. Perry, 
commissioner or tne Mounted Police 
at Regina. Commissioner Perry states 
that Inspector Fitzgerald’s death oc­
curred last January near Fort Mc­
Pherson while making patrol to 
Dawson, and that turee other mem­
bers of the party met death at the 
same time. The commissioner says 
that he will forward details when re­
ceived and that he extends his sin­
cere sympathy, the force having lost 
one of its most valued officers.

Inspector Fitzgerald has been with 
the Northwest Mounted Police for 
nineteen or twenty years and made a 
good name for himself in that force 
He was the first man to make his 
way to Dawson over the trail on 
which he met his death. The rank of 
inspector is equivalent to that of 
major in the army.

THEIR LORDSHIPS HOLD THAT 
CHARGES AGAINST MR 

ADDIE WERE UN­
JUSTIFIED.

The Prothonotary of the Superior 
Court here has received the formal 
judgment of the Privy Council in the 
case of the American Asbestos Com­
pany vs The Johnson Company, rela 
tive to a piece of asbestos property.

This action was brought in this 
district to set aside the judgments 
in a former action taken by the 
Johnsons Company against the pre­
decessors in title of the American 
Asbestos Company to establish the 
line between their asbestos properties 
in the Township of Coleraine, and in 
which case the judgment of the 
Superior Court in this district, which 
was confirmed by the Supreme Court 
of Canada, ordered the line to be 
established in accordance with the 
pretensions of the Johnsons Com­
pany.

The present action was taken to 
set aside these judgments on the 
ground that since they were rendered 
new evidence had been discovered, 
which, if introduced at the trial, 
would have resulted in a different 
judgment, and further, that since the 
rendering of the judgments it had 
been discovered that the report and 
evidence of the expert, G. K. Addle, 
P L.8., were false and misleading, 
and they asked that in consequence 
the former judgments be set aside.

The case was tried before Mr. Jus­
tice Hutchinson, sitting in the Super­
ior Court of the District of Saint 
Francis, and by his judgment the. 
action of the American Asbestos 
Company was dismissed with costs.

Upon being taken before the Court 
of Review in Mon*real, this judgment, 
was confirmed.

The American Asbestos Company 
then carried the case before the Privy 
Council, and by the judgment just 
received their appeal has been dis 
missed with costs.

The judgment of the Privy < ouneil 
holds that by the line established by 
the surveyor, Addle, and confirmed 
by the former judgments, each of the 
parties is getting the exact amount 
of land mentioned in the titles from 
the Crown.

That if there was any error in the 
report or evidence of the surveyor, 
Addie, this could and shoul 1 have 
been ascertained and established in 
the former action.

That even if there had been any er­
ror in the said report or evidence 
on the points alleged, it could not 
have resulted in any different judg­
ment being rendered; and their Lord- 
ships further state in this judgment 
that it is only fair to Mr. Addie, 
who was a professional witness and 
not a party interested in the case, to 
say that they have carefully consid­
ered his evidence and the circumstan­
ces to which it related, and are of 
opinion that the. charges against him 
are unjustified.

Dominion and Home Government 

Will be Appealed To.
MINISTERIAL ASSOCIATION COM­

MITTEE GIVES OUT OPINION 
ON THE NE TEMERE 

DECREE.
Toronto, April 18.—A month ago 

a committe€, representative of the
several Protestant denominations, 
was appointed by the Toronto Min­
isterial Association to investigate the 
Ne Temere decree and mixed mar­
riage question. The committee se­
cured legal advice and the following 
resolution submitted to the meeting 
of the Ministerial Association yester­
day morning is the result of its de­
liberations :

“That we affirm the following prin­
ciples :

■’(A)—The equality of all religions 
and their ministers before the law.

“(Bi- The binding character of any 
marriage performed according to law.

by any person authorized by law to 
do so.

“2.—That the promulgation and en­
forcement of the Ne Temere decree of 
the Romish Church, especially with 
reference to mixed marriages, is a 
violation of each of the foregoing 
principles. We. therefore, earnestly 
protest against the enforcement of 
this decree in Canada, especially in 
view of the fact that it has been 
successfully resisted in Germany and 
Hungary.

‘‘It is our conviction that the 
Criminal Code should be so amended 
that it shall be made a criminal 
offence for any man to declare any 
legally contracted marriage null and 
void, or to use his influence to secure 
the separation of husband and wife, 
except on grounds and by processes 
recognized by the law of the land.

“3.—That, whereas it appears that 
in the province of Quebec the canon 
law of Rome, with reference to mar­
riage, has been made a part of the 
civil law, and under it the courts 
have annulled marriages between Ro­
man Catholics performed by Protest­
ant ministers, we declare that this is 
a condition not to be tolerated, as 
it is inconsistent with those princi­
ples of British freedom. We urge the 
Dominion and British Governments 
to take what steps may be required 
to remedy this state of affairs, even 
though it be necessary to seek^ an 
amendment to the British North 
America Act, removing marriage 
from the jurisdiction of the provinces 
and creating a uniform Canadian 
marriage law.

“Your committee would further re­
commend that a committee be ap­
pointed to consider what steps can 
be taken to carry out the foregoing 
resolution.”

The resolution was unanimously 
adopted.____ .

ALLOWANCE FOR
CENSUS WORKERS

EACH COMMISSIONER WILL BE 
PAID AT RATE OF ONE CENT 

PER NAME.
Ottawa, April 18.—The schedules of 

rates and allowances for census com­
missioners and enumerators is pro­
claimed. Each commissioner will re­
ceive payment at the rate of one cent 
per name for each person enumerated 
but he will he given a special allow­
ance of from ?7& to $900 in the case 
of the organized provinces, and $1,800 
in that of the Yukon.

