seventy-six horses; total 140. Each com-

THE BUDGET.

Mr. Fielding is to be congratulated upon

the eheerful tone of his budget speech. He

was able to announce that Canada’s foreign

trade is still increasing, although he ex- |
pressed the opinion that the country has
about reached the crest of the wave of
prosperity, and that it is unreasonable to
expect business to increase ag rapidly in
.the future as it has in the past. The Fin-
ance Minister loses nothing by frankly re.
cognising that the conditions which have
swollen the volume of Canada’s foreign
trade are exceptional, and in the neture of
things unlikely to continue. Indeed, the
frankness might well have come earlier
and might well be further extended even
now. The honourable gentleman is in the
position of a flounder, which, carried to
dizxy heights by the irresistible force of an
Atlantic wave, imagines itself, for the
time being, a flying fish, While still elated.
ly masming, “How we flounders fly!” the
waves subsides, and with it falls the floun-
der, an interested student of the Îatest
theories of wave motion, An instance
where Mr. Fielding mislaid his frankness
was when he instituted a comparison in
trade statistios of “the National Policy
Period” and the years which followed.

What good does it do Mr. Fielding or his

Government to pretend that the increased
trade of the country is due to any modifi-

cation of the essentialfeaturesoftheNa|
“tionalPolicy?He, indeed, makes a claim
that imports from Great Britain have in.
creased fifty per cent. under and because of
the preferential tariff, and nobody will

question the reasonableness of the claim.

That the preference and the increase are
cawee and effect to a large extent is most

But when challenged

to give the increase in imports from the

United States during the same period
(which have been notoriously much larger)!
Mr. Ficdlding made the tactical bjunder of

refusing to give the figures. Even the Fin-
ance Minister ehrank from claiming that

the Britieh preference, which is the only

departure of any —consequence from

the National Policy, had increas

ed trade with the United States.

The truth of the matter is that the floun-

der tried to fly eastward, but the wave

was travelling due south and tho flounder’s

course was south-east by south,

The announcement of a surplus of eight

millions ia very gratifying, on the supposi-

tion that it ie a genuine one, and not the

result of expert account-cooking.

! only condition being that it shall be sent
; to Britain and 25 per cent. of British labour
added to it. Then the whole amount, of
which four-fifths ia made by foreign cheap
labour, comes into this country under a
preference of thirty-three and a third per
cent. In reality, therefore, this preference
works out to give the Uerman and other
cheap continental manufacturers a much
greater advantage than is given to the
manufacture of Great Britain. But, let us
see how it works out the other way about.
One reeult of giving this preference to
Great Britain is, that Germany at once dis-
criminates against Canada. Let us see what
effect this has indirectly and even directly
upon, the farmers of Canada. We were
building up a very large export trade be-
tween Canada and Germany before this
preferential tariff came into effect. That
trade is largely increasing in the United
States. The American farmers are now
shipping large quantities of grain to Ger

 

Mr. Osler asks why the Finance Minister,
in times*of prosperity, has not prepared
for times of adversity. The part of wise
statesmanship is to administer the fin-
ances wisely and not expend the public
moneys extravagantly.

many. Now, when the American farmer
ships his grain to Germany, in competition
with the Canadian farmer, the Canadian
farmer finds that he must pay a duty from
which the American farmer is free—that
is the American doea not havc to pay as
high duties as the Canadian. Here are the
figures showing how much more the Can-
adian has to pay on various kindsof grain
than the American:

That is a very nice little bonus, he said,

for the Canadian farmers to receive as one
of the consequences of the preferential
tariff. Yet I do not see that they are pay-
ing lower prices for anything they buy. Are
they buying their clothes, their agricultural
implements, their tea or other groceries, at
lower figures than they did four or five
years ago? As a rule, they are paying more
for what they buy. The benefit they get
from Liberal rule is that they have to pa
more for what they buy, while that whic
they have to sell they get less for. In
theory, preferential trade is very nice; it
looks and sounds very patriotic; but in
practice it works out very badly on the
unfortunate farmers. (Hear! hear!)

