The after part is
fitted up as & drawing room, with two or three
convenient nooks for a little quiet flirtation, or
for a political discussion for those who like that
better.  Stained glass lights filled with mytho-
logicul emblems are yery appropriately fitted in
slong the whole length of the saloon,  The
lovers of music have not heen forgotten, fos a
beantitul piano forms part of the furniture. The
state cabins which are more than usually spa-
cious, occupy each side _of the galoon, and in
each is placed a cork life-preserver for every
passenger' ‘Thede are on a simple but yery safe
principle, and are not liable to accident
like thoge which require to be inflated.

/ THE YELLOW FEVER PLOT.

DRTAILS OF THB EVIDENOE,

From the Bermuda Advocate, we extract the
following testimony :—The title of the suit was
the Queenupon complaint of J H Thies Presi-
dent of the Board of H:alth againat E 0 Swan,
for hatrbouring a nuiganceprejudicial to the health
of tha town.,

J H Thies President of the Board of health
for 8t. George :—I was informed by O M Allen,
U,8. Oonsul that thera wa3 secreted in the
house of X Swan thres trunks said to con-
tain clothing infected with yellow fever and
on the 12th inst the Borad nf health was con-
vened and tke circumstances of ths case were
made known fo them. It was decided that two
membsra of the gaid Bosrd accompanied by the
town inspector should enter the premises of
Swan and obtain possible the clothing, on ar-
riving at the house of Swan I told him the ob-
ject,of my visit and atter some demur heacknow-
ledged that he did have in his possession three
trunks which answered the discription given by
me. I told him I wished him to deliver the
trunks to mo, and he agreed to do 80 on my
promising to give him a a recaipt and that in
case the repori was unfonded they would be re-
tarned to him, Iasked him in presence of Mr,
Fox, Nathanial Jackson, of whom he obtained
the packages, and he said by D¢, Blackburn ; he
also gaid there was certain renumeration due to
him for taking care of the packages, and reques-
ted that I would be responsible for the same ; I
agked him if he had received renumeration and
if Mc Blackburn had ever tendered any compen-
sation to him; he said he had not ; the trunks
were then taken in charge by the inspector, on
the 13th inst an examipation was made by the
health Officer. The marks were as fullows : on
the portmentean 8t Leuis HotelUppertown Que-
bec; another ticket on the same was Olifton
House, Niagara Falls, Canada Side ; the green
trunk was not quite full when I first gaw it ;
there wasg no direstion on either of the other
packsages,

I did not know
the contents of the trunks; I supposed they con-
tained clothes ag Dr Blackburn told me go, the
trunks were peyer opened while in my possession
I dont know who had the keys I can't say whe-
ther they were locked Mr Black, Mr Tay-
lor snd Mr Alexander hed some Gon-
versation with my wite sboua the trunks; my
wife has told me Mr, Black had hgep to see her
about the tranks; Mr. Black and others in kis
offics have told my wife that if I peeded money
1 could get it at 1heir office: no one applied to
me for the trpoks previous to Mr, Thies; my
wifs hag told me that Mr. Black and other par-
ties at Major Walker's oftice have egpregsed a
great degire to have the trunxs removed to his
office; Dr. Blackburn did not board at my
houge, but he yisited several Confederate gen-
tlemen who were boarding there; he, when
leaving, told me to make out a list of articles
for my shop and he would get them for me on
credit at Halifux ; Dr, Blackburn gave me no
mouey ; I told Byckstaff there were three trunks
in my house ; he did not manifeat any interest
in them ; am not prepared to suy that be knew
of the contents ; I had & little anxiety sbout the
trauks in consequence of the great intercst
manifegted by the parties in Mr, Biack’s offics,
and I mentioned it to Mr. Buckstaff; I have
nothing more to say uniese I aig permitted to
give ‘¢ Queen’s evidence.”

Benjamin Burland, sworn,=I am Health Ofi
cer; on the 13th instant I was called by the
President of the Board of Healih to inspect the
contents of a green truuk, & leather port-
mantean and & black trunk; I progeeded to
Nonsuch Island with instructions that if on ex-
amining the tbree trunks, I should be of the
opinion that they contained infection, I ghould
have them buried; in the trunks I found sundry
articles of clothing; in the green trunk shirts
and guernseys quite new and unwashed ; 1
directed the Inspector of Nuisances to take an
inventory of the clean and unworn articles,
while I made an inventory of the more suspici-
ous articles; I next found a white blanket,
rather new, but covered with dark stains—they
bore all the traces of having been used in &
sick chambur—the stains resembled those from
* black vomit,” The next thing was an old
clothes-bag—then several guernseys, apparently
new and unworn, and, at the bottom of the
trunk, a sheet very extensively stained; some
of the gtaina were of a dark color—others yel-
low ag if from mustard ; there were marks on
the trunk, but I took no notice of them; the
portmanteau I had broken open and found on
the top a woolen shawl, old, but free from
staing : then a pair of drawers, very dirty, with
yellow stains ; then socks, a pocket-hankerchief,
coat and troweers, all worn and dirty; next a
quantity of guernseys, shicts, both flannel and
cotton, all apparently new; then two pillow-
slips, very much soiled, and a shirt stained as
if from port wine, and, finally, a sheet at the
bottom, stained all over with gome kind of a
dark color; othera lighter, also muetard stains;
the black traunk I also ordered to be broken
open; I found in it shirts, both cotton and
woolen; then a ghirt and guernsey, stained
and very dirty; ‘then a white pocket-handker-
chief with dark colored stains, avd a few dark
spots such a8 would be produced by black
vomit; next a bandage of linen deeply stained
by mustard ; thén two blankets quite free from
staing, but not new blankets; next & pair of
drawers and socks, much worn and dirty; and
lastly two pillow-slips on the bottom also
stained as if from perspiration; I considered the
articles to be of a suspicious character, as
maoy of them had been used in a sick chamber,
and I ordered them to be buried; there were
addresses on all the trunks, hut I took no no-
tice of them; the green trunk was full, but it
could have contained more; the lock had'been
forced off, and adhered to the hasp; I consider-
ed the articles to be of a suspicious character,
particularly when I remembered the epidemic of
lagt year; but whether they were removed
from yellow fever patients I cannot say ;
if infection exigted it must have pervaded’ all
the articles in the frunks; I congidered the
articles £ a nuisance in & sanitary senge ; ag-
suming the articles 1o have been taken from
yellow fever patients, I considered them very
prejudicial to the health of the community ; 1
received a fee of five guineas; none of the
articles were marked with names,

G. B, Black:—On or about the 380th of
SBeptember last, when the mail steamer* wag
about leaving for Halifax, Doctor Blackburn
told me hat he had left some trunks with a
man by the name Swan, recommended to him
on account of hig fidelity ; he asked my opinion
of Swan, and I told him I could not give him
