When South looks
dummy, he visualizes a sim
ple plan of campaign. He
will go after the club suit
when he gets an opportunity
Even if he loses the club
finesse, he will wind up los
ing one club, one spade and
one diamond

Of course, there are com
plications if the club finesse
works the first time it is
tried, but in that case South
can refuse to take it a sec
ond time and just lose two
spades and a diamond. All in
all, the prospects look good
to South

They also look pretty bad
to West. He looks over dum
my and does not care for
what he sees. He asks him
self the question, “How can
I beat this contract?” Then
he sees two possibilities. The
first is to find his partner
with the king and two small
spades. In that case, he can
lead his deuce of spades and
collect three fast spade
tricks

The other possibility is to
find his partner with the King
of clubs and either the queen
or 10 of spades. In this case,
also, a spade lead is indi-
cated. Therefore, West leads
his deuce of spades and
risks the loss of an overtrick
or so in case South holds
both black kings

The lead settles South's
hash. East's 10 of spades
knocks out one of South's
honors. Later on, Eastgets
in with the king of clubs and
gives his partner two ¢ ade
tricks
