The funds
of the locked-outs were flourishing—£3,705 was
received, or £761 more than in the preceding
week. This week there has been a falling-off
Mr. Hollins rang his factory-bell on Monday
morning, but no workmen answered it: the de-
legates had notified by placard that Mr. Hollins
wasd not going to pay a price tantamount to the
“ten per cent” advance demanded; when asked
last week, if he would pay the same price as
Messrs. Napier and Goodair, or the wuges he gave
before the lock-out, he answered both questions
in the negative. Mr, Holling has issued & reply.
He shows by a tabular statement, that in 1847 he
peid an average of 33 9d a loom per week (looms
being mostly worked in pairs:) in October last
had increased to 63 1d, though the hours of Iabor
had been shortened by the law. Therefore, he
would now gladly pay only 10 per cent above
the prices of 1847. He is not a member of the
Masters’ Association; he will not intertere with
the men's union—when they better understand
their own interest they will voluntarily abandon
it. He does not state the precise rate he will pay,
but he pledges himself that a weaver will be able
to earn 11s & week off a pair of looms, and he
will give constant employ.

' The Contest in China.

We are indebted to a friend for copies of the
North China Herald of Nov 19th, They contain
s | extracts from the Imperial Gazette as late as Oct,
11, according to which the Imperialists are, as
usual, every whoere victorious. The only point
of interest is the account of an alleged victory
over the rebels in Peh-chih-le. When the rebeis
entered the Province they were attacked by the
Tartar horse and harrassed along the whole line
of the route. In the retreat they were met by
another imperial force, who attacked and defeated
them with the loss af 10,000 men. The pursuit,
the account says, was continued for ten miles,
the ground being sirewed with guns and cloth-
ing thrown away by the rebels in their flight —
Only one hundred prisoners were taken, who were
immediately beheaded. Tio thousand of the
rebels. escuped, and the emperor has ordered a
large force to go from Pekin in pursuit of them
with & view to their utter extermioation.

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Huarbour Impr vemenis—Public Meeting.

The publi¢ meeting called by the Mn.yor. pur-
gnant to requisition, to take into consideration
the subject of the Harbour Improvemeqms, Was
held according to announcemenrt on Friday, in
the Bonsecours Market Concert Hall, From two
to three thousand persons were .present. 'l‘l.m
Mayor being absent from indisposition, Mr. Sheriff
Boston was called on to preside; and that gentle-
man having taken the chair proceeded to call at-
tention to the object of the meeting. He had
known the City when instead of splendid wharves,
it had nothing but a muddy bank, and the wharves
which now oceupied the place of these banks
having become too confined for the purpose of the
commerce of the port, it was necessary to find
gome other place, where exiended accommodation
conld be found. Messrs. Bellemare and Cham-
berlin were then aﬁpoinmd Secretaries.

. Wa. Bapausy then moved the first
reglll:ﬁlo{:,nsayiug that though he had been hon-

ored by having the first resolution confided to
him, he must limit his observations on acconnt
of indisposition.

The upper part
of the contemplated works at Point St. Charles,
would be 3 miles from the place where they were
assembled, and 4 miles from the eastern part of
the city.” It mightbe very well for residentsand
proprietors at the west end to have the business of
the port moved up there, but they were bound to
consult the interests to those at the eastern end
as well, and in fact the interests of the whole body
of rate payers, (cheers,) whose interests would be
best promoted by keeping the business where it
was at present. The shores of the river with the
harves now built from the mouth of the Lachine
Qanal, down to the barracks, could easily be made
accessible for ships drawing 20 fegt of water, and
such a depth would be required, for upon looking
into the report of the Commissioners, it would be
seen that they had very properly anticipated the
advent of vessels of a larger capacity than those
now frequenting our ports.

Wonknay, Esq., who, in submitting for their ap-
proval the resolution in his hand, said it was not
his intention to detain the meeting at that late
hour with any lengthéned remarks, the more es-
pecially as in doing so he would, to a great ex-
tent, be going over the ground already well tra-
velled by others. He would, therefore, confine
his remarky to the regolution itself, and after-
wards briefly refer to one or two points, which
seemed to have escaped tha notice of those who
bad addregsed them before him. The resolution
was one recommending the appointment of com-
petent and impartial Engineers to survey and re-
port on the Harbour from the Canal Basin to
Hochelaga Bay, and on that portion of the city
through which it was intended to run the con-
templated canal. He humbly conceived that no

