PSOYIHCIiLPiSUAIEHr.
[Abridged from the Quebec Çhrpnicle ]

LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.
Quebec, May 14,

THE INTER-COLONIAL RAILWAY.
On the motion for the second reading of the 

Bill to incorporate the Railway at .Niagara 
Falls.

Hon. Mr ALLAN said he was opposed to the 
measure. It would be impossible to build the 
roa£ without making excavations on the banks 
of the river between Suspension Bridge and Ta­
ble Rock, which would interfere with,the view 
and destroy much of the beauty of a scene 
which was the property of the whole world. 
Besides, though it was said the bill was wanted 
to avoid the extortion of cab-drivers, this was a 
matter which was in the hands of the munici­
pality. He moved the three months’ hoist.

Hon. Mr MOORBJjthought similar objections 
had been raised against railways when they 
were first about to be built in Canada. These 
objectiors had no more weight than those at 
present made.

Hon Mr CAMPBELL said the railway would 
be for the benefit of Americans who would tra­
vel up to Table Rock by railway and go back 
without doing any good to Canadian inter­
ests.

Hon. Mr VANKOtIGHNET was not in favor 
of the Bill, but he thought it might be referred 
to a, Committee, where the promoters of the 
measure could be heard in support of their 
plan. •

Hon. Mr BQULTON thought the railway 
would enable rowdies from the other side to 
come over, commit depredations, and go away 
again without our being able to apprehend them 
(Laughter.) The railway, too, would injure the 
Clifton House.

Hon. Mr VANKOUGHNET remarked that 
one of the proprietors of that Hotel was an 
applicant for the bill.

After a few words from Hon. Sir EP TACHE 
against reference to a committee.

Hon Mr ALLAN'S amendment was put and 
carried by 27 to 9.

THE SALE OF CHURCH PROPERTY.—LONDON.
Hon. Mr ROSS moved the third reading of 

the bill enabling the Bishop of Huron and the 
incumbent and church-wardens of Saint 
Paul’s Church,London, to sell a portion ot their 
lands.

Hon. Mr BOULTON opposed the bill. He 
thought it was unwise to interfere with the 
rectories, as that question was settled years 
ago.

Hon. Sir ALLAN MACNAB thought the Bill 
ought not to pass. The rectories were not set 
apart to build costly churches, but to maintain 
the rectors.

Hon. Mr Ross thought we should not inter­
fere with the endeavors of the bishop and the 
clergy to meet their engagements.

Hon. Mr ALEXANDER believed the three 
acres on which St. Paul’s Church stood belongs 
ed to the church before the rectories were set 
apart,

Hon. Mr SEYMOUR thought that if all the 
parties consented, it was right that they should 
be allowed to sell their land.

Hon. Mr PATTON said we had several acts 
on the Statute.Book already authorising rectors 
aud church wardens to sell property equally 
sacred as this.

The Bill passed by 30,to 8.
LAKE ST PETER NAVIGATION.COMPANY.

Hon. Mr PERRY opposed the passage of the 
bill to incorporate this company, on the ground 
that the operations contemplated under the bill 
were extensive but the capital was limited to 
£6000.

Hon. Mr Armstrong said precisely1 similar 
bills had been passed before.

The bill then passed.
THE TRADE OF THE WEST.

Hon, Mrf MERRITT then moved the con­
sideration of the report*of tho Select Commit­
tee on Western Trade. He said.it proved that 
by the expenditure of $200,000 the coast above 
the Falls of Niagara could bo connected 
with ocean steamers at Quebec, by means of 
propellers running between Lake Ontario ports
H.nd thia city. That coast was 5000 miles in
extent, which was more than the whole of the 
seaboard of the United Stales, from Eastport, 
Maine, to New Orleans. The, extent of the 
trade carried on there might be gathered from 
the fact, that a million and a half buah'uls a 
day were transferred at Buffalo, and a half a 
million bushels a day at Oswego. All this was 
going to New York, for only two per cent, of 
what got into Lake Ontario had.last year gone 
down the St. Lawrence. The reason was that 
we had not a single vessel suitable for the 
trade. Quebec was willing to contribute 
$100,000 to the building of such vessels. To 
enable large propellers of 1000 tons to come 
down loaded, all we wanted was to expend 
$160,000 on deepening the St. Lawrence be­
tween Beauharnois and Montreal. AH that 
bad been spent on the Welland Canal was 
$1,300,000. Add the $160,000 to this, and it 
did not make up million and a half. Now he 
thought that the tolls on the canals ought to be 
re-imposed, in order to raise a large revenue. 
By putting a toil of two cents per bushel, a 
revenue would be derived from the 16,000,000 
bushels of grain that passed down them of 
$320,000. That would pay the interest on the 
capital of $200,000 for building large propel­
lers and on $742,000 which was required for 
deepening the canals and the St. Lawrence 
channel, and a guarantee of four per cent, on 
the capital necessary for a daily line of ocean 
steamers. Were these alterations and improve­
ments made, it would not cost twenty-two 
cents per bushel to bring grain down, whereas 
now it costs something like sixty. By thus 
reducing the rate, we should get the trade of 
the West, and it might be possible to raise the 
entire revenue of the country from railways and 
canals.

