Both sides needed 90 points for 
the initial meld, and the player at 
your right melds ace-ace-joker 

i very early in the play. The dis­
card pile survives for a few more 
plays, and you finally freeze it by 
discarding a deuce.

The discard pile continues to 
grow until the stock pile is almost 
exhausted. In this situation, you 
draw from the stock pile and hold: 
three tens, three eights, three sev­
ens, a pair of fives and one ace.

No aces have appeared except 
the two that were melded by your 

[ right-hand opponent at the very 
beginning of the ha*d. Only two 
fives have appeared, both thrown 
by your partner fairly early in the 
play. Both got by safely, of course. 
No eights or tens have appeared 
at any lime. The last three dis- 

! cards of the player at your left 
have been two sevens and a deuce,

| in that order. No other sevens 
| have appeared at any time.

What do you discard’’
Crawford knew that the ace was 

very unsafe. That had to be ruled 
out, since there were five aces still 
to be accounted for. His partner 
would have thrown aces if they 
seemed at all safe, so it was very 
likely that his partner had no more 
than one ace. That left too many 
aces for the opponents to hold.

The fives were very unsafe also. 
Crawford's partner wasn’t saving 
fives, and his two discards had 
gotten by safely, thus indicating 
that fives were not held at his 
right. It was a near certainty that 
the player at Crawford’s left did 
hold fives.

By elimination, Crawlord knew 
that his discard had to be a ten, 
an eight, or a seven. What was 
safest?

The answer was that the player 
at Crawford’s left simply had to 
have another pair of sevens still in 
his hand. He couldn’t have discard­
ed at that late stage from fewer 
than four of • kind. The correct 
play, therefore, was to toss a men­
tal coin in choosing between a 
ten and an eight.

As it happened, either the ten or 
the eight would have been safe. A 
seven was not.

Complainants will be advised in writing of the day and hour when their 
protests will be considered by the Board of Revision, appointed by the Council. 
They may then oppear in support of their protest or be represented.

Owing to the change in the mode of valuation this year, no notice will be 
sent to property owners advising them of a raise in their valuation.

Toronto. Oct. 12. — (CP) — 
Canada s second-largest city, pol­
ished and beflagged. today waited 
in happy expectation for the ar­
rival by Princess Elizabeth and the 
Duke of Edinburgh.

A tour ot the downtown section 
early today revealed flag, banners 
and’ bunting flying from almost 
every building, flags and special 
Royal visit displays in the shop 
windows, ied-white-and-blue pen­
nants on the lamp posts and flood­
lighting set up to outline the tall 
buildings.

On the eve of the visit, the city 
took on something of a night-be- 
fore-Christmas atmosphere.

Reparations were made to close 
a section of the downtown area 
nine blocks by three blocks to all 
vehicular traffic for the latter part 
of the afternoon.

Most citizens count on glipsing 
the Royal couple during tomor- 
row'’s activities, as, apart from the 
drive into the heart of the city, 
tonight’s program will afford little 
opportunity for Torontonians to 
see the visitors.

After the civic reception, the 
Royal couple will leave city hall

Says Draft Horse 
To Make Comeback

Regina. — Some people may 
think the horse has had its day 
—except for racing and butcher 
shops—but not Hardy Salter of 
Calgary.

A breeder of percherons, a 
heavy draft type, Salter says he'd 
“just as soon eat my brother or 
my relatives as eat horse meat.”

“A horse is a man’s friend,” he 
says. *

And he thinks people who be­
lieve the draft horse is headed for 
extinction via meat-packing plants 
are badly off the trail. Ordinary 
draft horses, well-broken to har­
ness, brought good prices at horse 
sales this spring—so good that 
horse-packing plants had to raise 
their prices.

Sales at Stettler and Lacombe, 
Alta.,—usually the biggest in the 
west—were cancelled for lack of 
animals.

Mr. Sailer said work horses are 
i coming into demand. The Maritime 
provinces have banned the use of

caterpillar tractors in tree-cutting 
because the machines crush young 
trees. '

“A horse can get in and out 
between the trees without break­
ing them down,” Salter says.

He doesn’t think the horse will 
regain its old place on the prair­
ies as the main source of power. 
But he says there is a use on 
every farm for three horses—a 
draft team and a dual-purpose

horse for riding and winter driv­
ing. Horses can do innumerable 
farm chores much cheaper than 
tractors.

Mr. Salter admits interest in 
heavy horses has dropped, but he 
says he doesn't like the suggestion 
of some cattle breeders that prize 
money for horse classes at Prairie 
fairs be turned over to cattle 
classes.

Rtbs To Be Strictly 
Enforced, Says Voss

Montreal,- Oct. 12. — ((P) — Carl 
Voss, referee-in-chief of the Na­
tional Hockey League, said in a 
statement yesterday that rule vio­
lations will be strictly enforced. 
The edict stems from action of the 
Board of Governors.

Voss made no comment, but 
hockey observers recalled that dur­
ing the Stanley Cup playoffs last 
spring there appeared to be a mini 
mum of rule violations and an ac­
companying maximum of first-class 
hockey.
