buy the pet they have been

wanting or the children have |
been coaxing for since Santa |

missed the signal. Puppies
have a habit of being born about
this season, which makes it very
handy, as no one who has any
experience with training dogs
wants to go through the puppy
stage in the winter time.

The age most puppies are
taken away from the mother is
six weeks but it is wise to allow
a few more weeks at home if
this is possible, especially with
the smaller breeds. The mother
helps to train her brood for one
thing, and she also gives them
her immunity to such discases
as hepatitis and distemper. The
shots which protect your pet for
life are given at three months
when the animal is beltter able
to take the treatment.

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This is the season of the year
when citrus fruits are at their
best and for those of us who
have families or husbands who
love good old fashioned home
made marmalade, it is well
worth the small amount of time
and trouble it takes to make a
supply to last till this time next
yvear. For one thing we are not
inundated with our local crops
of fruits and vegetables, and for
another the whole operation is
finished inside of forty eight
hours, with only a few hours of
actual work.

I ¢hoose the large juicy Jaffa
oranges from lsrael for my mar-
malade, but those who prefer a
bitter taste can substitute the

Spanish Seville in part or in
whole. The California orange is
better suited than the juice

orange of Florida, as for this
purpese we need both pulp and
rind.

The Ingredients:

For twelve large Jaffa oranges,
use ten pounds of sugar and three
quarts of waler in a large en-
amelled pol.

The Method:

Pour the water in the pot and
drop into it the oranges as you
serub them with a
brush under running cold water.
Heat to boiling point turn down
the heat to a good simmer and
cover. After about two hours
perhaps a little longer, (the
fruit should not be too soft, so
check now and then), remove
from the stove and cool very
slightly with the lid off. Leave
in a cool place, room tempara-
ture is fine, with a cloth under
the cover, all night. tIf an ena-
mel pot is not available and
you boil the fruit in aluminum
