Rent control end
good step forward
THE Examiner congratu-

lates City Council on its
recent move to end rental
controls in Westmount. With
the numerous To Let signs
up all over the island and ter-
mination of the wartime
emergency which gave rise
to the need for the controls,
the onus should now be
placed upon the Province to
decide upon their continua-
tion.

Only three island munici-
palities thus far have applied
for removal of controls,
Hampstead, Mount Royal and
Ville St. Michel. Only the ap-
plication of Ville St. Michel
was refused. Numerous other
Quebec municipalities no
longer have rent controls
though not every applica-
tion for their removal has
been granted.

This history shows that re-
moval of rent controls is
not a cut and dried mat-
ter. The tenants will re-
ceive consideration as in the
past. Where removal of con-
trols has been granted, effec-
tive dates are customarily
set at the next succeeding
April 30.

It is not known how many
of the approximately 3,500
rental units in Westmount
fall under controls. Many of
those built before 1951 and
therefore originally under
the act have been removed
from controls by since fall-
ing within one or more of the
numerous exceptions to the
law.

The number is probably
relatively small. Indicative
of this perhaps is the closing
of the Westmount Rental
Controls Office last month
and transferral of its func-
tions to the Montreal office.
Also, announcement of the
City’s application for remov-
al of controls resulted in
only one phone call to the
general manager inquiring
when controls would be re-
moved.

McAdam of Weredale Housesure
living in Westmount helps boys

“Mrs. Craig and | are no differentfrom most parents whe move te Westmount,
We wanted to give our boys the advantages that go with living in a mice neighborhood.”
Thus Vernon F. McAdam, secretary manager of the Weredale House, home for boys, ex-
plained the decision to move from Mountain street eut te 6 Weredale Park back in

Born in St. Geerge, New Brunswick to the former Ellen Johnston, daughter of
a square rigger captain, and David McAdam on July 31, 1899, Vermon’s earliest memo-
ries are of Hillsboro, New Brunswick, a little town mear Moncton, where his father
was in business as a granite cutter — “mostly tombstones”. The family moved from
Hillshoro to Amherst, Nova Scotia, a larger community where it was hoped there
would be a greater demand for tombstones.

Said McAdam, “1 will
never forget the first day
we moved te Amherst as

that is the day ” met the

man whe get me interested
im werking with boys. 1 was

12 years old. When we ar-

rived I wandered ever te
the school playground. Am
athletic field meet was going
on.”

‘I had never lived where
there were any cempetitive

sports and 1 saw kids doing
things 1 had never done be-
fore or seen done. Anyone

could enter and 1 did.”
“I got top honors for the

day. As a result, 1 was intro-

duced to the community re-

ereation director, John Brad-

ford. Later on, Mr. Bradford
became community secretary

of the YMCA for Montreal.”
‘Anyway, I became friendly

with Mr. and Mrs. Bradford.
It was they who inspired me
to want to work with boys. Of
course, it wasn't right that very
first day that 1 made up my
mind, but it couldn't have been

long after.”
1 know that when I was 14

or 15 an uncle of mine asked
me what my ambitions were as

to a future career and 1 told

him 1 wanted to do youth

work. 1 have never wanted to
do anything else.”

“In those days the only way

to train for this field was to
study for the ministry. I never
got a chance to do that.”

“My father and my broth-

er both became ill when |

was 16 and 1 had to quit

school at the end of the

tenth grade to help out. My
father never recovered.”

“My first job was in a
piano factory. I was a piano
chipper and tuner for three

or four months. That was

in Amherst.”

“Then 1 got a chance to

Join the professional scout-
ing staff in Halifax. When
1 was 15 I had taken the

scoutmaster training course

there. Also, 1 am sure it

helped that 1 could play a

cornet as the man in charge

of scouting for the prov-

ince, Reverence J. J. Sidey,

was also in charge of a band
teuring the prevince in the
interest of scouting at the

time.”

