1t i3 in no invidious apirit of pharisaical zeli-
gratulation that we invite the attention of our
readers to this incontrovertible evidence of de-
generacy in the upper or educated classes of the
United States. ©n the gontrary, it is with un-
mingled regret we witness so disgraceful and
degrading & state of things, which thoughtless
snd inconsiderato reasoners may, with too much
sappearance of truth, attribute to the demo-
eratical inatitutions under which they exist, It
would undoubtedly be a sad day for the causeof
human freedom and civilization, that on which
the ropublican eystem of the Unifed States
proved a failore ; at the same time, it should be
borne in mind that that system, so far az the
fonthern slaveholding States are concerned—
and it is to these States alons the cowardly ruf-
fianism of Washington can be traced—,eo far
{rom being based upon the democratic principle
of gelf-government, it is a pure and nnmixed oli-
garchy of the very worst character. It would
be altogether upjust to make the free, demo-
oratic Btates of the Union, in which the rights of
person and property are as effectually main-
tained aa in Bngland or in Oansads, directly re-
sponsible for the lawless, and thoroughly

DEODANDS.

To the Editor of the MoxtneAl HesAnn.

Siz,—In & lafe number of your journal vou
commented, with great propriety, upon the ille~
gality of the award of the late Coroner's Jury,
upon the inquest, held at Longuaeuil, by imposing
the Deodand, which has beea the aubiect of
general comment. You, moreover, very propec-
1y remarked, that in Bngland the Deodand bad
heen abolished. This was dene by the 8th and
10th vie., ch, 63, passed Auvgusi 15th, 1846, to
take effect from ond afler tha 1st of Saptember,
1846, It may be as well 1o give it at full
length :—

** Wihereas the law respectiag the torfeiture of
“ chattels which have moved to, or caused the
“ death of man, and respecting Deodendsz, i3
unreasonable and inconvenien!. Be it enacied
by the Queen's Most Bxcellent Majesty, by and
“with the advice and consent of tho Lordas,
f¢ppiritual and temporel, and Oowmmons, in this
“ present Parlinment sszembled, and by ihe
* anthority of the same, that from and after the
‘“firgt day of September, one thoussnd eight
“hundred and forty-sis, thers shall be no foplei-
“ture of any chattel for, or in reapoct of, the
* same having moved to, or cauged the death of
‘““man; and no Coroner's Jury sworn to inquire
‘* upon the sight of any dead body, how the de-
“ censed came by his death, shall find suy forfei-
“ture of any chattel which may have moved to,
‘“or caused the death of the deceased, or any
“PDeodand whatsoever. Aud it shell not be
‘ neceseary, in any indictment or inguisition fo¥
‘* homicide, to allege the value of the instru-
“ ment which caused the deatll of the deceased,
“ or to sllege that the same was of no value.”

With refertnca 1o forfeiturss whers death en-
eued from mesns criminal, for which the guilty
party mey be tried, they have bean aholished by
agction 17 of our Provincial Act, 4 and 5 vic,
oh, 24, - \

The mistake committed by the Coroner and
bis Jury, has been this: They have confounded
the Degdand, which in England never took effeet,
except whero the death occured by mischance,
and then the thing moving to, or causing the
death became m Deodand, with the forfeiture,
operaling against the party criminslly reaponsi-
ble. What seems fo me v bo incontrovertible
(Mr, Parsonsg to the conirary, notwithstandiog)
ig, that the Juory have renccred their verdiet
more absurd Ly agsnmiog thas tho Deodand was
a8 means in the digerstion and power of the
Jury to exercize, for the ponishment of crimi
nality ; they sey, if I recollectright, that fo mark
the sense of disapprobualion, &c., they impose the
Deodand, wherens the Deodund always was the
operation of law, so long ns that law exzisted,
and not the regult of the ex::ciss of an arbitrary
will on the part of the Jury. If there be erimi-
nality, i is something new for & Coroner’s Jury
to condemn and pnnisk, without the form of a
trial ; I always thought that they were bound to
find facty, and leave the law to take its course,

Hirougock v# MErgs —Motion to-quash & writ
of capus ad respondendum, issued according to
the provisions of the 12 Vie. cap. 88, by the
Clerk of the Oircuit Court. The motion is made
0B aceount of irregalarity of form in the writ,
which i3 headed “Saperior Court,” but is signed
by tha Clerk of the Circuit Qourt, and sealed
with the Qircait Qourt Seal.—The writ dirsota
the body of the prizoner to be taken befors the
Superior Conrt.—The question arises wheiher is
the wrig to be considered to have been issued out
of the Qircuit Qourt or the Superior Court, and
out of which Coart iy onght to have issned, The
seal and signatare point it ous as having isaued
trom the Circuit Court, whereas we are disposed
to think that altoough the Olerk of the OCircuit
Uourt has authority specially vested in him to
egue the wiit, the proceedings essentizlly be-
lon to the Superior Oourt.—Tho 32nd section
of the before mentioned act confers upon the
Saperior Coart authority in the matter of writs
of capias, the 47th section debars the Circait
Court from the eognizancs of any ¢sse in which
& writ of capies muy issue, while the 73rd sec-
sion confers upon the Olerk of the Circnit Coart
he powers of the Prothonotary of the Superior
Uourt in the issuing of writs of capias, allowing
bim to receive affidavita and to lissne the writ,
but requiring it to be mede returnable in the
Superior, Court, 8o that the character of the writ
belongs exclugively to the Superior Coart, altho’
from motives of convenience the Olerx of the
Oircuit Court i3 anthorised to assume the fune-
tions of the Prothonotary in sending out the
writ, The writ, therefore, should belong to the
Superior Court, while the form of the one in
question makes it & process of the Cireuit Conrt.

