Con­
trary to ttie objects of tl.eir charter, European 
and American institutions locked up a large 
portion of theircapdal inoneor two concerns, 
and then, in endeavoring to recover advances 
met with a greater loss.

TliK MONK Y CUISIS.

Lonuu.v, Nor. 21.—The funds have been very 
steady to-day, and closed at an advance of 4 
per cent.

half a million o! Australian gold being forth­
with taken to the Bank, and also of a consider­
able arrival by the Persia from New kork, nil 
assisted to impart firmness in foreign ex­
changes. This afternoon, rates for Aiuatcidam 
and Hamburg were rather higher, but Paris 
was about the same us by the last post. About 
X'35,000 of gold, and gold coin, was sold 
to llie Bank to-day.

i*hc suspension was announced on Friday of 
J. R. Thomson at Co., a firm largely engaged 
in the Colonial trade, and especially will» the 
Cape of Good Hope. Liabilities supposed to 
amount to from two to thr- hundred thousand 
pounds sterling.

The rate of discount at Hamburg has again 
advanced from 8 3-4 to 9 1-2 per cent. This 
has partly been occasioned by apprehension «>f 
n large failure which it is believed will be 
found to have been averted.
