This
week, we suspect the pressure is on to
get everything ready -- clothes, shoes,
school supplies -- all those things that
start off fresh and new in September,
and before very long, look like
they've well and truly been through
the wars.

- Right now, it’s the parents who
probably feel they’ve been through
the wars, trying to get the kids outfit-
ted without going bankrupt and with-
out too many life-or-death conflicts
about what brand of jeans is in fashion
this year, or which lunch box is just
totally unacceptable among the ele-
mentary school peer group.

Don’t worry, the kids will tell
you. If they were able to remember
schoolwork half as well as a wealth of
consumer detail which their elders
find truly mind-boggling, they’d all be
offered scholarships to top-10 univer-
sities before they reach high school.

But it's just a fact of life: more
than ever, kids are under pressure to
find favor among their schoolmates by
wearing the “right” clothes and having
the “right” things.

A few decades ago, most young-

sters wore school uniforms, and the
pressure to conform was mostly limit-
ed to things like having a new hard-
rubber lacrosse ball, or the latest fash-
ion in hopscotch chains.

The difference is only one of
scale.

One of the blackest moments in
parenthood is the kids’ transition from
the phase when they believe that par-
ents know everything, to the dreaded
moment of the first, “Oh, Mom, you
just don’t understand anything”.

The only comfort is that this
phase too is temporary. It only lasts
about 15 years, so take heart; life can
still be beautiful. Listening (within
reason) to what the kids want is hard
on the pocketbook but easier than the
alternative on adult sanity. With a lit-
tle luck, some compromises may be
reached.

Don’t lose track of the home truth
embodied in a current TV commer-
cial, which shows two thunder-
browed youngsters watching their
ecstatic father make balletic passes
through the office supplies store.
Back-to-school time does bring some
peaceful hours.

Valley people responded
to wildlife group's request

Urban Animal Advocates, a
Montreal based non-profit organiza-
tion of volunteers dedicated to the
care and rehabilitation of wildlife, is
becoming well-known to residents of
the Chateauguay Valley. This year
their wildlife centre has received
many calls concerning cases of
wildlife in distress such as orphaned
skunks in Hemmingford, baby red
squirrels that were separated from
their mother in Lacolle, orphaned
raccoons in Huntingdon, and
orphaned baby birds throughout the
Valley.

Each day Urban Animal
Advocates Wildlife Centre responds
to the needs of orphaned or injured
wildlife. Baby birds are kept at the
centre since many need to be fed
every 20 minutes. Baby squirrels,
skunks, and raccoons are quarantined
for two weeks before they are placed
with trained fosterers. There they
remain until they are ready to be
released into their natural habitats.
Veterinarians vaccinate the mammals
before they are released. Countless
numbers of hours are spent by volun-
teers to ensure that as many animals
as possible have a chance to survive.

Most of the people who call the
centre about orphaned wildlife are
responsible, caring individuals who
have found babies whose mothers
have met with accidental deaths.

Unfortunately there are some peo-
ple who do not act responsible or
humanely, and there are all too many
cases of wildlife mothers being delib-
erately killed because they had the
misfortune of having their babies in
someone’s shed of attic.

UAA for advice, the babies could
have remained with their mothers,
which is obviously the best place for
them to be. Advice would also have
been given about preventing animals
from inhabiting personal dwellings.

One of the biggest mistakes that
people make concerning wildlife is to
assume that wild animals will make
good pets. It is true that baby
skunks, squirrels, and raccoons are
cute, but once they are adults they
will resort to their instinctive wild
behavior - which means they will bite
or spray and make a general mess
around the house.

In addition to being illegal for the
average citizen to keep wildlife cap-
tive, it is also unfair to the animals to
be kept as pets until they become a
nuisance. Wildlife pets cannot sur-
vive on their own when released.

UAA urges anyone who finds
baby wildlife to leave them along if

. the mother is present, and if they are

orphaned, to contact the centre at
369-0963 for advice. -

UAA thanks the readers of Th
Gleaner who have recently responded
to their plea for fosters of orphaned
wildlife. The centre is still in great
need of people willing to foster
orphaned squirrels for a 3 to 6 week
period. Volunteers are also needed to
help out at the centre, which is locat-
ed in Montreal West. Mature stu-
dents who have parental consent
would also be welcome.
