New York, Feb. 21,1 p.m.—The Europa ar­
rived at Boston from Halifax at 12.50 a.m.

New York, Feb. 21.—Steamer Henry Chan- 
cey from Aspinwall, arrived on the 13th. 
Panama dates to Feb. 11th are received. Mas­
quera is endeavouring to put the Panama Bail- 
road on the British market, in an endeavour to 
obtain more than is given by the present com­
pany. Several miners from California have ar­
rived at Panama en route to prospect the gold 
mines at Choco and Barbacoaz, some six miles 
from Tumaco. A real gold region is reported 
just discovered about fifteen miles from Panama 
and 2 miles from the railroad.

Valparaiso dates to January lïth, and Callao 
to 25th, confirm the declaration of war by Peru 
against Spain, but hostilities have not yet 
commenced. The blockade of Caldero had 
been raised, and the Spanish squadron is con­
centrating at Valparaiso. Five or six sailing 
vessels have been burned by the Spaniards.
'The Chilian coast is now open to trade. Several- ff essr 
vessels from Europe have been warned away 
from Valparaiso, and have gone to other ports.
Tii" Pc ruvian squadron has been sent to join 
the (-..Ilian squadron. All Spaniards in Peru 
are given a certain time to register their names, 
failing in which they are treated as spies.

New York, Feb. 21.—The steamer Henry 
Chauncey brings a million and a quarter o 
treasure.

Boston, Feb. 21.—The Cunard steamship 
Hecla from Liverpool on the 6th inst. arrivad 
here to-day.

Pittsburg, Pa., February 21st.—The Fenian 
Congress assembled this morning and approv­
ed yesterday’s proceedings. The Committee 
on Credentials reported the arrival of addition­
al members. The Executive message was read 
and unanimously received. President Koberts 
resigns and recommends Gen. Sweeny to the 
Presidency.

New York, February 21.—Fifteen thousand 
tons of Pittston coal were sold at auction this 
morning by order of the Pennsylvania Coal 
Company. Prices : Chestnut, $6,62| ; Stove,
$7,15 ; Egg, $6,87} ; Grate, $7,00 f3) $7,62} ; 
Steamboat, $7,25 13) $7,87} ; Lump, $7,25 
$7,50.

The Commercial’s Washington telegram says 
that rumours of Cabinet changes prevail, and 
it appears are well founded. Secretary Stan­
ton’s friends say he will not resign, and the 
President’s friends say there must be a new 
Secretary of War.

Assistant-Secretary Chandler’s account of the 
results of his investigation of official corruptions 
in the South will startle the country. The 
frauds are most comprehensive, and involve 
military as well as civil officials. Within the 
last year the Government has been swindled 
out of more than a hundred millions of dollars 
A special committee of investigation will be 
instituted that will unravel a complicated sys­
tem of rascality.

Files of Valparaiso and Santiago papers have 
been received here up to the 16th of January.
The news of the rumoured mediation of France 
and England in the Spanish Chilian war has 
not been regarded with mnch favour in Chili, 
nor is it deemed of great importance. It is 
not expected that Spain will voluntarily re­
linquish her pretensions. There is a diplomatic 
quarrel between Chili and Uraguay. An en­
gagement had taken place at Calderilla be­
tween a part of the blockading force and the 
Chilian garrison there. The assailants were 
repulsed.

able to tire society in which we live, and rnea 
sures remedial, which are applicable merely 
to individuals who are attacked by disease'— 
as because in this country we have no consid­
erable class of men acquainted with the natu­
ral sciences, especially with chemistry, except 
those who have been trained to the practice of 
medicine and surgery as the business of their 
lives. We have to go among the doctors, be­
cause no where else can we find what wre 
want. Yet it by no means follows that the 
best family doctor, or the best Hospital Sur­
geon, shall be the best guardian of the sani­
tary condition of the city. There are many 
qualities—some manual, some intellectual, 
some moral, which are required for successful 
altendance on the sick, or fortunate operations 
on the disabled, but which Irave no place 
among those most requisite for a health oin- 
cer ; and there are characteristics absolutely 
demanded in the health officer which would 
rarely come into play in the ordinary practice 
of a medical man. A perfect knowledge of 
chemistry and some idea of hydrostatics and 
mechanics, seem to be tire leading scientific 
acquirements likely to be in demand from a 
health officer, to which he should add, how­
ever, a sound and extensive, knowledge of the' 
most modern and perfect modes of manufac­
turing. The first kind of knowledge is re­
quisite in order that he should be able to de­
tect and appreciate the various sources of 
danger to the public health from the vitiation 
of air or water, or provisions, arising either 
from natural or artificial causes ; and that he 
should be able to suggest remedies adapted to 
the circumstances. The other kind of know­
ledge will be demanded with greater and 
greater frequency every year, because there 
are many of the processes used rn the 
arts which are exceedingly deleterious and 
dangerous, but which may be made both inno­
cuous and safe. The handling, compounding, or 
even storing of explosive and highly combusti 
compounds ought to be regulated by law, 
and yet so regulated as not needlessly to drive 
from tire city those who practice the trades in 
which those things are required. The same 
thing is true of manufactures, from which 
there is any offensive residuum, liquid or 
solid, which must be got nd of, and in the 
case of liquids is often got rid of through 
drains, which at their outlet communicate 
with rivers and poison, first the "water, and 
then the air. There are other processes in 
which very offensive materials are used, 
and which in the course of manufac 
lacture throw off an offensive and dan. 
gerous vapour or smoke, and thus en­
danger health, and even when they do 
not do so, lower the value of property all 
round them.. In all these cases tire health 
officer should not only know what is wrong; 
but how to set the wrong right—he should be 
able to say on the one hand, that there is no 
known method by which the process can be 
carried on without annoyance or danger to 
the neighbourhood, and it must, therefore, not 
be allowed to be employed at all in the centre 
of a population; or on the other hand, 
that this manufacture, as usually con­
ducted, will be a nuisance, but 
by adopting certain improvements, may 
be rendered equally inoffensive and Iiann- 

YYIrat Ynaylie'"niffi'e” in that way Î7T 
shown by the example of the Cit}- of London. 
Some years ago, tire readers of the debates in 
the British Parliament constantly fell upon 
motions of one sort or another, made by Mr. 
McKinnon, for the abatement of wbat was 
called the Smoke Nuisance. The abatement 
of this nuisance he made his speciality—his 
mission, and after years of motions, session 
after session, he succeeeded both in directing 
public attention to the subject and in obtain­
ing legislation upon it. The consequence is 
that in London most of the large consumers of 
coal for steam engines, by a very simple me­
thod burn the smoke which their chimmes 
formerly discharged into the air, and this with 
such effect, that in the beautiful and historic 
Temple Gardens, albeit the air there is still 
poisoned by exhalations from the Thames, 
corrupted by the sewerage of three millions of 
people, all the ordinary flowers after a long 
banishment are made to grow- and blossom 
freely. In another part of London certain 
Varnish Manufactories used to poison tire at­
mosphere through a very wide space. The 
health officer, however, by his exhortations 
and instructions, has succeeded in prevailing 
upon tire proprietors to adopt a better mode of 
manufacture, and now, even when the manu­
facture is in full operation, the passenger may 
go by and know nothing of what is being done 
within. "VYe make these remarks in order to 
illustrate the kind of special knowledge which 
ought to be sought for in a health officer, and 
to distinguish it from that which we usually 
desire in a medical man, though it is only in 
some medical man that it will be found. There 
are other qualifications which are less purely 
of a professional character. We hope that 
the gentleman selected will be young enough 
to permit us to hope that he will have all his

“ ried on from Canada to the United States.— 
“ I/e thought, and his colleagues too thought, that 
“ Canada ought to perform the part of a f riendly 
“ neighboring-country ; that it should.as far as pos- 
“ sible, prevent their revenue being subjected to 
u fraud. There was only one way in which it 
‘‘ could be effectually prevented, the selection of 
“ certain articles on which the ditties should be so 
J nearly assimilated as to prevent an inducement to 
“ illicit trade. The Americans had now a com- 
“ mission sitting to revise their revenue law, 
“ which commission was invited by the Detroit 
“ Conventionjtoconferwith the Finance Minis- 
“ ters of the British Provinces. Any suggestion 
“ that might be made them would ho consider- 
11 ed in the most friendly spirit ”

The speaker had Mr, Brown sitting by his 
side and listening while he pronounced these 
opinions—laid them down, not as his, but as 
those of his colleagues—those, therefore, of Mr. 
Brown himself; yet the then President of the 
Council did not utter one word in reprobation 
of this statement of views or in denial of his 
participation in them. Bar -there is another 
point upon which the Globe has lately been ex­
tremely violent in its opposition. The idea of 
enlarging our canals for the sake of American 
commerce, that journal has recently treated as 
a monstrous piece of folly, and almost of trea­
son—for treason is now-a-days, whatever, views 
on politics fail to square with those which the 
speaker or writer entertains for the present 
quarter of an hour ; and Mr. Brown, having got 
into the nest of the supreme loyal­
ists, fisj apparently playing cuckoo and 
seeking by the strength of senti­
ment to elbow out those who have consider­
ed themselves as the legitimate possessors of 
the title and the premises. Yet Mr. Galt, 
speaking again for himself and his colleagues, 
distinctly laid down the proposition that if we 
could hope to secure the American trade on the 
old basis we ought to enlarge our Canals so as to 
suit that commerce. Mr. Brown, far "from object­
ing, acquiesced in every thing that his collea­
gue then said, and he certainly seems to be fore­
closed by that course from objecting when this 
policy came to he p>ut in practice. The truth 
is that the whole party for whom the Finance 
Minister spoke were committed by their assent 
to his doctrines, and, to do them justice, most of 
them,like the Hamilton Spectator,stick bravely to 
their colours, and approve of what tire Ministry 
tried to do, just as they would have done if suc­
cess had crowned the negotiations. There are 
only a few sneaks who knowing well that they 
would have applauded him if he had succeeded, 
now throw censure upon him by professing to 
rejoice in his failure.

