Just now however, it is
tough. One motorist
phoned to say that he was
faced with letting his aged
mother and a very young
child walk the equivalent
of two blocks to get to
the station. Another
phoned to ask why the
bulk of this work couldn’t
be done at night, and still
another expressed
the opinion that this
wasn’t the time to do the
work anyway.

Painting of white lines
always irritates some mo-
torists — bhut it is a
safety measure that is to
be commended. The city
might, however, have this
type of work done during
the night, provided, of
course, that the overtime
pay is not prohibitive, and
the neighbors in the vi-
cinity do not complain too
bitterly about the noise
that is made.

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Recorder Rose Pays Tribute

The Recorder's Court of
the Municipality of West-
mount is located above
the Police Station.

The Recorder is Ber-
nard Rose. who has held
this position since the
spring.

There are five men be-
sides Mr. Rose who are
connected exclusively
with this court. These in-
clude Deputy Recorder
Alexander Stocker, who
sits for traffie violations;
Clerk of the Court, Cap-
tain O. Arsenault, upon
who fall the duty of all
preparations in each case;
Assistant Cler k, Lieute-
nant Miller; Court Steno-
grapher, Tom Carveth,
and E. K. Carmen who is
in charge of Court

Records.

Traffic Court is held every
Wednesday morning, but all
other cases and contested traf-
fic cases are heard Thursday
evenings before Judge Rose.

In 1956 there were a total of ¥

9865 cases brought before the
Westmount Court, of which
9553 were traffic infractions.
There were 4,878 traffic warn-
ings given.

Last month 771 cases were
before the court, and all but 39
were for traffic offences.

The 39 others included such of-
fenses as burglary, assault, dis-
turbance, common drunks, loiter-
ing, and building and rooming
house by-law infractions. Since
the greater number of cases in
the court are for traffic offenses,
it is interesting to note what
procedure is followed after a
driver is ticketed. When the of-

ficer who issued the ticket re-

turns at the end of his shift, the
offense is entered into the rec-
ords and the driver next appears
before the traffic court on the
following Wednesday morning,
If he pleads guilty, he is fined
on the spot, but if he pleads not
guilty, then the case is remanded

Judge Rose Asks
Speedy Procedure
For Separations

Following the hearing of a
case of non-support, Thursday,
Judge Bernard Rose, QC, Muni-
cipal Judge of the City of West-
mount, called for a more speedy
and inexpensive court procedure
in cases of husband and wife
separation,

“A means should be provived
for a wife to get a quick and in-
expensive decision rather than
go through the present costly
and lengthy Superior court pro-
cedure,” he said.

Judge Rose pointed out that
cases of non-support come under
the Criminal Code but cases of
separation are civil,

“The law should be amended
giving jurisdiction in these cases
to district magistrates, judges
of the session, and municipal
judge who would hear the par-
ties without written pleading
and render judgement declared
the parties separate fixing ali-
mony and giving the custody of
the children to the innocent
party.”

The judge stated that were
this suggestion made law the
Superior courts would be reliev-
ed of these cases and justice
would be speedy and inexpensive.

At present the complete hear-
ing and final decision on separa-
tion cases takes from nine
months to a year and the cost
to the defendent is $600. to $700.

that there is nearly always a
good explanation for the seem-
ingly curious occurrence.

Our two examples, the Cardi-
nal and Mockingbird, are very
gradually spreading out and ex-
tending their range northward
because the climate of North
America is moderating very
gradually, But sometimes it is
merely a local change that is
affecting the movements of the
birds. Destroy a bird's habitat
and you lose the bhird, When =
swamp is drained, the Coots,
Rails, and other nwarsh birds
must leave; when a forest is cut
down, Woodpeckers disappear.
Heavy motor traffic starting up
on a hitherto quiet road means
a depletion of the wayside birds,
such as Vesper Sparrows. On the
other hand, allow a pasture to be-
come overgrown when the cows

xare removed and we will have an

influx of certain Warblers, In-
digo Buntings, and Song Spar-
rows.

When a bird's food supply is
removed, very understandably,
the bird cannot longer occupy its
former territory, The Redheaded
Woodpecker, deprived of its
beeches and oaks. has practical-
Iy been driven from many of
Ontario’s cities and towns. But

when Manitoba maples were
planted extensively in Canada,
Evening Grosbeaks, because of

their fondness for the fruit, fol-
lowed these trees.

The Red-eyed Vireo used to be
a bird of eastern North America
only, but not long ago some indi-
viduals began to nest in southern
B. C. However, in spring mi-
gration these Vireos do not fly
from the Gulf of Mexico in a
northwesterly direction, No,
habit is so strong that they first
fly due north to our horder, and
then turn west, greatly length-
ening their journey, '

The Seed and
The Soil IV

When I read the story of the sower in the Gospel

according to St. Mark, and come to the third soil, I feel
that I am reading the result of a shorthand note taken
down by Mark as Peter repeated the story: “And these
are they which are sown among thorns; such as hear the
word, and the cares of this world, and the deceitfulness of
riches, and the lusts of other things entering in, choke the
word and it becometh unfruitful.”

This is a part of the parable
with the least mystery about it.
Here is the common experience
of those who would set their
minds to higher things. Pagan
philosopher and Christian be-
liever alike are aware of the n-
trusion of the world on his at-
tempt to seek those things that
are above. Wordsworth put it
into words for us;

“Little we see in Nature that
is ours;

Gelting and spending, we lay
waste our powers.”

In this case there is no hard-
ness of heart, no lack of depth
of character, but a failure to
put first things first. There is
a receiving of the word; an ac-
ceptance of the Gospel; a desire
to bring forth fruit; but no
keeping of the cares of the world
in their own place; and not kept
in their own place they occupy
the whole field. Any one who has
spent a summer on a farm and
has kept his eyes open has seen
a field with one corner complete-
ly out of contrel. Perhaps it was
the last field sowed, and the
farmer nhad not time to cultivate
that corner thoroughly enough
Lo kill the weeds. It may even be
the richest corner of the field,
but the richer the ground, the
greater the danger of weeds. For
the weed is there first and if not
eradicated it occupies the ground
before the wheat has a chance
