They also disclosed that a
“number of employees” had
been laid off by “smaller busi-
ness establishments.”

With no sign of an early
agreement being reached in the
hours and wage dispute be-
tween the Street Railwaymen's
Union and the British Colum-
bia Electric Company, officials
of various downtown establish-
ments, running from night
clubs through to department
stores, reported that business
had fallen off from 25 to 60 per
cent during the week.

A survey of other downtown
business officials showed that
taxi companies alone were
benefitting from the strike.
Cab owners’ only complamnt
was—"{po much business, We
can’t handle it all.”
