It
would have been much honester to have
pleaded, at once, that, if they insisted upon
fulfilling their pledges and making it a cabi-
net question, Mr. LaFontaine would no longer
‘¢ choose™ them for colleagues.

Prince Epware’s [snanp.—Our little sis-
ter is determined not to be behind the rest of
John Bulls troublesome colonial family, and
has raised quite a bobbery on that strange and

- vexing chimera, Responsible Government;
for which Lord Grey and his nominee, Sir
Donald Campbell, don’t think her little lady—
ship by any means prepared. The conse-
quence has been that, after a session of only
a week or two, his Excellency has, in no very
courteous terms, sent her lttle lilliputian
Lords and Commous back to * their respective
homes and ocecupations”.  Sir Donald’s

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EDITORIAL CORRESPONDENCE OF THE
MONTREAL HERALD,

Toroxto, May 16, 1850.

The proceedings in Parliament, so far, have, of
course, afforded little to interest the public. The
battle has not yot fuirly begun. However, yester.
day, though only the second day of the session,
there was a kind of parliamentary  skirmish,
though not of a decisive character. It took place
on the motion of the Hon. H, J. Boulton, who, it
seems, has become oneof the clearest of the **grits”
to introduce u bill for preveuting the expenditure
of public monies not previously sanctioned by
Parliament; and for limiting the granting of
pensions. The first object of the bill plainly
rebukes the profligate expenditure of the funds of
the Province in this most absurd scheme of al-
ternate Parliaments —an expenditure for which
Parliament has hitherto given no sanction.

Ministers opposed the motion, on pretence that
courtesy to the head of the Government required
that his speech should be replied to before other
businiess was undertaken, and next, for the still
more flimsy reason that retrencliment was recom-
mended in the speech,  Thelast is absurd ; it is
merely the banal verbiage of the document used
every year in much the same words, when the
Governor General graciously submnits the accounts
to the faithful Commons. Howeyer, these ex~
cuses enabled the Premier to get over the ques-
tion without giving a full negative to the proposi-
tions of the bill. The introduction of lhe measure
was successfully resisted; but it will be again
brought forward after the Guvernor General's

speech has been duly echoed by the parrots called
Members ol Parliament.

The division was instructive as to the way in
which the land lies for the ‘uture. The ayes
were—Badgley, Boulton (Norfolk), Boulton (To-
ronto), Cameron (Kent), Cameron (Cornwull),
Cayley, Christie, De Witt, Gugy,Hopkins, McNab,
Malloch, McConnel, McLean, Papinesu, Prince,
Robinson, Seymour, Sherwood (Toronto), Sher-
wood (Brockville), Stevenson—21.

Alter this business had been disposed of, Col.

In the Legislative Council, nothing has, as yet,
Leen done of public interest, 'o=day there will
be the great field day of the ** Lords,” on the
answer (o the address, The Herald’s report,
taking into account the early date of 11s publica-
tion, will probably be the best in the Province.
Indeed, the arrangements ol the press here, for
reporting Parliamentary proceedings, with the
exception of those of the Globe, are of the most
wretched kind, and, as the Globhe only comes out
three times a week, the Herald will have tele-
graphic news always, and a condensed readable
report of ull interesting debates three tmes a
week, os early as any Toronto journal. Tt issaid
that the ** Lords—at least those who are not
“ flunkies" in disguise—will show a proper
sense of the manner in which they have been de-
graded by the monarchical branch of the Legislas
ture. In the seat ol government question, lrom
the beginning down to His Excelledey’s speech
from the throne, they have been treated as if they
did not exist—as, indeed,‘lhey do not, for auny
refusal or honorable purpose.

