THE SEAT OF GOYERNMENT.—As the time ap-
proaches when his Excellency may be expected
to resume his high functions, and, doubtless,
under the impression that he will bring with
him, from Downing street, the decision of the
Imperial Cabinet as to the locus in quo of the
future provincial capital, rumours in reference
to that decision have become prevalent here
and élsewhere. In allusion to them, our neigh-
bour the /Argus, said on Friday morning :—*If,
however, we may rely on information that sel-
dom fails us, we should be inclined to credit
that the city of Ottawa is, if not already fixed
on, in a fair way of being so, as the Legislative
Metropolis.” Then, we find the following an-
nouncement in an extra of the Ottawa Citizen
issued on the 24th ultimo :—

The following * telegram” was received here
to-day from Quebec. It is addressed to Ed.
McGillivray, by William Morris, Esq. of Mc-
Nab :—

Quebec, 24th Oct., 1857.

To E. McGillivray,—

Private intelligence just received—OTTAWA
the Seat of Government.

W. Morris.

The Montreal organ of Messrs. J. A. Macdonald
& Co.,—that precious band' of incapables, who,
to escape the constitutional responsibility in=
herent in the Administration of every self-gov-
erning country, and throw dust 'in the eyes of
the various local cligues in the House of Assem-
bly, by whose combined venality they secure
their “ majorities,” effected the removal of the
decision of so essentially local a question from
Canada to England—from the “right men in the
right place,” to the ‘‘ wrong men in the wrong
place”’—this organ, also, with singular if not
suspicious eceentricity, advocates the selection
of Ottawa. In view of these facts—and the pos-
sibility of their being the shadows, which are
said to precede coming events—we think it our
duty thus early to protest, in the name .of
public convénience, of economy and of common
senge, against any such ridiculous location ‘of
the Legislature and the Executive of this im-
portant colony. Our readers are well aware
how great an interest we take in the advance-
ment and prosperity of the Ottawa country——it
is, as we havé ever maintained, the natural
back-country of our own city,and the settlement |
of its hroad anﬂ fertile  lands, . the  im-
provement of its water communications and the
general developement of its vast ‘natural re-
sources, must ever be an object of primary im-
portance to the trade and commerce of Montreal.
Nay, so far as the individual interests of our
citizens are concerned, we have every reason
to believe that they would be quite as much be-
nefited by the enormous expenditure, necessarily
attending the establishment of the seat of. Gov-
ernment in the City of Ottawa, as by its estab-
lishment in Montreal itself. But as the people
of Montreal have never claimed metropolitan
honors for their city, excepting on the one and
only ground of the public welfare—of the mani-
fest convenience and advantage of the whole
people of Canada, from Gaspé ‘to Goderich,—
the prospect of individual gain will never in-
duce them to ignore the manifest inconvenience
and disadvantage, which the selection of Ottawa
as the Capital of Canada could not fail to in-

flict upon tha paanle of hoth sastinna nf tha Prax
vince. We trust, however, that the rumours,

the prevalence of which have induced our re=
marks, will prove groundless, ‘a,nd that, wher'e-
ever the Seatof Government is fixed, it will
not be in amere corner of ‘the settled portion-of
the country to be governed—where accommoda-
tion hasnot only to be provided for the Execu-
tive and Legislature bodies, but where at‘x en-
tirely new city must be built for the convenience
of the members of the Legislature and of the
crowds of strangers, whose duty or interest in-
duces their attendance during the sessions of
Parliament—but in one or other of our existing
cities and centres of population, where accom-
modation for the officers of the Government and
the members of the Legislature already exists,
and where the only buildings to be erected at
the public expense would be those of a publle
character—the Parliamentary Chambers,the De-
partmental Officer and the residence of Her

Majesty’s representative.

For the
bénefit of our numerous readers, we will give a
short description of this model Jengine. It is
toustructed on the end-wotking system, with 7
inch cyilnder and 16 inch stroke, worked by 44
10,48 men. It throws two streams of water
frem one side of the box ; and on the other side
is a gong, attached to the wheel, which is used
as an alarm bell, and sounded by each revolu-
tion of the wheel. The box is of strong cop-
per, 4 feet 6 inches long, and 2 feet 2 inches
wide, by 2 feet deep. On the bed plate is a
highly-finished brass air-chamber, with the name
“ Cataract” passing over it. There is a ma-
hogany tool-box, strongly fastened by. brass
corner-plates, and also two highly-polished
brass branch pipes. = The working-beam is
polished, with the extention of folding brakes,
which are of gas-pipe, and are brass capped,
and covered with leather. The rope reel is on
the front, and can be let out as may be required.
The wheels are 4 and 3 feet high, and are
painted white, with green, red, and gold strip-
ing. The body is Paris green, with gold stripe,
and is decorated by a beautifully painted view
of Niagara Falls, by Duncan. On-the four
buckets are views of ~Niagara, Chaudiere
of Bytown, Montmorenci,; and ' Chauwini-
gan Falls, by the same talented artist.

He was a man of good understanding, of plain
unaffected © manners, friendly disposition,
straightford and upright in all his dealings.—
He bore an. excellént. moral character, peace-
able, orderly and well disposed. He was a
loyal'subject of the Crown, a valuable citizen,
and a good man. He filled several offices of
trust, with credit to himself hnd benefit to his
couintry. He was a respected and highly valued
member of the Ancient and honorable order of
Free Masons, and stood deservedly high in the
craft. (His remains were accompanied to the
grave by a very large concourse of the most re-
spectable men in the city ;—a fitting testimony
to the memory of a good and worthy man.

