There ore, In truth, only two or 
three prindples which those theologians ven­
ture to say are definitely implied in the Syl- 
tabns, bat these are sufficient to show what 
grievous conflicts between the ecclesiastical 
and civil powers are threatened.

For example, it is laid down that * it was 
not right for certain Oetbollo countries to 
guarantee immigrants to free exercise at their 
religion,” on the ground that “ the permission 
accorded to all men to express all kinds of 
opinions freely and openly leads to the mere 
corruption of the minds and morals of nations.” 
Now, it cannot bs denied, ray these Catholic

■may lead to very great troablee ; for princi­
ples of on exactly opposite tendency ore firmly 
established, both in theory sad practice, in 
all Européen constitutions." They allow that 
H toterdly possible for any European Gov­
ernment to not on any other theory than that 
of freedom of opinion.

More­
over, so far as con be at present seen, “ the 
use at abuse of tide power would be left « 
tirely dependent on the jndgmentof the Popes 
themselves" The Pope, in other words, still 
plainte, as in the Middle Ages, to be the ir 
responsible Sovereign of Sovereigns.

1 now beg leave to state, with regard to 
1869, that at seven a. m. on October 5, the 
moon will be at the part of her orbit which is 
nearest the earth. Her attraction will, there­
fore, be at Its maximum force. At noon of the 
same day the moon will bo on the earth’s equa­
tor^ circumstance which never occurs without 
marked atmospheric disturbance, aud at2 p m. 
of the same day lines drawn from the earth’s 
centre wounl cut the sun and moon In the same 
are of right ascension (the moon’s attraction 
and the sun's attraction will therefore be act­
ing In the same direction); in other words the 
new moon will be on the earth’s equator when 
in perigee, and nothing more threatening can, 
I say, occur without miracle. The earth, it is 
true, will not be in perihelion by some 16 or 
17 seconds of seml-dismeter.

A correspondent »i 6s. Francis sends us the 
following :—The rain was very heavy, accom­
panied with n high wind, all np the Obandiere 
Valley. It rained heavily and oontlnously 
irom Sunday evening until early Tuesday 
morning. The Obandiere River began to rise 
rapidly on Monday night, and before daylight 
on Tuesday it had overflowed the banks on 
either side, swept away every bridge from SL 
George to St. Mary, and inundated the main 
road, in several places to a depth of seven and 
eight feet. Since Monday the Qnebec mails 
have been conveyed from St. Mary’s up here, 
partly on horseback and partly on foot. At 
the mines considerable damage was done by 
the flood of water snd the rapid rising of the 
Gilbert River. All the dams erected by the 
miners were carried away with great force, 
canals were damaged and slnices broken and 
carried away, some of them containing the 
gold of three days’ washing. It will take the 
miners some considerable time to repair the 
damage and lots they bave snstained.

The storm of Sunday and Monday was ex­

tremely violent throughout tbe State, and we 
bear of much destruction of property in all 
directions. An Immense quantity of rain fell, 
and the rivers rote with starling rapidity, 
breaking booms, and sweeping down large 
quantities of lumber, carrying off bridges, Ac. 
Tbe Androscoggin rose six feet in twenty-four 
boors. At Lewiston the loss of logs, as esti­
mated by the Journal, will be several millions. 
On what firms the loss will fall is not known, 
though Messrs. S. R. Bearce A Co., and the 
Lewiston Steam Mill Oo. will lose quite 
largely. These firms have large gangs of men 
employed in catching logs at Lisbon and even 

far down as tide waters. A dye house at­
tached to Cowan A Co.’s woolen mill was 
carried off, but no building of importance 
suffered. Accounts from Augusta report the 
Kennebec very high and still rising. Every 
boom between Augusta and Waterville was 
broken and tbe logs were running freely.

Considerable damage was done on the Sandy 
river. The railroad bridge near Farmington, 
the town bridge over the Sandy at the same 
place, and a corn factory were carried away. 
The loss is heavy.

▲ train passed by the Androscoggin rail­
road from Lewiston to Leeds on Monday morn­
ing, where its progress was stayed, a bridge 
over tbe Dead river in Leeds having been 
carried off by the flood.

