Extraordinary Lawsuit.

Smyth versus ,Sn;{th is clearly an illustration of
{he romance of real life.

The present possessor of the'ancestral acres
of the Smyths derives his title from his grandmeo-
ther, the sister of & certain Sir Hugh Smyth, syho
died in 1824, Sir Hugh was' known to be twice
married, and to haye had no isiue in either case.
On the death of Sir Hugh, in 1824, his brother
‘Sir John, succeeded to his estates, who, dying
in 1849, was succeeded by his sister Florence.
The plaintiff claimed possession as a legitimate
son of old Sir Hugh by a previous marriage.
His mother, he said, died in childbed, and the
bicth was kept a secret, because the fatber wished
to marry a daughter of the Bishop of Bristol
The plaintiff was, he alleged, sent abroad, and
his father made afterwards to believe him dead.
The documents brought forward in support of
the plaintiff's case were the register of the mar-
riage from an old family Bible—the register of
the baptism from the same Bible—a letter from
Sir Hugh to the wife just upon the eve of deli-
very, and deeds made in favour of the present
claimant when Sir Hugh was made acquainted
with the fact of his existence. Itisto be re-
marked that the signatores to these documents
were attested with various degrees of assuraunce
arently entitled to different grades
fact was asserted which, although
was calculated to make a re-
on.  The plaintiff declared
that when in 1849 he communicated to''Sis H,
Smyth the fact of his being in possession of proef
{hat he was the legal heir, the effect was such
that Sir John only survived until the "next
morning,

The glaintiﬂ"s life according to his own state-
ment, which was certainly notvery coherent, has
_been remarkable for its vicissitudes. This state-

ment was to the effect that he remembered being
at nurse at the age of three years old, with & wo-
man named Reed, that he was removed from
this place by Grace, Sir Hugh's butler; the per-
son who is accnsed from concealing from Sir
Hugh the fact of his son’s being alive. After
receiving instruction from various quarters, he
was entered at Winchester College as a Com-
moner under Dr. Goddard. His bills not being
paid he left Winchester in'1810, and ‘was advis-
ed by Dr. Goddard to proceeti to London, and
call on the Mar¢hioness of Bath, who, with Lady
Isabella Thynue, had been accustomed to visit
him when a* school. The Marchioness refused to
give him any information resFectmg his mo-
ther, but pat him in possession of asum of money
1o the amount of £1,400 or £1,600 in notes, which
1his he travelled, assumed the iaiéféa?foh“blrﬁ'fé'—, e
turer on education, and afterwards came to Eng-
Jand, where he became acquainted wit the na-
tare of his claim, and made the commuhﬁan
to the tenant of the estate which was attended
with the fatal consequences above alluded to. It
is not necessary to follow the plaintiff through a
detail of circumstances the falsehood of which
became gradually apparent under the searching
examination of Sir I'. Thesiger. It will be suffi-
cient to proceed at once to the startling ter-
mination of one of the most singular cases
that has ever been brought into a court of justice.
The first decisive blow given to his storywas when
it was shown that a letter in his handwrit-
ing, sealed with the Sayrm senl, was dated the
13th of March, he having before sworn that he
did not obtain an impression of the seal before
the 17th, and had then to getit engraved. What
defence he would haye made at this point in the
evidence it is impossible to say; he turned pale,
and requested permission to retire. At this mo-
ment, when the skill of the counsel had brought
the witness toa stand-still, amightier power was
at hand to crush him with its evidence. While
he was uttering his perjuries, in the full persua-
gion that he should be enabled by theirmeans to
commit & gigantic robbery, the lightning!was
flashing along the wires, and conveying the most
incontrovertible proof that his syhole story was
a fabrication. An electric telegraph message
from London brought the news that the police
had discovered that the witness had, inJanuary
last, applied to an engraver in Oxford, to place
the Bandon crest'on a ring ‘which he had pro-
duced as.a family relic. . The evidence was com-
plete. The criminal was detected.  The counsel
for the defence was deeply moved. The Court
was hushed in silence,  All were impressed with
the solemnity of the scene. Sic F, Thesiger
showed that the witness had been previously
found guilty on'a charge of forgery, and sentenc-
ed to trangportation. The counsel for the prose-.
cution threw up his brief, and the detected crimi-
nal was committed to gaol ‘to take his trial for
forgery and perjury.

Pledmont and RRome.

The Univers of Paris some time ago devoted a
leader to a certain tribute due by Piedmont to
the Holy See, for the cession by Benedict XTIV, of
the the feoffs of Cortanze, Cistarna, and Mondofio
to Charles Emmanuel 1IL, by a brief of Sept. 2,
1740, the payment of which tribute, it said, had
been neglected for the last three years, and was
claimed by the Pope at the last procession on St.
Peter’s day, by an addition introduced into the
Latin formula, which is read every year, on that
occasion, ennmerating the various claims of the
Holy See upon foreign potentates. The Univers
further expressed its surprise at the Piedmontese
papers having been silent on this incident, seeing
that the Sardinian ambassador was present at the
ceremony. The Opinione of Turin notices this
article, and replies that, if the Piedmontese pa-
pers had been silent on the subject, it was be-
canse they knew nothing atall abount it, and
could not be expected to be informed of a protest
mumbled in bad Latin, in the midst of the noise
of a public procession—the more so, ag the Ilni-
wers itgelf professes not to know the exact terms
of the said protest. The Opinione adds, that
all it can say on the matter is, that such tri-
bute is not paid now, and that the Sardinian tax-:
payers have no mind to pay it. p

But while all this was going on, We Were pass-
ing station after station,. stopping but & féw
minutes at each. For some time we had been
much taken up with a fond father and a lov-
ing child, of about two years old. He leaves the
cars, and _ his little one to the care of a young
womdn, and shortly after returns with another
child, which on enquiry we found tobe one of
twins, who had been separated a year before,
and had not seen each other since.
