CHURCH LAW OF MABRKEIAGE.

My S. Corning Judd, an eminent
lawyer aud Chancellor of the Episco-
pal Diocese of Illinois, has recently an-
swered in a new and vigorous HEpisco-
pal Journal, tue Living Church, of Chi-
cago, some 1nteresting questions put to
him by a layman, touching the eccle-
sistical vigw of the remarriage of di-
vorced church members. The layman
had intimated that the ecelesiastic who
undertook to consider the validity of a
diverce should not be solely guided by
the cause assigned in the civil decree.
His contention was that the Church
could not accept prefexts and evasions
which the State might think it wise to
acquiesce iz, Chancellor Judd gives it
as his’ opinion that the Churgh ought
only to consider a fivat marriage an-
nulled sc ag to permit of a second ene
either when a (?ivorce has been civilly
granted for infidelity, or when 1t is ap-
parent that this charge was really be-
hind the cause which was technically
alleged in the civil decree. This opmion
seems to be in consonance with the doc-
trine of the Church law, but its effect
must be, so far as the Episcopal Church
is concerned, to discourage re-marriages
between members of the Church who
may have been divorced fop such causes
as insanity, desertion, cruelty or incom-
patability of t.mper. Allof these are
caugea of divorce which in different
States have been made more or less effi-
caoious towards securing an ahbsolute
civil divorce. But none of these can
the Church recognize it the doctrine of
Chancellor Judd 1s to be upheld. The
Living Church, which 1s a wonderfully
outspoken, frank and v:gorous religious
journal, deserves oredit for the coolness
and ability with which it has taken this
subject up. No subject has been more
beclouded by the existing conflict of
laws in this country, and none needs a
more thorough or a mere effectual re-
considgration. What could be more
trying or more gyotesque, for example,
than the sitwyation of ¢ A Puzzled Rec-
tor,” who writes to the Iidving Church
for light on the intricate questions

concerning * Marriage and Divorce™?—

% The canon” (says this puzzled rec-
tor) *.is clear enough in its instrue-
tions when parties apply to be married
and the minister doubts whether they
can be married lawfully, It is equally
| olear when parties, about the lawfulness
of whose marriage doubt exists, apply
to be received to baptism, confirmation
or holy communion.

A well formed negro, naied to the
waist, placed his hands thvough the
grating, while the lientenant passed
the whip to Officer Franks. *

* Lay them on light,” pleaded Carter,
as he began to sing “ Hallelujah” and
“ Glory to God” to keep up his cou-
rage.

Swish ! down came the cruel whip on
the man’s bare back. A long white
mark looked livid in contrast vo the
ebony skin. *Two I called the officer,
as a deep ecut showed where the second
blow had struck. The third, fourth and
fifth followed in steady succession,
each about one inch below the other.
By this time Carter was howling. The
sixth blow fell diagonally across the
preceding ones, and the whole body of
the wretched mnegro quivered with
agony. Down came the whip again and
Carter writhed like a snake. The eight,
nine and tenth were given with such
force that the handle of the whip broke.
Franks grasped the instrument further
up and kept at his work. Another blow.
The whipping was only half done, and
yet it seemed an age to the reporter,
while Carter’s back was marked likea -
checker board.

THE “CANADIEN” AND THE

GOVERNOR GENERAL.

The Canadien veplies to the article in
which we commented upon his extraor-
dinary threat directed against the Go-
vernor General. This i3 what he has
now to say—we know not whether to
call it by way of apology or otherwise,

