THE LATE ROBERT W. SAUNDERS.

The death of Robert W,
which oceurred at his home in Stan-
stead, Thursday afternoon, December
7th, removes from our midst a figure
familiar in this section for more than
half a century.

Mr. Saunders was born in Leith,
Scotland, Jan. 13th, 1343, and when an
infant came to Canada with his par-
ents, who settled at Windsor Mills.
Mr. Saunders came to Stanstead in
1864, and on December 13th. 1866,
marrjed Miss Henrietta Davis of Cal-
ian, Maine,

The late Mr. Saunders was a car-
penter and builder by trade, and fol-
lowed that calling until almost his
last dave. Last summer, after the dis-
astrous Stanstead fire which dwept
away his home, he began rebuilding,
and only recently moved into the
house which had been made largely
by his own hands.

No man of his age was ever more
youthful in manner. He wasa kindly,
cheerful man who took the ups and
downs of life as a matter of course
and met reverses with a smile. He
was a frequent caller at the JOURNAL
office and scarcely ever left the [place
without a joke of some kind. Only
the day before he was striken, he was
here, alart as usual, with no evidence
of approaching illness. On Wednes-
day forenoon, December 6th, he was
striken with paralysis at his home and
answered the final summons the fol-
lowing afternoon, having been con-
scious in the interim only about fifteen
minutes.

Besides a widow, Mr. Saunders
leaves three sons and two daughters,
viz: Robert W., Stanstead; Lemuel
R., Woodstock. Ill.; Walter R., Rock
Island: Mre. J. W. Miltimore, Iron
Hill, Que., and Mrs. Jessie Scott,
Roxbury, Mass.

The funeral took place at Centenary
Methodist Church, Sunday afternoon,
Rev.J [ Hughes conducting the serv-
jce:; interment at Orystal Lake Cem-
etery. The bearers were: Messrs.
Sidney Stevens, A. N. Thompson,
Albert Clark and George W. Hall.

Steps Being Taken by Government | Industrial and Taxation Figures of

to Relieve Situation,

The Government have under eon-
gideration a number of suggestions
of means [or relieving the sgituation
created by the upward march of
food prices. The best of these sug-
gestions are to be embodied in an |
order-in-Council to be passed under |
the War Measures Act, regulations
adopted in this way being imme-
diately operative, In other words,
by taking action under the powers |
conferred by the War Measures Act,
it will be possible to afford relief at
once, without waiting for a session
of Pa.rlm.ment and the passing of |
new legislation.

In so far as the rise in food prices
results from the natural operation of
the law of supply and demand, there
is little that the Government can do,
but action is possible and, ‘it is un-
derstood, will be taken, to prevent
the inflation of prices by artificial
means, such as the cornering of sup-
plies and the storing of large stocks
for speculative purposes.

The order-in-Council under which
means of meeting this situation will
be provided, has not been prepared.
Its probable contents as outlined
will be a set of machinery which

will facilitate action by municipali- |

ties. For instance, there will be a
clear definition of what is to con-
stitute illegal manipulation of the
food market, and there will be pro-
vided a direct method under which a

municipality may proceed in ecase of |

a violation of the new regulations.

It is considered likely also the
Government will establish a system
| of inspection, under which the
amount of stock of various foodstuffs
in the country may be checked up
from time to time. This will oper-

ate effectively, it is believed, to pre-

vent the hoarding up of food stocks
speculators. The Ministerial
sub-committee appointed recently is
considering the proposed regula-
tions and an official announcement
will be forthcoming very soon,

Provide Girls for Farms.

Some important changes and
amendments have been made by the
Department of Education for the
school year of 1916-17, The regu-
lations governing the issuing of cer-
tificates to young men of the High
and Continuation schools and Col-
legiates who enlist as they now
stand, will permit the student to
write upon his examination before
Easter, and get his certificate for
admission to the Normal schools or
Faculty of Education without com-
pleting the school year. Under the
former system, where the examina-
tion was not held, the student had
to depend upon the recommendation
of the principal or complete his
year at special classes after his term
of service in the army expired. Such
an arrangement will still apply to
students who enlist before the Eas-
ter examination.

The new regulations permit High
School Entrance Boards to free from
examination and grant certificates
to boys and girls preparing in Forms
IV, and V., of the Publie or Separate
schools for junior graduation diplo-
mas or junior High school entrance
certificates. In the same way, cer-
tificates will be granted to pupils
of the fifth form for senior gradu-
ation diplomas, senior High school

| entrance, and entrance to the Model

schools, or in the High and Contin-

uation schools for entrance to the
Model and Normal schools or Fac-
| ulty of Education.

The whole reason for these cond«-
tions is that school girls may be al-
lowed time to help on the farm, and
in this way relieve, to some extent,
the pressure of work caused by the
enlistment of the men. The main
requirement is that the pupil, before
in the new
way, must show that he or she has
been employed on a farm in Ontario
during the summer,

cis Joseph was the last remaining
figure of the Nineteenth Century,
When he was young Metternich ruled
in Vienna and strove to root up the
ideas and the memories of the French
Revolution. The great men of the
fight against Napoleon were on earth,
When he came to power the Revolu-
tion of 1848 was still going forward
and men were striving to preserve
and revive the liberties and ideals
of the earlier and greater revolu-
tion.

He was still young when Cavour
unified Italy, when Bismarck created
modern Germany. William I, Vie-
toria, Louis Napoleon, Victor Em-
manuel, these were his contempor-
aries, and they have all become paie
shades, The world that he knew has
vanished also. Hepublican institu-
tions have returned to France, and
the ideas that were hateful to all
those he knew in youth continue to
march,

Francis Joseph was not a great
Emperor like Napoleon nor yet a
great King like Louis XIV. He was
a typical product of the Hapsburg
family, wHose reactionary ideas he
shared and served. When he was
young the theories of Metternich
ruled, and he accepted them, He
fought to ,revent the unity of Italy
and the rise of modern Germany. He
sought to enclave the Balkans as his
predecessors endeavored to enslave
Italy. The war with Napoleon III.
drove him out of Italy as far as
Venetia; the war with Germany ex-
pelled him from Germany and from
Venetia, From that moment onward
Austria declined visibly; she was no
longer one of the dominating wvoices
in the European councils; she be-
came more and more the vassal of
that Prussia whose rise she had op-
posed so long in the Eighteenth Cen-
