Since my return to $p(}UadT bave 
ifiefl to airaken car friands- here to assist in 
this life-saving work ; my efforts have been 
eo far enactssfol tbat I now write to inform 
yoa tbat I hope to sail wlthlb a fortnight for 
yonr shores, with a band of fine, strong, good 
looking children and young people wbo look 
forward to tbe new land as a place where they 
«111 havo that chance to get on In life which 
is denied to them in onr over-crowded cities 

It is bard for comfortable and prosperous 
Canadians lo understand th) sorrows and 
struggles amongst which so many of onr 
children are reared in onr over-populated 
country, where there is so much over-crowd 
log, disease and drink. In many instances 
tbe tatber and bread-winner is cot off by ac­
cident or disease, and tbe widow—weak in 
health herself—finds sbo cannot support a 
large family, and boys soon become an- 
manageble, while tbe mother is ont all day 
trying (often In vain) to get what will bn/ 
bread, and pay tbe rent of some poor cellar or 
attic. Is it wonderful (hen or any matter of 
■nrprise tbat these distressed mothers 
should come seeking tbe help of 
Christians to save tbeir fatherless 
little ones ? Barely not. We are convinced 
ibat in Canada these children bave many 
more advantages than if they were to remain 
in England. We endeavour to train them 
practically and to instil good principals into 
their minds, and wn earnestly desire that In 
tbe homes they find in Canada, they may 
also Aud liieuus who will continue to guide 
and counsel them aright, remembering their 
orphan circumstances. We ody bring tboee 
wbo, as far aa we can tell, are of good char 
actor and willing to work. Bat no are liable 
:o be deceived, and should any misconduct 
occur onr Home at Koowiton is open to re 
celve them back again, whom prayerful care 
and teaching often effect in such cases a Isst 
log change.

In ref pec t, however to Mr. King’s 
own compositions, we And In them the three 
oonttllaest el-, meats necessary to a correctly 
formed work, vis., a free form,* vigorous life 
and animation. Beal lea being tbcronglily 
original In Idea, tbeir themes are clearly de­
veloped, and present a finished picture In 
which measure and freedom are secured. A 
bearing of tbsoe selections Included In the 
perform anev, confirma the previously received 
good r.ports of bis works generally. To 
speak of Mr. King as an exaentant li not 
difficult. In all Interpretations there ought 
to be a legitimate freedom and independence 
(not licenssj, for in freedom we find the 
highest perfection towards the Ideal, whilst 
license disleistes time at random merely to 
give the orsdlt of tne original reading, bnt 
whloh Is, nevertheless, inaitlitlo and betrays 
want of respect to the author. Mere mechani­
cal dexterity wlthcut Intelligence, on tbe 
other band, may be mathematically corrcSI, 
bnt la destitute of keenly in expression. Mr. 
King seems to understand those two pointa 
and to apply bis knowledge judiciously. 
Whilst, therefore, Ufferlng from others a?mie> 
what la biz tempi and general treatment, it 
mrst be admitted bis exposition cf the vt> 
flous Lomboia gave tbat complete dsgree of 
satisfaction which the senate require. Pos­
sessing great wrist power with remarkable 
tupplenesi of the fingers, tbe mere brilliant 
end dlfficalt picric wai rendered with aa easy 
grace an * freedom b gbly r.crimeo:able, 
Kuio^od ai&:> with Mr r.'t tuper-abundant 
energy, he throws a vivacity and genuine 
enthusiasm Into bis playing, wbloa, being 
dnsbing and brilliant, la yet clear and crisp 
The more impressive pasoages wero treated 
in a tend»?, djmfpitbsVc manner. Indeed. In 
all the selections he succeeded in producing a 
fail rich tone, and thr agboat enabled his 
hearers to fairy comprehend tbe beaatlës of 
each ccmp jtUiou. As an eXecntact, thon, 
Mr. King deserves to rank high, and as he 
probucly has a long career before him we 
fully antiaipyie that hie undoubted abitlUoe, 
whether In facile technique, expressive clear- 
ness, or correct interpretation, Will SnSnro 
still farther «access. Mr. King was very 
favor Ably received by ibe select and critical 
audience present. Wa tael snre tuat When 
ne performs h»re again the good Impression 
mads last night will ensure him a hearty 
welcome. As aunoonoed by ths programme, 
Mr. King hard a Weber grand ftaso, fr-.o 
much baa already bten said lu praise of tbit 
Instrument that It Is difficult to be original 
when speaking of it ; the acleoUoii was not 
by any means calculated to •• shew off” a 
piano, yet it may be fioabted.whether the 
merits of tbe V/eber were ever raoie thorough­
ly impressed on an audience than they were 
last n ght. And taking it altoicthcr tbe re­
cital may i>e taken as one more proo' of tbe 
thorough excellence of those pianos, which 
without denbt thoroughly desorvs all that baa 
been said in thalr jfavor,

