has been a landmark in Franklin Centre
since 1843. Now it's up for sale and
there’s a long list of possibilities for what
it could become if a developer or the
community can muster up the funds.

McMillan called a meeting on
November 25 to discuss the building’s
future. 21 individuals attended at the
Franklin School including the MRC's
cultural agent Louis-Maxime Dubois.

Another 50 people have been contact-
ed and all but one have been positive
about saving the church, says McMillan.

Ideas for the church’s afterlife include
a theatre, tourist welcome center, gener-
al store, municipal garage, seniors cen-
ter, apple museum and restaurant.
There have been inquiries from
Montreal into renovating it into an art
gallery or private home. The property is
listed with realtor Steven Latulipe, ask-
ing price $140,000.

At the meeting art and theatre pro-
moter Mark Bye noted it would cost an
equal amount for renovations. He said
artists would rather have that kind of
money to put toward their work, not for
purchasing a building.
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church architecture published by the
MRC in 1996 the authors conclude:
“Franklin Centre is decidedly a place
where Protestants gather.”

To find out the church’s history, Linda
McMillan has called on senior citizens
like 93 year-old Winnie Stevenson. She
does not recall it being a church, but
Ron Livingstone came up with June
1925, the date when it ceased its reli-
gious calling.

During the 1930’s and 40’s it was a
thriving business where young women
graded apples for area growers. Harry
Moneypenny oversaw the operation that
used one-bushel boxes.

Through the front door of the church
one enters a foyer that could be opened
as a tourist information kiosk in sum-
mer, suggests McMillan.

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From the foyer a heavy wooden meat
packer’s door opens to the former sanc-
tuary, now with a rough wood finish over
insulation with several refrigeration
units on the ceiling— a nice place to be
on a hot summer day.

The choir loft is now an attic where
the remaining one-bushel boxes are
stacked, then a ladder to the belfry that
would provide a sweeping panorama of
the Chateauguay Valley if renovated.

McMillan knows of no other
Congregational churches operating in
Canada today. The oldest stone church
is in Quebec City pre-dating this one by
a couple decades. A quick Internet
search reveals two other Congregational
churches in towns named Franklin, one
in Connecticut and one in New
Hampshire.

If the town council discusses the issue
of preserving old buildings, property
owners and realtors will be cautious in
accepting an historic designation
because strict regulations may be
imposed on how they can renovate it.

With all of the divisive issues Franklin
has dealt with in recent years Linda

McMillan hopes the project of preserv-
ing the church could rally people togeth-
er, French and English, black and white,
Catholic and Protestant, old-timers and
newcomers.

“No politics, no religion, no color,”
she says, “Maybe I'm a dreamer.”

Her father died ten years ago and she
bought the church from his estate 5
years later. Now her brother John is the
owner. Linda and her husband Gary
Upton operate the family farm across
the street as a Pick-Your-Own apple
orchard and sugarbush.

“People galore” come through
Franklin Centre all summer and fall and
stop to take pictures and walk around
the church, she says. But there are no
public services such as toilets in the vil-
lage.

* In Franklin we have no identity;
there’s nothing here other than the
kiosks in the fall,” she says. The old
church is one of the few remaining build-
ings that makes Franklin Centre a mem-
orable point along the highway and one
that symbolizes the firm claim staked on
this hillside 160 years ago.
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Insulated walls and refrigeration units were installed in the sanctuary of the Congregational

Church in Franklin Centre.

Les contribuables de Huntingdon ne
doivent pas s’attendre a de bonnes nou-
velles en ce qui a trait a I'état de santé
financiere de la Ville. La municipalité
risque fort de se retrouver avec un manque
a gagner a l'issue de I'année fiscale 2003.