Enumerators will be allowed live 
cents for the name of each living per­
son, ten cents for each dead person, 
15 cents for each farm, 25 cents for 
each factory, 20 cents for each church 
or school, and so forth, with a living 
allowance of $2 a day while being 
instructed by the commissioners.

In the following census districts in 
Quebec two commissioners will be ap­
pointed, each of whom will he entit­
led to payment at the rate of one 
cent per name for the part of the dis­
trict to lie agreed upon assigned to 
him for direction and revision of the 
work, and in add tion each will re­
ceive a special allowance of such 
amount as is set opposite the num­
ber and name of each district in the 
list.

GREAT LAKES

. S. WAR VESSEL WILL GO TO 
LAKE MICHIGAN FOR TRAIN­

ING PURPOSES.
Ottawa, April IS.—Permission has 

been given by the Government for the 
passage through the Canadian canals 
to Lake Michigan of the United Sta­
tes war vessel Dubuque, which will 
replace the Nashville for naval mili­
tia training purposes on Lake Michi­
gan.

CANADIAN DIAMONDS
STAND THE TEST.

EXPERTS IRONOUNCE THEM AS 
GOOD AS SOUTH AFRICAN 

GEMS.
Ottawa. April If-.—“ The Canadian 

diamoi <1 has been tested by the great­
est gem experts in the world and pro­
nounced equal in quality to the fam­
ous product of South Africa,” said 
R.A.A. Johnston, mineralogist aUd 
curator of the Geological Survey.

In January last diamonds were dis­
covered in the Ilivene Mountain in 
British Columbia. It was the first 
discovery of its kind made in Can­
ada.

Among those in whom the discov­
ery awakened a keen interest was 
Dr. Kunz, the Tiffany gem expert, 
and one of the foremost authorities 
on precious stones in the world, Mr. 
Johnston went to New York himself 
about ten days ago and took a quan­
tity of the gems with him.

EQUAL AFRICAN GEMS.
Dr. Kunz made tests with radium 

in a dark room. The Canadian dia­
mond was placed alongside the South 
African product and showed itself to 
be its equal.

Mr. Johnston states that prospec­
tors are likely to enter the new dia­
mond fields in great numbers as soon 
as the snow in, the mountains melts.

“The equality of the diamond is be­
yond dispute,” he said. “The only 
uncertain thing about it now is the 
size.

Relative to tbe Bonded Baggage 
Matter.

MINISTER OF CUSTOMS STATES 
THE POSITION OF HIS DE­

PARTMENT.
The Secretary of the Board of Trade 

has received from Hon. Mr. Fisher a 
letter from the Minister of Customs, 
which sets forth the position of the 
department of customs relative to the 
Bonded Baggage outrage.

A peculiar feature of the matter 
which the department of customs ap­
parently fails to appreciate, is that 
the Grand Trunk is not suffering and 
does not give a hang whether the 
present inconvenience to the travell­
ing public continues or not, as the in­
convenience is chiefly to passengers 
coming In over the Boston and Maine. 
This railway is a tenant of the 
Grand Trunk at Sherbrooke, on a 
99-year lease at a very low rate, and 
is not in a position to press the mat­
ter. So whatever swearing is done 
by passengers who arrive in Sher­
brooke with their trunks checked 
through to this point and find that 
they have been pitched off at Beebe 
Junction, is not at the Grand Trunk. 
The Boston and Maine gets some of 
it but the Canadian Customs gets 
most of it. The inconvenience is even 
more to people travelling to points 
beyond Sherbrooke than it is to Sher­
brooke citizens.

Dear Mr. Bradford, Referring again 
to your letter of January 16th in 
regard to the bonding of baggage at 
Sherbrooke, I may say that I have 
taken this matter up with the Min­
ister of Customs, and enclose here­
with copy of a letter I have 
just received from him.

Trusting that this information will 
be satisfactory, I am.

Hon. Sydney Fisher,
Minister of Agriculture,

Ottawa,
Dear Mr. Fisher, I have your letter 
of the 3rd instant, enclosing cor­
respondence relating to the question 
of bonding baggage on Sherbrooke.

On complaint of the Collector in 
August 1909 that the accommodation 
provided for bonded baggage was en­
tirely insufficient, the Department, 
after enquiry, issued instructions that 
the bonding of baggage on that port 
should be discontinued. The Grand 
Trunk Railway, with which the mat­
ter had been taken up previous to 
the issuing of these instructions, were 
notified of this, and promised to pro­
vide the necessary accommodation, 
hut as yet they have failed to do 
so, although the Department has ap­
plied repeatedly to the Company for 
the fulfilment of their promise in 
this regard. The latest letter we 
have from Mr. Hays, is dated Janu­
ary 14th, 1911, in which he states
that instructions have been given 
for the arranging of the additional 
room as promptly as possible, and 
that he trusts that we will have no 
further cause for complaint.

In regard to the existing situation, 
I have no doubt that it is a source 
of considerable inconvenience to the 
people of Sherbrooke, but the blame 
does not rest with the Depart­
ment, as the attention of the 
Company has been called to the mat­
ter time and again, since the order 
referred to was issued. This is the 
only means we have of securing prop­
er accommodation, and I do not feel 
that we can recede from our position, 
as to do so would indicate to the 
Company that we are not able to en­
force our demands in this regard. It 
is asked by the Secretary of the 
Board of Trade that the old order be 
put into effect until a new bonding 
room is provided, but if the Railway 
will suffer the inconvenience of the 
present arrangement for a year and 
a half, as they have done, I do not 
think it likely that they would lie 
in a hurry to provide a new bond­
ing room after all inconvenience to 
them had been removed.

I will ask the Commissioner, how­
ever, to take up the matter with 
them again, and see if a speedy set­
tlement of the difficulty cannot be 
arranged.