TRANSPORTATION PROBLEMS.
Turning again to the transportation, now

there is one question that, perhaps above
all others is interesting to us, and ought
to bc so, because it is of vital importance
to the people of Canadu—the question how
to get out our produce to the port on this
continent, whence it is to be sent to Eng-

They are proposing
to cnlarge Port Colborne harbour, with a
possible expenditure of four or five mil
ions: They are spending large sums of
money on Midland harbour, Collingwood
harbour, Depot harbour, and ell the chan-
nels through which in comes from our
great North-West. They are trying to get
the St. Lawrence canals deepened; they
are trying to cheapen transportation to the
seca, but they have not yet apparently made
up their minds as to whether the future
seaport of this country is to be Quebec or
Montreal. Let us face that squarely. Por-
eonally, I think I may apeak for all the
members on this side of the House. If
Montreal or Quebec can be made Canadian
ports, from which we can send all our pro-
duct. any expense the Government may
ask for that purpose will be ungrudgingly
given and endorsed by members on this
side of the House, But, first, let the Gov-
ernment find out which port it à to be.
The hon. member for Quebec West (Mr. |
Dobell) says Quebec is the best port; others
say Montfcal is the best port. Now, if

ontreal is to the port of. this country
then we must spend enormous sume o
money upon it and upon the approaches.

But a Few Minutes and Died

-- Ooourred.

 

With the cunning that is often charac-
teristic of insane people, L. Arouson, a well
known and well-to-do pawn broker, doing

. busines with his partner, M. H. Rutten.
berg, at 601 Craig street, stole a revolver
from under the very nose of his unsuspect-
ing nephew and clerk, slipped a bullet in it,
and shot hi in the left temple at about
half past one to-day. Fifteen minutes af-
terwards he was dead. ;
He was a man of about fifty, highly Tue-

pected in the Jewish colony. und leaves
a widow and eight children; three daugh
ters and five boys, one of them married in
New York.
He had been ill for the last three years,

and within a year his mind had become ef-
fected. He showed it by mumbling to him-
self, and doing queér little things, but his
two sojourns at Verdun, had improved him
greatly and, although, since he came out
the last time, his nephew, Mr. Hvam, from
Boston, had been constantly keeping watch
over him, he had improved so greatly tha
it waa decided of late to heed his request
and not have anyone follow him, or go
with him.

CAME DOWN TOWN TO-DAY.

It was generally agreed that it was best
for him to stay away as much as possible
from the store, but this morning, while at

taken to the Montreal General Hospital
Just as they carried him in from the am-
bulance he expired.

r. Ruttenberg, the dead. man's partner,
was greeted with the news, when he arriv-

= ed back from his luncheon. He says that
wt everythi had been done to prevent Mr.

Aronsonfrom hurting himself or anyone
else, and that it would have been almost
impossible to have prevented the suicide
under the circumstances. The dead man
had apparently seen the revolver handed
in over the counter, and had watched it
as & cat watches a mouse, for an opportun-

on ity to filch it. The weapon was uanload-
ed. but as ill-luck would have it there
were some cartridges that fitted it in one
of the showcases. These cartridges had

n taken out of another revolver that
had been pawned some time before. as it
is a rule not to put away any reyoivers

+ that are loaded. Whether he’ abstracted
one cartridge from the mhowcase that
day after he saw the revolver, or whether

i be had carried it about with him for
some time waiting for a chance to slip
it into some weapon some day, is hard
to tell. Anyhow, be abstratced the revol-
ver from the desk without his = nepkew
knowing it, slipped the fatal cartridge in,
and shuffling into the dark closet, put the
bullet into his brain.
An immense crowd gathered in front of

the store for a while and stayed long af-
ter the unfortunate man had been removed
to the hospital. Shortly after the news of
his death Was received from here, hia son
went up to the family residence, 105 St.
Famille street, to break the news to his
mother.

COST OF SNOWREMOVAL:
.Otty's Bill This Year for Streets

Where Cars Bun Will be
iele $100,200. -

—

BIDE STREETS, HOWEVER, ARN
ALLOWED PRETTY MUCH TO

TAKE CARE OF THEM-
SELVES.