bjection could reasonably te raised against this
egolution, and that it would meet their entire
pproval,. It was very important to have an
early, a correct and impartial verdict upon the
various plans now before the publie,in order that
a proper decision might bearrived at, and prompt
action taken to carry out thaqt decision when
bnce matured. With regard to three projects
ndw before the public for inereasing our harbour
space, it would be premature and unjost either
wholl{ to condemn, or entirely to endorse any
one of them before these surveys were made, and
all possible information olitained respecting them.
As to his own opinions on the matter, he candidly
confessed that on first reading the proposition of
the Harbour Commissioners to carry the Ship-
ping Trade past the City to Point St. Charles, he
thought it & most extraordinary remedy for the
difficulty complained of. Our ecity, from its na-
tural position, and our citizens by their energy
and enterprise had alike contributed to dur in-
creased Atlantic trade, and as a return for this,
we must muke a new Harbour far distant, from
the city, where a new town must be built; and
thus rob our present city of its choicest shipping
rade, and ouor present Oity Merchants and Pro-
prietors of their long vested rights in the excel-
lent harbour oppogite their places of business, or
contiguous to their Real Estate, which they had
purchased at greatly increased rates, from the
very fact of the Harbour being where it is. He
said he had thought this a singular return for
our prosperity, and & poor reward for our Mer-
cantile energy, and he still thought so. Aud
bat were the mighty advantages held out by
this sweeping project. The report on the subject
furnished by the Harbour Commissioners, inform-
ed them, that by the construction of these Point
St. Charles Docks, about 15 to 20 acres of sur-
face Harbour water would be gained, and on this
‘increase they based the propriety of the great
change they so strongly urged. Now, if they
would look at this they would find, that if the
whole’surface of the space they proposed to em-
bank, was covergd with sea craft, a cloze az the
floor before him was packed with human heads
(and that was close enough he thouglt), only
about from 80 to 90 full-gized ships could find
nding ground in it, and il' they constructed the
Docks and Wharves as they promised, so as to
give to each vessel discharging, storage along-
side (for this was one of the great inducements),
they could not, even if the Harbonr was 20 acres
long and but one acre broad (which would be
the most economical distribution of the gpace
they could make), find room for over 20 full-siz-
ed sea vessels to digcharge at one time in it, tak-
ing 180 feet as a fair average length for each
(essel. Where then, is the ground for supporiing
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the great injustice this project would inflict on
the whole city 7—There was no ground tor it,

But the Harbor Commissioners told them that
the great increase in our Shipping trade demands
immediate reliel in the shape of harbor space.
He himself believed (hat our Atlantic shipping
trade would increase, but the great cry as to its
past rapid increase he considered futile, if noy
absurd ; it bad not increased anything like in
proportion to other branches of our trade.  Take
the last twelve years' arrivals from sea at this
port, aud they would find that the aggregate of
the firgt six years was about equal to the last six
of that period, as follows :

Mr, Keefer, if he recollected aright, told them
in his report on the practicability of a canal
through Crajg Street, that it would throw the
business part of the city on an island. What
kind of an izland would this St. Obarles project
put their business on? why on an island at cer-
ain periods almost inaceessible.  He happened
to own some property at Point St. Charles; and
was therefore interested in having improvements
go in that direction, but he was persuaded that
the difficulty in erossing the Canal Bridge would
be & great infliction on the public.  During the
business season, his carts, even ng it now is,
when but a few proprietors pass the bridge, had
often to wait for most inconvenient periods, when
boats aré passing the Uanal Draw Bridge, before
they can get aoross; and hpw would it be, if a
whole city were struggling to cross. Even were
there a dozen bridges, it would never answer ;
business wounld be vonstantly delayed. With re-
gard to the project ot wharfing the shoals oppo-
site the city, he did hope it would be found prac-
ticable, for it would concentrate the ghipping in
its natural and proper locality, and justly affect
all existing interests, It must, however, be de-
cided by engineering skill and impartial investi-
gation.  On the last, and perhaps best project,
the construction of a Canal through the city,
hey had heard ample details from previous spealk-

rs; gnd he wouid therefore detain them no
onger, but proceed toread the resolution, which
e had the hopor to submit for their approval,

solution in an excellent speech. It was then put
to the meeting, and passed unanimously as fol-
lows i— A

Resolved,—That in the opinion of this meeting
t is also desirable that a careful survey both

at different periods subsequently it had been sev-
eral times revived. Not more than seven or
eight years ago, surveys were made and plans
drawn up, which were now in the City Survey-
or’s office. From these he had made some rough
estimates. He did not pretend that they were
absoiute]y acourate, but they were quite ag nearly
80, 43 most engineering estimates in the present
day.