Hon. Mr VANKOUGHNET thought the 
House might be assured that nothing would be 
wanting on the part of the Government to in­
duce trade down the St. Lawrence, for there 
was no subject in which the people ot the 
country had a more direct interest than that. 
The St. Lawrence was the highway and the 
best highway for the trade of ihe West. It 
was or might be rendered the cheapest way too 
for carrying grain to Europe and if we could 
only force this on the public mind of Europejand 
America sufficiently, we should reap the bene­
fit of the fact. (Hear.) He (Mr, Vankough- 
net) agreed with his hon. friend that the in­
crease of steam communication between this 
country and Europe was of the utmost import­
ance. The fact thut there had been greater fa­
cility for steam travel between New York and 
England than we could show ha'd . been the 
cause of the withdrawal of much of our trade. 
When steamers were put on the American 
route, tiie first-class clippers which had previ­
ously carried the mails, &c., were filled up for 
the emigrant travel, and, carrying grain back 
at low rates, secured almost a monopoly ofthe 
Western trade to New York. New York, how­
ever, had had ships going to Germany and 
other ports on the continent of Europe, and the 
emigrants from thence, who did not much dis­
tinguish between Canada and America, went 
by them rather than go to Liverpool and take 
passage in our timber vessels. The case was 
being altered now we had steamers of our own, 
and when we had more of them it would change 
still more in our favour. He would just men­
tion as a proof of this that the last advices he 
had from Ireland were to the effect thatthe 
Canadian steamers'being altogether unable to 
bring out all the emigrants that wished to come 
a line of sailing vessels was being pat on at 
Londonderry to be auxiliary to them. (Hear, 
hear.) He thought the report ought to be 
printed and widely, circulated.

On motion of hon. Mr. CAMPBELL the 
House ordered 500 copies to be printed imme­
diately.

THE ECLECTIC PHYSICIANS.

Hon. Mr. PATTON moved the adoption of 
the report of the committee on the B.ll to in­
corporate the Eclectic School of medicine.

Hon. Mr CAMPBELL moved that it be refer­
red back with instructions to provide that the 
Eclectic students shall attend a course at the 
hospitals and universities as the Lower Canada 
physicians have to do.

Hon J. A. MACDONALD moved the House 
into Committee on the Bill respecting bank­
rupts and their estates,.

Hon. Mr. SIOOTTE moved an amendment 
which was reported by Telegraph.

Hon Mr DORION said the bitl had heed gen­
erally, condemned on the ground that it was too 
cumbrous and expensive. These strictures had 
been made not only in papers in the interest of 
the Opposition, but by papers which usually 
snppotted the Ministry. The Premier professed 
a desire to assimlate the laws of the two sec­
tions of a Province, yet he supported this bill, 
which was only applicable to Upper Canada.

Hon Mt LORANGER spoke to the same ef­
fect ; but added that the bill would injuriously 
affect Lower Canada merchants, and Was a 
mere electioneering dodge of the Atty General 
West.

Mr John GAMÈRON said the opposition to 
this bill was most absurd. It was demanded by 
the who'e people of Upper Canada from the one 
end of the country to the other. Even the 
commercial men of Lower Canada were in favor 
of it ; for he had seen a gentleman from Mont­
real, this morning, who was extensively engag­
ed in commerce,.and he told him that the mer­
chants of that city were generally in favor of 
the Bill. (Hear,) However, if Lower Canada 
did not want the measure, Upper Canada did, 
and by all means,then, let them not be deprived 
of it through the taotiousness of the opposition 
who would find it rather awkward to account 
for the vote they had given when the Bill was 
before tne Konse for its second reading. (Hear 
hear).

Hon. Mr. DRUMMOND said it was quite true 
that the people of Upper Canada had asked for 
a Bankrupt law, but this was not the law they 
had asked. Hence they opposed it. The bill 
was simply designed as an electioneering trick. 
Three years ago a Bankrupt law had been 
promised by tbe Attorney General West bat 
the promise had been broken. The bill then 
agreed upon was to apply to both sections of 
the country. We ought not to attempt to 
adopt the laws of an old country like England. 
Tne requirements of a new country were 
entirely different. We should rather look to 
the United States for precedents in legislation, 
and there no Bankrupt law existed. The ex­
perience ot the past in Canada was not favor­
able to the enactment of Bankrupt laws, aud 
tor him he was opposed to such a law for either 
Upper or L^wer Canada. He cited sqme cases 
within his own knowledge to show the evil 
effect ol Bankrupt laws. He maintained, with­
out the slightest hesitation, that a Bankrupt 
law which was well adapted to England was 
ill adapted for this country, and for this reason 
that while in England men commenced business 
with capital, it' was in this country quite the 
exception for men to commence businessWith 
capital. The result was tbit we must have a 
a more elastic system here than was neoeSsary 
or desirable in England. 'Tnen a crisis nuppenen 
here, a debtor required vime to recuperate his 
energies—time to start again—and not a system 
which would permit a creditor to crush bin. 
He was in favor of a law snob as existed in 
many of the States of the Union, by which the 
creditors would have the exclusive control of 
their debtors on the petition of three-fourths of 
them

Hon Mr CAUCHON said, although a Bank­
ruptcy law was not required in Lower Canada, 
it was wanted by the people of Upper Canada, 
generally, and they should have it. [Hear, 
hear.]

Hou Mr DRUMMOND denied that a Bank­
ruptcy law was desired in Upper Canada.

Hon Mr CAUCHON Why, had it not been 
demanded by tbe hou. member for Toronto (Mr. 
Brown] session after session, in the name of 
the people of Upper Canada? Had he not tried 
time after time, to have committees struck for 
the purpose of having a Bankruptcy Bill framed? 
[Hear, hear.] And had it not been supported 
by the whole of tie Opposition? It was said 
that this Bill was merely int.oduced for elec­
tioneering purposes. Well, if that wers so, it 
was a proof that the Attorney General West 
was a shrewd man.

Col PLAYFAIR said he believed the bill 
would benefit the country.

Attorney General MACDONALD then rose 
and said—Mr. Chairman, there was a vote taken 
on this bill tbe other day, and there was an 
Upper Canada majority against the second 
reading. I looked upon that as a party vote. 
We have had another voté to-day, with the 
same result. There has been an Upper Canada 
majority of one or two against the passage of 
the bill. .I must, therefore, take time to con­
sider whether I will go on with the bill or not.