“The first two months on
the ‘professional scouting
staff 1 spent om tour with

the band playing the cer-

net. Then I continued on as

a scoutmaster for about nine

months working out of Hali-
fax.”
“One of the biggest difficul-

ties in getting Scout troops

started, particularly in outly-
ing areas is the shortage of
persons qualified to serve as

scoutmasters. That is what !

would do. 1 would go out and
conduct meetings and get
Scout troops started.”

“The scheme was the Rev-
erend Sidey's and 1 think his
ideas were too advanced for
conditions then. Anyway, 1

could see the handwriting on
the wall.”

“lI wrote to Bradford in
Montreal asking him if he
knew of any openings in youth
work in Montreal. He wired
back asking me if 1 would ac-
cept an opening as assistant

superintendent in a boys
home. 1 accepted and landed
here at the Boys Home of
Montreal, May 1, 1017, It was
on Mountain street then.”

“Being here in Montreal

gave me the chance to take
further training. There was a
course just being organized

jointly by the YMCA and the

theological colleges, which was
the forerunner to the. present
McGill School of Social Work.
! had time to take courses for
three years until 1 got to be
secretary-manager on January
20, 1920.”

“Yes, 1 know I was young

but we had Mrs. Craig, that’s
Myra Craig. She came here
im 1918 as a velunteer nurse

te help during the flu epi-
demic. She nursed the boys

all day and .] nursed them
all might. We didn't lose a
single boy. Mrs. Craig has
been the one who has made
this place what it is. What
boys need is a mother and
that is what she has been te
them.”

“When her husband came
back from overseas I per-
suaded Mrs. Craig to come in
as lady superintendent. She
has done most of the work on
the inside. I have worked on
the outside. You know she used
to be a professional singer in
Scotland.”

“She took the McGill School
of Social Work course during
the 20s. Her 18-year-old son

died of diptheria a month be-
fore she came here, right after
her husband got back from
overseas. I think that tragedy
helped her make up her mind
to come here permanently. The

boys here needed her and she
needed them.”

‘But that was later. In 1918,

the year after 1 got here, we
established the first camp for
underprivileged boys in Can-
ada. I was sent up to develop

the camp. It was at St. Mar-
garet's and was called Camp

Boy. Yes, that was a very good
name.”

“Just then we were trying
to interest Rotary in boys’
work. After we gave Camp

Boy to the Montreal Boys’

Association in 1934 we found

we still needed a camp for
just our boys alone.

1 joined
the Montreal Rotary in 1924,
1 was president in 1958-59.

“When I first came here

home for homeless but not
delinquent boys to building
the Boys Farm and Train-

“This was originally a
working boys’ home. Then
the boys went to war. When
I look ever the home was
$20,000 in debt. 1 interested
the Rotary in wiping out the
overdraft. In 1929 they rais-

now.”
“It is interesting to realize

that the concept of Rotary as
a service’ club came about

through Rotarians becoming

interested in boys’ work. C. J.
Atkinson, executive director of
the Boys Clubs of America,

interested the New York Rot-
ary in boys work. They branch-

ed out from that and other
clubs followed suit. He coined
the word, ‘underprivileged.’

“] have continued my in-
terest in boys’ clubs. 1 am exe-
cutive director of the Boys

Clubs of Canada and founded
the boys’ club movement here

in Canada.

“Our connection with the
boys’ clubs in 1920 inspired
me, when ! became secretary-

manager in 1920, to participate
in Boys Clubs International
conventions.”

“In 1924 I was asked to be-
come secretary for Canada

which gave me an opportunity

to establish boys clubs any-
where in Canada.”

“Boys Club International
became Boys Clubs of America
in 1929. Things international
were not too popular in the

United States just at that time.
Then too we organized the
Boys Clubs Federation of Can-
ada. This was at the same time
Boys Clubs of Great Britain
came into being.”
‘You can see that I have had

two or three jobs ever since
1920. In 1947 we got the Boys

Clubs of Canada established
on a firm basis with proper
finances and offices. Before
that I had carried the work at
my own expense. Now, we

have 84 boys clubs in 43 Can-

adian communities from coast

to coast.”
“The national office is in

the new section of Weredale
House at the other end of the
building. We have regional of-
fices in Toronto and Vancou-

ver.”