ia to the effect that the coals were destroyed by
heat, and withogt fire.—The mere fact of spon-
taneous combustion heving cansed thefice, would
not free Defendants; for it does not mattsr whe-
ther the fire is generated within the coal itaeif; or
communicated from a foreign sonres 8s long as
the operation of fire in elenrly discernible.—The
weight of evidence in this caze, we think, estab-
lishes the presence and action of positive fire, as
well as great heat in the cosls themselves.—~The
gecond exception sets forth that new coal, other
than thet expressly mentioned in the Policy, had
been brought in, and that Defendants are
not lirble for the destrauction of thisi~But
it iz a well known principle of Inaurapce
ihat & policy like the one in question on a stock
of goods, is fixed, and coverg &ny goods to the
amount of the policy and of the kind insured
which are destroyed in the place specified. Were
it otherwige, no trader wounld be secured sgaingt
logs, since the articles of his trade are being con.
stantly disposed of and replaced by others of the
same nature, though not identically the same,
In thiz instance it is proved that most of the coal
destroyed was in the yard of the plaintiff at the
time of the execution of the policy, though not af
the time of insuring, The third exception al-
leges that the coal was destroyed by spoatanecus
combustion, caused by the coal having been
piled to an 1mproper height. To escape liability
on s ground hike this, either gross negligence or
frand must be shown. Mere impradenco wonld
not be gufficient. Some of the witnesses say that
this coal was not piled higher than they pile
their own, gome: say they pile their own much
higher, and only one galis 1be height of this im-
prudent. Batin the absence of fraud or gross
carelessness the defendants nre bound by tbeir
policy.

Dening, but having been diswasted and
eaffered other injuries, had put into Pernambuco
for repairs.

1ster of War, Jerez, probubly anticipating the re-
salt of the popular vots, left town on the 12th,
and shortly afterwarda raised the standard of re-
volation at Ohinendago. At the head of a small
force of natives, Rivas proceeded to Leon, and
ordered the Americans to evacnate the city, The
order was obeyed, and Rivas took possession,
with one hundred and twenty men. Most of
the members of the former cabinet adhered to
Walker, who had proclaimed the Rivas party
traitors. We have commented in our editorial
colnmne upon this startliag intelligance.

He knew the nsage of the Court, but he
preferred to withhold from thie (ueen and her
augost company the compliment which every
gentlemen would have rendered. Qur American
cousing must really learn the good old proverb
abont *‘doing at Rome as they do at Rome,” and,

of all liberty or license of dress or undress, they
must, when they visit these communities, either
disguise themselves and their republican preju-
dices in decent attire on occasions of State
golemnity, or forego the greatest delight on
which & true republican can fepst hiz eager eves
the sight of a iive Queen on her throne.

An unpleasant little secident bappened in ile
circle of the Court on Wednesday—an accident
not the less lamentable because it is laughable.
A gentleman entered the palace yesterday, for
the purpose of being prosented to the Queen;
but his costume did notconfirm to those exceed-
ingly simple regulations which anybody csn
observe, and thers were some otherirregularities
in the case. The gentleman was an American ;
there has been every disposition to put a liberal
construction upon the requirements of the Court
when Americans have been in question, since it
has been felt that the natives of the trangatiantic
Republic have been placed under some difficul-
tieg by ceriain rules which their Government has
thought fit to adopt; and any irregularify that
did not force itself upon the notice would be
paseed over. But there were certain traits in
the costume of the American gentleman who
was the hero of Wednesday's adventure which
were gomewhat too obvious to he overlooked.
The frock coat might possibly be what it was
represented to be, the uniform of some office in
America, though it was not known to the autho-
rities at St, James' Palace. The eye of criticism
might algo glide lightly over other portions of
the gentleman’s dress. But the yellow vest
would not saffer the eye to pass it, and the black
neck tie was of a kind to challenge attention
where the regulation requires white neck-cloths.
It was absolutely necessary, therefore, 'that the
masgter of the ceremonies should inform the gen-
tleman who then presented himself that he had
not yet completed his toilef in & manner to con-
form to the runles for his admission. All who
know the master of the ceremonies will presume,
and will presnume correctly; that this intimation
was made with the utmost considerateness and
courtesy. It appeared, however, to give much
offence, which manifested itself in the indig-
nant tone of his veice, the more remsrkable
from the subdued tones which sre custom-
ary in that region. It is not for us to pry into
the resources of tbe carpet-bag; but any one
would imagine that a retirement of fifteen
minutes might have enabled the visitor to amend
hiz costume. The Republican, however, took
fire ; he would not give way ; he claimed admis-
sion in his “uniform” as a right, and when that
right ‘was not acknowledged he inflicted upon
St. James’ the penalty of his retirement,