The Express states that B. F. Butler has paid 
to Smith Bros., of New Orleans, $80,000 in 
gold, which they alleged he abstracted from 
their vaults ; together with interest, all costs, 
and sheriff’s i'oundage, making in all over 
$150,000.

The "St. James Hotel was sold to-day for 
$290,000.

Private advices from San Francisco state 
that the Western Union Telegraph has been 
extended under the supervision of Colonel 
Bulkley over four hundred miles above New 
Westminster on Fraser River. Reports from 
Colonel Bulkley’s exploring parties show that 
the obstacles to be overcome are of far leas 
magnitude than predicted by some, and it is 
believed the connection between Russia and 
America will be complete before a twelve­
month.

New York, Feb. 21.—A resolution was un­
animously adopted by the Board of Aldermen 
to-day, endorsing President Johnson’s veto.

work in him ; and he ought to be neither too 
fastidious nor of too impatient a temper. One 
of the most valuable functions performed by 
health officers is the examination of dwel­
lings, especially of those of the lower classes, 
and the effecting either by persuasion or legal 
compulsion, such reforms in their arrange­
ments as health and decency require. This 
is a laborious work, only well done by a man 
who has a love for it: yet it is a disagreeable, 
often a disgusting one, from the physical eir 
eumstances belonging to it ; and it requires a 
great deal of patience and firmness to over 
come the prejudices, obstinacy and slothful­
ness, which it is sure to encounter.

The Water Supply.—Yesterday the Water 
Committee again met, with Capt. Noble, R.E., 
and a deputation from the Insurance Com­
panies. They are now in communication with 
Col. Ford, of the Royal Engineers and the 
military authorities, and, we understand, mea­
sures are being taken to ensure a full supply 
of men for the Fire Engines in event of their 
services being required. Puncheons of water 
are in readiness at the various fire stations, and 
a sufficient number of men and horses to take 
water enough to any fire that may break out, 
until water from the reservoir can reach the 
spot. There is still a fair quantity of water on 
hand, available for any but a very extraordinary 
necessity. Yesterday the turbine wheel was 
pumping at the rate of one million and a half 
gallons a day. In tho r^fb(*rn<ron. Aldermen 
Gorrie and David, Councilldt-'McGauvran, ac­
ting Chairman, and Councillor Brown, member 
of the Water Committee, accompanied by Mr. 
Lesage, Engineer, and Mr. Lamontagne, 
accountant of the Water Works, went 
to the Back River to see tho state of 
the covered flumes at the mills there. 
They examined one mill on the South and 
another on the North side of the river, the tail 
race of one and the head race of the other being 
covered. The latter was closed for a length of 
about three hundred feet from the mill, as much 
more being left open to the river. On this 
flume the width is twenty-five feet, covered by 
round poles laid together, straw being put over 
them. The other was roofed over with inch 
boards, sloping on each side to the solid side of 
the flume, a space of six feet being left between 
the ridge pole and the water, and the lower 
end being left completely open. Both flumes, 
where covered, were perfectly free from ice, the 
water running as clear as in summer, and below 
the tail race clear of the roof, was a space of 
clear water- about ten feet in length. The men 
employed in the mills stated that they had 
never known the river to be so low as th's sea­
son, and that places in the river were frozen 
this year which had never been so before in 
their recollection.

The Appointment of a Health Officer. 
—We are glad to see that our oity Council 
have determined upon appointing an official 
guardian of the public health. In all cases 
of the kind for which we have now to provide 
the assistance and authority of men specially 
educated for the purpose in hand is of the 
very first necessity, and none but medical 
men can fulfil these requirements. Yet this 
is not so much because of the close connec. 
tion which may be supposed to exist between 
the prevention and the cure of disease—be 
tween pleasures hygienic and sanitary, appliq-

Mr. Brown and His Late Colleagues.—The 
Hamilton Spectator is just now reminding the 
public that Mr. Brown, whatever may be bis 
present opinion on the Reciprocity Treaty, and 
on the offers made by Mr. Galt to the American 
authorities, has made himself responsible for 
every detail of policy which the Finance Min­
ister has lately sought to carry out.

mittee of Ways and Means, On that one of 
these concessions which was of the most un- 
usual character in the intercourse between na­
tions, and on all accounts the most objection­
able, the Finance Minister was quite as explicit 
in his budget speech as in his subsequent 
memorandum.

AUTOBIOGRAPHICAL NOTES OF AN OLD 
NOR’ WESTER, MR. JOHN MAC­

DONALD-LATE OF 
CORNWALL.

(Concluded.)
In descending the waters from the Rocky 

Moutain House, and draw drawing near Bois 
d’Orignal, I approached a place where I was 
to meet the Indians, wlrom I bad met in going 
up. I kept this secret from the Hudson Bay 
People, as well as my own. I, however, one 
day, told my guide to remain where we were, 
as there were plenty of buffaloes, and stay till a 
certain day, and then proceed to the next fort.
I then left; the boats bring all anchored in 
the stream, and the canoes drawn up on the 
beach, the men sleeping under them or on the 
boats as they thought best. While they were 
thus waiting, one of the men came to Buche 
the guide, and told him that he saw something 
at a distance, which he thought was a band of 
horsemen, and that it would be best to leave. 
Buche, however, replied that his orders were 
to stay, and that the time would be out the 
next morning, when he would leave as order­
ed. But at day break they were attack­
ed by a volley fired at Buche’s canoe, in which 
there were three men asleep, and all three were 
killed. Of course the whole camp was aroused. 
Those in the boats at anchor were able to de­
fend themselves, and return the shots. Those 
under the canoes put them on the water and 
took the men who were shot. At last the In­
dians were beaten off and the property saved. 
We afterwards found that these were the same 
Indians who had been routed by the Black- 
feet. If I had been there I should have been 
with Buche and probably shot with the others.

Early in the spring of 1806, the horse keeper 
informed us that upwards of twenty of our best 
horses had been stolen. Messrs, de Rocbe- 
blave and Hallett had also lost a good many. 
We, therefore, determined to go in pursuit, and 
in a short time made up a party of about twen­
ty, ineludiug these two gentlemen. We found 
tire trails, and in about an hours ride saw tire 
bead of a horse, and then the smoke from an 
Indian hut. Riding thither at full speed 
we found in it a noted one eyed 
rascal and his family, for whom we had not the 
most friendly feeling. He protested his inno­
cence, though the facts were against him in the 
shape of our horses there present. He asserted 
that they were left with him bj» some young 
men, and offered to guide us to their camp. It 
was, however, late, and we took our suppers and 
laid down to sleep—the one eyed villain near 
me, who tried to intimidate me by remarking 
that there was a star close to the moon, and 
that this was a sign of bloodshed. 1 replied 
let it come. In the morning, however, he had 
fled, and in about two hours’ fast riding we found 
the camp of about thirty Créés. After some 
explanation they convinced us that it was the 
one-eyed man who was guilty, and after break­
fast they set out with us to find him—which we 
did. He, however, took to his heels to the 
strong woods, where he thought himself safe, 
and being there, turned round and took a shot 
at me, when my pilot, seeing what he was at, 
levelled his gun at him and shot him through 
the heart. "VVe took his body back to the place 
from whence we had started, and I 
then pointed out to the band that 
they saw their friend and relation 
lying there.wholly through his own feult, 
They were not sorry for he was a dangerous

fellow to themselves. Still we were anxious 
to be off, fearing that we might at our departure 
be followed with a volley. I therefore sent 
off the others staying myself to talk with the 
Indians, and told them to send the man’s 
widow and children to the house and I would 
take care of them. They all shook hands with 
me and 1 then left them. I had been for some 
time a martyr to rheumatism, and therefore, 
now made a visit to the doctors in Montreal ; 
but found nothing but pills upon pil s, calomel
upon calomel till I sent them all to the d-----1.