The clear grits begin to get extremely dissatis-
fied with the dictatorial position sssumed by the
French Canadian ministerial leader. The Eza~
miner the other duy, for the first time, spoke very
plainly on this subject, speaking of Mr. LaFon~
taine as ** the lender of the priests party.” The
*“clear grits” can hardly hope for a majonty in the
House this session; but the geneéral opinion
among those with whom I converse, is, that they
could earry Upper Canada alone. From thisitis
inferred that the next move on the board will be
an union for the defence of ecelesiastical endow-
ments between those who have an interest in
defending them in both sections of the Province.
This would be something like the contrivance
imagined by Mr. Draper, except that it would
have the basis ol a common principle, which was
wanting in the time time of that g:nileman. It
would give the powers ol the government into the
hands of the family compact of Upper Canada,
joined with that-partly elerical, partly nauonal
party which possesses so great a numerical furee
in Lower Canada, and which has shown itsell so
distinetly lately, in each of its characters on the
hustings at Megantic and elsewhere. In report
ing these opinions, I ounly give you the gossip of
politicians, without desiring that you or your
readers should attach more importance to them,
than belungs to their apparent coincidence with
the knowu state of parties and opinions.

Out of the House there is u story very rife,
about a mater that made some stir a short time
ago. Your readers will remember that after the
meeting where Mr. Cameron came out with his
explarations, and in favour of Mr. Caleb Hopkins,
a report of his speech was poblished in the Pro.
vineialist, o paper at that time wavering between
the ministers and the * ¢lear grits.” Cameron
was at Montreal when this paper came down, and
he wrote a letter 1o the Pilot, alleging that this
report contained many ** intended"” errors—so it
was published. Then the Provincialist declared
that 1t had four sheets of paper containing Mr.
Cnmeron’s own report of his speech, in which
everything that was printed was to be found.
Cameron then alleged that he did not write * in.
tended” but ** unintended,” though he did not
contradict the soft impeachment about being his
own reporter. I hear, now, that the ex-Minister's
present version of tke affair is, that he did not re.
port the speech, but that it was repoited by ano-
ther party who is said to huve confessed that he
put things in which Cameron did not say—but
which he says would have been gaid if they had
not been forgot. Thal wllies very well with the
*“intended ;" but then how to account for the sub.
sequent ** unintended” and the silence, when ac-
cused ol denying his own report? It looks, I
think, very much as il the ex-Minister and jo;xr.
unalist, were both intense humbugs,

Mr Guey gave notice of a question as to
whether ministers had inquired into the She-
riff’s emoluoments in Montreal.

Mr Wm Bourton gave notice of a series of
resolutions, having for object the granting of
aid to a railroad from Lake Huron to the
sea, passing through the principal towns of
Canada.

Mr BapcrLEy gave notice of a bill to amend
the criminal law, and provide a mode of cri-
minal procedure.

Dr DavieNoN gave notice of questions
relative to the reforin of the seigniorial tenure;
and

Mr Guey of another question relative to
the intention of ministers to put up the pub-
lic printing to. competition.

A bill to amend the organization of the no-
tarial profession of C. E., was read the first
time,—and Mr Morrison’s bill to abolish the
law ol'J)rimogenilure, C. W., was ordered to
be read a first time to-morrow.

Mr H J Bouvrron moved for copies of the
negoliations between the Provincial and Im-
perial Governments, by writing or through
Mr Hincks, on the subject of the clergy re—
serves; and of any instructions given on that
subject to Mr Hincks, together with a report of
the substance of any discussion between Mr
Hineks and the Imperial Government, on the
this subject, and of Barl Grey’s views thereon.

Mr Bavowin opposed that partof the mo-
tion relative to the instructions to Mr Hincks,
as something quite out of the regular order of
things.

After some farther conversation, he stated
that there had been no negotiation of the kind
spoken of.,

Mr H Snerwoop theu taunted the Govern-
ment with having stated, last session, that they
could not proceed with the Clergy Reserve
question till after negociating with the Home
Government, and with failing, during the re-
cess, toenteronthat negotiation, thus putting off
what was admitted to be a most important
question—the question of the day. He ob-
jecled to asking about the impressions of Earl
Grey, because he did not care a farthing for
Earl Grey’s opinion. He knew the clergy
reserves question was settled by an Imperial
law, and, therefore, it would be absurd to pass
a Provineial law to repeal the Imperial act.—
It muost be repealed, if at all, by the Imperial
Parliamept, or the latter must be permitted by
the former to legislate upon it. That was all
that conld be done.