Last week Dr. Strong, Incumbent of Christ’s
Church, after a ministry for twenty years here,
took his departure to another field of labor.—
His reasons for severing himself from his
congregation were of 'a private nature,
and the charge was becoming too large
for a man of his years properly to discharge the
duties thereof. Before he left he received seve-
ral testimonials from his parishioners, and was
presented with a very flattering address. He
goes West, to the parish of Tecumseth, North of
Toronto. He is a man of high abilities. He
will long be remembered in this community.

About ten days ago, a fire occurred; on the
west side of South Street, the one leading te
the Railway Terminus in the lower town of this,
city. Itswept down in its course about twelvo
tenements, chiefly liquor shops, with one ex-
ception the houses were of wood, and a misera-
ble rackle of buildings they were. The cost of
the houses themselves could not have been
much, for they were principally the merest
“shells.” The destruction of property could not
have been great either,—the chief commodity
destroyed was rascally bad liquor. The fire
began in Saloon. During the progress of the
fire various expedients were restored to stop the
flames. Gunpowder was used, but to little pur-
pose. We escape the scourge of fire in a most
remarkable degree in this city, which is a very
great blessing, for our Fire Department is not
in the most efficient state imaginable. We have
no Hook and Ladder Company, and the want
We have three
very fair fire companies, but the engines
were much in want  of water, The
city finances do not admit of prompt pay to the
watermen, and they refuse to work for nothine,
or slow bills ; and the consequence is'a defici-
ency of water at nearly every fire here. During
theravages of the fire Some of our gentry got con-
siderably elevated. A military dinner had
taken place during the evening previous, and
some of the gallant sons of Mars approached the
fiery element in evident disorder. One or two
of them were particularly observable,—their
gay uniforms, loud tones of command, and de-
cided course of action, soon hrought them into
contact  with the authorities; much torthe
amusement of the disinterested spectators. :To
see a man trying to mount aladder who could
not see a hole in forty feet of it it is rather pro-
vocative of mirthfulness. Nor had they the fun
longto themselves, for soon some of our fast
youths were observed to swagger and brawl, too,
and when one of the military warriors would

would pronounce him an ass and boldly con-
tradict it. ' One of the most laughable tarces I
witnessed was the sight of two of these gentry,
both partially in undress, trying to seat them-
selves on a stone not larger than a man’s head,
in a very dirty guftter, with mud and filth up to
their knees, and each one issuing his orders,
and balancing himself as if all creation depend-
ed upon his exertions to keep right end up and
make a noise! Andat the same time a modern
Count D’Orsay, who had become slightly eleva-
ted from the emptyings of the cellars, was
marching along from door to door, demanding -
in the most imperious tones imaginable that
the inmates should “ evacuate the premises!”

The prisoner on being ‘asked if he was ready
for his trial, replied in the negative, alleging as
a reason that he had no counsel.

' The Court asked Mr. Carter would he under-
‘take the prisoner’s defence.

Mr. Carter replied he would had he not other
important business to attend to.

The Court said that the prisoner had been in
jail fourteen days, and had ample opportunity
to secure the services of a counsel ; he was then
asked had he any witnesses.

The prisoner thought he had, but they were
not in town.

The Court then asked the Jailor had the pri-
soner ever given notice that he had witnesses
to bring forward, and the Jailor having an-
swered in the negative, and the prisoner’s equi-
vocation being apparent, the Court ordered his
trial to be proceeded with.

DesTrUGTIVE FirE In CivciNNATTL—About T
o'clock last evening the Residents in the region
of Pearl, Plum streets and Western Row, were
startled by a terrific explosion, which was heard
for the distance of three or four squares, which
instantly brought hundreds to the dobrs: of
their dwellings and places of bnsiness. Imme-
diately following the explosion, persons in the

flames bursting trom the fifth story of the exten-
sive sugar refinery of Kilbreth, McKenzie & Co
located on: Pearl street, between Plum and Wes-
tern Row. The main building was five stories
high, and was occupied principally as the gene-
ral Refining Department of the establishment,
the machinery and other apparatus all being in
the three story building adjoining. ~The stock
of sugars and ‘syrups on hand, in the upper
stories, very fortunately, was not as large as
usual.  The fourth and fifth stories of the large
building were entirely burned out, but the se-
cond escaped with slight damage, and the {irst
was but little injured. In the upper stories,
were the sugar “moulds, several thousand in
number, which wcre entirely destroyed. The
inner portionjof the smaller” building was_al-
most entirely burnt out, and thc machinery
,much damaged. I is almost impossible at
| present to givc the extent of the loss, but: it
will not probably fall short of $50,000; ‘and
may even exceed that amount. The large
stock of syrups, principally in the basement, 25
feet below ground, fortunately eseaped injury.
The entire insurance on stock and buildings is
atleast $60,000. This amount will nearly or
quite cover the entire loss, unless the damage
to stock and machinery should be greater than
can be ascertained at the time we write. That
the fire was the work of an incendiary the ow-
ncers do not express a doubt. No fire of any
kind was ever allowed in/ that portion of the
building where the explosion took place and
the flames first burst forth, The conflagration,
must, therefore, have been the work of design
and not of accident.—Cingnnaiti Gazette, Oct.