The 
barometer continued to fall during the day, 
aud at a very rapid rate. As the afternoon ad 
vauced, the wind blew from the southeast in 
fitful angry squalls, while tbe rising tide was 
noticed to be coming in unusually early. 
By six o’clock the wind had risen to quite a 
gale, aud blew uncertainly, accompanied by 
heavy rain. The Carleton ferry was compel­
led to stop running at an hour earlier than 
usual, aud was tied up and fastened with extra 
care. The wind and rain increased until at 
half past 8 o’clock it amounted to almost 
a hurricane. The night was pitch dark, and 
slates and shingles and other articles from the 
roofs of buildings on the principal streets 
were blown about in a manner moat dangerous 
to the few people who were on the streets. 
Mach apprehension was felt for the Empress 
from Digby ; but It was presumed Oapt Steen 
would see that a storm was approaching, and 
remain in port, or pnt back in season to 
avoid its fury About 9 o'clock the rain had 
almost entirely ceased, but the wind blew 
with relentless force, and the tide still oon- 
tioned to rise. It was now higher than usual, 
although it had an hour aud a half yet to rise. 
Iu the harbor and along the wharves the 
scene wss truly ru awful one. The waves 
were rolling in from the Bay to a tremendous 
height, and dashed over every wharf along the 
whole harbor line, while the vessels moored 
at them seeded as if they must be rolled over 
upon the wharves by the next swell. Men 
worked with all their might and main, and 
exercised their ingenuity by every menus to 
make vessels secure. In some cases they 
were successful, butin others they failed. 
About half past 8 the ships Twilight aud Ansel, 
moored at the Custom House wharf, broke 
away, and came down open the Armenalla at 
Lawton's wharf, but here they were secured, 
having done wonderfully little damage. The 
brig L. L. Wadsworth, ot East port, broke 
away from her mootings at Walker’s wharf, 
struck against the mooriog post of the wharf 
above, staving a large bole in her stern and 
receiving other damage. The Maude Potter, 
lying In Rodney Slip, Carleton, was driven 
across tbe dock, snapped off her bowsprit, and 
at last drifted into the harbor, where her an­
chor held her.

The wharves suffered most severely. All 
along the Courtenay Bay shore tbe wharves 
and abutments are carried away. Holt A 
Nugent's wharf is almost entirely gone; so Is

A Triune Aqnlnoctlal*
(From the N- Tf Herald.

The autumnal equinox in this region t^ts 
year appears to have divided itself jato thpee 
parts, thus spreading over a much longer 
period of time than usual, ft commenced in 
tbe early part of September—several days be­
fore it was due—in the terrific storm which 
swept through New England, tbe tail of it 
brushing New York, and it made sad ravages 
in Boston and vicinity. But on Sunday, the 
26tb, just a week later than the proper “open- 
log day,” which, according to tbe almanac, is 
the 21st. New York and the suburbs were 
visited by a terrific gale. This was the second 
chapter in the equinoctial story, aud it was 
a pretty stormy one—nearly as bad 06 that

Ballast wharf gave way, and the sea broke 
over the wharf into the Slip, destroying a 
large boat belonging to tbe Messrs. Fisher. 
Tbe bridge on Charlotte Street Extension, at 
Fisher’s shipyard, was burst up, and the 
timbers washed np on the street as far as 
Turnbull’s Saab Factory. The same may be 
said of Mr. Maxwell’s yard. The S. V. Coonan 
loaded with lumber, lying at Bliurd’s wharf, 
was dashed with great fury against tbe wharf, 
at last filled, and now lies waterlogged. Tbe 
brig Rolling Wave, at Lower Cove Slip, under­
going repairs, was driven across tbe $lip, and 
np so far that it will be with great difficulty 
that she can be got off. AH along tbe whar 
ves mentioned tbe buildings su flared more 
or less damage. Tbe waves broke in npon 
tbe southerly face of the Anchor Line wharf at 
Reed’s Point,and tore np tbe top covering as far 
in as the warehouse. Tbe warebonse itself is in a 
most dilapldatad condition,being almost broken 
in two. Everything ‘has been moved out of 
it. From this to Pettlngill's wharf tbe old 
abutments in front of tbe new Water Street 
Extension were almost totally demolished. 
Pettioglll’a wbsrf and tbe Empress’s ware 
bouM upon It, are all destroyed. Tbe freight 
wss saved by removal. A portion of ths 
covering wss carried off tbe Custom House 
Wharf, tbe waves breaking in upon tbe re­
mainder of tbe wharf and up to Water 
Street. Tbe damage to property on this side 
of the harbor is very heavy, the Corporation 
wharves suffering most severely.

On the Carleton side the storm had every­
thing its own way, and private individuals 
bave suffered heavily. The wooden buildltiga 
on Sand (foint are total if fecks, tbe inhabit 
ante having been compelled to remove them­
selves and their effects early in the evening.

The new Temperance Hall in Fairville was 
blown down, and a building at the same place 
owned by Hugh Morris was also blown over 
against the Methodist Meeting House, in­
juring that building to a small extent ; tbe 
roof was blown off. Scovil’s Foundry, at the 
Three Mile House, and the side of Smith’s 
Foundry, at Courtenay Bay, was driven in by 
tbe force of tbe wind ; aud fences, trees, and 
objeçto of lesser note, were blown down in all 
directions outside the city.

Tbe steamer Fawn, which left Fredericton 
last evening, encountered the gale near Gage- 
town, and was compelled to fal^ under the 
shelter of the sbbre’bQ the southern side of 
the river, where, by carrying lines to the shore 
and with the assistance 0( her suchorf,' she ' 
lay safely tijl morniu^, arriving at Jodiantom 
St 8 o’clock.