“nor General. Do they really hope to
“find in him a second Lme Letellier ?
“It is the most cruel affront to cast
“upon His Excellency, to suppose him
 capable of playing the 7ole of a vul-
““ conspirator, whom an intrigue has
‘““ raised to the position which he occu-
‘ pies at this moment.” Asto My, Tie-
tellier baving heen raised to his present
post by an intrigue, the expression shows
only the desire to be offensive, and the
incapacity to make the offence have any
appearance of reason or pungency. My,
Letellier’s nomination was as perfect
and as free from any improper intrigue
as that of the Governor-General himself.
With respect to His Excellency, we have
supposed nothing of him, except that he
will do his duty, and will be governed
ag to the way he shall do it by his con=
victions of what i8 vight. If we were
aware that his conrse now would be op-
posed to our ideas of propriety, we
should respect his person, his office, and
ourselves, far too much to attempt to
cajole, still less to intimidate him. We
have discussed the question of the
Lieut—Governor's position as we would
do any other, once or twice, with calm-
ness and with argument. We have not
been so excited over it as our contem-
porary, with whom it has become so
much of a mania, that he has found it
almost impossible to issue a single num-
ber without having a new fling at Her
Majesty’s Provincial Representative,
Nor have we been so fatuous
as to suppose that argument counld
be strengthened by calling per-
ons in office by their Christian
names and by omitting thoss pre:
fixes which are i use among decent
peaple, and most i usé when they ate
dealing with opponentsi Assiredly we
do not rank the Governor-Ganeral
among vulgar congpirators; but where
has our contemporary ranked him ?

hold out a perfectly gratuitous threat,
as a whip is sometimes cracked in the
mere exultation of brutality when there
is no idea even that its use will be re-
quired ; or in the other, fearing that
His Excellency might take a course
different from the onme he desired, be
bad the equally impertinent intention
of bullying him into submission. In
either case he ought to kmow that a
threat whether necessary or otherwise
is like a bribe, an insult, since it can be
made only upon the one supposition,
that the person to whom it is addressed
can be influenced by it to do that,
which would not be done but for appre-
hension of punishment. But all this
is quite consistent with the Canadien's
idea of a constitutional Chief Magis-
trate—that whoever does mnot approve
of any one of his acts, has a right to
call for his dismissal, recall, or
deposition as the case may be. His Ex-
cellency at least knows in advance what
gort of treatment be may expect from
one party at least.

BANKS IN 7HE UNITED

STATES.

Depressed as our Banking interestnow
is, we have ne great reason to complain
if we look at our own case from the
point of comparison with that of other
countries, What is the condition of
Banking business in Europe, and espe-
cially in Great Britain, is enly too well
known. But, perhaps, the parallel may
be drawn with better effect betiween our
own institutions and those of the United
States. We believe we have already in
previous numbers of this paper alluded
to the great number of American Banks
which paid no dividend in the first-half
of tke year; but we may repeat that
these were not less than three hundred
and twenty-eight. We haye now the
figures for the last six months, and we
find that this number has been swollen
to that of three hundred and fifty sevens
In other words oue bank in sixer there-
abouts, nas made no profits upen which
to declare a dividend during the last six
months of the year. Things are, indecd,
" getting worse with our neighbours in
this respect, and with rapidity. But
taking a more extended period, viz.s that
of the last three years, we find that on
the average of those years, a tenth of
all the banks have paid no interest.
Those banks which have still been
able to gratify their stockholders
with some division- of profits have been
obliged very much to cut down those
agreeable contributions to the income
of their proprietors. The average since
1870, now eight years, has not exceeded
6.21 per cent. on.capital and 1est. That,
however, is not the worst of the state-
ment, for it appears that the earnings,
where there have been earnings during
this time, have not averaged more than
b per cent., so that for several years the
ghareholders have been drawing on the
accumulations of happier times. We
have not yet guite so bad an account to
present ; but it is to be noted that the
American Banks, as a consequence of
that refined knowledge of political
economy which we envy in our mneigh-
bours, are charged with taxes that
would alone pay small dividends. The
vesult has been the reducing of
banking capital by the return of
money to the shareholders, snd this
to an extent, which in New York city
alone equals $30,000,000.

Tae FisHERY AWARD.—The Islend
of Newfoundland, out of the Fishery
award is to have $1,000,000; or the
balance of the amount awarded less
$4,500,000 for the other Provinces.
That is of course a million, unless any
deductions arise for expenses, as to
which we do not know. We perceive
that there is a demand in the other
Provinces that the $4,500,000 shall be
distributed among them for local pur-
poses. We fancy that Mr. Tilley will
find enough general purposes to require
the whole of it for the Consolidated
Fund.