OUB UNLIGHTED STREETS.
We print in another column to-day} 

a batch of letters on a subject, which to 
Quebecer*, at l«**t, is an all important 
One just now. These letters breathe the 
true sentiments of the people, and com­
ing a* they do from representatives of 
Various walks of hie, and all of them 
deeply interested from their several 
■taadpoints, they will be read with more 
than a passing interest. We have here 
the complaint of a “Shareholder” who 
produce» figures in support of hi* argu­
ment to show, that the Gas Company’s 
charge fer lighting the streets of the 
city is by no means exorbitant when 
compared with the rates demanded and 
paid in Meotreed and Toronto for similar 
service. The point raised by oar corree- 
poodent is a périment one, and business 
men will be disposed to grant that he 
bee the best of the argument, and that our 
poor foolish City Council hasn’t a leg to 
stand on in substantiation of the pre­
mises whicn they, in their imbecility, are 
disposed to set up. The concluding 
eeotence in our correspondent’s letter is 
CM which the city fathers may have to 
contemplate bitterly before many moons, 
<oo which they place so much depen­
dence now) are over. That sentence is 
fatal to their stupid plan of economy, 
cad teaches a lesson which should be 
learned before it is too late. One suc­
cessful suit for damages against 
the Corporation, gained through 
accident to life and limb by rea 
•on of nnlighted streets, will cost 
the eity far more in the long run, than 
the charge for gas for a whole year, and 
the Council had better wake up to the 
knowledge of this patent feet without 
farther delay. Some “ Young ladies of 
doha street” tend us a tender appeal on 
aeated note paper of superior quality and 
texture. The words, however, are written 
lu the reddest and searletest of red ink- 
a delicate hint, we presume, that the 
"Young ladies of John street” can be as 
sanguinary and terrible, when the humor 
takes them, or as deeply inoenaed at an 
nutrugs, aa their brothers, and fathers 
aad uncles, and cousins. Their letter 
which breathes the supremest contempt 
in every line, may be said to form a prêt 
ty correct index of female public opinion 
an the action of the eity fathers in de­
priving the town of artificial light at 
aight. The Councillors, and the Mayor, 
(If the latter be a true Frenchman,) will 
amreely prove un gallant enough to turn 
a deaf ear to this earnest appeal of fair 
wow su. In the old days a direct appeal 
of this kind, was looked upon aa enough 
Bo drive the sternest soul to the Cr j— 
aad**. We hope that in this instance 
war city fathers will not take it into their 

like good fiaamo Paxzo, to go and

fight windmills. What we want is “more 
light,” and now that we have the ladies 
on our side, we can scarcely fail getting 
it. Brave old Dooroa Watts used to sing 
in those early days when a hymn meant 
something more than mere rhyme:

•• Whatever brawl* disturb the etreet,
There ahould be peace at home.”

The remedy rests with the ladies. Let 
the w»ves, and sisters and cousins and 
aunts, and wives’ sisters of our Com­
mon Councilman, decide that there 
will be no “peace at home,” until the 
dark streets of Quebec are lit up, and 
the question becomes at onoe solved. The 
remedy is a desperate one, we admit, but 
the disease is desperate too. Our fair 
readers who, in a large measure, really 
guide the destinies of the eity, and who 
preside at our festivals, basaars, sewing- 
circles and pic nics with so much tact, 
and skill, are surely equal to the task we 
invite them to take up. The “Young la* 
dies of John street” will save Quebec yet 
from becoming the laughing stock of 
civilisation, or we are very much mis­
taken.