Le maire Stéphane Gendron ne s’est
pas fait rassurant sur ce a quoi les payeurs
de taxes ont de bonnes chances de faire
face a I'aube de la nouvelle année. «Apres
un examen détaillé de la situation finan-
ciecre pour 2003 réalisée par I'ancienne
administration, on a porté a mon attention
le fait que la Ville se dirige tout probable-
ment vers un déficit d'ici le 31 décembre
prochain», a t-il déclaré¢ dans son rapport
annuel sur la situation financicre de la
Ville de Huntingdon livré a I'hotel-de-ville
en tout début de semaine dernicre.

Selon le maire, plusicurs raisons
explique la problématique financicre a
laquelle Huntingdon est appelce a faire
face. «Apres analyse des documents. j'ai
¢t¢ informé que certaines donnces compt-
ables qui ont fait en sorte que la Ville
prévoyait des entrées dargent alors qu'il
s'agissait d'erreur ou carrément d'unc
mauvaise interprctation du  fonction-
nement d’une ville»

Le maire Gendron a indiqué que le sur-
plus accumul¢ de la municipalité. qui
représentait une somme d'environ 1 000
000% en 1999, a ¢t¢ entierement dépensé
au fil des trois dernieres années. «Il n'en
reste plus de cette somme. La Ville ne peut
donc plus puiser a méme son surplus accu-
mulé au fil des ans pour combler le déficit
annuel au 31 décembre 2003». a-t-il pré-
cise.

Selon le maire, l'une des décisions
majeures qui a affecté le surplus accumulé
de la ville s’avere I'achat comptant, sans
financement permanent, du County
Building qui abrite actuellement I'hotel-
de-ville au cout de plus de 500 0008. «Cette

transaction a éliminé pratiquement toutes
les économies mises de coté par I'effort de
nos contribuables. Nous nous voyons donc
privé d’'une somme qui aurait pu servir a
combler ce déficit et ou encore réaliser des
projets pour notre communauté», a-t-il
souligné.

M. Gendron souligne de plus que I'exa-
men de la gestion de I'administration de
Huntingdon lui laisse croire qu'un montant
important en subventions en provenance
de diverses instances gouvernementales
auraient pu étre demandée. «Dans certains
cas précis, aucun suivi n'a €té fait, privant
ainsi la Ville de financement», a-t-il dit.

Malgre tout, le maire Gendron a précisc
qu’ en raison de ce déficit anticipé, les con-
tribuables ct les places daffaires n’auront
pas a subir une augmentation de leur
fardeau fiscal. «Cc manque a gagner nc
sera pas combl¢ par unc hausse de taxes
des citoyens et des commerces. Nous con-
tinucrons plutot l'effort de coupures
budgétaires en cours dans 'administration
tout en augmentant notre offre de services
aux citoyens», a-t-il declarc.

M. Gendron a fait valoir qu'une gestion
plus saine ct plus serrée de Tappareil
administratif permettra a la municipalit¢
d’étre ouverte, transparente et redevable
envers les citoyens, tout en recouvrant la
sant¢ financicre qu'elle avait perdu au
cours des dernicres années.

Quant au budget pour I'année 2004 ct
du dépot du programme triennal des
immobilisations 2004-2005-2006, il sera
adopt¢ lors d'une séance extraordinaire
du conseil municipal le 23 décembre
prochain a I'hotel-de-ville. Les citovens
pourront toutefois faire connaitre leurs
opinions et soumettre leurs recommanda-
tions quant aux prévisions des revenus et
des dépenses a venir lors d'une consulta-
tion publique qui se tiendra le samedi 13
décembre 2003 de 13h30 a 16h a la salle
du conseil de ville.