Tew people are aware of the huy¥ ums
of money it couts tu clear the stfeets, on
which he street cars run, of snow, after
2 snow storm. -A nice little fortune is
vpent every time the heavens open and
mantle the streets with a heavy covering
of “the beautiful.”
Mr, Barlow, City Surveyor, stated this

morning that the first heavy snow fall of
the season costs the city $33,000; the bec-
ond $25,000 and the third $16,000, Just to
level a few streets the cost was $14,000.
Naturally the question arises in the mind

of the uninitiated how it is possible for
such huge sums of money to be spent upon
a simple snow storm; and that, too, only
on streets where the street cars run.
The following figures, given by the City

Surveyor, explains the problem. During. the
first heavy snow storm—the storm which
cost #33, ne thousand men were em-
ployed and six hundred carters. Each man
got 81.25 per day; while the carters made
trom $2.50 to $4.00 per day. The carters
are paid by the load and earn much or Lt-
te as they are disposed to work. With
such a huge army of men and horses the
comfortable fortune of $33,000 was eaten
up in ten days. This gives a good idea
how the money, contributed by tavrayers,
melts away. :

SPENT ON SECOND STORM.
It only took eight days to exhaust the

225,000 spent on the second storm. In a
little less than a week the $16,000 was
spent on the third storm. The $14,000 ex-
pended on levelling snow on a few streets
did not last much over a week.
As already stated it is expected that the

cost of removing snow from the streets,
where the street cars run this year, will
amount to about 2100,000. But compam-
tively little is spent on the side streets;
tome $6000 has been the expenditure so far.
The side streets in fact, are treated very

much like waifs and are allowed to take
care of themselves. An effort is now be
ing made, by the Road Committee, to get
$10,000 to clean the snow from the side
streets in the spring. If this sum is not
found there is sure to be the annual peti-tions against the frightful condition of thestreetsand the damages they are causing
to vehicles,

MR. CHAMBERLAIN’S ADVICE.
Colonial Secretary Urges the Sending

of English Women to the

Colonies.

(Special to the Star.)

LONDON, March 15.—At a meeting yes-
terday of the Britlsh Women's Emigra-
tion Bociety, Colonial Secretary Chamber-
lain made an eloquent address, in which
he advocated the purposes of the soclety.
—the sending of English women to the
Colonies—and recommended that the work
be greatly expanded. He also recommended
the ralsing of a special fund for the pur-
pose of encouraging emigration of women
to South Africa. Mr. Chamberiain sald he
thought the time had arrived when the
bulk of England's emigration should go to
strengthen her own Colonies, He pointed
out that there were over a milllon more
women than men In Great Britain. The
naturel result’ was that the extra women
were debarred from the fulness of life
here, and were jostling one ‘another In the
struggle for existence. On the other hand
In the Énlonies the disproportion betwcen
the male and female population was just
the reverse.
In South Africa everything had been

stopped by the war, but he looked for-
ward to a speedy return of a better state
of affairs. When the time came there
would be in all human probabllity an
enormous development of that country.
such as South Africa had never sean. Great
Britain would be sending thousands of het
best and most energetic men there.
“It Is not too much to say.” declared Mr.

Chamberlain, “that the happiness and
comfort of theme men and the tone of so-
ciety there, would depend largely on the
emigration of women from England."
He attached the utmost importance to

this question which he maid had pblitical
as well as social consequences.
Mr. Chamberlain recommended the es-

tablishments of voluntary committecs for
the purpose of giving advice to women who
were desirous of emigrating, a work which
he declared was well worthy of”the best
traditions of Great Britain.

A NEW OPPOSITION CRITIC.
Mr. Oslor Delivers a Brief, But Busi-

nessiike Speech—He Protests

Against the Policy of Giving

Grants to Railways.