Mr. J. L. Beavpuy moved the next resolution,
Up to the present time the Harbor Commission-
rs had not been controlied in any wise by public
pinion. [t is time that they ghould be control-
ed. The board now gonsisted of but 3 people, a
number sltogether too small, and by recent legis-
lation they were constituted a corporation, mem-
bers of which could only be removed by death,
r. B. here compared the constitution of the Har-
bor authorities here with those in other countries,
especially with those which built and controlled
the India docks in London, followed by a short
history of some of their proceeding here. He

Mr. Wa. Movsox seconded the resolution. He
uite concurred in Mr. BEAUDRY'S idea thut thres

The resolution being put from the chair was
arried unanimously and was as follo¥s :—

Resolved,—That in the opinion of the meeting
he present composition of the Harbour Qommis-
ion is defective, and that it i3 desirable that it
honid be reconstructed, with an'increase of its
embers.

Mr. Pariy (City Councillor) moved the next
resolution and addressed the meeting in French.
He was bappy to meet so large and respectable a
meeting, and to see gathercd around him men
noted as being at the head of the great enterprises
undertaken for the benefit of the city, He concur-
red heartily with the several resolutions that had
been passed and the one he held in his hand was
merely a sequence to them. He then proceeded
to review theseveral resolutions. It was unheard
f that they should take the harbour for shipping
away from the city, and plant it away up oppo-
site a vacant field, They said the City must
grow in that direction. [Perhaps in a few years

City will have grown up there; it will then be
time enough to build & harbour for it. With re-
gard to the questiou of engineering facilities, he
would not pretend to pronounce an opinion re-
ﬁpecliug them, but would leave it to competent

ngineers—not the engineers employed by two
v three interested parties but by the people. He
iked Mr, BeauDry's resolution because it recog-
nized a principle for which he had been contend-
ing for some years,—the right of the people to
ontrol their Officers, & principle which he hoped
o see adopted not only here,but throughout Ca-
ada ere long. He trusted thatin future such
flicers would not be noeminated by the govern-

ent, but elected by the people. They must not
only meet and adopt resolutions expressing their
opinions, but they must act, and to the end that
their interests might be properly looked after
and proper measure 8 taken to secure success to
their efforts, they must appoint & Committee to
take the matter in hand. Such was the purport
of the resolution which he had the honor of mov-
ing.

Mr. J. 0. Baxer, Advocate, seconded the reso-
lution. If the speakers who had preceded him
had failed to satisfy their minds with regard to
the subjects brought forward in their several re-
golutions it would be presumption in him to at-
tempt what they had not accomplished, but the
manner in which these resolutions had been re-
ceived left no douby with regard to the matter,
and as the present resolution related chiefly to
the earrying out of the others, his task was not a
difficult one. It would not be out of place in
speaking to the present resolntion to recur to the
subject-matter of the others, but at thatlate hour
he shonld do so very briefly. All parties agreed
upon one point, viz :—that Harbour Extension of
some was required, but with regard to its nature
or extent there was not the same unanimity,
Artificial docks at Point 8t. Charles had found
favor in certain guarters, but this meeting, and
apparently the general public, was opposed to
this scheme, and proposed in its stead the im-
provement of the present harbour, extending it if
need be below, and connecting the bay of Hoche-
laga with the waters above by means of a ship
canal. It was vain to pretend that the present

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revenue to meetit. We confess that this has
been the chief fear we have had relative to the
Point St. Charles scheme. Without meaning
anything to the prejudice of other plans, we have
no doubt of the fitness of that scheme for the
purpose of affording accommodation to shipping,
with perfect safety to the city. We do not for-l
get that the gentlemen to whom it owes its
origin, are those, who when some sneered, and
others opposed, set about the projecting of thay
bridge, which, with little modification of site, i
about to be constructed with the sanction of th
first engineer of the world, and yhich, when
constructed, vxﬂ'l?.add more to the importance
Ef this city—the east end as well as to

the west—than all the other works which
ave been projected since Jacques Cartier dis-
covered Hochelaga. But the danger of over-
loading the commerce of the Port in anticipa-
tion of its augmentation, appears to us, as we
said, a very formidable obstacle, as well to it, as
to the rival project of a Canal through Craig
Street. The year just ended, though it saw more
vessels in the Port, than had arrived in twelve
months for two or three years before, was yet
not the year most abounding in tonnage at
Montreal. Yet, ag the Board of Trade has stated,
no inconvenience has yet been experienced from
overcrowding, It is true, we reasonably expect
a large increase of tonnage, and especially the
advent of steamers requiring a peculiar kind of
accommodation ; but it is also true, that the ton-
nage arriving in steamers will occupy much less
wharf room than an equal amount in sailing ves-
sels, because of the great despatch, which must
e necessarily given to the former.