THE SUPPLY BILL.
Hon. Mr. GALT moved the second reading of 

this Bill.
Mr. MACKENZIE moved in amendment,“that 

the bill be not now read a second time, but that 
it be resolved that the Hon. John Alexander 
Macdonald Attorney General of Upper Canada 
and a member of Executive Council, has been 
charged with being and has himself publicly ac­
knowledged that he was interested in the pur­
chase ot 644 acres of the military reserved lands 
at Sarnia’, which were conveyed to the contrac­
tors of the Grand Trunk Railway Company in 
the year 1856. That the'land was procured from 
the Board of Ordnance under an order of the Ex­
ecutive Council passed in the year 1855, and at 
a price or sum far below its value, and on the 
pretence that the same was required for the said 
Railway Company. That this House is of opin­
ion .that such acts by a Minister of the Crown 
are derogatory to his high office, and dangerous 
to the public interests ; and that this House 
ought not to adjourn till a searching inquiry is

made into all the circumstances connected with 
the transfer and sale of said property, and the 
Government or any of its members in relation 
thereto, and that no supply ought to be granted 

.until a Committee of this House shall have] in­
quired into the said charges.”

The SPEAKER ruled that this was a sub- 
stantative motion which had no connexion 
with the Supply Bill and was therefore out of 
order.

Hon. Attorney Genera! MACDONALD said 
as the charges contained in the amendment 
which had been submitted affected gentlemen 
of high position in the community—some of 
political standing and some of commercial 
standing—he should feel it his duty to make 
a statement to the House to-morrow, on the 
orders of the day being called. He would then 
hâve before him all the papers to which it 
would be necessary to refer. The statement, 
he had no doubt, would be perfectly satisfac­
torily, even to the hon. gentleman who had 
offered the amendment.

The bill was read a second time.
Hon. Mr. GALT then moved thé House into 

Committee of the Whole on the Bill.
Mr. FERGUSON moved that it be an intruc- 

tion to the Committee to amend the Bill by 
providing that all grants for aid to institutions 
whether religious, educational or charitable, 
under sectarian management or control, be re­
duced ten per cent, and that a further reduction 
of ten per cent annually untii the whole amount 
is extinguished.”

Hon. Mr. FOLEY should vote against the 
amendment, because the institutions to which 
it referred were all of a charitable character, 
and admitted within their 'portals all who re­
quited the protection which they offered, no 
matter from what country they might hail or 
to what religious denomination they belonged.

The amendment was put and lost—Yeas, 5 ; 
nays 75. .

Mr. FERGUSON quoted from the GZo5e to show 
that the amehdment which he had moved was 
in accordance with the views enunciated in that 
journal from time to time. He then moved in 
amendment that it be ah instruction to the 
Committee to strike out every grant to institu­
tions or associations under sectarian control or 
influence; and that such institutions or associar 
lions be left to the benevolence of the humane 
and charitable.

Mr. MACDOUGALL said the motion was not 
a straightforward one, its sole object being to 
embarrass members of the Opposition, because 
they had heretofore advocated and supported the 
views it indicated. It was moved, he had no 
doubt, at the instance of the Ministry, whose 
caucuses lie was in the habit of attending.

The amendment was lost on a division.
Hon. Mr. DORION moved that it be an in­

struction to the Committee, to declare in the 
bill, that it was expedient to deposit the public 
moneys in more than one h ink. He palled the 
attention of the House to the fact that the Hon. 
Mr. Galt, when in the Opposition in 1854, had 
made a similar motion1. He (Mr. Dorion) con­
tended that the depositing of the public mpneys 
in only one bank, acted to the prejudice eff the 
commercial community, and quoted in support 
of his views the opinion of Mr. Davidson, for­
merly of the Bank of British North America, 
and now Cashier of the Bank of Montreal.

Hon. Mr. FOLEY said the objection which, 
had been1 taken by his lion, friend on his right 
(Mr. Maodougall) fo a previous motion woulâ 
apply to this. There was no doubt that the sub­
ject matter of the resolution was an exceeding­
ly interesting one, and if it had been brought up 
at the proper period of the session, when due 
consideration could be given to it, the result 
would no doubt have been advantageous. He 
objected to the motion in its present form,,be­
cause it was an indirect expression of Want of 
confidence intone of our banking institutions, 
and believed the interests of the people of tip­
per Canada were bound up in the success and 
prosperity of its banking institutions. (Hear.) 
It was not in the interest of the country pr in 
the. interest of any hon. gentlemen, to place 
our banking institutions in the western section 
of the Province, in a position to be even the ob­
ject of suspicion. (Hear, hear.) We all know 
very well that the Bank to which the hon. 
member for Montreal referred, had had its strug­
gles and commercial difficulties, and he feared 
ilie success of the motion of his hon. friend 
would be to lead to the complication of tiiose 
difficulties. At the tim ■ when it was evident vimt renewed conUaetice' Was‘being placed in the 
Bank, he thought it would be a pity that the 
House should do anything that would have the 
effect of lessening that confidence. ,

Mr. PA TRICK said on the very ground ta­
ken against the amendment by his hon. friend 
(Mr. Foley) he should vote for it. The large de­
posit of the public money in t lie. Bank , of tipper 
Canada, had, instead of being a benefit to that 
institution, been_an.injury to.it.

Hon. Mr. FÔLËY—Let that be tried by the 
proper tribunal.

1 Hon. Mr. GALT said he did not think any ad­
vantage could result from a discussion of this 
kind, but he might mention as a fact that, with 
regard to the institution to winch reference had 
been made, no demands had ever been made, 
upon it which had met with a refusal. At the 
same time too, he might say that he would 
have been wanting in his duty to the country, 
if, in the time of great commercial depression, he 
had withdrawn from that bank so large a sum 
as was then deposited in it by the Government. 
When he foresaw the pressure coming, upwards 
of $800,000 had been deposited in the other 
banks. There was nearly$500,0,Q0,oftheamount 
in the Upper Canada Bank, bearing five per 
cent interest.