“When 1 said 1 have had
two or three jobs ever since

1920 the third job I was

thinking of was as executive

director of the boys farm
and training school at Shaw-
bridge during World War IL.

Their director was overseas

with the armed forces se 1}

took it on as a parttime job

from 1942-1946.”
“1 raised and spent $400.-

000 modernizing their facili-
ties, both their buildings and
their program. 1 wrote the
administrative policy for the
farm which they are using

now. They had 230 boys in
residence there. Between the
three jobs 1 almost killed
myself from overwork.”

“I never could have done
all the extra work without
assistants who stay with me
a long time. My assistant,
George Brugman, has been

with me for 25 years.”
“My former camp assistant,

W. O. Searle, camein as a phy-
sical director and was camp di-
rector for 22 years.”

Sex offenders make up three

per cent of Canada’s law break-

ers. The offender is usually
referred to as a deviate, “one

whose sexual drive, the object

of his desire, or way of expres-

sing his desire is considered by

his social group to be abnor-

mal’
There are three main types

of sex deviate, the homosexual,
the pedophiliac (attracted to

children). and the exhibitionist.

Other deviations — such as

voyeurism (peeping tom), fet-

ishism (gaining stimulation

 
from such objects as fur or

silk), sadism (inflicting pain
for satisfaction), masochism
(enduring pain for satisfaction),
and bestiality — occure less fre-

quently.
Women, usually the submis-

sive partner in the sex role, are
seldom guilty of criminal sexual

aggression, and, apart from

prostitutes, rarely come into

contact with the law for sex

offenscs.

Sex offenders, male or female

are usually people unable to ac-

count for their own faults. Most

are unhappy, and relectant to

accept the pattern of their own

behaviour.

“Our boys don't go out of
here as problems. We fail to
adjust only about 39% of the
boys who come to us. The ones

who just can't adjust we send
to Shawbridge where they can
get more specialized treat-

ment.”

“We look back now and

many of the boys we didn't
think at the time that we were
particularly successful with,
have turned out to be very suc-*,
cesful citizens. They are very

few who don’t adjust. Our plan
is to make it easy for them to
adjust.”

“The boys who come here
are not only from broken
homes. They are problem boys,
in some instances as a result
of broken homes. There is a
heavy penalty paid by young-
sters for the breakup of the
family beyond their control.”

“No, we are not connected

with the Children’s Service

Center. Many of our boys
come through them, however,

and we maintain a very close
liaison with them. We gave

them the land on which they
built.”

the British Empire. One large
firm who used to handle stamps
of almost every country, is now

specializing in British Empire. |
naturally asked what had made
them change so drastically and |
was told that they had come to
regard British Empire issues as
something solid and something
that could not be turned into a

racket.

There are of course, dealers
who seize upon a new issue of

some foreign country or another

and by intense advertising rua
prices up for a while at the ex-
pease usually, of the young col-
lector. This is impossible with the
British Empire issues — the
quantity available is just not
there. But there are a great many
good dealers in the United States.

I was considerably impressed

with the attitude of most dealers

towards Canadian issues, and |

can only repeat my advice to you.
the stamp collector. If you have

not already started to collect

Canada, do so without delay and

make it a mint collection. | also
recommend the use of Showgard

mounts which not only protect

your stamps but greatly enhance

their appearance.

When | was teaching I used to
set an examination and give it to
the students at the last lecture
and tell them to take it home, use
any books they wanted, and bring
back the answers in three weeks.
They did not like it because it
made them work too hard. An-
other way is to complete the
course and then tell the students
to set the exam. Students do not
like that either; it calls for too
much imagination.

I am going to ask the High
School graduating class of this
year a question like this. You have
been critical of the course
you have been given; how would
you draw up a course of study so
that it would do two things for

you (1) Keep up your interest;
(2) provide the knowledge and
technique and general background
which will enable you to be a
good citizen? What would you
leave out of your course? Eng-
lish? Well, if you leave out Eng-
lish you ignore the most impor-
tant thing that comes to you out
of the past and also the ability to
write a report of your work.

Would you leave out French? You
rob yourself of the ability to con-
verse with 45 per cent of your    Sabbath Eve Worship. Physicians , fellow citizens; further, you lose
the opening to very important
jobs.