So far the Mmatter was a trifle. Persons have
before attempted to force their way into the pal-
ace in costume not permitted by the regulations,
and they have been prevenfed. HEnglishmen
have been guilty of foolery as well a3 Americans.
‘When men are obstructed ‘in their right to do
something very gilly, they are always propor-
tionately angry ; ond if a little loudness eman-
ated from the annoyed gentleman, it was neither
wonderful, nor unprecedented, nor to he remem-
bered beyond the moment.

The most unforfunate paré of the matter is,
that the American minister identified himsgelf
with the ridiculous obtrusion on the part of his
conntryman. ‘We can well nnderstand Mr-
Dallag’ difficulty. FEvery American in office is
open to the claims of any ** citizen” that chooges
to obtruce himself; and men who have not firm
nerves sometimes give way before the assertion
of these claims. By some unaccountable over-
sight, which we, of course, are not:able to ex-
plain, thiscitizen had been suffered to accompany
Mr. Dallas to St. James' Palace in a costume
which any diplomatic person must have known
to be inadmissable, Mr. Dallas and the excluded
gentleman stood together in the ante-room;
there was, 2313 nsual on such occasions, some
kind of discussion; the minister no doubt felt
vexed, displeased, sorry that the thing should
have bappened ; in the flurry he no doubt lost
his self-possession for & moment, and instead of
bidding his companion good-bye, with a_ hint to
dresa better next time, Mr. Dallag must unluckily
choge the course of taking: his own departure
with his retiring countryman.

It is not for 8 to point out to the American
Minister the duties of his office towards Ameri-
cans. The master of the ceremonies maintained
the regulations yesterdsy, and there, we con-
ceive, the matter ends, so i’ar we are concerned.
It did happen, however, that Mr. Dallas had a
specific duty to perform that day. The name of
a distinguished American gentlemen bad in due
course been submitted to the Lord Chamberlain
for presentation to Her Majesty; and we pre~
sume that that gentleman was ready to be pre-
sented. We aro quite sure that Mr. Dallas could
not intend any disrespect to Her Mesjeaty in ab-
genting himself at sn hour when he had given
reason 0 expect his presence; any consequence
of that kind must have been forgotten by the
honorable gentleman in the hurry of the moment ;
but his daty to his countryman unquestionably
remained unperformed. An American gentle-
man was in attendance ; he had every right to
attention, and we are only saying what is a mat-
ter of course when wo say that gentleman the
highest in the land would feel pleasure in show=
ing the courtesy which awaited him; but the
Minister who should have presented him was not
at his post.

ACCIDENT TO THE PRINCESS ROYAL,

We ara sorry to hear that the Princess Royal
bas gustained some injury from su* accident
which occurred fo her Royal Highness on Tneg-
day lagt. The Princess was engaged about mid-
day in herbondoir, and was in the act of lighting
a wax taper when a spark iguoited the slesve of a
gauze dress worn by ber Royal Highness, The
fiame spread rapidly, and in an instant the whole
sleave from the wrist to the shoulder was in a
blaze. Her Royal Highness manifested remark-
able presence of mind under the trying circum-
stances, and sneceeded in extinguishing the
flames before they had communicated with the
body of the dregs, The Princess’s arm was much
burnt, and her Royal Highness has gince been
cqnﬁqed to the Palace, and wag prevented by
this circumetance from accompanying the Queen
to Grosvenor-house laat evening.

PRINCE NAPOLEON.

His Imperial Highness Prince Napoleon and
suite are at present on a tour up Des Side. The
Prince left Leith on Saturday in his yacht tho
Reine Hortense, and landed at Poterhead on
Sunday. He travelled thence by postchaise to
Aberdeen, and proceeded thence to Balmoral and
Braemar, where His Imperial Highoess puraues
some soientific ingniries; he will then honour
the Duke of Atholl with a visit at Blair Atholl,
on hig way to Invernegs, where the yacht isin
waiting 10 receive him, and proceed to Ireland.
The Prince will then make a detour by Norway
and then return to France.

DISASTROUS FIRE AND LOSS OF LIFE.
TogoxTo, July 16,

Messra, Jagues & Hay's large cabinet factory
was this afternoon totslly destroyed ny fire, and
it is feared a numbar of the workmen bave per-
ished in the flames. Abont fifteen were severely
wonuded and bruised. Several escaped by jump-
ing from the third story windows. Four are
known to be missiog, whilat rumor states the
number burned alive are from twelve to twenty;

The
fire commenced at three, P.M., and in & very
short time the whole buildinge wWere one
masg of flames, and contained so much
combustible material that within thirty minates
nothing was left etanding but part of the end
walls ; also, ihe Ontario Erewery adjoining and
soveral dwelling houses, sheds, wharves and
large quantities of valuable timber were congsum-
ed.