In 1808 I was again on the Assiniborne River, 
and found an establishment on the Riviere Qui 
Appelle in order to be nearer the Indians and 
provisions. One day an alarm was given that 
the boats were attacked and the men i ll killed. 
I soon rode forward to the scene of action and 
met our cooper with an arrow in his cheek 
and some two or three following him. The rest 
were scattered about and some wounded. Imus- 
tered all I could and crossed to the south side 
where the principal attack had been made. "We 
there found something moving under tho co­
ver of one of the boats which turned out to be 
a poor woman the wife of a man who had re­
ceived an arrow in iris belly but had made bis 
escape. This poor creature had been ravished 
and then scalped, and at last left for dead, on 
the shore ; but she had managed to crawl on 
board and hide under tire covering. "We had 
left our horses tied to some bushes ; but 
looking round, after we had attended to the 
woman we saw an Indian in full flight on each 
horse. We fired after them but the distance 
was two great to effect anything. We collect­
ed all the boats and remaining men ; but found 
that besides the wounded three of the latter 
were killed. We left no one behind ; but with 
the woman and wounded men moved onward 
upon our way to Fort William, By the winter- 
express we learned that Mr. Thompson who had 
been sent across the mountains to explore a 
trade with the Snake Indians had been sur­
rounded by the Blaekfeet, and was thus pre­
vented from returning with hisiursand getting 
a fresh supply of goods. The question was how 
to get him out, and I offered to go. I soon 
made up a crew of thirty chosen men, and had 
with me Mr. McTavish who afterwards made 
the arrangements with Mr. Ashton’s party in 
Astoria ; also a Mr. McMillen: We were to go 
to Rocky Mountain House by the usual route, 
and we sent on the pilot with one man to 
Fort Delisle where lie was to get more 
men, bark and other materials for making a 
couple of canoes, and then go across the moun­
tains by the route taken by Mr. Thompson, and 
so by the sources of the River Columbia and 
Oregon, to descend to the Ocean. I was to go 
with horses, following the brigade of canoes 
with the goods we had with us. After some 
days journey we one morning met a man, who 
turned out to be the pilot whom I had sent on to 
make canoes, who was returning with his men, 
having been met by tho Blaekfeet, who bad 
pillaged all he had—horses, arms, &c., taking 
even the gun of our hunter away from him. 
We called a halt, and after some time the bri­
gade of canoes arrived and added to the story 
that they had seen some of the scouts of the 
band. We immediately encamped and kept 
watch all night, while Mr. McMillen and my­
self with some others took horses and scoured 
the plains. We now laid the canoes up for 
tbe winter in a secure spot among the pine 
groves, and having arranged saddles, pads, &c., 
the second day we proceeded. I brought up 
the rear on horseback, the guide going first 
with all the men on foot, leading the horses all 
laden with goods and provisions. VVe thus 
made a very respectable caravan. We soon 
got into the defiles of the mountains and crossed 
the ridge dividing tire waters wlricli flow into 
the Atlantic from those which flow into the 
Pacific. Here we found an immediate change 
of tire weather ; for on the east side we had had 
half a foot of snow, whereas on the west we 
found all kinds of berries rine or ripening. We 
at last, after travelling some days very short of 
provisions, fell in with Mr. Thompson, and 
spent tho winter with a band of Indians who 
supplied us with meat and amused themselves 
in a continued round of hunting, dancing 
singing and gambling.

In the spring of the next year I contrived 
once more bj hook or by crook to get to the 
Rock Mountain House, leaving the coast clear 
for Mr. Thompson to follow. The spring of 
1812 found me at Red River in treaty with 
the Earl of Selkirks people to restore some 
provisions which they bad forcibly taken from 
Mr. Cameron ; Mr. Miles McDonald 1 aving 
given bills upon London for an aiditional 
quantity which they had seized upon. When 
at Fort William we received Colonel William 
MacKay’s express informing us that war had 
been declared against Great Britain by the 
Government of the United States. Tins 
alarmed us, as our furs might be taken en route 
for Montreal. I, therefore, determined to re­
tire from the country and visit London again. 
We left Fort William on the schooner “Beaver” 
having as many as sire could bold to reinforce 
the veterans in garrison at St Joseph under 
the command of Captain Roberts ; but on ar­
riving we found that officer had determined to 
surprize Fort Mackinaw, so that when we ar­
rived the latter place was in Captain Robert’s 
possession. We soon left for Montreal, where 
I took shipping for London on the “ Isaac 
Tod ” fur ship, which sailed under con­
voy with a fleet of forty sail in all. 
Having passed some time in London, I left it 
in February 1813 for Portsmouth in company 
with the Hon. Edward Ellice and Mr. S. 
McGillivray, in order to embark in the Isaac 
Tod for Astoria, there to open a direct trade 
with China. The ship was fitted out bv the 
House of Fraser, McGillivray and Co., of Suf­
folk Lane. Mr. D. McTavish was also with 
us. We had, besides half a dozen good Cana­
dian voyageurs and a Sandwich islander,—the 
Canadians to man a canoe, and the islander to 
act as our guide in the Columbia River, where 
the Americans had established the settlement of 
Astoria. It was further intended that a party 
should proceed from l’orts William and Cleve­
land to meet us. As to the Isaac Todd, she 
was a twenty gun letter of marque, with balls 
enough on board for a line of battle ship, with 
a miserable commander and a rascally, mongrel 
crew.

The Canadians had come ashore with some 
money I gave them, and all having been mak­
ing prettv free with grog and so forth, had taken 
a shore boat to go on board just as Mr. McTa­
vish, who was going on board with them, got 
down to the wharf. They had not gone far 
when a press gang boarded the boat and took 
them all off to the receiving hulk. Mr. McTa­
vish made some resistance ; saying they be­
longed to such a ship, and were sailing for such 
a purpose, and were all from Canada. But the 
midshipmen took all but Mr. McTavish and 
one of the clerks. Mr. McTavish came hack 
in a great fury blaming me for letting the men 
come ashore. But Mr. Ellice winked at me 
and sard “Never mind, ’ He was a brother-in- 
iaw of Earl Grey, and the Port Admiral was 
Earl Grey’s brother. At breakfast next 
morning he handed me an order from the Ad­
miral for the release of our men. They had 
been kept in close quarters and were in a sad 
state of mind for fear of being made sailors 
for life, and of never seeing their fatherland 
again. We at last sailed under convoy of the 
Phoebe frigate, which, wUen off the Bay of 
Biscay, suddenly made sail, and we soon saw 
an action taking place ahead of us, which 
ended in the capture of a fine new ship two 
days out from St. Maloes of 500 tons 
and fully armed . |as a privateer. She 
had been chased since daylight and had all 
the time kept up a running fight with the 
Reindeer frigate.

At Vera Cruz I again got into trouble with 
my Canadians. Having let them go ashore 
they had a row with the Spanish guard, who 
hearing them talk French fancied they were 
French prisoners making their escape. There 
was a scuffle between them and some were 
wounded before they were taken to the guard 
house. The next morning* however, they were 
released. Some of the prisoners had come 
aboard to try to make their escape ; but these 
we had to send on shore again. After we had 
sailed, we saw ahead of ns something that 
looked like a duck. It turned out to be a poor 
prisoner who bad swam out to try to get 
picked up by us. We took him aboard accord­
ingly naked as he was born.

Having arrived at Rio Janeiro, Capt. Hillier 
of the Plrcebe sent for Mr. McTavish and myself, 
and told us that he had learned the American 
frigate Essex of about bis own strength was in 
the North Pacific, and had fitted out a fine 
British whaler as a sloop of war with twenty 
guns, and that in case of falling in with them 
the two would be too much for him as the 
Isaac Tod could be of no use, on account of 
her dull sailing and weak crew. He therefore, 
requested us as British merchants to ask the 
Admiral, who was there for additional force to 
accompany the Phœbe. The Admiral accora- 
ingly agreed to send with us two sloops of war 
which were then daily expected in port.

According to sealed orders, after leaving Rio,
I was to leave the Isaac Tod and go on board 
the Pheocbe with three or fourofiny Canadians, 
in case of the separation of the ships. This 
was done, much to my satisfaction, especially 
as I liked the novelty of the man-of-war, and 
was in hopes of meeting the Essex. We were 
six weeks before we could double Cape Horn, 
and lost sight of the Isaac Ted in a gale. Our 
rendezvous was the island of Juan Fernandez. 
On arriving there we learned that the Esses;

and her consort had lately left Valparaiso, and 
had gone North. But no Isaac Tod arrived. 
We, however, made tire discovery that tire bar 
of the Columbia was too shallow for the frigate, 
so I wrote Capt. Hillier a letter stating this fact, 
and asking to be put into one of the sloops to be 
detached to the Columbia, while he went to 
seek the Essex. I and my companions there­
fore went on board the Beaver, which the 
Plrcebe convoyed till we were far enough to be 
safe from falling in with the Essex. I parted 
from Captain Hillier with great regret, and 
found a great difference in ships, captains and 
crews. During tire passage, tire Captain deter­
mined to scale the guns—that is, to discharge 
and reload them. The first Lieutenant began 
at the bow gun, and I followed him from gun 
to gun. At the tenth gun I saw some fire from 
the priming communicate with some bags of 
powder which had been brought for reloading. 
An explosion-[followed immediately, and was 
repeated from gun to gun, till probably 300 lbs 
of powder had been exploded between decks. 
There were twenty-six men more or less scorch­
ed, and I was of the number, but recollecting 
the position of the companion close to me, I 
ascended and met Captain Black, who inquired 
what was the matter. I said I knew 
not. The crew were all forward, expect- 
ting to be blown up ; but they came aft and 
some jumped upon me to put out the fire which 
had taken my clothes which were nankeens. I 
found however, that my eyes were safe. The 
Lieut, who was also badly burned then came 
up, and I asked if we were gone ?—to which 
he replied “ oh no.” The smoke having clear­
ed away, it was found that the deck had been 
raised a little by the explosion, but not so as 
to do any serious damage. My cot was then 
slung and I was put to bed after my burns had 
been dressed. My bead had taken fire and the 
back could not be distinguished from the face, 
except by my nose which was conspicuous. My 
bauds were also burned and several parts of my 
body especially where the seams of my clothes, 
had burned deeper than the other parts. Ini 
about an hour the pain became dreadfully se­
vere, and I and the sailors lay for weeks in our 
cots and hammocks in excruciating agony, un­
der a vertical sun. The men groaned dread­
fully and in three or four days I became deli­
rious, tlrough 1 had great advantages over them 
in having my cot slung in the Captain’s cabin 
with all the lights out to give me air, and bet­
ter attendance as well from the doctor as from 
my own people who used to sit by and fan me. 
In a few days linen and salve was exhausted, 
for though there had been enough for several 
actions, there was not sufficient for this whole­
sale burning, and here again I had the advan­
tage of the poor sailors in the tenderness with 
which the dressings were taken off me. The 
Sandwich Islander had saved himself except 
the tip of his nose, by lying down at the 
moment of the explosion. Among tire douceu s 
which I had were sago, rice, &o., which I used 
to send by the cabin boy to one of the men, Jack 
Grant, an Orkney man and a blacksmith. After 
some time the groaning decreased and I thought 
the men were getting well ; but one day the 
doctor, after he thought me strong enough to 
bear it told me that poor Jack, whom I sup­
posed had been partaking of my sago was 
gone. Seven others went too ; yet the doctor 
said that I was, except one, the worst wounded 
of any.