Mr. HiNcks sustained Mr., Sherwood’s view
of the law, but deelared that Government had
not promised to negotiate on this subject.
What had been stated last session by Mr.
Baldwin, was that before the House could
legisiale it would be desireable 10 negotiate.
(Oh, oh, why did they not then ) Simply
because Government were not prepared with
a measure on this subject. He stated that
openly and candidly. He concluded by de-
claring that his opinion had not changed on
this subject 5 he desired its settlement as ar-
dently as ever.

Mr. McConner declared the Commissioner
of Crown Lands had promised that the sub-
subject would be taken up forthwith by the
Government. He regretted to find that this
was not to be done.

Mr. Barowin acknowledged that the go-
vernment entertained such different views on
this subject that they could not propose any
mueasure for settling it.  Of course the same
reason prevented them from negotiating.

Mr. H. Sugrwoon said that his remarks
were founded on what had been said by Mr,
Price last session : not on anything as Mr.
Hincks supposed, which fell from Mr. Bald-
win. Resolution withdrawn.

The House then adjourned.

.

May 17.

Sir Auran McNar presented a petition
praying that leave might be granted to the
Corporation of Hamilton, to guarantee stock
to the extent of £100,000 in the. Great West-
ern Railway.

Mr. Price presented a petition praying for
Legislative provision to maintain better ob-
servance of the Sabbath.

On the reading of the petition for Indepen-
dence presented by Col. Prince, the Speaker
called the attention of the House to the ex-
traordinary characier of this petition ; where-
upon

Mr. BaLowiN moved that the said petition
be not received.

Col. Prince desired to postpone the motion
for the reception of the petition for a few days ;
for he expected several more petitions of the
same kind ; but as Mr. Baldwin persisted in
his motion, the hon member continued ; say-
ing, that he heard such a motion as this for
the first time in his Parliamentary life; but
this motion well becomes the liberal Attor-
ney General—the great reformer of the day.
There was a time when that gentleman would
have approved of every word of it. He sup-
posed, however, he should soon hear of sedi-
tion or treason to {righten him from his object.
He defied the prosecution that was threatened
in the Secretary’s letter to him: he defied
the hon. gentleman to execute his threat.
Did the Attorney General kuow what the Bill
of rights said—that the subject was allowed to
petition the king on all subjects? Did he not
know that the best commentator on English
law said the subject could petition Parliament
on all subjects which could not be redressed
by ordinary methods of legal proceeding?
Now, the demand in this petition was just one
of those requests which could not be granted
by common law ; nor even by the Provincial
Parliament. Petitions could not properly be re-
jected, exeept for informalities which seemed
to throw doubt on their genuineness, and of
that there could be no doubt in the present
case. This was not the time to debate the
policy of independence. When that question
came up, probably that night, he would show
that the Attorney General was not always so
much attached to British connection, as he ap-
peared to be since he partook of the fal sala-
ries of £1200 per annum. There were sev-
eral names struck out of the petition—struck
oul by him 1o prevent their owners being swal-
lowed up by the liberal government—the libe-
ral Government!'—who wonld have taken
away all their little offices.

Mr. PapINEAU said the motion was so un-
precedented that he wondered the gentleman
who made it did not support it by some rea-
sons. The petition was a request made to
the sovereign ; and yet it was desired to pre-
vent it reaching her by the interference of |
this small, this comparatively minute body—
the Provincial Parliament—and this interfer-
ence was made by persons who had so many
crimes to auswer for—crimes committed ei—
ther in gross ignorance or gross coutempt of
the canstitution—to the House. 'This con-
duct was of a piece with the attempts of the
same gentleman who made the motion to pre-
vent the free election of members to the
House. For his conduct in the electien for
Foarth Riding of York, that gentleman de-
served to be no longer a minister of the crown.
In England the ministers of the erown had
ever been the first to defend the privileges of
the House ; buthere every example was lost
on ministers : they were ready on every oc-
casion to oppress individuals, unless all
crouched before them. Even this session
they had followed the same course, by admi-
nistering a rebuke to a member, equal in
every respect to themselves—whom they had
prevented from introducing @ measure before
the speech from the throne had been replied
to. To interfere with the right of petition was
most censurable, and it was so, especially in
this case, because it was not for the House to
give a definite and it might be an ungracious
decision. Should the ministry be allowed to
suppress discussion on thisor any other topic?
He thousht not. Every constitution from
1759 had been equally applaunded by those
paid to applaud ; but let not the proposal of
any honest man, for the public good, be stfled
in its inception, by the hired assertors Lhat
everything was for the best. By a venal
press they might be supported in the practice
of ‘everything that was wrong, while they
were laking assistance from men who ne-
glected their judicial duties 10 attend to poli-
tics. This petition might be very absurd ; but
the greatest statesmen in England, ever since
the independence of the United States, had
contended that the maintenance of Canada as
a colony, was a loss and disgrace w the Mo~