“An aggrieved Citicen”—who writes, 
by the way, as if he had just returned 
from a lengthened sojourn at the sea­
side, and means exactly what he says— 
sends us a long letter on the subject. 
His letter will have weight, for it con­
veys an expression of opinion, which 
every man, woman and child, or horse, in 
Quebec will be disposed to assume. He 
reoeunts the various things which the 
tax payer has to pay few, and which are 
inadequately supplied, in a most con­
vincing and forcible way, and in his con­
clusions he certainly has the people with 
him. We pay a reality tax for a very 
fanciful return. The people pay these 
taxes, however, with great good humor 
and though a growl is heard now and 
then, it amounts to no more than a growl 
in the end. We put up with poor roads» 
and indifferent sidewalks, and we pay for 
them just as if they were equal to To­
ronto roads aad sidewalks. We pay 
more in proportion than that city doeaf 
and while not a tax-payer in the town 
would object to a slight increase 
in his tax bill, provided the 
streets were lighted up at night, 
be is not allowed this option and “willy 
oilly.,” Che gas is shut ofi, and he 
must needs grope along to his home as 
best he can. A more stupid arrange­
ment surely was never devised in a first- 
class Lunatic Asylum. That we are be­
coming the laughing-stock of every city 
in Canada, a glance at the comments of 
newspapers on the condition to which we 
have been reduped by a parsimonious 
City Council, will abundantly illustrate. 
The Toronto Mail utters this opinion, 
and it is only one of many from various 
sources which have come to us. The 
Mail says :—

“That delightful old city, Quebec, has 
just taken a step whieh will endear it 
more than ever to the heart of every 
true antiquary—to say nothing of the 
persuasive footpad and the energetic 
burglar. The City Corporation having 
run short of funds to pay for the lighting 
ot the streets, the inhabitants have gone 
back to the primitive lantern of our fore­
fathers, and the still more anoient tight 
of the moon. The increased use of had 
language sinod the change is understood 
to be something phenomenal.”

Like the story of the boys and the 
frogs, it is fun to tb« boys, but it is 
death to the frogs. Toronto, Monti eal, 
Halifax, 8t. John, and every city m Ca 
nada are highly amused at our complac­
ency. The profane among us find some 
relief in “strange eat,ha,” but tbe whole 
eogunuuity can’t go about swearing at 
the Common Council, and cursing their 
imbecility.

What the effect on trade and on travel 
this last movement of our unfortunate 
Counoil, will produce, it is easy enough 
to say. It will have the effect of killing 
the one, and of rendering into contempt 
the pther. Strangers will hardly believe 
it possible, that men having enough 
brains to become Councillors, -though 
we admit a Quebec Councillor does not 
absolutely need a vast amount of intel­
lectuality to fit him for the arena in 
which he revolves*—could devise so simple 
a stroke of economy as to keep the city 
in total darkness, in order to put by a 
few dollars to defend, we presume, pos­
sible law suits arising out of thU foolish 
backward step in the dark ages. Strang­
ers, accustomed to enlightened civic 
government, will scarcely believe this 
possible, and they will be inclined to 
look upon the whole affair as a huge 
practical joke. But it is not a joke by 
any manner of means. The newspapers 
of the city should head their editorial 
columns with the statement that the 
oity must remain in darkness because 
the City Council so wills it, and below 
this prooiamation, the names of the 
Mayor and Corporation should appear 
in conspicuous letters. This would pretty 
effectually, we think, dispose of the 
matter.

The other day we received a marked 
paper from St. John, N. B., which stated 
that the Dominion Lighting Company 
had received the contract for lighting 
the streets of that city for a year. The 
rate, we presume, must be cheaper fVn 
the city formerly paid the Gas Company. 
The light provided is good .and brilliant. 
Perhaps some arrangement might be 
made with this company. In any esse 
tbe streets must be lighted, and the 
sooner the Council understands tnis, tbe 
better will it be for all concerned. The 
forbearance of the people cannot last 
forever.

Montreal, it must be remembered, is s 
small ocean port at present, and mast not de­
mand too much. The Interests are indivi­
dual. Quebec has got s greater claim ior tbe 
construction of docks, Aj., and it would be 
unfair to embarrass tbe Government with 15 
or 20 million* of dollars (a second Oaoada 
Pacific) tbe mlnimnm amount required to 
deepen the St. Lawrence to 21 feet water at 
least.

Quebec, with tbe North Shore Railway, 
stands unrivalled In her position, and If she 
loces It, it will be altogether owing to the 
lack of energy, or something else, of her citi­
zens.