Afin de souligner sa réouverture prochaine, la maison d’hébergement pour femmes et enfants
violentés Residence Elle a organisé une exposition a saveur artistique jeudi soir dernier. Des
dizaines de personnes ont convergé vers I'édifice O’Connor afin de pouvoir admirer les oeuvres
d’une dizaine d’artistes et d’artisans du Haut Saint-Laurent. Les créations réalisées portaient
essentiellement sur le theme de la femme. En plus de pouvoir admirer toutes ces pieces, les vis-
iteurs ont pu entendre I'historienne Denyse B. Touchette raconter I'histoire des femmes au
Canada, depuis I'époque de la Nouvelle-France jusqu’a nos jours. La coordonnatrice par intérim
de Résidence Elle, Marie-Josée Roy, en a profité pour présenter des membres du conseil d’ad-

Lorsque leur vicille grange en bois a
été complétement détruite par un
incendie en avril dernier, Denise
Brisson et Adrian Nieuwenhof ont été
trés affectés et ont décidé de se relever
de cette dure épreuve. Sept mois plus
tard, ils ne sont pas peu fiers du tout
nouveau batiment qu’ils ont fait con-
struire sur leur ferme laitiére.

Les deux producteurs agricoles de
Dundee sont si heureux de leur toute
nouvelle étable qu’il ont cru bon de la
faire voir a leurs parents, amis, voisins,
connaissances et collégues agriculteurs
samedi dernier. Environ 300 personnes
se sont présentés a la ferme Stanedyke
pour visiter le batiment qui vient rem-
placer celui qui a €té rasé par le feu le
printemps dernier.

Construite en 1908, la vieille grange
du couple, laquelle fut rallongée en
1977, avait été la proie des flammes le
17 avril dernier. Le sinistre a fauché la

vie de 62 bestiaux et causé des dom-
mages évalués a un demi-million$.

Apres le choc causé par la destruc-
tion de leur étable datant d’il y a
presque cent ans, les deux agriculteurs
se sont retroussés les manches pour
rebatir ce qu’ils avaient perdu. En aoit
dernier, ils ont entrepris la construction
d’une étable plus adaptée aux pratiques
agricoles des années 2 000. Ils ont aussi
aménagé une nouvelle fosse au cours de
I’été et un des silos a aussi été reconstru-
it.

La vieille grange avait une largeur de
40 pieds et mesurait 200 pieds de
longueur. La nouvelle étable de la
ferme Stanedyke mesure 158 pieds de
long par 78 pieds de large. «La concep-
tion de la nouvelle étable est différente
par rapport a I'autre. Maintenant, tous
nos animaux se retrouvent dans une
méme section alors qu’avant, il y avait
des animaux disposés d’'un bout a
'autre, en formant un L», indique Mme
Brisson.

A Christmas village under the tree

There’s a bit of mystery surrounding
the origins of placing miniature villages
under the Christmas trec. Some say this
custom originated in the santon era of the
18th century.

When Moravians started immigrating
to the United States around 1741, they
brought with them a tradition of decorat-
ing the Christmas nativity scene. This
involved adding dozens-even hundreds-of
decorative elements to the manger scene
to create magnificent imaginary land-
scapes. Figurines of people, homes, water-
falls, bridges, fences, fountains and gar-
dens were used to create enchanting vil-

By the beginning of the 20th century,
miniature buildings were being mass-pro-
duced in Canada. By 1920, German man-
ufacturers started selling their wares in
North America, followed by Japancse
manufacturers in the 1930s. In the last few
years, miniature villages have regained
their popularity and are showing up in
increasing numbers under many Canadian
Christmas trees.

An indispensable decoration, the skirt
that decorates the foot of the tree first
showed up around 1913. Originally, these
skirts were used to protect the floor from
wax dripping off the candles that decorat-
ed the tree. The first skirts used depicted
Santa in his sleigh pulled by eight reindeer.

In Canada, cotton batting was an obvi-
ous first choice for a tree skirt since it sim-
ulated the look of freshly fallen snow-a
sight we know all too well! By 1930, crepe
paper decorated as stone and brick
replaced cotton batting. To fast forward to
today you have to jump way back in time
because miniature villages have once
again reclaimed their rightful place under
the Christmas tree!