Mr. E. B, Osler (Toronto), replying, con-
gratulsted the country on ite prosperity.
A prosperity, he said, which we one and
all delight in, and- which the Conservative
party claim to have had a very consider
able hand in promoting, by means of the
potiey, which they adopted in years gone

Vv. his claim, however, the Finance
Minister and the Government dispute.
They take issue with us on a question of
protection and free trade. We, as a party,
claim that protection has materially ad-
vanced the interests of Canada. We con-
tend that without protection the interests
of Canada would be very seriously impair-
ed, no matter how bountifuMv providence
might bless us with crops or how rich our
minds might be. The Finance Minister, 1
am glad to say, has been able to make a
very short budget speech. He has quoted
comparatively few figures: and I do not
propose to object to or in any way chal-
lenge the figures he hasquoted. Our trade
has very largely increased, as have our im.
ports. Our exports, our revenue and our
expenditure have all increased. I hold
that the Government are trustees for this
country; they are not sponding these en-
ormous sums of money or should met be
spending them, as their own, but should
be spending them for the benefit of this
country. In the last four years they have
had an increased revenue amounting to

980,000 over and above the revenue of
the preceding four years, This is the
amount they have taken in direct taxation
out of the pockets of the people over and
above the expenditure. This surplus of
revenue over expenditure should he treat-
ed in one or two ways. It should go either
to reduce the tares or to reduce the debt
of the country. What indication bas the
Finance Minister given us in this budget
that he has treated this surplus in either
of these ways? He: has spent it with a free
hand. He has not been able to show
us a decrease in the net debt of the coun-
try:but,onthecontrary, in thelast four
years he has increased the debt to the ex-
tent of $6,800,000, notwithstanding the en-
ormous increase of revenue, which he has
at his disposal. The hon. gentlemen boasts
~0f the incrensed trade of this country with
Great Britain, He was asked- how the ex-
ports of the United States to Great Brit-
ain stood. He had not the figures at
hand.The exports from the United States
to Great Britain show an average increase
in the last four years of $105,000.000 a
year. Naturally our imports showld show
an increase, but they have: not increased
in any greater proportion than the im-
norts of Great Britain ‘from the United
States, notwithstanding our boasted pre-
ference.
AGREED WITH FIGURES GIVEN.
I agree with all the figures which the

hon. gentleman has given us as to the in-
,| creased deposits in our banks, and the in-

‘| crease in the circulation of dominion notes.
Igive him credit for all the figures he has
given us pearing on the prosperity of the
country. I give him full credit for the aur-
plus he clams, but I deny that the Goy-
ernment have made a good use of that
surplus. I agree with the Hon. Minister of
Finance in the opinion he has expressed,
that we are perhaps on the crest of the
wave of prosperity for nome time to:come.
When we have to face a falling revenue,
how are we going to meet it? It is a very
hard matter to cut down expenditure. We
have increased our expenditure over the
sum which the Finance Minister in the
Mackenzie Government stated was ample;
we have added that by millions of dol-
lars, and that h 0.gentleman's voice ia not
raised against it. We have been spending
money freely. He has no thought for the
morrow. He tellsus that the_hounty to be
Fäid oh iron, hewill not consider as a pay-
ment out of revenue, but will add it to our
debt. Is there Yo be no limit to this me-
thod of ducting business. Where are all
the profeugions of economy on all the plat-
forms of thé present Government when in
opposition, which many of us thought were
good platforms. They propose to reduce ex-
penditure; they propose to ccase bonus-
ing railways and other works, which they
thought should not now require public
money. For many years before T became a
member of this House 1 protested, when-
ever the occasion presented itself, against
this continued bonusing of railways. That
system has become a channel for the wast-
ing of public money. If hon. members will
turn to page 75 of the report of the Audi.
tor-General, they find instances to illus-
trate my contention. On page “A,” 78, of
be Auditor-General's report, there is soms
interesting gorrespondence regarding the
subsidy to the South [Shore Railway Bridge
at Borel, which’ .was given a bonus of 15
per cent. oniits ‘cost. A claim was made
upon the Government for $35,000 as the
amount of the bonus, but the Auditor-Gen-
eral, suspecting that something was wrong,
objected, and he apparently had very t
difficulty in preventing the payment of this
235,000. He finally obtai reports from
the chief enginecr of the Government, and
Mr. Keefer, on the coet of the bridge. The
chief engineer reported that it cost ,000
and Mr. Keefer reported that it cost 8112,
000. On the other hand the company al-
lege that it cost $210,000, or more than dou-
ble the estimate of the Government engin.