We have thus endeavored rather to point (;a

{ the considerations which should direct the choice
of plang, than to urge anything in faver of any
one plan. If, however, there is any force in our|
arguments, we think it follows, that the mos
obviougly advisable course for the present is tha
one which will put the existing Harbor into the|
most commodious condition for the immediate
demands upon it at comparatively small expense,
whether by dredging, improving the shoals with-
in it, or, what we have heard recommended b;
very competent authority, as & most efficient and
cheap method, involving only the expense of &
few thousands, instead of tens of thonsands, the
\enlarging of No. 2 Basin of the Canal. It may
fairly be doubted, whether any one is yet quite
in a condition, supposing the question of expense
out of the way, to judge of all the changes of

periods at which they receiye their wealth, nor
with thatshare of wealth which naturally falls to
their lot; and in the struggle to make a larg®
gain at once, they not unfrequently, by unskilful
handling, destroy that from which their gains
proceed’. We think the moral of the story may
not be without weight in considering the pres-
ent question of the Harbour improvements, for in

imaginations of certain Engineers, and probably
also in those of holders of Renl Kstate at Poin
L. Charles. But the two schemes were directl
opposed in their nature. The advocates of the
ve it was urged proposed to build an artificial
arbour, as an independent Millionaire builds his
tificial pond, wherever funcy may dictate, while
he advoeates of the other proposed to improyve
natural facilities, and to build their town where
nature had built their harbour. It had been
hown, he thought satisfactorily, that the present
harbour could be 80 improved as to meet our ne-
cessities for years Lo come, but if we were disposed
to provide an unlimited accommodation, the
scheme of the eanal which had been in contem-
plation since the'days of Louis XIV was submit-
ted for approval. The cost of’a canal through
the town was held up in terror, but this had been
shown to be more of & bugbear than a reality.
The work would be great, but parsimony was not
alwdys economy, nor a liberal and generous ex-
penditure necessarily synonymous with extrava-
gance. We must remember that we were pre-
paring for vhe future—Our merchants, who a few
years ago entered with fear and trembling into
speculauons involving hundreds, were now habi-
tually engaged in transactions involving hun-
dreds of thousands, One man in looking into
the fulture saw Montreal the busy mart atx_)d me:i-
tropolis of & mighty Independent Power, forme
by & union of llfe aeveral Provinces, and rivalli

proud position, without any material change in
the relations which had so long and so h“EE“L
existed between ugand the mother country, while
possibly & third saw her ag one of the leading
Commereial cities of the great American Repub-
lic.—But, whatever might be our future political
position, all were at one with regard to the
commercial importance of Montreal. With such
a future before ug, must our efforts be limited to
paltry measures?  But he was entering into the
merits of the cuse more than, he intended to do.
(Cries of go on, goon.) There were other sub-
jeets to be gpoken of, The resolution spoke’ of
opposing the Poinv St, Charles scheme—and this
ought to be done whether the other were adopted
oruot, nor would such opposition be a factious
opposition. The present harbour could be made,
to supply our hnmediate wants, and Point St
Charles would be as eligible a site for a har-
bout in ten or twenty years as it wasnow. There
wag no danger of the ground being taken as there
was in the case of a canal. Let us then, at least,
leave the question open, as long as we could
without irvjury, before binding ourselves and our
guccessors to a course which might afterwards
be regretted. The resolution proposed the ap-
pointment of & committee, but strong as that
committee was, the whole labour should not be
left to them. Public opinion mustbe influenced,
and this was done not so much by speeches on
platforms, or even by the labours of general com-
mittees, ag by wide spread and continued exertion
on the patt of the citizens at large. They must
take care that their enemies should not have rea-
son to pretend that the present demonstration
was & spasmodic effort, the result of & temporary
excitement got up for lhe oceasion, but rather
that théy would tind it the beginniug of a long
continued and well sustained exertion entered
upon with & serions, well digested, and resolute
purpose. He had much pleasure in seconding
the motion.

The resolntion also passed unanimously.

Resolved —Thata Committee be now appointed
lo give effect to the foregoing resolution, with
anthority to counteract aml oppose by every
means in its power any plan of a contrary ten-
dency, which may be proposed for the exiension
of the Harbour, and that the following gentlemen
do eompose the said Committee, any nine of
whom sball be o quornm, with power to add to
their number.