Hon. Mr. DORION—How about the bill of 
exchange ?

Hon. Mr. GALT—The hill of exchange neces­
sarily bore six per cent interest, because it was 
under protest.

Mr. WILSON and Mr. DcDOUGALL snpport- 
ed the motion.

Hon. Mr. CAY LEY said the Bank of Upper 
Canada would not shrink from an inquiry be­
fore any Committee of the House. On the con­
trary, it would cheerfully give every informa­
tion that might be required. Its funds had 
been applied with no other object than the 
promotion of the agricultural and commercial 
interests of the Province.

The House divided on the amendment. Yeas 
38 ; nays 67.

Mr. McDOUGALL moved that it be an in­
struction to the Committee to insert an appro­
priation clause providing that the supply grant­
ed should not be applied to any other purpose 
than that mentioned in the Act.

Hon. Mr. GALT showed that this instruction 
was superfluous, as the first clause provided 
that the supply should be applied to 1 the se­
veral charges and expenses of the civil Gov­
ernment for the year 1861, and the other pur­
poses set forth in the schedule of this Act.’

The amendment was put and lost. Yeas 47; 
nays 57.

Hon. Mr. SICOTTE moved a resolution affirm­
ing the impropriety of borrowing money to 
meet the ordinary expenses of the country, and 
declaring that such a system only had the ef­
fect of annually increasing the debt, and that 
it must lead to no other result than bankrupt- 
oy.

Amendment put and lost. Yeas, 50 ; nays, 
59.

The House then formerly negatived the mo­
tion to go into Committee, and the bill was read 
a third time and passed.

IMPROVED CALORIC ENGINE.
Mr. DUNKIN’ moved the third reading of his 

bill to enable John Ericsson to obtain letters 
patent for an improved caloric engine.

Hon. Attorney General CARTIER said he 
would offer no objection to the bill, provided it 
was saddled with these conditions—that Mr.Er- 
iccson undertook to establish â factory for the 
manufacture of the caloric engine in Canada, 
within twelve months from-the passing of the 
bill, and that the privileges granted to him 
should only extend so long as he should contin­
ue such factory in operation.

Mr. DUNKIN accepted these conditions, and 
submitted a clause embodying them.

The clause was added accordingly, and the bill 
was read a third time and passed.

SEPERATION OF THE FIBRES OF WOOD*.
On the motion of Mr. Dunkin, the House went 

again into Committee on the bill to ex'tend to 
this Province letters patent granted to William 
Edward Newton, for certain improvements in 
the method of effecting the seperation of the 
fibres of wood for the Manufacture of paper 
therefrom, and for the seperation of other sub­
stances for similar or other purposes.

Hon. Attorney General CARTIER said as 
this case was not analogous to that of Mr. 
Ericsson inasmuch as Mr. Newton had an En­
glish patent, he should feel bound to oppose the 
bill Besides, this Bill might interfere with 
manufactories already in operation.

Mr. DUNKIN said there certainly was the dis­
tinction between the two cases, which had been 
pointed out by the Premier. But the bill would 
not interfere with any manufactory now in 
operation in the Province.

Mr. McMICKEN moved that the Committee 
rise.

That motion was carried, and the Committee 
ro§e without reporting, thus killing the bill.

LOSS OF THE STEAMER COMET.
TWO LIVES LOST.

(Condensed from the Kingston News of Taursday.)

The steamer Comet, Captain F. Patterson, 
left this port for Toronto and Hamilton shortly 
after eight o’clock on Tuesday night. After 
clearing Nine Mile Point she headed for Timber 
Island, to nvoidïthe track of a number of ves­
sels which were coming down the lake. When 
about ten miles from the Point she came in col­
lision with the schooner Exchange of Cleve­
land ; and subsequently sunk in deep water, the 
topmast alone being visible. The wind was 
blowing freshly from the South-west, and the 
schooner when seen from the Comet was run- 
ing before the wind. The schooner was mak­
ing for Kingston and carried a bright light for­
ward. Captain Patterson bore the steamer up 
a point, in order to give the schooner a wide 
berth ; but the schooner heading across the 
Comet’s bow, as is stated, the two came in 
collision. The Comet struck the schooner’s 
starboard side with her stern, springing the 
steamer’s planks and opening her to the sea. 
Meanwhile the pumps were worked and the fires 
kept up for the purpose of making shore, tho 
steamer at the time of collision being about ten 
miles above the Nine-mile point. The firemen 
waist deep in water, did not abandon their 
task until the fires were drowned ; and if the 
steam had held out ten minutes longer, much 
would have been gained towards raising the 
steamer. During this time the life boat was 
swung out, with three lady passengers, one 
gentlemen and the lady’s maid, and brought 
round to leeward, and as many of the crew put 
into it as the Captain deemed consistent with 
safety. These made for shore, but at the same 
time the large yawl was out towing astern ta­
king in water. Two hands, John Blake and 
John McCarthy, the former from the neighbour-
lioOil ot Kingston Mills, u.ncl the latter n. sn.lt wtv-
ter boy from Dublin, Ireland, got out to bail her, 
but while about to do so she struck against the 
steamer’s guards, thus throwing the men off 
their balance into the lake. Going down Blake 
cried out to his brother, a deck hand, " Good­
bye Jim,” and “ the saltiè” “ Good-bye boys,” 
and thus they bade them farewell. The Cap­
tain at this time was busily engaged in the en­
deavor to run the steamer ashore, but finding it 
fruitlesss had the small yawl put out with some 
thirteen men, and made for shore under a hea­
vy sea. To add to their peril all oars but one 
were lost in getting the boat out, but reduced 
to this and four or five cedar life floats they 
made their way ashore to the Point. Filled 
beyond her capacity, a distance of another quar­
ter of a mile would have swamped the boat and 
compelled them to swim.