Would you leave out History?
If you do you will never learn
how people have reacted in the
past to certain circumstances and

you will probably make their mis-
takes all over again. If you leave

out History you will be like the
Christmas tree planted on Trin-
ity Memorial grounds last Decem-
ber. It was like a tree but it had
no root, and in the Spring it dried
up. Perhaps you would leave out
Mathematics and Science, but you
would have great trouble getting
and holding a job in an office
or a factory; you would not be
able to hold your own in an
argument.

If you are critical of the course
of study what would you add to
it? Music and Art? They have
been added for the benefit of
those who want them, and it
would be well if everyone made
use of the privilege. Would you
add more basketball and foot-
ball? It would be well if every
student had his place in one
sport for the development of co-
ordinated muscles, and general
fitness, but greater emphasis
probably would not produce bet-
ter citizenship.

Frankly I do not think our
curriculum is far out of line. It
has been carefully designed to
meet the greatest need of the
greatest number. If I were asked
as a student for my criticism I
should say that we need two
things: a better course in Eng-
lish Grammer, and a better real-
ization of the fact that this uni-

verse is not an accident but God's
plan for us. In that way I should
bring into the course a co-ordin-
ating philosophy, and the means

to express it.

 

Hospital waiting lists increase
The advent of Hospitalization

Insurance January 1, 1961 is re-

sponsible for the mounting waiting

lists of patients at the Jewish
General Hospital, it was disclosed

in executive director, Samuel S.

Cohen's report at the 27th Annual
Meeting of the Hospital.

“While we operated at close to

capacity throughout the year, the

demand was such that non-urgent

and elective cases waited from two

to three months for admission,”

commented Mr. Cohen.

The situation was ‘‘aggravated’’
by the establishment of the Hos-
pitalization Insurance, he said, and

for the first four months of 1961
patients remained an average of

one day longer in hospital.

Admissions increased in 1960 by

20 percent and rose to 10,562
which represents an increase of

1,747 over the previous year. Pa-

tient days totalled 108,154 as com-
pared with 93,218 for 1959.
Private admissions totalled 1,761,

semi-private 6,209 and public 2,592.

Religious distribution remained re-
latively the same with 67 percent
Hebrew, 17 percent Roman Cath-

olic. 12 percent Protestant,

percent other religious.

There were 1,667 infants born in
the hospital, an increase of 153

over the last year. Average daily

occupancy rose to 296 from 255 for

the previous year. The maximum
census of patients on any one day
was 344 and the minimum 221. Out-

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Cardinal Leger opens
first Czech mission
house in Canada here

Archbishop Josef Beranof
Czechoslovakia was honored

last night on the anniversary

of his fifty years in the
Church at the dedication of

the Archbishop Beran’s Cul-
tural Centre, held at the

Czech Mission House located

‘on West Broadway below So-

merled in N.D.G. Perform-

ing the ceremony was his
Eminence Paul-Emile Cardi-

nal Leger, DD.

Archbiship Beran was not pre-
sent at the ceremonies. For the
past 11 years his residence has
been unknown, for he is a politi-
cal prisoner in Czechoslovakia. In
speaking of him, Cardinal Leger
related that he believed himself
to be the last bishop to have met
Archbishop Beran before his im-
prisonment.

“It Was in Rome in 1950. 1
asked him if he was returning
te his country soon. He re-

plied, ‘1 am not returning to
my counrty: I am returning te

Hell!” The Cardinal continued,

“He knew then what the lead-

ers of that country would do
te him, but he had to return

for the sake of his people!”
Speaking to an audience made

up of many members of the Czech
community, he warned them to
keep their culture and to teach
it to their children. He cautioned
against becoming to materialistic
and told them to stay close to
thelr pastors. “Teach your child-
ren to keep something of the
Czech spirit,” he advised.
Examples of the Czech culture

were given as the Czech Mixed
Choir, conducted by Dr. Frank
Stein, sang the rousing “Czech
Song” by Bedrich Smetana. Sev-
eral younger members of the
community recited Czech poetry
and sang Czech songs.