We reached the Columbia on the 30th No­
vember, 1813, when I was just able to go on 
deck with assistance, and next morning saw a 
bark canoe coming from Astoria, in which I 
recognized Mr. McDougall and some of my 
old men, who scarcely knew me till I shook 
hands and called them by their names. Wash­
ington Irving is correct in some parts of his 
account of this expedition ; but not in the 
principal part. I heard no expression of dis­
appointment at the absence of prize money, 
Mr. McDougall had been sent to fulfil a duty for 
the North West Company ; not by the British 
Government. He was under my direction as a 
partner in the Company and acted accordingly.

Next day we went ashore, and found 
the North West gentleman and Astorians all 
ready to receive us. There were, however, 
nothing but a few stores and barracks with 
some imperfect stockades and a few swivels 
mounted near the gate, fit to resist nothing but 
savages. We had no arms but my fowling piece ; 
and Captain Black took a bottle of wine, broke 
it against the flag staff and then hoisting the 
Union Jack called the place Fort George. He 
afterwards left, but getting ashore on tire bar 
we had to call in at San Francisco to repair- 
damages, where we met the Isaac Tod which 
gave him great assistance.

I was now in charge of Astoria as senior 
partner, having with me Messrs. J. G. Mc­
Tavish, Alex. J. Henry, John Stewart, John 
Clark, Mr. McDougall, Donald McKenzie, Alex. 
Stewart, and N. M. Poitras, with some clerks 
and men of Astor’s party. In December a 
couple of canoes with a dozen men were sent 
up to the inland posts with supplies. They 
were attacked by Indians, Mr. Stewart wound­
ed in the back by an arrow from which he 
never recovered, the goods pillaged and the 
party driven back. A second and stronger party 
however, recovered part of the goods by taking 
prisoner a chief, and keeping him until all 
that could be got back was collected. In the 
spring I and the Astorians started en route to 
cross the mountains by the inland posts for 
Fort William, leaving Messrs. Henry and Mc­
Dougall n hopes of the arrival of the “Isaac 
Tod ” which did happen after our departure. 
Donald McTavish, however, was drowned on 
coining ashore. We proceeded up the river 
with canoes, boats, and about eighty men, 
having two swivel guns, generally under sail. 
Meeting Indians we always kept watch at 
night, and on the way we recovered some more 
of the property. As wo approached the moun­
tains, being short of provisions, we bought 
horses and found them equal to beef ; but all 
along as we came to the different posts some 
of the party struck off, while I proceeded with 
the rest, till we came to the foot of the hills 
where we had to leave the canoes, and begin 
tire passes walking through snow aud water. 
When we passed up the valley of a meandering 
river we could not spare the time to follow 
its banks, and so made a straight course 
through it, holding on by one another in twos 
and threes to withstand the current, sometimes 
wading jup to our hips ; frozen at one part ; 
thawed by the water in another; and ail frozen 
again as soon as we got out. By such labour 
we at last reached the height of land, the men 
carrying the provisions, blankets, &c., all the 
way on their backs. We sometimes campe 
in the gullies on snow twenty feet deep, so 
that the fires which we made in the evening 
were the nt xt morning ten or fifteen feet be­
low us. At one encampment we went down 
too and were very comfortable that night. 
Unfortunately one of my men broke his 
leg after we got to the east side 
of the mountains, and I had to operate 
on it as well as I could and then leave him 
with one man till we could send for him from 
the next post which was called Gasper’s House. 
After remaining at that place to prepare a 
canoe we left, and descended with a swift cur­
rent, sometimes of six knots, till we reached 
the Pembina River, where 1 once more felt 
myself ut home, and thence hastened onwards 
to Fort William to report proceedings since 
leaving Portsmouth. Thence again I set out 
for Montreal, and on the way to Sault Ste 
Marie I met Captain McCuaig who 
had commanded a schooner, been taken 
prisoner, and made his escape. He reported 
that the establishments at the Sault had all 
been burned down by the ençmy and his ves­
sel captured. I directed him to proceed while 
I should continue my journey aud ascertain if 
the enemy had gone, or were still lying in wait 
to make prize of our furs then being brought 
down to the value of £100,000 sterling. If 
there were danger I was to return and inform 
Mr. McGillivray. On Lake Huron I met a 
canoe containing Mr. Franks, an old trader, 
and four Indians, who had with them a dozen 
fresh American scalps. They said that 
Mackinaw was still in our possession and that 
they had seen nothing. I therefore went to 
the mouth of French River, the canoe route to 
Montreal, from where I could see everything, 
and there encamped. In a couple of days 
time two boats appeared under sail, so leaving 
the other gentlemen, with directions if I were 
taken to try to let Mr. McGillivray know, I 
stopped one of the boats by a ball fired at her 
and paddled alongside. To my joy I saw in 
her an officer of our own navy. He had com­
manded a schooner which had been captured 
by two American schooners on the river Na- 
tasague ; but he and his crew had escaped in 
their boats. He was on his way to Mackinaw, 
and soon after leaving me he met the brigade 
keeping close in shore and among islands to 
to keep out of the enemys way. Of course he 
related everything, and in the evening all ar­
rived safe at French River, from whence we 
made a safe journey with our £100,000 worth 
of furs to Montreal. It appears that the two 
American schooners very soon followed the 
British boats, and cast anchor at a point which 
nothing could pass without being seen. But 
they were too late. The lieutenant moreover 
had seen them and going on to Mackinaw he 
got a party of volunteers, with Col. W. McKay, 
a partner in the N. W. Company. These came 
back and found oaft of the schooners gone to 
the Sault to look for (he brigade. They cap­
tured the one which remained pinning some 
of the crew to the d ck with their bayonets, 
and haying made all mug they quietly awaited

the return of the other. In about four hours 
the other returned and cast anchor as they 
wished—to leward. Upon wnioh the British 
raised their anchor, boro down upon the lute 
arrival, poured in one broadside, aud then 
boarded and took her ; returning to the Macki­
naw with botii vessels about the time that the 
furs "were getting safely into French river.

I thence came down to Montreal and 
there remained for some years. At length 
Mr. S. McGillivary, and a young lad, 
named Inglis, of the House of Ellice A Co., 
having come to Canada and being desirous of 
visiting Fort William I went witli them once 
moa-e, returning by French River, and Lake 
Simco, and carting our canoe by Yonge street 
to T'oronto then Little Yoik, from whence we 
went to Niagara to see the Falls, returning by 
the American shore of the Lake to Kingston 
and so to this place Gray’s Creek, where I am 
now writing. At that lime, more was thought 
of the arrival at Montreal of a North-West 
canoe than is now thought of half a dozen 
steamers, and more of a North-West gentleman 
than of the Governor General aud his suite.

I passed the winter in Montreal, and having 
by the advice of Bishop MacDonald bought this 
place, I came in the spring to take possession 
since which I have always resided here. I have 
told a plain tale of a by-gone state of things ; 
in which I know there is a great deal of egot­
ism ; hut that is the fault of my subject.

slough of bankruptcy by the repeal of the Com 
laws, and made to give up the business of ruling 
the waves by the abrogation of the navigation 
laws. Its chief performance in this time- 
honored line of politics, in the present number 
is a kind of poetical -we had almost said dog- 
grel—boutade, at Earl Russel’s new reform bill, 
entitled the Parliament of Salisbury Plain. It 
might have been extracted from the pages of 
the same publication for the year 1829, except 
that it would then have been a great deal more 
abusive and much le-s stupid. Far better mate­
rial will be found in the continuations of the pa­
pers on the Southern war, Switzerland, Corne­
lius O’Dowd, criticisms on Mill and the late 
Rev. F. H. Robertson, with another part of the 
story of Sir Brooke Fossbvook, and an article on 
the late King of the Belgians.

Coupon Bonds by Mr. J. P. Trowbridge.— 
This is a little story of the war or the time 
after the war which first appeared in the At­
lantic. It is a humorous sketch of New Eng­
land life and character by one who understands 
it and not by persons who make a Yankee dia­
lect by mixing the peculiarities of slang of all 
the different parts of the country into one, as if 
Mr. Tennyson in his Northern farmer had in­
troduced specimens of the neat brogue of Galway 
the Doric of old Scotia, with a toucli of the 
Welsh pronunciation of English, and aCockney 
use of the aspirates, and had palmed it off on the 
world us Yorkshire dialect. An Englishman 
can hardly do better with American peculiari­
ties of speech than an American could do with 
those of the different English counties.