ther Country. These gentlemen, because

they were once called liberuls and rebels,

were now obliged 10 g0 to the other extreme,

in order that they might make up for lost time

by an extravagant, strained loyally, such as

they would nut weet with among those whom

they aspersed for illiberality. ‘I'he motion of
the Attorney General was one of a kind he

liked to see carried by hon. gentlemen oppo-

site. They had so duped the country, an_d

duped him, that he was glad—he repeated it

—1o see them act as they were now acting.

He saw among them men who had voted

the 92 resolutions. (Cheers.) Resolutions,

which declared that nothing could maintain

the conneection with Great Britain, onerous at

best, except the widest extension of the elec—
tive principle. He was glad when he saw

these men commit misiakes which must des-
troy the entire system of falschood, which
they now supported. If the goverument,
who three short years ago, had @ majority of
three to one, were already on the wane—it
those benches would not much longer be dis-
graced by liberals, who did not allow liberty
of discussion—it was because they came
down to Parliament, disposed to be tyranni-
cal, because they were certain they could
not be ousted from their seats, at least for
four years. He believed that no set of men
could stand lonyg, who were determined to
support the present constitution of falsehood
and servility. By the press—that portion
favored by the ministry,—it was said that
there could be no ministry formed from the
opposition, because there Was 1o great leading
mind among that portion of the House like
the first premier. He had been held up as
the enemy of his country, because he had
spoken of the Ministry Baldwin-LaFontaine.
It was said by the flatterers of the first pre-
mier that it should be called the ministy La-
Fontaine-Baldwin, and the inventer of that de-
licate adulation, had been rewarded by obtain-
ing the office of legal adviser to the Trinity
House, at Quebec, not because the Tgnity
House wanted his services; but because the
premier wanted to reward his flattery. The
same gentleman would doubtless be protected
now that he had brought scandal on the
House, on his colleagnes in that house, by
saying that if he took fees for drafting bills, so
did other members also ; and thus, although
he had been branded in a Court of Justice,
when he Broughtan action on a bill,which, as
the Court said, might purport to be for value
received ; but which, if received, was not re-
ceived from the holder, but from the House
of Assembly. That gentleman instead of
acting from good motives in his Legislative
capacity, had degraded his, office of Legisla-
tor by receiving a base and dirly bribe. Was
it not plain that this new-fangled system
made every man who mixed in public life
a cormorant, preying on the general funds,
which he attained by constant flattery offered
at the shrine of a few men, who had the pow-
er of dispensing favours. Though the minis-
ters had dismissed those, who spoke of separ-
ation from the mother country as something
desirable while they declared themselves in
favor of peace, and professed their continned
love towards Great Britain, yet let them know
that the Attorney General East was already re-
jected from his seat for Montreal, where he
had goue after deserting Terrebonne, moved
by his excessive vanity and desirous of show-
ing his strength to Downing Street so as to
prevent the Imperial Government [rom reject-
ing his advice.

Col. Guay thonght the general rule was
withthose, who spake on his side of the House ;
but the House might introduce discussions on
mischievous subjects, like that introdaced by

there were more such petitions expecied, that
was an additional reason to prevent the recep-
tion of this one. It was time to prevent the
moving of the masses 1o overthrow the institu-
tions of the country. Independence! Where
was the army, navy, &e., and other similar
institutions, which would enable the Province
to sappoit it? Canada independent, would
be overrun by loafers from the neighbouring
States who would dJestroy the country.
Whatever ministers might do to oppose these
revolutionary views, he would go with them.
Canada was the freest country on the earth
enjoying protection without cost. Witharmed
men and navies for which she paid nothing.
What was to be gained by the success of this
new fapcy forindependence ? As to the liberty