St. Lawukcb Routs—The Montreal Star 
says :—Messrs. C. A. King & Co., grain 
merchants, of Toledo, under tbe date of 
Jnly 31st, givje the destination of lake 
shipments since the 1st of Jnly. The 
shipments to tide water via Kingston 
and Montreal were 1,190,000 bushels, 
and via Erie Canal and New York, 1,280,- 
000 bushels. Messrs. King k Co. wind 
up as follows i—“Our cheapest route to 
Liverpool vu Montreal has additional ad­
vantages over the extra charges in Buf­
falo and New York for transfer, and is a 
great protection to western shippers, 
and with the enlargement of the Wel­
land and St. Lawrence canals now being 
made, most take the western trade.

The London Timbmr Trad*» Journal of 
tbe 24ih ultimo says:—“Events move 
slowly, and the expected l.o.w. fleet 
from the westward has not put in an ap­
pearance yet, though a vessel now and 
again drops in to keep us reminded that 
the season has be-un. There are twenty- 
one vessels chromaied as having sailed 
for this port from Quebec alone, but up 
to tbe time we are writing none have put 
in an appearance, though one of them, 
the “Amioitia,” sailed as long ago as the 
10th alt., bat several will probably figure 
in our list of arrivals next week. The 
“MarcoPolo,” also bound for London, 
that still maintains her character for good 
sailing, left on the Ifith June, and the 
“Queen of the North” and “Bed Jacket” 
are amongst those that ought to be near 
at hand. From the north of Europe and 
other places, between the 8th and the 
14th of the present month, the arrivals 
numbered 36 vessels, out of which 21 
entered the Surrey Commercial Docks. 
In this fleet the only Quebec arrivals 
were those recorded by u* ftt the time— 
the “Canada,” “Hovding,” and “Percy,” 
and these have had the market entirely 
to themselves ever sinoe.”

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THE PROVINCIAL LOAN.
The Montreal Harold of the 4th says :— 

“It was rumored yesterday that there is 
a hitch in the completion ot the French 
Loan of lour millions negotiated by Mr. 
Wurtele on behalf of the Quebec Govern­
ment. We do not know how far this is 
true j but if there be anything in it it 
doubtless anses from the desire of the 
Government to induoe the contractors to 
make some modification of the written 
bargain relative to the question of ex­
change in tbe repajrment of the loan, it 
will be recollected that the Journal oj 
Oowmaru pointed out at the tune the 
terms of agreement were made public, 
that while the money was borrowed in 
Paru on a basis of 26 francs to the £ 
sterling, it was stipulated that it should 
be repaid in London, where the value of 
sterling roles at about 26 franc» 22 
centime# per £. According to the Jour­
nal'» calculations this ditterenoe in ex­
change reduces the net proceeds of the 
loan t? 96 3-8 instead of 98. It is not 
strange that the Government should 
undertake to amend the terms of kfr. 
Wurtele’s bargain in order to overcome 
what on the lace of It appears to be a 
very serious and expensive defect.” 
With regard to the above the Witm»» of 
the same afternoon states that “the 
rumor is not confirmed. A private cable­
gram from Paris says that if there u any­
thing in the story it has not been made 
public on the Hours*.”

enoe npon tbe market, that freights have re 
gnlated as of late years. Toe new regulation 
does not in any way alter their position os 
regard* loading expenses, and I fall to see, 
why they ahould not hereafter be enabled to 
carry away the export of Qaebeo at the same 
figure aa before. I may safely say, tbat left 
alone and given fatrplay, they will bo able to 
do even more, and further reduce tbe rate of 
freight. Tbe .efieot of the new tule of the 
Ship Laborers’ Society is simply this, to 
throw tbe trade of Qaebeo open to ships of 
all nations on equal terms, giving justice and 
fairplay to everyone, and removing a pre­
mium during a number of yearo paid by the 
Port of Qaebeo and the country at large, to a 
few British shipowners, for honoring this 
port with a call. If British ships cannot 
compete without tbls premiom, it would ap­
pear it cannot be in tbe intereat of tbe com- 
maLlty of Qaebeo and of Canada to ophoid 
auch a system.

Tbe argument held forth at tbe meeting, 
that the Qaebeo laborers feared to be killed 
by Norwegian sailors If they were allowed to 
work wito them, would seem to be, to such 
an extent shallow and farfetched, as to be 
Impossible to enter tbe belief of any sensible 
man, not blinded by his own particular In­
terests.