We would
care little whether thepity were made to extend
westward, rather thaneastward, or whether the
existing interests on l,:e front of the city were
sacrificed to the aggrandizement of its rear.—
Knowing thatone end ind the other—that front
and rear—are alike &pendent. upon the same
source, we would lookfirst of all to maintaining
that source, in its highist efficiency, To do other-
wise is to act as illigically as those who wish
an effect while theyrefuse to allow the cause.—
For this reason we lave never been struck with
that arguoment agairst the docks at Point St
Charles, which proceeds ngon the idea that ex-
isting interests in the city must bave all new im-
provements added to their present heap of ad-
vantages. We belieyk that nothing can be more
convenient than the presént Harbour for the
amount of business ajtually transacted, The
addition, wherever it ismade, is intended not to
deduct something fromexisting interests ; but to
add new accommodatio’ for new business, which
at present ywe could na transact at all. If we
are wrong in this—if tiose who profess to be
par excellence, the advoltes of the present site,
take it for granted, tha our wharves are not at
present the ‘most conv?ient, and that eitber of
the proposed new plam affords so much more
facility for commerce, lhat its adoption would
destroy the trade of thepresent port, we confess
that would be to our minds & most weighty ar-
gument in favour of the plan they look upon as
most dangerons. It is (oo latein the day to sup-
pose that lines of traffi¢ will be determined by
the will of any persons whatever. If Montreal
were the only port on the northern part of the
continent, we might mdke it as inconvenient as
possible in order to secire a revenue from other
people, by making the business of importation
expensive, and by ¢ausing that expense fall to
our profit. But we havé to compete with namer-
jous other ports, not onlyon the Atlantic; but ia
our own waters, and we may be quite sure that
while their rivalry continues as keen as at pre-
gent, we shall be forced; whether we like it or
not, to do the business in the best pogsible way,
r not at all. Look at Railway experience, How
often have we seen in other countries lines of
road planned with regard to existing interests
rather than for the purpose of obtaining the
great object of the roac‘—tmnspon between two
points in the most dirett and cheapest mAanner ;
and how invariably have we seen such roads, cut
out by othérs, planoed lpon better prineiples ?
That Canadais no excéption to the necessity of
following nature instead of dictating to her, is
shown by a case hnppen;qg under our own eyes.
We all know by what necessity of securing cei-
tain pecuniary assistance the St. Lawrence and
tlantic Railroad was diverted from its most
irect rout to Portland,” and it is nowgiBlerably
ell understood that the proprietors of that road
re driven to assume the constrnction of the
horter line through Missisquoi, rather than let
he control of the direct route pass out of their
bands. The same thing will be true of the Har-
our. + We believe the present site is the best for
any amount of trade thatits natural limits extend-
ed as widely as they can be by art can accomodate,

the limit of this accomwmodation has been reached,
the next best place should be selected. Proprie-
tora near the existing wharves have no gronnd
for jealousy, because other people will have ad~
vantages which can détract nothing from them.
We believe further, that to choose & less conve-
ient site for extension, instead of the most con-
venient, will not prevent the most comvenient
from being ultimately forced upon us, but will
entail duplicate expenses, the effect of which we
now shall briefly advert to. The cost of the
barbour is maintained by a taxation in the shape
of a wharfage, upon goods landed upon it,
which wharfage, is already a cause of complaint
to shippers as an excessive charge, which the
trade can scarcely bear. This is said in few
words ; but it has weighty meaning—no iess than
this, that if your hurbour costs so much, that to
pay interest on the eapital sunk, requires any
congiderable addition to the present rates of
wharlage, the trade cannot be transacted in
Montreal at all. We see at once, therefore, how
necessary it is that there should be no failure in
any new plans. It would be very little gratifi-
cation, for instance, to the people at the weat end
of the city to see useless doclks built near them,
if it were afterwards found that the thing had to
be done over again in Oraig street, and that when
the expenses had thus been doubled, the yearly
interest on the expenditure required the imposi-
tion of a wharfage, Which would drive all our
business to Boston or Portland, or Quebee, and
leave both sets of docks empty. We presume our
friends at the east end, in the same way would
ruther see the trude done even at Point St. Char-
les, coming in for their jncidental advantages,
than possess an extra set of docks and no trade
in either of them. But not only is this danger of
over-loading our commerce with taxation to be
feaved from the extréme case of a duplication of
dock building, arising from a bad choice in the
first instance—it is, perhaps, more to be feared
from the tov eager anticipation of angmented
rade, and the consequent outlay of money in

sl@tesz attention ag authorities either on gom-
mercial or_engineering subjects. /" Mr. Delisle is
a most eflicient Clerk of the Peace, but he en-

Tor Sear or Goversent-—The Toronto
Leader thus comments upon certain articles late-
ly published in the Montreal Gazette and Pilot

There is really no use in all this modesty. The
refugal to name the place which ought to be the
permanent Seat of Government is but an over
display of delicacy, Better at once to come out
directly in favor of the claims of Montreal to be-
come the capital of United Canada. The reason
why the alternate gystem is so loudly denounced
in Montreal is not difficult to understand. So
long as it exists, Montreal has no chance of be-
coming the Seat of Government; and this is well
understood both by the council and the prees of
that city.