The steamer went down about a mile and a 
half nearly west of Nine-Mile Point light-house 
in sixty feet of water. Several ship joiners who 
were at worlç on her fittings lost their tools, 
and the hands their clothing. But lïttlé freight 
wqs on board. On day-breaking yesterday 
(Wednesday) the steamer Pierrepont went up 
the Batteau Channel and took up the crew on 
the south shore of Simcoe Island, and those at 
the lighthouse. Some had lighted a fire and 
were warming themselves on the sfiore, while 
those at the lighthouse found good quarters 
there. One of the ship-joiners was hardly hurt 
from being struck in the back by the surging of 
tbe small yawl against the steamer’s side. It 
is supposed that the vessel’s cabins will be des­
troyed from the elevating action of the water 
during her descent. It is probable, however, 
that the actual damage to her hull and machin­
ery will not be very large, especially if the 
weather should prove favorable for a few days. 
The steamer was insured in Montreal, but we 
have not learned to what amount.

CAPTAIN PATTEESON’S STATEMENT.
We left Kingston on Monday night about 

a quarter past 8 o’clock for Toronto, the wind 
blowing from S. W. About half past 9 o’clock,, 
the mate having charge of the deck saw a ves­
sel about a point off our larboard bow showing 
a bright light, running before the wind. We 
bore away a point to clear the vessel, supposing 
she would take her own side. Jmst before the 
collision 1 came put of the cabin .and observed 
the vessel crossing our bows. We were so 
close at this time that I ordered the helm to be 
put aport1 but seeing she was too close, I told 
the whelseman to steady and hard astarboard, 
thinking to clear her stern, and at once ordered 
the engines to be stopped and backed at full 
steam. We struck the vessel aft the main rig­
ging, but our headway being so much checked 
it did not injure the vessel materially. We im­
mediately backed away, and I ordered the 
engine to go ahead again, to follow the schoo­
ner, not supposing that we were injured, but that 
the vessel was iu danger ; but the wind being 
fresh she ran away from us. As soon as we 
had got .our headway on we discovered our 
danger, and men were sent below with blankets 
to stop the leak at the bow. I unbent the jib 
to make an apron, to pass over the bow, but it 
got foul and did not drop. The water gained 
so rapidly that within a few minutes the Comet 
was in a sinking state. We tried to keep up 
the fires to run the steamer ashore, till the 
water put them out. We ran about four miles 
when we got the boats out, and placed the pas­
sengers and crew therein.

Ws freqaeasly pDlutei cut fct tha time tba ic- 
jurions consequences certain to arise out of 
even the par*ial release of the borrowing mun­
icipalities from their obligations. The terms 
on which municipalities were allowed 
to raise money under the act were so 
advantageous that it might fairly be 
complained, on the part of those who had 
not participated in it, that their opportunity to 
do so had been cutoff. But the subject of com­
plaint assumed a much more definite form, 
when by accepting a composition, before put­
ting the law into force, the. Government con­
verted the loan of its credit into a gift of 
money. Why, it might be asked by any muni­
cipality, is it that Port Hope, Oobourg, and 
Niagara, have each received an enormous dona­
tive, while for our shue, we have to pay for it? 
It was evident that this view would be taken 
and would be urged. It was speedily taken, 
especially by the City of Hamilton. This is 
now the third session since that city has been 
urging upon Government its demand for relief 
from its burdens. The ground taken was that 
which we alleged from the first would be taken 
by corporations who had no't gained any ad­
vantage from the Loan Fund—-the ground that 
they ought to have done for them something 
equal to that which had been done for others. 
For two sessions the government refused 
compliance with their request; but the elec­
tions approach, and all means must be employ­
ed to purchase a majority. Therefore Hamilton 
is to have the interest on her debt paid out of 
the Provincial Exchequer, and the reason 
alleged in the press which makes itself the 
apologist for the Government, is that Hamil­
ton has not derived any benefit like other com­
munities from the Loan Fund. But does not 
every one see how much farther this principle 
will carry us ? There is London requiring aid 
just as much as Hamilton, and a hundred other 
corporations, all with claims to urge equally 
good. The truth is that the loan to Hamilton, 
which will never be repaid,and is but one farther 
plunge into that unfathomable gulph of debt, 
which we entered when our Provincial Govern­
ment began to tinker with local finances, but 
which bids fair to swallow up mountains of 
money, and yet never to be filled. When the 
Government repealed the Municipal Loan Fund 
Act, if they had had any honesty, they would 
have refused any farther advances to corpora­
tions, which they cannot now make on security 
as good—poor as that has turned out to be— 
as that provided by the now abrogated law.

not the only evil. The 
which tin rifiss are dis­

posed, in spite of the neatness of appearance 
when all is packed up, makes it impossible for 
the men to take their arms from the racks or to 
return thèm there, without hustling, and con­
sequent risk of breakage. The leather ac­
coutrements, knapsacks and great coats, are, if 
possible, even more exposed to dilapidation 
than the arms, and we saw some that in spite 
ot all care, were mildewed, and on the high 
road to decay. Now, whatever is worth doing, 
is worth domg well. If a Volunteer Force is 
desirable, it is also desirable that it should be 
efficient, and its weapons so kept as to make it 
unnecessary frequently to renew them. With 
fifteen or twenty thousand pounds worth of 
goods in warehouse, it is worth while to have 
a warehouse that will keep them in order.— 
This ihe present Armory is not. In fact, it D 
pretty manifest that independently of 
damp—so clestruclivo to the goods stored there 
—the construction is not such as to ensure 
ordinary durability. Roof and walla alike 
show signs of not distant ruin. We trust that 
these observations will cause attention to be 
paid to the subject. Otherwise, like the warn­
ings wo gave the Government respecting the 
lunatics in the Jail, the remedy will only fol­
low the mischief which precaution might have 
prevented.