Snow Bound by Whittier.—Ticknor k Co. 
Boston.—Another now England story, this time 
in verse, by one of the accomplished men who 
have made the society of Boston and its neigh 
bourhood celebrated wherever elegant letters 
are cultivated. All of our readers are acquaint 
ed with Goldsmith’s graceful and amusing des­
cription of a Village Schoolmaster. Here is 
one which describes a member of the same pro­
fession in circumstances ak similar as they can 
be in countries which differ as widely as Mass­
achusetts differs from Ireland. It may be either 
compared or contrasted with tiie beautiful 
poetry of Goldsmith, as our readers find most 
to their taste.

Brisk wielder of the hirch and rule,
Tin master of the District school,
Held at the Fire, his favored place,
Its warm glow lit a laughing face,
Fresh-hued and fair, where scarce appeared 
The uncertain prophecy of beard.
He played the old and simple games 
Our modern boyhood scarcely names ;
Sang songs, and told us what befalls 
In classic Dartmouth’s college halls.
Born the wild northern hills among 
From whence his yeoman father wrung 
By patient toil subsistence scant,
Not competence, and yet not want.
He early gained tho power to pay 
His cheerful self-reliant way ;
Could doff at ease his scholars’ gown,
To piddle wares from town to town ;
Or through the long vacations reach,
In lonely lowland districts teach 
Where all the droll experience found 
At stranger hearth, in boarding round.
The moonlit skaters’ keen delight,
The sleigh drive through the frosty night ; 
The rustic party with its rough 
Accompaniment of blind man’s buff,
Aud whirling plate, and forfeits paid,
His winter task a pastime made,
Happy the snow-locked homes wherein 
He tuned his merry violin,
Or played the athlete in the barn,
Or held the good dame’s winding yarn ;

Wherein the scenes of Greece and Rome 
Had all the commonplace of home,
And little seemed the best at odds

And hostage from the future took 
In trained thought aud love of book.
Large brained, clear eyed—of such as he 
Shall freedom’s young apostles be,
Who following in wars bloody trail 
Shall every lingering wrong assail.

CORHESPOND-E® CE.

To the Editor of the Montreal Herald.
Sir,— An idea occurred to me the other even­

ing in connection with the Water Works diffi­
culty, which may be worth making" public to 
elicit discussion as to its utility. It is this :— 
Could not the Lachine Canal be made available 
in some way to supplement the power of the 
Aqueduct? I am aware that even the im­
mense water-power of the Lachine Canal has 
been seriously crippled by the present extreme 
lowness of the river, but though crippled the 
available power is still immense, and some 
portion of it might, I think, be made use of in 
such an emergency as the present. The rising 
main passes under the Canal near the St. 
Gabriel Locks. Could no means be devised 
of making such arrangements as would enable 
the water-power at these Locks to assist in 
filling the Reservoir ? It seems to me that 
the thing could be done at least as easily as 
most of the other projects that are on the 
tapis. Whether it could be accomplished 
quickly enough to he of use in the present 
emergency may be doubted ; hut, at all events, 
it would be a wise precaution to have such 
power available in future winters, so that a like 
emergency should never occur again. The 
water in the canal at this season oi the year is 
as clear and wholesome as that in the aqueduct, 
while the water from the canal would only he 
used to supply the power.

I have merely thrown out these hints, Mr. 
Editor, without any attempt at elaboration. If 
you think them worthy of a place in your jour­
nal I should feel obliged by your inserting 
them.

A Witness to Character.—Yesterday a man 
was brought up before the Recorder for 
drunkenness, the charge of assault being added 
as an aggravation.

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THE OUTBREAK IN JAMAICA.

OFFICIAL DESPATCHES.

On the 7th a blue book of 279 pages was is­
sued from the parliamentary printing office, 
containing the papers relating to the recent 
riot in Jamaica. These documents comprise as 
many as sixty-one despatches trom Mr. Eyre to 
Mr. Cardwell, with many enclosures; and 
thirty-three despatches from the Colonial Se­
cretary, eighteen of which are addressed to Gov­
ernor Eyre, and the remainder to Governor bir 
H. K. Storks. Of those now given, the first 
despatch from the Governor of Jamaica is dated 
Oct 20, 1865 ; the last Dec. 9. Mr. Cardwell’s 
first communication was written on Nov. 17, 
and his last, to Governor Eyre, on Dec. 16; his 
last to Sir U. K. Storke was dated Jan. 1.

In a despatch dated Oct. 23, Mr. Eyre writes 
that it was evident the 11 rebellion ” had been 
instigated by the language and writing of per­
sons in a better sphere of life, chief oi whom 
was Dr Underhill and some of the Baptist 
ministers in Jamaica. Under these circum­
stances he (the Governor) had deemed it right 
to examine the letters coming by the last En­
glish mail for certain Baptist ministers. One 
of these letters, from Dr. Underhill to the Rev. 
J. Henderson, of Montego Bay, Mr. Eyre en­
closed, and he quoted from it the following 
passage .—“ In Jamaica the people seem to be 
overwhelmed with discouragement, and I fear 
that they are giving up in despair their long 
struggle with injustice and fraud.” To such 
expressions as these, Mr. Eyre attributes the 
outbreak, and he adds-“If nothing can be 
done to stop at home the pernicious writings 
such as I refer to, and if Jamaica is to be re­
tained at all, it will be necessary to pass a law 
in the colony authorizing tile deportation of all 
persons who, leaving their proper sphere of ac­
tion as ministers of religion, become political 
demagogues and dangerous agitators.”

Extracts from Mr. Cardwell’s despatch, dated 
Nov. 17 (the day after the receipt of the first 
account of the outbreak), were laid by Governor 
Eye before the Jamaica legislature, published 
in the colonial journals, and transmitted to 
this country. The passages omitted by Gov­
ernor Eyre turn out to be important. “ No 
doubt,” he says “ you will have much further in­
telligence to communicate to me hereafter on the 
subject of the severity of the measures to which you 
have felt it necessary to have recourse. If you had 
time, in forwarding these enclosures, to make 
yourself acquainted with ali their contents, it 
will have been evident to you that they contain 
many passages which will require to be explained 
as soon as there shall be sufficient leisure for. the 
writers to explain fully the proceedings to which 
they relate" . . . “ I entirely agree with
you that measures of severity,(when dictated by 
necessity and justice, are in reality measures of 
mercy, and do not doubt it will appear that you 
have arrested the course of punishment as soon 
as you were able to do so, and have exerted 
yourself to confine it meanwhile to ascertained 
offenders and to cases of aggravated guilt. I 
observe with pleasure the hope you express 
that if no further outbreak occurs you will, in 
a short time, have been able to proclaim a gen­
eral amnesty, except to actual murderers.”

Governor Eyre’s rejoinder is apologetic 
throughout. On Nov. 23 Mr. Cardwell writes 
again, asking for explanation of certain state­
ments (made by various officers as to their do­
ings in killing and flogging negroes), and add­
ing that, without satisfactory explanation, “the 
severity inflicted will not appear to have been 
justifiable." Mr. Cardwell also asks for copies 
of the proceedings of the court-martial, jand 
full particulars generally. On the same day 
Mr. Cardwell wrote a special despatch requiring 
from Mr. Eyre the reasons for his assertions as 
to Mr. Gordon, and the proofs of his guilt. The 
fact of his removal to Moraut Bay, where mar­
tial law prevailed, is pointed out, and the des­
patch concludes :

“ I desii e also to see it clearly establ ished 
that he was not executed until crimes had been 
proved in evidence against him which deserv­
ed death ; and that the prompt infliction of 
capital punishment (was necessary to rescue 
the colony from imminent danger,and from the 
horrors of a general or wide-spread insurrec­
tion, and the repetition elsewhere of such a 
slaughter of the white and coloured colonists 
as had taken place in the eastern part of the 
island.”

On Dec. 1st Mr. Cardwell writes as follows : 
“In your despatchs No. 251 of the 20th of 

Oct. you say that you cannot gloubt that the 
rebellion of the negroes in Jamaica is in a 
great degree due to Dr. Underhill’s letter, and 
the meetings held in connection with it. 1 That 
letter wag originally addressed, not to discon­
tented persons in Jamaica, but to me ; and 
was by me forwarded to you for your report. I 
am desirous to know whether it was by your 
sanction that it first obtained publicity in 
Jamaica, and if not, what, so far as you know, 
were the circumstances under which it became 
the cause of political agitation.

On the same day Mr. Cardwell wrote, allud­
ing to the despatch from Mr. Eyre, dated Oct. 
23, and says that while it was in the discretion 
of the island authorities to open letters arriv­
ing from England, it is to be hoped no further 
interception of letters will take place, and it is 
added, only in very exceptional cases, could 
such a course be justified. The letter of Dr. 
Underhill has, it is said,been sent to the writer 
and Mr. Eyre it instructed to send the others 
he has stopped to the persons to whom they 
are appressed, unless serious mischief would 
follow such a course. The despatch con­
cludes.

“However reasonable may be the apprehen­
sions which you express as to the general effects 
of the injudicious and inflammatory language 
upon an excitable and imperfectly instructed 
people, it is not easy to see what steps can be 
taken for the prevention of the evil. The 
measure which you suggest is not one to which 
I should wish to have recourse. The repress­
ion of overt proceedings might lead to secret 
proceedings not less, but more dangerous ; and 
tl e banishment of persons who are known,and 
may be made responsible to the law, might 
have the effect of devolving their influence 
upon persons who are more obscure and less 
amenable to observation.”