| of petitioning, he asked whether if a lunatic

were to petition to annex Great Britain and
Ireland to Russia, if the petition would be re-
ceived in the British Parliament? The re-
marks of the hon. meniber for St. Maurice on
other subjects seemed o have nothing to do
with the motion before the House. He (Col.
Gugy) desired another administration, but he
desired to wait till the present one could be
removed in a constitutional manner.. ‘I'he
invitation of the hon. member for Essex to
prosecute might not be accepted by the At—
torney General; but he confessed he should
not be surprized, nor very sorry Lo see some
example made. :

Mr. M. Cameron thought it wasthe right of
every man (o petition oun every subject he
pleased. The hon. member for Sherbrooke
however, had perhaps forgotten that in the
United States, a party had been strong enough
to resist the reception of a petition for abolish-
ing the bondage of slaves ; but every English
heart beat high in favour of Johu Quincey
Adams, who stood aloue in favour of the sa-
cred right of petition. He did not approve
of the prayer of the petition, but that peti-
tion could not he rejected, as far as he could
see, unless the House were determined to
maintain the diviue right of Kings. He con-
tended that the people had the right to peti-
tion, on any subject, and even to chauge
the Government, if the majority desired 1o do
so; and he said this though he approved of the
dismissals of the militia officers and magis-
trates, who had signed this petition on the
Montreal manifesto. He confessed that he did
not think such persons ought to hold commis-
sions under the Government, which they
desired to overthrow. He was surprized,
however, to hear the remarks of the hon. mem-
ber for Sherbrooke. The last time he had the
honour of breaking a lance with the hon mem-
ber, he had declared that the passing of a
certain bill, which then made some noise in
the world, had absolved him from his allegi-
ance.

Mr. Guey said, no: he had said that he
feared some people might consider them-
selves absolved from their allegiance.

Mr. M. CameroN was always ready to ac—
cept any explanation, though he remembered
answering the remarks of the hon. member,
and that the only explanation the hon mem-
ber then thonght 1t necessary to make, wus to
change the word * relieve”’, which he (Mr.
Cameron) had supposed him to make use of
for absolve. However, take the words either
way : why had not these petitionerss just as
much right to reason in this manuer as the
hon gentleman or these of whom he spoke.—
Why had they not a right to say that certain
changes in the Imperial policy, justified the
demand for independence as well as others
had the right to believe themselyes absolved
from their allegiance. The hon member then
cited several precedents to show how consist~
ently the duty of Parliament to receive peti-
tions had been maintained in England.—
Among these ecases were examples in which
the most odious petitions had been received
from Socialists and others, some containing
such abhorrent expressions, as  a monstrous
God'?, Sc. A great writer had said that Eng-
Jlaud could never be sustained till the rules of
Parliament were made to limit liberly. He
feared that had been done this session in the
case of Mr. Boulton’s bill, and would be done
in the'case of the present petition, The hon
gentleman  conclnded by declaring there was
nothing of an improper character in the word-
ing ‘of the petition, and that there was no dan-
ger'in receiving i, as the country had declur-
ed unequivocally in favour of continuing the
connexion.

Mr. H. Sugrwoop thought the members
of the House were sent to maintain the con-
nexion with Great Britain, Thie petition call-
ed on the House to try toget independence,
therefore they shonld not receive it. 1t was
not a subject to bz debated.

The question was then put:—Ayes 57;
Nays 7.

The nays were Messrs Cameron (Kent),
Holmes, Prince, Papineau, Sanborn, McCon-
nell and DeWitt.

On the order of the day—Tfor the address in
dnswerto the speech from the Throne being
called, Sir- A McNab asked if it were the
intention of the Administration to give any
explanation on the subject of the resignation
of two late ministers of the Crown.

Mr. Barowiy declined 5 and

Sir A McNas then gave notice of a ques-
tion intended to obtain some information on
these subjects.

Mr Fereusow then moved, and. Mr Agn-
sTrRONG seconded, the address lo the Throne,
in answer to the speech.

LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.