Tue Riear Hon. Bexsamin Disrasnr—We ob-
serve, by the recent English papers, that A
Literary and Political Biography” ef this—to
give him his due—very remarkable individual,
has just been published by Bentley of London.
We avail ourselves of the following notice of the
work, from the London Spectutor of the 3lst
December last, the writer of which appears to us
to have formed a correct estimate of the Right
Hon. Ex-Chancellor's powers, both as orator and
author, as well as of the causes of his success as
a political leader :—

The author of Benjamin Disraeli, a Biography,
has too closely imitated the tedious longwinded-
ness and frequent digressions of his prototype,
Lord George Bentinck. He has also himself a
turn for prosiness, and & tendency to dwell upon
matters of no moment while he but cursorily
touches upon main points: spinning out, for in-
stance, heavy remarks upon the Hebrew, Cauca-
sian, and Jew-qualification questions, while he
passes succinetly over the career of Mr. Disraeli
as Finance Minister and pro tem. leader in the
House of Commons. Moreover, the volume is
deficient in those traits of personal character
which with all its tumid verbosity distingunished
Lord George Bentinck, us well as in that know-
ledge of motives and that unconscious exposure
of them which enabled the reader to see that the
course of the Protectionists had no better origin
than personal malignity, The yolume before us,
however, does this—it presents a full and con-
tinuous view of the public career and character
of Mr, Benjamin Disraeli, from his first appear-
ance a8 editor of that costly failure the Repre-
sentutive newspaper, end the equivocal snccess of
Vivian Grey, until he burst into obyious no-
toriety as an unscrupulous assailant of Peel,
grew distingunished as a leader of the Conserva-
tive party, and finally reached the object of his
ambition, merely to show that he could not re-
tain it. This review is done fairly; its very ful-
ness enabling the reader to form his own opinion
of each book, incident or remarkable speech of
AMr. Disraeli, from the facts or quotations submit-
ted to him. The moral conclusions of the writer
are also just enough; though they wouald have
gained by greater terseness or expression,

*Qualis ab incepto” might be Disrael’s motto.
He was at starting in life the same man as when
he bayed at Sir Robert Peel, or coolly threw
overboard the wiseacres who were weunk, and it
must be said degenerate enough, to follow & man
whose whole career had been 2 palpable succes-
gion of unscrupulous self-seeking and unblushing
tergiveraation. There i3 probably something in
the Arab savageism of Disraeli’s nature which pre-
vents him from acquiring a mastery of practical
affairs : but his presumption was greater when he
undertook to manage the representative that when
he pledged himself to revise our financial system :
for at his years in the earlier venture, it was im-
possible that he could have the knowledge and
the observation on affairs which are essential to
the editor of a great daily organ, whereas before
he became Chancellor of the Exchequer, he had
both time and opportunity to study our taxation:
yet the failure was not more total in the first
case than the last. In Fivian Grey he shadowed
forth the theoretical notion of success in public
life which he tried to carry out in practice some
quarter of a century later. Vivian loquitur—

% Mankind, then, is my great game. At this
momeunt how many a powerful noble wants only
wit to be a Minister ; and what wants Vivian
Grey to attain the same end? That noble’s
influence, When two persons can so materially
agsist each other, why are they not brought to-
gether 7 Shall 1, because my birth baulks my
fancy, shall I pass my life a moping misanthrope
in an old chateau ? Supposing I am in contact
with this magnifico, am I prepared ? Now let me
probe my very soul. Does my cheek blench 7 1
have the mind for the conception; and I can
perform right skilfully upon the most splendid of
musical instruments, the human voice, to make
conceptions believed by others, There wants but
one thing more—courage, pure, perfect courage :
and does Vivian Grey know fear? He langhed
an anawer of bitterest derison.” .