Municipal Dkbts, and thk Govnrnmbnt Loan 

to thb City of Hamilton.—There is no better 
illustration of the constant worsening of every 
system founded on a false principle, than the 
rapid dilapidation of Provincial Funds and pub­
lic morality, which is caused by the connec­
tion of the Government with the debts of local 
corporations. Mr. Bracks' Municipal Loan 
Fund was tbe first letting out of this water of 
evil. Ample security was provided, both 
for the landers and the Government, 
which was really the endorser of the debentures 
Issued, notwitbstaudini; its subsequent 
shameful repudiation of its obligation. But as 
there was no limit to the amount of the accomo­
dation which might be granted, and no equal 
distributbn by law of the advantage among 
all the municipalities, the power to grant or 
refuse it became at once an engine of corrup­
tion. The late Mr. Zimmerman was always 
ready lo accomodate Mr. Hincks with means 
or influence ; so the Municipal Loan Fund was 
made the instrument of coming money to pay 
that gentleman for certain railways, which 
he could not otherwise have carried through. 
The same stroke served to conciliate local in­
terests—those of persons who owned large 
properties to be benefitted by the construction 
of the railways, and who foresaw, what has 
really happened, that they had only to borrow 
so much as to make it impossible to discharge 
the obligation by any reasonable impost, and 
they would then be tolerably sure to be relieved 
from there payment, wholly or in part. Hence 
it was that one third of the whole amount of 
money raised under the Upper Canada Conso­
lidated Municipal Loan Fund went to munici­
palities within the limits of only two Counties. 
Nothing can be plainer than the wilful, and 
wholesale robbery involved in such a course. 
The facts of these transactions, were not gen­
erally shown to the public till after'Mr. Hincks’ 
downfall. For lesser offences, in spite of his 
distinguished ability, he was justly condemned 
by the country, led on by the persons who 
were to succeed him on his discomfiture. 
When these persons obtained office, one of the 
first things they had to deal with was the 
Municipal Loan Fund. We know how they 
dealt with it. After passing two acts, relieving 
the Municipalities from the obligation of pay­
ing, they turned round on the lenders, and 
eaid that having no sufficient ^means, they 
would not fulfil the contract which the lenders 
had made ; but would make a new contract 
on less advantageous terms—and this while 
the want of funds was caused entirely 
by their own legislation. Let what relates to 
the holders of the debentures pass. As regards 
the borrowing municipalities the policy was 
two-fold' They released these oodles from 
their obligations to pay in full ; and they de­
clared that the system was so bad that it must 
be stopped. The law was, therefore, repealed 
go tar as it was permissive of farther loans.

Two Kusskls on the American Civil War. 

—Lord John Russell, whose diplomatic feats 
have not been very brilliant nor very consis­
tent— witness bis ihreatening, and then appro­
ving despatches to Piedmont, is reported to 
have intimated in Parliament that it would be 
proper to recognize tbe Southern rebellious 
States as belligerents. Of course Great Britain 
will avoid interference in tbe war, and how far 
that abstiuence requires tbe recognition of the 
South, in any capacity we do not pretend to 
say ; but it not absolutely required by the con­
dition of non-interference, we think that even 
so much ought not to be conceded, While 
there ought to be no interference, there cannot 
and ought not to be any neutrality. The warm 
sympathies of the Biitish Government ought to 
be on the’same side as that on which those of 
the British people certainly will be, so soon as 
they have made themselves masters of the facts. 
Mr. Russell of the London Times is doing his 
best to aid them to this mastery, r.nd here is 
his explicit and truthful exposition in a few 
words, of the great merits of the armed con­
troversy :—

“ Let there be no misapprehension in Europe 
on the merits of the issue. The line that di­
vides the two combatants is a plain one. On 
the one side stand the supporters of constrtu- 
tioual government—those who favor the pre­
servation of free institutions—those who dread 
a military despotism—those who believe in the 
noble principles of Anglo-Saxon freedom, that 
have made England what it is ; and on the 
other side are those who prefer a military go­
vernment, tounded on treachery and conspi­
racy—those who would suopress the press and 
all the noble results that flow from its freedom 
—those who regard African slavery as a Di­
vine institution, to be fostered by the govern­
ment at the expense of every other branch of 
industry in the State. In this contest I frankly 
confess that I am with the government of the 
United States ” »

And so must every Briton be throughout the 
world.

Atvairs in Fkwjtoundlano.—The elections in 
this island have been disgraced by unusual vio­
lence. At Harbor Grace the “ lioeral party’’ 
smashed up a orinting office, and did other dam­
age, till the military were called out. At Har- 
Harbor Maine two men were shot dead. The 
“reform” party, so called in contradistinction 
to the “liberals,” have, however, the majority. 
It was in their interest that the Governor dis­
missed his late Ministry. The latter were de­
nounced by the Catholic Bishop ; they were no 
sooner out than he wrote a letter advising the 
people to put them in again. The Legislature 
was to meet on the 13th, and threats of violence 
had been made.

Thi Weather.—The high wind which pre­
vailed on Thursday was succeeded yesterday by 
light transient shewers, with intervals of sun­
shine, and the atmosphere became milder. All 
this, of course, promises a good hay crop ; but 
it is not so favorable for some other kinds of 
crops, the preliminary work for which is 
stopped by the wet.