The next despatch is so important that we 
give it entire :

“Downing-street, Dec. 1, 1865.
“Sir,—In my despatch of the date men­

tioned in the margin I called your attention to 
passages requiring explanation in the reports 
of officers employed against the insurgent neg­
roes and to the absence of the minutes of pro­
ceeding of Courts-Martial which was one of the 
despatches addressed to you by Major-General 
O’Connor had purported to enclose.

“I have now received your further despatches 
but they do not contain any minute of the evi­
dence taken by the courts martial. No doubt 
the extreme pressure of business, consequent 
on the insurrection, and attendant on the 
meeting of the legislature, must account for 
the absence of these enclosures, and render 
your present reports in some points incom­
plete. I assign to this cause that many im­
portants points are still unexplained on which 
it is necessary that her Majesty’s government 
should be in possession of all the information 
that can he given.

“ I enclose a copy of a letter from the 
Admiralty, with a copy of a despatch from 
Commodore Sir Leopold M’Ulintock, dated the 
8th November. NThis officer states that it will 
be impossible to ascertain the total loss of life 
in the insurrection, but that 1,500 would per­
haps be a moderate computation ; that, at the 
date of his letter, arrests were being daily made 
and the prisoners sent to Morant Bay, and a 
large proportion of them hanged.

“I enclose also extracts from a report made 
by Lieut. Adcock, of tho 6th Regiment, dated 
25th of Oct. and transmitted to Lord de Grey 
in a despatch from Major-General O’Connor, of 
which I enclose a copy, dated tlw 7th Nor, and 
I enclose an extract from a newspaper of a 
letter purporting to have been written by Capt, 
Ford, in command of the St. Thomas-in-the- 
East irregular troops. These extracts, equally 
•with those accompanying my despatch of the 
23rd Nov. require explanation. I should be 
glad to learn that the letter in the newspaper 
is not authentic, and if any official reports have 
been made by Capt. Ford I should wish to he 
furnished with copies of them.

“Andin reference not only to the particular 
reports adverted to in this and in my former 
despatch, but to the proceedings generally, I 
am desirous to point to the main topics which, 
in the opinion of her Majesty’s government, 
demand your report :

“ 1. The number of persons tried, and of 
those sentenced by courts-martial, specifying 
the charge and sentence, and whether or not 
the sentence was executed, and under whose 
authority, and whether minutes were taken of 
the evidence on which the sentence was found­
ed in each case ; all minutes of evidence so 
taken to be appended to the return. The re­
turn should show also at what places and times 
respectively the offences were chaiged to have 
been committed, and the accused persons were 
arrested or captured and tried, specifying in each 
case whether the offence was committed before 
or during martial law, whether the arrest or 
capture was made during martial law, and in a 
place to which martial law extended ; and if 
the person accused was arrested or captured in 
a place to which martial law did not extend, 
and removed to a place to which it did extend, 
there to be tried by martial law, and for an of­
fence not committed ‘luring and under martial 
law, it should be stated by whose authority this 
was done, and whether under the advice of the 
Attorney-General of Jamaica.

“2. Whether any persons were hanged, 
flogged, or otherwise punished without trial ; 
and if so, by whom and under whose authority 
in each case, specifying the name, sex, eolour, 
and quality of the person punished, the nature 
and date of punishment, the nature and date of 
the offence, and the grounds on which it was 
assumed to have been committed.

“ 3. The number of persons, so far as can he 
ascertained, who were shot in the field or in the 
hush, their names, sex, quality, and colour, and 
whether adults or children, specifying in all 
cases whether they were resisting or flying 
whether armed or unarmed, and if armed, with 
what weapons, whether such as are used only 
for purposes of offence, or such as aj-e used also 
in agricultural or other peaceful occupations.

“ 4. Whether any and what oral or written 
instructions were given to officers in command 
of detachments sent in pursuit of rebels, whereby 
they might know on what evidence or ap­
pearances, other than hostile action or attitude

they were to assume that those they might 
meet with were rebels ; and whether those 
officers, or any of them, were led by their in­
structions, or otherwise, and without authority 
induced, to assume that all persons flying or 
hiding trom pursuit, or all persons iound with 
plunder, or all persons leaving their labour on 
plantations were to be regarded as rebels and 
shot when met with. Copies ofall writtenin- 
struction should be furnished.

“ 5. Colonel Fyfo being the only officer men­
tioned as employed with the Maroons, whilst 
divers parties of the Maroons appear to have 
been sent in various directions out of the 
immediate observation of Colonel Fyfe, was 
there any and what control exercised over the 
operations of those parties, and what was it ex­
pected that the nature of those operations 
would be; and of what nature, in point of fact, 
did those operations prove to be.

“ In your despatches, in the addresses of the 
Legislative Council and House of Assembly, 
and in the reports of the naval and military 
officers engaged in the suppression of the insur- 
rect on, the loyalty of the Maroons in resisting 
and defeating the efforts of the rebels has been 
spoken of in terms of grateful commendation, 
no doubt sincerely felt and well deserved; and I 
observed one of the measures now to be propo­
sed to the legislature by one of the members of 
your executive- committee is intituled ’A Bill 
to employ the Maroons as a permanent 
Auxiliary Militia Force.”

“I have, however, been greatly concerned to 
find in the enclosed despatch from Sir L. 
McClintock the following (statement :— At 
least 800 were shot, chiefiy by the Maroons, 
who entered with fierce zeal into the bush hunt 
after rebel negroes. I haye to request your im­
mediate attentiou to this subject. I trust it 
will appear that Sir L. McClintock has been 
misinformed, and that an impression so unfa­
vourable to the employment of the Maroons - 
an impression which I certainly should never 
have derived from your despatches and those 
to which I have above referred—will not turn 
out to have been well founded.

“It appears from your speech to the legisla­
ture, and from the addresses of both its bran­
ches in reply, that you and they were of 
opinion that there had existed a widespread 
and diabolical conspiracy to murder the white 
and mixed race, and amongst those races 
themselves this, opinion would appear to be 
almost universal. Proofs of this conspiracy 
were adverted to as existing, but they arc not 
to be found in the papers yet sent home. I 
request that you will furnish me with them as 
fully and completely as you can without delay.

“ In making these inquiries, I beg to be 
understood as directing your attention to tho 
principal points on which I desire to be 
informed, and not as prejudging any persons 
concerned in any proceeding.—I have, &c., 

(Signed) “ Edward Cardwell."
Some of tfie despatches refer to a conflict of 

authority between Major-General O’Conner and 
Gevernor Eyre, the former expressing his 
opinion in presence of Colonel Elkington “that 
the Governor had exceeded his authority in 
ordering the troopship Urgent to Barhadoes for 
reinforcements.” This^ little quarrel isj how­
ever, a mere episode.

The remainder of the blue-book conlains the 
proceedings of the Legislative Assembly of 
Jamaica in the enactment of a “New Constitu­
tion” for the government of the island, and 
depositions of various persons before the 
justices of the peace on matters relating to the 
actors in tho out-break. The later despatches 
of Mr. Cardwell are addressed (from No. 19) to 
the new Governor (Sir H. K. Storks), and her 
Majesty’s letters patent appointing the varions 
members of “Commission to Inquire into Cer­
tain Disturbances in the Island of Jamaica, 
and into the measures taken in the Course of 
their Suppression,” are given.

THE OPENING OF PARLIAMENT.

The opening of Parliament by the Queen in 
person is always an event of deep interest to 
the British people. The affection and respect 
in which Her Majesty is held by all classes of her 
subjects adds a tenderer grace to the cermooial 
than ever adorned it in those periods of Eng­
lish history when the monarch was of the 
sterner sex, and neither did nor could appeal 
to such sympathy as it is the rare privilege 
and happy fortune of Queen Yictoria to com­
mand. The last time, now five years ago, that 
Her Majesty appeared in the House of Lords in 
all the paraphernalia of her regal office, and 
summoned her faithful Commons to the bar of 
the Upper House to hear the annual exposition 
of the state of the national affairs, it was not to 
open with the customary formalities, a new and 
recently elected Parliament, but to inaugurate 
the Session of one that had already been "thrice 
honoured by her presence. On that occasion 
the support of one whose life to her was the 
better part of her own, lightened the weight of 
the ceremonial. The Prince Consort stood by her 
side, and, as it then seemed to the eyes of the 
people, in the full maturity and strength of 
his manhood and of his mild and mellowed 
wisdom, the risible embodiment of the private 
happiness of her home and the public felicity 
of her reign. The only peculiarity in the 
appearance of the House that excited the at­
tention of those familiar with it in former 
times was the Throne, which was
covered, and had all its gilded orna­
ments concealed, by something that at 
first glance looked like a white 
sheet thrown loosely over it. A little inquiry 
elicited the explanation that the article was no 
ordinary covering, nothing else in fact than 
Her Majesty’s robe of state, which she usually 
wore on all great occasions of ceremonial, but 
which she could not be persuaded to wear on 
this, because state and herself were in accord no 
longer. The robe was there, but the heart to 
put it on was wanting. There may be some 
who may feel inclined to critieize the omission, 
and to judge that if Her Majesty consented to 
sit upon the robe she might as well fiavo con­
sented to wear it, but the kindly instincts of 
the British people will but see a
now proof of in this little incident
gentle womanliness on the part of the chief 
lady of the land, and a new occasion for the 
expression of a hope that a sorrow so touching 
may soon be wholly, as it is now partially, 
consoled.