Hon Jas. Morris moved the usual address
to the Governor General in answer to the
speech. The address was of course merely
an echoof the speech, and the usual platitude
of speech and response was not atall relieved
by any epecial merits in the manner of the
m«l)ver. ' He_y’)m:ly commefnledﬂtl»plﬁ;he seve-
ral parad, b way of am ation, as
he g&? ﬁ)ﬁ’emyin thye order puuggesled by
His Excellency’s programme, Ontwo points
only did he go beyond the usual framework.
On the paragraph relative to the increase of
the Representation, he said, that he thought
at the time of the Union great injustice was
done to Lower Canada by an equal represen-
tation being given to Upper Canada. He
knew nothing of Ministerial intentions ; but
ifa new measure were to be introduced, he
trusted it would be based on population—that
was to say, on the immutable prineiples of
justice. On the question of the dismissal of
Annexationists, he thought no one in this age
and country would deny the right of discus-
sing Annexation or any other question; but
Lie thought, before hurling defiance in the
face of their Sovereign, those persons should
haye resigned their commissions.

Hon P. Moore seconded the address;
dwelling for a few moments on the advan-
tage to be derived from the assumption of the
Post Office by the Provincial authorities, and
on the propriety of adding to the Legislative
Council some more members from the East-
ern Townships. He also said,on this sub-
ject, that he hoped some of the Counties of
Lower Canada would be so divided as to give
the English-speaking inhabitants a fair repre-
sentation. He approved of the diswmissal of
the Annexation magistrates.

Hon Go. Bovrrton, while declining to vote
for factious purposes, could not concur in
every paragraph of the address. As to the
occurrences at Montreal and the removal of
the Seat of Government, it was said that the
move had been made in accordance with the
recommendation of the House of Assembly.—
He wished some allusion had been made to
the address on the same subject from that
Honse. He thought the omission to notice
that address was a mark of contempt, which
ought not to have been exhibited, A circular
had been sent round saying that the Legisla-
ture desired the removal. The Legislature
did not, but only one branch of it. He approved
of the steps to obtain reciprocity, and hoped
good might come out of the repeal of the na-
vigation laws. The Post Office had been
mentioned for fifteen or gixteen years, and he
trusted some good would, at last, come out of
it. . He approved of the Annexation dismiss-
als, but did not believe that people had the
right, as the mover of the address said, even
to discuss such questious as that. The peo-
ple of the Province had shown themselves to
be against Annexation. He had expressed
his opinion relative to the degradation of the
Legislative Council ; but did not intend to
oppose the address as proposed.

Hon Mr. t,es51x sald there had been no af-
front intended to this House. ‘I'he hon gen-
tleman, who spoke last, was wrong in saying
that there was an address from that Couneil.
There was no address, though there was a
vote against the propesition for alternate Par—
liaments in Toronto aud Quebec. The Go-
vernment had to choose between the address
and the vote, and adopted the former as on the
whole the most conducive to the public advan-
lage.

On the paragraph relative to the removal of
the Seat of Government, the hon Mr. M‘Kay
moved an amendment. He said if the House
passed over the insult to which they had been
subjected they would not deserve the name
of an independent body. At present they
were dependent because they were not elect-
ed, and hayving nobody to elect them had
none to support them. If they were elected,
no Governor would have dared to treat
their constituents, as they were now treat-
ed, because they had no constituents.
However, the elective principle would
soon be applied to the Council and pro-
bably to the Governship. IL was comin
round to that. The hon. gentleman then rehg
the resolutions passed by the Council last
Session on this subject of the Seat of Govern-
ment, He was sorry the malter was not taken
up by an abler man than himself; bat in the
high position in which he stood, he woald not
consent willingly to be made, as the Council
was now almost universally considered, a
mere nonentity. He moved to resolve, that
the House regretted that the Seat of Govern-
ment should have been removed from the City
m which both Houses of the Legislature had
desired it to be established, at the vote of
only one House, passed by a majorily of five,
and against the unanimous vote of the other
House.

‘The Hon. B. McDonaLp was quite satisfied
with the explanation of the hon. Secretary.
As Lo the taunts of the hon. mover of the
amendment, they were worthless, for the
Council was never so independent as at pre-
sent. The hon. member who moved the