In this first novel, too, there was the same dis-
regard of the decent retenue which distinguishes
gentlemen, and it may be said Eoglishmen gen-
orally. The author not only thrusy himself upon
the public in the character of his hero, as after-
wards in Sidonia, but displayed an equal disre-
gard of conventional morals by exhibiting real
persons in the guise of fictitious characters to
gratify malignity or make money. His atiempts
npon High Wycombe under the patronage of U’-
Connell and Joseph Hume, s address to Mary-
lebone on principles something more than Radi-
cal, and his subsequent contest of Taunton
against the Whig candidate, on Tory grounds,
were just the same thing as when in office, he
proved to the wondering West [ndians that they
were better off without protection, or when he
avowed ‘‘the principle of unrestricted com-
petition.” His publications about “ Estates,”
and “ Bolingbroke,” and a ‘ Venetian Doge,”
and the “ Hoglish Constitution, were much
weaker in style, but not more silly in sub-
stance, than the schemes for regenecrating
the world or the Tories which he put forth
in later fiction. Beyond some more know-
ledge of actual life, which is turned to account
in hig novels, the only thing in which Disraeli
has really advanced is in diction. Coningsby and,
Sybil exhibit & vast improvement over the cox-
combical pictures of Vivian Grey or the turgid
Tule of Alroy : jost as the flowers ot Billingagate
which he scattered on O’Connell, the Globe, and
others, when he lucubrated letters to the Times,
were poor and washy compared with his conden-
sed and pointed declamation againat Peel. Some
later displays, as. well in wriling a8 in speaking,
seem to show that the improvement is artificial,
simd requires labour and stimulants to maintain
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This summary retrospect i3 not complimentary
to the chardcter of Disraeli; but, sad 48 it is to
have to say it, success with many is the sole
touchstone, In & certain sense Disraeli’s success
has been great; for he hasg worked his way to a
conspicuous position, and ‘for a short time to an
eminent post. A certain species of success, how-
ever, is always attainable, by those who choose
to take the risk and the discredit, A man’s lile
is generally in the power of his enemy, if that
enemy will incur the guilt of felony and the
chances of the gallows. The trader who defies
bankruptey may do a roaring business while he
gtands, The man of small means can fare sump-
tuously as long as his capital and credit last.
The fellow who “ will poke his nose in any-
where” may often secure s meal or a ' treat,”
because the delicacy of others is greater than his
own.

Of course certain qualities are necessary even
fo this sort of success. A man must have good
nerves, what is now called ‘' audacity,” an easy
conscience, or more properly a want of percep-
tion touching right and wrong, and a hardened
indifference 1o estimation or consequences. There
must also be pertinaeity, with activity, vigour, or
determination ; something, in fact, analogous to
energy—or, ag energy is not a moral quality,
energy itself,

The sort of success just indicated is that of
Mr. Disraeli; and the lesson it points is that of
confidence and pertinacity. Not one of his works
succeeded in consequence of its real merits ; at-
tention was attracted by some arts or some
quality the reverse of reputable Disraeli rose 1o
public notoriety, not by any party convictions of
his own which inspired confidence in other, not
even by any steady adherance to a cause as &
pretext, but by loud-tongued promises of any-
thing to anybody, by blackguard abuse of oppo-
nents, and by such vulgar proceedings as
challenging Morgan O'Connell to fight a duoel
because (’Connell the father replied to some
of Disraeli’s Billingsgate by more effective Bill-
ingsgate of his own. He failed in Parliament at
the outset, and for some time he was barely
tolerated. He became conspicuous, not by ac-
quiriug any peculiar knowledge, or by honestly
representing any hopeful opinion, but by minis-
tering to the malignity of other men while he
gratified his own, He finally failed when all he
had striven for was in his grasp, because he had
neither conviction, nor morality, nor knowledge
of affairs, nor principle of action. Still the
merit of riging cannot be denied him, and his
position as leader of the Protectionist was a won-
derful thing.

“The art of onr necessities is strange
That can make vile things precions.”
The necessity must have indeed heen dire that
induced a section of the peers and the gentlemen
of England to follow an adyenturer without
character or experience, or the. capacity to form
even & theoretioal plan, and whose “ antecedents”
were anything but recommendatory. However,
the end proves the man, and the end of Disraeli
ia yet to come.

Privor Arpert,—We are glad to seg that the
unpleasant rumours, with reference to the Prince
Qonsort's alleged anti-national and ucconstitu-
tional intermeddling with the foreign policy of
the Empire, are loging credit with the metropoli-
tan press, The following just remarks, we cut
from an article in the London Globe of the 20th
ultimo :(—

We would strongly recommend those who ywish
for the variety of a little plain sense on the sub-
ject of Prince Albert, to read a short pamphlet
.on that subject, published by Ridgeway. The
Enrrot—cry of unconstitutional interference has

een reiterated so perseveringly, that the object
would seem to be to produce a mechanical effact
by mere repetition, on the public ear. It seems
assumed, a8 requiring no proof, that all or any
advice which Prince Albert may have given to
her Majesty must, ipso fuclo, have been unconsti-
tutional. The gift of speech is unconstitutional
in Prince Albert, if he ever uses it. Now, if
those who swell this cry would give themselves
the trouble to examine what really is his Royal
Highness's legal and constitutionul pogition, as
determined by all precedent, and as indeed re-
sulting from the two simple facts that his Royal
Highness is a Privy OCouncillor, and therefore
bound “ well and truly to advise” hiz Sovereign,
and that he is her Majesty’s subject, and can
therefore be held responsible for any advice he
gives—the vague and confused cry must be si-
lenced in & moment, and here is an irresponsible
individual, interfering in matters of State, in
which he has no right to any voice at all. Prince
Albert has a3 good a right to give her Majesty
his advice, as any other Privy Couucillor who
may be called on for it; and if he gives bad ad-
vice, ig as open as any other to censure by reso-
lutions of Parliament, removal from the Privy
Council, or impeachment for any advice given, or
the use of any knowledge acquired in that capa-
city.