Testimonial.—A movement has been made 
towards a fitting memorial from the members 
and friends of tbe Presbyterian Church in Ca­
nada, in connection with the Church ot Scot­
land, to honour the Rev. Dr. Mathieson, and in 
testimony of admiration of the manner in which 
he, as Moderator, represented the Synod and 
maintained its rights, upon the occasion of pre­
senting the Synod’s Address to H. R. H. the 
Prince of Wales when recently in Canada'.

AT'f'iste^-TKô PAjiRiains. — A TOffnU? cas? 
came up recently pit the Court of A.^3 ze» Corn­
wall. A boy, under eleven years of age, named 
Hoy, was tried on two counts, one charging 
him with an attempt to murder his father by 
the administration of poison, and the other with 
an attempt to kill him by firing a gun. Tbe 
prisoner is described as a pretty boy, of intelli­
gent appearance, and exhibiting no emotion 
during the trial except curiosity. When his 
father’s name was called and he came out from 
the crowd sobbing, the boy’s firmness wavered 
for a moment, and he hung his head, but in a 
moment was as indifferent as ever. It appear­
ed that he bought a bottle of strychnine, under 
the pretence that be wanted it for a person who 
wished to kill foxes with it. The father stated 
that the prisoner wee the elder of his two chil­
dren. On two occasions he felt very ill, and 
had cramps after eating, which caused him to 
think that he was poisoned. The prisoner’s 
uncle appeared to have been made the deposi­
tory of confessions, whish the Court did not 
admit as evidence. With reference to the firing 
of the gun, it appeared that Hoy and his two 
children slept in the same room, on the rafters 
of which hung a gun. On a certain night, Hoy 
was shot as he lay asleep ; the shot lodged in 
his bfeast and neck, inflicting severe wounds. 
The neighbours, who had come to his relief» 
were not allowed to state what the boy had 
confessed to them. The jury acquitted the 
prisoner of both charges, and, a few minutes 
after, he was playing as unconcernedly as ever*

EDITORIAL CORRESPONDENCE OF THE

THE ANDERSON CASE.

In return to an address from the Assembly, 
His Excellency the Governor General has 
communicated to tbe House copies of all the 
official correspondence connected with or in 
reference to the case of the fugitive slave An­
derson.

The Return extends to 25 octavo pages, and 
contains but little information in addition to 
that which has already been published. It, 
may, however, be interesting to our readers to 
learn what was the action of the Imperial 
authorities in the matter, as, we may take it 
for granted, it was not without influence upon 
the course pursued in the first instance, by our 
Provincial Judges and officials. The first in­
formation then, contained in the Return, as to 
the views of the Imperial Government upon the 
case, will be found in the following despatch 
from Lord John Russell, the Foreign Secre­
tary

Sib,—Information has been received at this 

Department that a man of colour named John 
Anderson, otherwise called Jack, has been 
charged with the commission ot murder in the 
state of Missouri, and having fled to Canada 
has been tollowed by officers of the State of 
Missouri, who have caused him to be arrested 
and confined in the gaol of the town ot Brant­
ford, where it appears that he now is.

I have therefore to instruct you to take such 
measures as are warranted by the laws of Cana­
da to deliver up the person of the above named 
John Anderson to any person or persons duly 
authorised by the authorities of Missouri to re­
ceive the said fugitive and bring him back to 
the United States for trial.

It will be seen, by the above that although 

only,such means as are warranted by the Laws 
of Canada were to be resorted to, still his 
lordship—possibly ignorant of, but at all 
events ignoring, the fact that the fugitive 
claimed was a slave at the time of his -having 
committed the act alleged against him, which 
he had committed for the admitted purpose of 
securing his escape from slavery—appears to 
have no doubts on the subject of tbe duty of 
tbe Canadian Government being to deliver mm 
up to ibe Missouri (not to the United States) 
authorities. Indeed, the mere writing of such 
a despatch—for why should his lordship have 
considered any special directions necessary 
under the circumstances Î—affords evidence, I 
think, that the Foreign|Secretary’s desire was 
that Anderson should be given up. The Duke ot 
Newcastle, evidently, viewed the matter in a 
very different light, as wilt be seen in the fol­
lowing despatches—his grace views Anderson 
—not as a fugitive criminal but—as a fugitive 
slave ;—

Downing Street,
9th January, 1861.

Sir,—I have received by the last Mail from 
Canada a Report of the Judgments recently 
delivered at Toronto, in the case ot Anderson, 
a fugitive slave.

Ttie facts are recited in the Judgments, and 
it appears that the Court, by a majority of two 
Judges to one, has pronounced a decision that 
the prisoner is not entitled to be liberated. It 
further appears, however, that the prisoner’s 
Counsel has given notice of appeal, and I am 
informed that the case will be argued before 
the Court ot'Queen’s Bench some time before 
the close of the present month.

If the result of that appeal he adverse to the 
prisoner, you will bear in mend that under the 
treaty of Extradition he cannot be delivered 
over to the United States amhorities by the 
mere action of the Law. That can only be 
done by a Warrant under the hand and seal of 
the Governor.

The case of Anderson is one of the gravest 
possible importance, ahd Her Majesty’s Gov­
ernment are not satisfied that the decision of 
the Court at Toronto is in conformity with the 
view of the treaty which has hitherto guided 
the authorities in this country.

I have therefore to instruct you to abstain 
in any case from completing the Extradition 
until Her Majesty’s Government shall have had 
farther opportunity of considering the ques­
tion, and, if necessary, conferring with the 
Government of the United States on the sub- 
ject.

Sir—Yon will perceive by a newspaper, of 
which I enclose a copy, that the Court of 
Queen’s Bench in this country has issued a writ 
of Habeas Corpus, requiring that the fugitive 
slave Anderson, now in custody at Brantford 
or Toronto, should be sent to England.