My Lords and Oentlemen 
“ It is with great satisfaction that I have 

recourse to your assistance and advice.
I have recently declared my consent to a 

marriage between my daughter Princess Helena 
and Prince Christian of Schleswig-Holstein 
Sonderbourg—Augustenburg. 1 trust this 
union may be prosperous and happy.

“ The death of my beloved Uncle, the King 
of the Belgians, has affected me with profound 
grief. I feel great confidence, however, that 
the wisdom which he evinced during his reign 
will animate his successor, and preserve for 
Belgium her independence and prosperity.
“My relations with foreign Powers are friend­

ly and satisfactory, and I see no cause to fear 
any disturbance of the general'peace.

“ The meeting of the fleets of France and 
England in.the ports of the respective coun­
tries has tended to cement the amity of the 
two nations, and to prove to the world their 
friendly concert in the promotion of peace.

“ I have observed with satisfaction that the 
United States, after terminating successfully 
the severe struggle in which they were so long 
engaged, are wisely repairing the ravages of 
civil war. The abolition of slavery is an event 
calling forth the cordial sympathies and con­
gratulations of this country, which has always 
been foremost in showing its abhorrence of an 
institution repugnant to overv feeling of justice 
and humanity.

I have at the same time the satisfaction to 
inform you that the exertions and perseverance 
of my naval squadron have reduced the 
Slave Trade on the West Coast of Africa within 
very narrow limits.

“ A correspondence has taken place between 
my Government and that of the United States 
with respect to injuries inflicted on American 
commerce by cruisers under the Confederate 
flag. Copies of this correspondence will be laid 
before jou.

“ The renewal of diplomatic relations with 
Brazil has given me much satisfaction, and I 
acknowledge with pleasure that the good offices 
of my ally, the King of Portugal, have contribu­
ted essentially to this happy result.

“ I have to regret the interruption of peace 
between Spain and Chili. The good offices of 
my Government, in conjunction with those of 
the Emperor of the French, have been ac­
cepted by Spain, and it is my earnest hope that 
the causes of disagreement may be removed in 
a manner honourable and satisfactory to both 
countries.

“The negotiations which have been long 
pending in Japan, and which have been con­
ducted with great ability by my Minister in 
that country, in conjunction with the represen­
tatives of my allies in Japan, have been brought 
to a conclusion which merits my entire appro­
bation. The existing treaties have been rati­
fied by the Mikado ; it has been stipulated that 
the tariff shall be revised in a manner favour­
able to commerce, and the indemnity due 
under the terms of the Convention of October, 
1864, shall be punctually discharged.

“ I have concluded a Treaty of Commerce 
with the Emperor of Austria, which I trust 
will open to that empire the blessing of ex­
tended commerce, and be productive of im­
portant benefits to both countries.

“ The deplorable events which have occurred 
in the island of Jamaica have induced me to 
provide at once for an impartial inquiry, and 
for the due maintenance of authority during 
that inquiry, by apoointing a distinguished mi­
litary officer as Governor and Commander of 
the Forces. I have given him the assistance 
of two able and learned Commissioners, who 
will aid him in examining into the origin, na­
ture. and circumstances of the recent outbreak 
and the measures adopted in the course of its 
suppression. The Legislature of Jamaica has 
proposed that the present political constitution 
of the island should be replaced by a new form 
of Government. A Bill upon this subject will 
he submitted for your consideration.

“Papers on these occurrences will he laid 
before you.

“ Papers on the present state of New Zealand 
will he laid before you.

“1 Bave given directions for the return to 
this country of the greater portion of my re­
gular forces employed in that colony

“I watch with interest the proceedings 
which are^ still in progress in British. North 
America with a view to a closer union among

the Provinces, and continue to attach great im- j 
portance to that subject.

“ I have observed with great concern the ex­
tensive prevalence during the last few months 
of a virulent distemper among the cattle in 
Great Britain, and it is with deep regret, and 
with sincere sympathy for the sufferers, that I 
have learnt the severe losses which it has 
caused in many counties and districts. It is 
satisfactory to know that Ireland and a consi­
derable part of Scotland are as yet free from 
this calamity, and I trust that by the precau­
tions suggested by experience, and by the 
Divine blessing on the means which are now 
being employed, its further extension may be 
arrested.

“ The orders which have been made by the 
Lords of my Privy Council, by virtue of the 
powers vested in them by law, with a view to 
prevent the spreading of this disease, will he 
laid before you, and your attention will be 
called to the expediency of an amendment of 
the law relating to a subject so deeply affecting 
the interests of my people.

“ Gentlemen of the House of Commons,
“ I have directed that the Estimates of the 

ensuing year shall be laid before you. They 
have been prepared with a due regard to 
economy, and axe at the same time consistent 
with the maintenance of efficiency in the pub­
lic service.

“The condition of trade is satisfactory.
“ My Lords and Gentlemen,

“ A conspiracy, adverse alike to authority, 
propel ty, and religion, and disapproved and 
condemned alike by ail who are interested in 
their maintenance, without distinction of creed 
or class, has unhappily appeared in Ireland. 
The constitutional power of the ordinary tri­
bunals has been exerted lor its repression, and 
the authority of the law has been firmly and 
impartially vindicated.

“ A Bill will be submitted to you, founded 
on the Report of the Royal Commission, on 
the subject of Capital Punishment, which I 
have directed to be laid before you.

“ Bills will be laid before you for amending 
and consolidating the laws relating to Bank­
ruptcy, and for other improvements in the 
law.

“ Measures will also he submitted to you for 
extending the system of public audit to branch­
es of receipt and expediture which it has not 
hitherto reached, and for amending the pro­
visions of the law with respect to certain class­
es of legal pensions.

“ Your attention will be called to the subject 
of the Oaths taken by Members of Parliament 
with a view to avoid unnecessary declarations 
and to remove invidious distinctions between 
members of different religious communities in 
matters of legislation.

“ I have directed that information should he 
procured in reference to the rights of voting in 
the election of members to serve in Parliament 
for counties, cities, and boroughs.

“ When that information is complete, the at­
tention of Parliament will be called to the re­
sult thus obtained, with a view to such im­
provements in the laws which regulate the 
rights of voting in the election of members of 
the House of Commons, as may tend to strength 
en our free institutions and conduce to the 
public welfare.

“ In these and iu all other deliberations I 
fervently pray that the blessing of Almighty 
God may guide your counsels to the promotion 
of the happiness of my people.”

New Anglican Oherch Hi OtïAwA.—-A meet; 
ing of members of the Church of England was 
held in the Chapel of Ease, Sussex Street, on 
Monday, to consider the project of erecting a 
church on the site at the corner of Rideau and 
Sussex Streets. The feeling ol the audience 
appeared to be decidedly favorable to the erec­
tion of a church corresponding to the wants of 
the Anglican community, and the advantageous 
character of the site. The proceedings were 
characterized by the best feeling. The. result 
was the unanimous adoption of a resolution ap­
pointing a committee to report at a meeting to 
be held next Monday evening, as to the best 
means of building a church capable of accom­
modating at least 1,000 persons, and at a cost 
not to exceed £6,000.

Encounter of the Earth with the Tail of a 
Comet.—This extraordinary event, against the 
occurrence of which, according to Arago, there 
are more than two hundred and fifty million 
chances to one, actually took place on the 19th 
of June, 1861, the earth having been for fours 
hours totally immersed in the tail, according to 
the calculation of M. Liais, founded on the 
observations made by him at Rio de Janeiro. 
The earth was plunged into it to the depth of 
110,000 leagues, and yet no effect was produced 
on the weather, not even a fog—a proof of its 
extraordinary tenuity, when compared even 
with our atmosphere.—jSWenli/K: Review.

The Latest Oil Sensation.—Pithole city 
seems never tired of furnishing marvels for 
wondering people, and excitement for oil spe­
culators. Some ten days ago a fire occurred in 
the Tremont House, consuming it and an ad­
joining livery stable. In attempting to extin­
guish the fire with water pumped from three 
wells in the neighbourhood, it was found that 
the flames were, towards the last, rather fed 
than abated, by each pailful of liquid thrown 
on. This led to an examination of the wells, 
when it was found that the water in them hav­
ing become exhausted, they had become meta­
morphosed into oil wells, though only some 
sixteen feet deep. But the flow of oil was not 
confined to the wells alone. “The whole ground,” 
if the local Record is good authority, “seems 
fairly saturated with oil. One mauxlug a small 
hole in the ground, and in a few minutes got a 
pailful of oil for his trouble.” The owner of 
one of the three flowing wells was a poor wash­
erwoman, who was offered $5,000 for her well ; 
while for another one, owned by a Mr. Hill, 
$7,000 was refused. He had “ pumped out 
twenty-five barrels of oil in fifteen hours,” when 
he had to stop for want of vessels. The 
water wells turning into oil wells
has given a value to water it never 
before possessed in the regions of oildom, where 
the most oil and least water obtained was al­
ways considered the best luck. One well in 
the neighbourhood had maintained its integri­
ty ; and its proprietor, at last accounts, was 
making a good thing out of retailing pure 
water. Many theories have been started in 
explanation of this new, sudden and wonderful 
freshet of oil, the most reasonable being that 
tho Artesian wells had exhausted large quanti­
ties of water from the soil, thus allowing the 
oil to flow the more freely out of crevices of 
rock into the wells and springs.