To talk of'an unconstitutional influence he-
hind the Throne is absurd and ridiculous. Prince
Albert i3 not behind the Throne, but beside it,
the very conspigyousness of his position subjects
all he says and does to unsleeping vigilance ; and
her Majesty, who " can do no wrong,” can, for
that very reason, do nothing wrong or right, ex-
cept through avowed and responsible agents.—
“But does any one seriously believe,” observes
the writer of the pamphlet before us, “that what-
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used, can be used, against the interest of this
country 7 He has become, to all iotents and
purposes, an Englishman ; he has cast his lot en-
tirely with us: he has every motive of interest,
and every feeling to identify himself with the
country of his adoption, sud in which he fills so
eminent a place, The absurdities which have
been girculatad of his bias towards the interest
of Belgiam, because of his near relationship to
the King, are really too glaring to require any
exposure, Does not the Queen herself stund in
exactly the same relation to that Sovereign ? and
does any one even whisper that her mind can be
swayed by such a tie, against the interests of her
own people ? If such a thing were possible, the
Constitution has provided ample security against
any danger of the kind. The Sovereign is sur-
rounded by responsible Ministers, and they are
watched by both the Parliament and the People.”

Cumaniye or Osss Poons —The Corporation
have been laudably active in enforcing the clean-
ing of cess pools; but the citizens have lately ex-
perienced considerable difficaity in obtaining the
necessary assistance, at any thing like reason-
able rates. Would it not be possible to organize
by public authority some corns of persons charged
with this particular duty, and who for the sake
of & monopoly of the business, would undertake
it for some rates within the means of those who
must pay ? This is & subject worthy of attention
and we hope will meet with it.

The Ship Madagascar, of 835 tons, left Port
Phillip on the 12th of August last for England,
and she has not since been heard from, apprehen-
sion are entertained that she is lost. Among
other apprehensions are those of piracy or
mutiny, She had on board 60,500 ounces of
gold, value at £242,000. Hopes are entertained
that she may have come around the Cape of
Good Hope, or put into New Zealand,

Grear Digpvrep Wi Case Sertiep.—The
Weston disputed will case, which has for some
time been before the courts, and which involved
a very large amount of property, has been with-
drawn from the tribunals and settled by mutnal
agreement among the parties ‘interested. Ono
Davis, ag grantee for the Orown, owned the two
lots, of 200 acres each, on which the Village of
Weston now stands. Davis, during his lifetime,
adopted one Porter, to whom, at his death, he
bequeathed one of the 200 acre lots, on considera-
tion that Porter should take care of his widow
after the testator'’s death—leaving the other 200
acres to his widow. But, in neither case did the
will convey the property to the heirs and assigns
of the parties ; and, consequently, neither the wi-
dow nor Porter had more than a life interest in
the estate ; which, after his death, would go to
the next heir of the testator. Before the death of
Davig's widow, Porter purchased from her the re-
maining 200 acres; so that the whole property
became his during hig life, Porter sold the pro-
perty off in lots; and the parties who now own
property in Weston hold from bim. Porter hav-
ing died, and the fact that the will had only con-
veyed a life-estate to him and Widow Davis, from
whom he purchased one half of the property, the
heir-at-law, Samuel Homan, commenced to prose-
cute his claim, Homan was the third heir; the
firat two having died. After the matter had beén
for some time before the courts, endeavora were
made to effect an amicable arrangement between
the parties. It was agreed tosubmit the matter of
Homan's claim'to counsel for their opinion there~
on; and if they held his claim to be good, he was
to receive £5000 for his right. Homan never
showed any thing of a grasping spirit, and did
not attempt to obtain any thing for the improve~
ments made by the parties in possession. The
£5000 which he agreed to take,in case hig claim
were pronounced good, was considered a reason-
able value for the property, without regard to
the improvements upon it. In regard to Lot
No. 6, one half of the property in question, the
opinion of the Counsel consulted was that Homan
bad no caim at all; his right being forfeited by
the lapse of time prior to preferring his claim ;
and that in the other 200 acres he might possib-
ly have a life claim, and that even its validity
was not free from doubt,

The parties in possession now made a new
offer to Homan of £4000 for his full claim, what«
ever it might be. He accepted the amount; and
gave a quit claim deed which has been duly
registered.— Leader,

We understand from the Orange Lily of Bytown
that & black wolf—a very rare animal in this
country, of enormous size was killed by an Indian
named bapmin Pete, last week, near the head of
Black Lake, on the Nation River. The Indian
had killed, on the evening previous, a large buck ;