The writ is supposed to be directed to tbe 
Sheriff or Gaoler in whose custody Anderson 
at present is, and it is therefore possible that 
yoa may not be called upon to take any action 
in the matter. But in the event of your being 
called upon to do so, I think it advisable to 
instruct you that you are left at liberty to fol­
low such advice as you may receive from your 
Law Advisers after full consultation with 
them.

It is not very creditable to “Downing Street" 
to find the Foreign and Colonial Secretaries, 
thus, at cross-purposes on a matter, justly de­
scribed by the latter official as “ one of the 
gravest possible importance;” bat as it has 
already been discussed, in all its bearings, in 
the columns of the Herald, and, according to 
the old adage, as “ All’s well that ends well,” I 
shall not occupy your space with comments 
upon Lord John’s, evidently, hastily conceived 
and inconsiderate despatch, to the influence cf 
which, as I have said, may, I think, be traced 
the far from creditable course pursued in the 
earlier stages of the affair, by our Executive 
and Judicial authorities.

In reference to the closing paragraph in the 
Colonial Secretary’s last quoted despatch, the 
Governor General replien, as follows—the 
legislation considered by the Council as expe­
dient, being, of coarse, by the Imperial Parlia­
ment : —

a Copy of minute submitted to me by my Coun­
cil together with a Copy of a report from the 
Attorney General for Upper Canada (Mr. Mac­
donald) on which such minute is founded.

I have formally approved of the recommenda­
tion of the Executive Council, and I concur in 
their opinion that it is expedient to legislate so 
as to prevent hereafter the issue of the writ of 
Habeas Corpus by the Court of Queen’s Bench 
in England in cases occurring in Canada.

The right of ap­
peal is, undouDtedly, a very important right— 
one which should neither be abrogated nor 
limited without the most mature consideration 
ot the effects which any change may have upon 
the interests and liberties of Her Majesty's sub­
jects—not in Canada alone, but—wherever, 
within the wide limits of the Empire, they 
may be resident.

Wasbington, May 16.—Gen. Butler has been 
ordered to the command of Fortress Monroe.

A party of the 5th Regiment, who have been 
sailors, are drilling in pontoon or floating bridge 
duty.

Col. Jones will probably be appointed Briga­
dier General.

The Postmaster General has annulled the 
contract for conveying the mails to Norfolk 
and Hampton, and from Old Point to Eastville, 
owing to the interruption by the Virginia au­
thorities of the means of conveying them. It 
is probable that, for the same reason, nearly all, 
if not the entire River mail service, will be offi­
cially discontinued within a few days in the Se­
cession States.

An order was issued to-day from the War 
Department for nine of tbe fourteen regiments 
accepted yesterday from New York to proceed 
to Fort Monroe, and tbe other five to Washing­
ton Tbe concentration of so many troops at 
Fort Monroe is a point of important significance.

New York, May 16.—A despatch to tbe World 
says that troops are to be ordered rapidly to 
Washington from New York and Pennsylvania 
It is believed that 10,C00 Pennsylvanians are 
moving towards Maryland.

Advices from Fort Munroo state that to-day 
a band of Secessionists at Hampton sent a de­
putation to Col. Dimick, demanding the sole 
possession of the road leading across the Dyke, 
which has lately been under guard of tbe gar­
rison. Col. Dimidk’s reply was that be would 
give the rebels just ten minutes to disperse. 
Two companies of Massachusetts troops were 
then ordered forward, and cannon were placed 
so as to sweep the entire distance, the Col., 
watch in band, waiting for the expiration of the 
time, when not a rebel wee to be seen. 200 
Massachusetts troops soon took possession of 
the dyke and bridge, and will treat all rebels 
in the same way hereafter.

Baltimore, May 16.—The first regiment of 
Michigan volunteers and three companies from 
Pennsylvania, in all 1100 men, arrived this 
evening. They marched through the city, and 
took toe cars lor Washington.

Madison, May 16.—The Wisconsin Legisla­
ture convened an extra session yesterday. Gov. 
Randall’s message recommends six regiments, 
in addition to the one waiting orders, to be pat 
in camp and equipped by the State. Also an 
appropriation ot a million for war purposes.

The Virginia newspapers received to-day 
note, the continued arrivals of Confederate 
troops and their departure, for what point is 
not designated.

The 8th Massachusetts regiment at the 
Relay House, have elected Hinks Colonel, in 
the place ot Monroe, who tesigned

Philadelphia, May 17.
Quite an excitement was created in the upper 

part of the city this morning, hy the seizure of 
a submarine boat, the invention of D. E. Ville- 
roi, a Frenchman. It was going down the 
river, and struck on an Island. Four men 
were found on board. Villeroi says §he was 
taking it to the Navy Yard to test it, but the 
officers of the Yard disclaim any knowledge of 
him. The Boat was constructed sometime 
since for raising wrecks and other submarine 
work, bat was never put in active use. It '3 
cigar shaped, ot iron, 30 feet long, supplies its 
own air, and will be useful in running under a 
fleet,

12th inst., the British Bark Hilga was refused 
entrance into the port by the Niagara.

The British ship Susan G. Owens, for Liver­
pool, was boaïded but finally permitted to 
pass.

sands; it presents a splendid appearance.

A special despatch to the Tribune says that 
Mr. Patton of Maine is said to be instructed to 
build several gunboats, to be armed with Dahl 
grens for^blockading purposes.

Three companies were ordered to Long 
Bridge, Potomac; one has crossed, one is at the 
Draw, and one at this end.

The World’s despatch states that passengers 
via Harper's Ferry report that the Rebels are 
electing fortifications on Maryland heights, 
and have erected one of railroad iron twelve 
miles below the Ferry.

It is reported that considerable discontent 
existed among the troops at Richmond. Gen.