Strange Fatality—Deaths from Dancing. 
— The North Alabamian says: On Friday even 
ing, the 19th of January, a party of young men 
and ladies assembled at the house of Mr. Isaac 
Scott, for the purpose of having a dance. The 
night was extremely warm, and the dancers 
soon became wet with perspiration. During 
the night a heavy gale of wind commenced 
blowing, and the weather suddenly became 
freezing cold, chilling the dancers to the bone- 
and in some instances freezing their wet cloth­
ing. In this condition they returned to their 
homes in the morning. On the following mor 
ning the first victim was taken with a chill and 
died the next day. Another and another fol­
lowed in quick succession, some living hut a 
few hours, and others longer. Up to the present 
writing, February 6th, nine have been buried ; 
several are sick, but thought to be recovering. 
Reports have been current that they were poi­
soned, hut the attending physicians, Drs. 
Stevenson and Masterton, say not, and that the 
deaths resulted from l iking cold. Only those 
present who danced were the least affected.

Gift Enterprizes.—With the object of put­
ting down lotteries, gift enterprizes, and other 
swindles which are so plentiful in the neigh­
boring States, a bill has been introduced into 
the Senate to prevent the use of the mails for 
fraudulent purposes. The Postmaster-General 
is authorized by it to prevent the delivery of 
letters sent to a fictitious address when he is 
satisfied that the address is adopted for pur­
poses of deception and fraud ; the letters are to 
go to the dead-letter office, and to be returned 
to the writers. The transmission by mail of 
circulars and handbills for lotteries and gift 
enterprizes, and the defrauding of correspond­
ents by that means, is made punishable by fine 
or imprisonment, as is also the false declara­
tion that money or valuables transmitted by 
mail have not been received. Tne Solicitor of 
the Postoffice Department reports that hund­
reds of complaints are made of the frauds per­
petrated by the men who send these circulars, 
and who neither return any prizes nor acknow­
ledge that they have ever received remitfances. 
If the hill passes business men will be deliver­
ed from a most annoying persecution—one 
which is already proving troublesome here as 
well as in the States.

Carelessness of Railway Officials.—An 
accident, proving fatal to two men, which took 
place on the Grand Trunk at Limehouse, C.W., 
last Thursday, was so palpably the result of care­
lessness on the part of the engine-driver, that 
the jury have very properly expressed the 
strongest condemnation of his conduct, declar­
ing him to be “ especially culpable in not re­
versing his engine soon enough to stop the 
train before coming to the signal.” The men 
were working in a cut, clearing it of snow. 
The danger signal was up all day, and the 
men felt thems rives safe from coming trains. 
But, notwithstanding the danger signal ex­
posed on the semaphore, the train in question 
was not pulled up till it had run a quarter of a 
mile after committing the accident, or more 
than ». mile from the time when the signal was 
first observed by the driver. The brakesmen 
alleged that they made every exertion to stop, 
but could not on account of most of the breaks 
on the train being defective, and so much 
blocked with snow that they would not bite. 
The engine-driver narrowly escaped a verdict 
of manslaughter, as the jury felt that, had due 
exertions been made, the accident might have 
been avoided. Both the unfortunate men have 
left widows and families wholly destitute.

Military Health Commitee^ in Qnebec.—A 
sanitary committee is to be appointed for the 
military of the garrison of Quebec, having for 
President Lt.-Col. McCrea. This committee is 
to be organized, it is stated, by orders of the Se­
cretary of War, and similar precautions are to 
be taken in all the Provincial Garrisons.

Gen. Sir J. F. Love, G.C.B,—This veteran 
officer, Colonel of the 43rd Light infantry, died 
in London, on the 1.3th ult. He served with 
the 52nd Regt. in the expedition to Sweden, in 
Portugal, in Spain, in the Peninsular, with the 
LightDivision,including the storming of Cindad 
Rodrigo, and all the affairs in which the Light 
Division took part up to 1812 ; during the cam­
paign in Holland under Lord Lynedoch, and 
tlie bombardment of Antwerp ; in the several 
affairs before New Orleans, and in the attack 
on that place, on which occasion he had two 
horses shot under him, and was slightlywound- 
ed in the arm by a rifle ball. He served also 
in the campaign of 1815, and received four- 
severe wounds at the battle ofWaterloo, when 
the 52nd charged the French Imperial Guards. 
When Lieut. Col. in command at Cardiff, he 
marched with less than 100 men to Bristol 
during the riots in October 1831 ; was British 
resident at Zante from 1835 to 1838, whence 
he proceeded to Canada to command a division 
during the rebellion ; was employed during the 
Chartist and Rebecca riots, in Wales ; was 
Lieutenant-Governor of Jersey from 1851 to 
1857 ; for a short time he commanded the 
camp at Shorneliffe, and was then appointed 
Insp.-Gen. of Infantry.

How to make Coffee.—With threefourths of 
the coffee to be employed, after being ground, 
the water is made to boil for ten or fifteen 
minutes. The one quarter of the coffee which 
had been kept hack is them flung in, and the 
vessel immediately drawn from the fire,covered 
over, and allowed to stand for five or six 
minutes. In order that the powder on the 
surface may fall to the bottom, it is stirred 
round ; the deposit takes place, and the coffee 
poured off is ready for use. In order to separate 
the dregs more completely, the coffee may be 
passed through a clean cloth, but generally 
this is not necessary, and often prejudical to 
the pure flavor of the beverage. The first 
boiling gives the strength, the second edition 
the flavor. The water does not dissolve of the 
aromatic substances more that fourth part con­
tained in the roasted coffee.

Sleeping with the Head to the North.— 
Herr Dr. Julius von Fischweller, an eccentric 
German physician, recently died, leaving in 
his will what he considered a secret for increas­
ing the years of our life. His own age was 109, 
and he attributed it to the fa< t that he always 
slept with his head to the north, and the rest 
of his body as nearly as possible in a meridian- 
al position. By this means, he thought, the 
iron in his body became magnetized, and thus 
increased the energy of the vital principle.

Egyptian Wedding.—Lady Duff Gordon, in a 
letter from Egypt, has this picturesque bit of 
description ;—“ I went a few daj’s ago to the 
wedding of the handsome Sheykh Hasan, the 
Abab’deh, who married the butcher’s pretty 
little daughter. The group of women and girls, 
lighted up by the lantern which little Ahmad 
carried for me, was the most striking thing I 
have seen. The bride, a lovely girl, of 10 or 11, 
all in scarlet ; a tall, dark slave of Hasan’s, 
blazing with gold and silver necklaces and 
bracelets, with long twisted locks of coal-black 
hair, and glittering eyes and teeth ; the wonder­
ful wrinkled old women, and the pretty won­
dering, yet fearless children, composed a pic­
ture beyond description.The mother brought the 
bride up to me, and unveiled her, and asked me 
to let her kiss my hand, and look at her. I said 
all the usual ‘Bismillah, Mashallahs,’ and after 
a time went to the men, who were eating—all 
but Hasan, who sat apart. He begged mo to 
sit by him, and whispered anxious inquiries 
about his ‘Aroosehs’ looks. After a time he 
went to visit her, and returned in half-an-hour, 
very shy, and covering his face with his hand,
and kissed tlie liands of the cliief guests.
Then we all departed, and the girl was taken 
to look at the Nile, and then to her husband’s 
house.”

Mining Convention.—A national convention 
in relation to the mining interest of the United 
States is to be held at the Cooper Union, New 
York, on April 18, 1866. It will have in view 
the promotion of such measures as shall appear 
best calculated to advance the development of 
gold, silver, copper, lead, iron, coal and 
petroleum interests, and other mineral pro­
ducts. Governors of the various States and 
Territories have been requested to appoint two 
citizens to represent their respective districts 
in the convention. The Chambers of Com­
merce and Boards of Trade of the various cities 
and towns will each appoint two delegates, as 
also will the director and officers of the var­
ious mining companies.

A young lady of Vienna was married a few 
days ago to a youny doctor, and all went well 
till the time for the nuptial feast. She, how­
ever,did not appear,and after some time spent in 
seeking for her, the door of her chamber was 
forced, when a strange sight presented itself to 
the eyes of the mother. On a pile of wood in 
the centre of the room was the young bride 
enveloped in flames. They tore her from her 
horrible seat, already frightfully burnt, and 
inquired her reason for this terrible resolution. 
“I could not make him unhappy,” said she ; 
“I was not worthy of him.” It is needless to 
say that the wedding feast ended in tears.

TRADE AND COMMERCE.

Freight for the United States.—A circular 
has been issued from the Freight-office of the 
Grand Trunk Railway to all agents, notifying 
them, that in view of the abrogation of the Re­
ciprocity Treaty on 17th March, it has been de­
cided to give preference to the shipment of all 
freight for the United States, and they are re­
quested to discontinue loading freight for Mon- 
real in the meantime.

The Foreign Ambassadors at Washington 
and Mr. Geo. Bancroft’s Oration.—Mr. Geo. 
Bancroft’s free criticism of the conduct of fore­
ign nations, in his oration on the late Presi­
dent’s birth-day, has put some of the diploma­
tists on their dignity. Sir Frederick Bruce, 
was of course, present at the ceremony ; but 
being afterwards invited to a dinner given by a 
member of Congress in honor of Mr. Bancroft, he 
declined to go after discovering the object of 
the entertainment, recalling tlie acceptance of 
the invitation which he at first gave, expressly 
on the ground that not overlook the terms 
in which Mr. Bancroft had spoken of Great 
Britain. The Austrian Ambassador took a 
more decided stand. He is said to have called 
upon the Secretary of State and protested 
against the use of such an expression as “Aus­
trian Adventurer” being applied to the Em­
peror Maximilian.
