Tun Gatineav Boows Mare's Nesr.—A
good deal of excitement in & small way
has been created by the striking of a
Senate Committee on the motion of Mr,
Read, to inquire into the manner in
which a contract was awarded for the
consiruction of some booms on the
Gatineau. “The Committee has, we ara
informed, been attended, on the days
upon which it has sat, by gentlemen
whose presence clearly denoted the ex-
pectation of some terrible revelations
of Governmental iniquity. But we ven-
tured to say a few days ago that there
was every reason to expect the evidence
would not at all support these expec-
tations, Some of that evidence has
now been heard, and it is already plain
that the whole story will disclose a
very curious state of affairs in some of
the Departments of the Government,
but will show nothing on the part of
the Ministry except the strictest ad-
herence to acknowledged principles.
It has been shown that upon the day
when the tenders for the construction
of the booms in question were to be
opened, several tenders had been re-
ceived, but not that of Mr. Palen, who
is now the complainant. Mr, Merrill,
however, who had nothing to do at
the headquarters of the Department,
but who had charge of the public
works in that district where the booms
were to be constructed, showed himself
very much interested in the question
whether Mr, Palen bad tendered. He
zpoke to one of his assistants about it,
declared his knowledge that Mr Palen
intended to tender, and sent this assist-
ant to the Post Office to ascertain whe-
the letter nad not arrived. No such
letter, however, did arrive that day, nor
till Monday. Ia fact when it did arrive,
the Post Office mark showed that it had
not been posted in time for delivery be-
fore Monday morning. When it did
come it was marked “Too late '’ by the
Secretary of the Department, and the
same mark was put upon another ten-
der which came on the same day. It
does not appear that the Minister had
anything to do with these proceedings;
they were the mere mechanical acts of
the gentleman employed in the De-
parlment and in accordance with the
established and manifestly proper rules.
Mr. Brophy, the assistant of Mr.
Merrill, who was to bhave charge of the
'work, testified to that fact as stated to
him by Mr. Braun, the Secretary, az well
as from his own knowledge. The ten-
«lers which were received on Saturday
were handed to Mr. Merrill to extend.
It seems that on Monday the other two
were also passed te him, though
‘how that happened when they were
marked as rejected, does not appear,
1t is quite evident, however, that from
the first he had shown great interestin
tthis tender of Mr. Palen, and at all
events having received it he took upon
himself to open and to extend it with
the rest, notwithstanding the proper
ofticer had indicated that it was worth-
less., He went a great deal farther
than this however, for without any
authority he informed Mr. Palen that
he had better prepare to do the work,
he had the ground staked out, and per-
mitted him without any remopstrance

( be

to begin with a force numbering from
fifty to one hundred men. All this
time the Public Works Department had
given bim no orders on the subject, and
had doune noune of those acts which are
usual and necessary in concluding a
contract. They had signed no sgree-
ment with Mr. Palen, nor, of course,had
they accepted any security; in fact
they completely ignored Mr. Palen as a
competitor, Mr. Merrnill, therelore,
thovgh a mere subordinate and local
officer, chose to award a contract, so
far as he could do it by putting & con-
tractor to work without any orders
whatever, and in direct contradiction
to his most manifest fduty. When
was  questioned before - the
Committee as to what authority he had
for this extraordinary course, he ac
knowledged that he had gone too far.
On the face of it these proceedings give
rise to a very unpleasant suspicion of
collusion between the superintendent
of the work and the person whom he
thus sought to inslall as the contractor,
in spite of the proper officers at head-
quarters, and, as it were, by forcing the
hand of the Minister, Those who know
Mr. Mackevzie will be quite aware that
such proceedings with him could have
no chance of succegs, but nothing can
better illustrate the condition of the
subordinate departments of the Govern-
ment than such a high-handed measure
as this, on the part of'an officer in the
position of Mr. Merrill. It is hard to
conjecture whether his behavior was
merely a continuation of that which had
been permitted under the loose rule of
the former (jovernmient, or whether he
simply chose to despise and endeavor to
counteract the new Government. One
thing, however, is obvious, apart from
the impertinence of his conduct, that it
is quite possible 1f he were as unfaithfal
in some respects as he showed himsell
to be in others, that Mr. Palen should
have known the price of other tenders
on the Saturday before he posted his
own tender. The postmark of that letter
was of seven o’clock on Saturday, which
was long after the public offices were
closed, and, of course, long after the
tenders which had been received on
that day were in the hands of Mr.
Merrill.  That fact tells the whole
stary, Iuvdoes not show, indeed, con-
clusively that there was collusion be-
tween the Government officer and the
would-be contractor for the (work that
officer was to superintend, but it doea
prove that the only way fo avoid
the possibility of collusion is to be
found in a strict adherence to the rules,
especially to that rule which prohibits
the acceptance of tenders after the
time when they ought to be reeeived.
1f we are rightly informed there are
likely to be some other [acts, even more
strsking than the above, brought out
in avidenee, bofore this Com mittee
shall have concluded its lahours.

Doanxion Fivasessi—We cipsept this
morning & eorrespondence on . this sub-
ject. It is not surprising that citizens
should become alsrmed in regird to
the manipulation of the public funds,
after the extraordinary exposures which

| have been made at Ottaws during the

present session, ‘'here need, however,
be no uneasiness on the part of the
public, so long a3 the Departmenta are
as efficiently controlled es at present.
In those of the Minister of Public
Works and Postmaster General the
most remarkable reforms have been
effected, and we have no doubt ere
long that the aceounts of the various
offices will be placed in perfect order.

fir,—The exposureg made throu.h the
various investigations that have been made
during the last few years, by means of com-
missions and committees are eufficient in
themselves to call for some tangible reme-
dy; and what is trne with regard to the
Domiaion is also relativaly true with regard
to each of the Provinces forming that Do.
miuion, consequently it would be well for
every one to carcfully consider and work
ont some scheme that will at onece put a
stop hereafter, to repetitions of such jobbery
88 has come to light,

“In order that Parliament mway be more
perfectly protected as to the vots of money
being strictly adbered to, it is suggested
that & Board ¢f Aundit he established, com-
posed cf three hovorable gentlemen  of
great experience and undoobited ability,
who sbould be appointed in the ssme
manner ag our judges (during good be-
baviour, or lifr) and whose duties should be
fully defined by Parliament or order in
Counoil.

It should be one of the chief duties of
this Board to countersign, under certain
penalties for incautionsly doing so—all
checks for disbursemeuts, and all disburse-
ments should be by check, and in no case
should euch checks be countersigned until
a certificate of sowme responsible pesson ia
produced and filed, that the work for which
the check is granted has been corcectly
done, and that the work is covered by the
vote of Parliamevt, Aunother duty of this
Board should beto supervise contracts, and
see to the solvency of bondsmen, end to
follow up each case to completion in the
same manner a8 individuals would do if the
case were their own, irrespeetive of party
politics, and to see that the sub-officera of
the Board of Works provided correct esti-
mates and plans before giving out contracts,
and that the latter should be so drawn as
to exclude extrag, except in extreme cases,
and that ample provision be made that such
extras which should be avoided as much ag
possible, shall be regulated by sn equitat 1.
and correct scale of charges, In fact this
Board should be as first etated a protector
of the iuterests of the Duiminion and
the Parliament vote of founds for pnblic
purposes, and should be aitached to the
burean of the Miuister of Fivance, and
through bim report to Parlisment.

Such a Board wonld certsinly materislly
assist the Bosrd of Werks Department sud
the Finance Department and would save
to the counntry large sums of money, be-
cause if time permitted the Board of Audit
might act ag special committee of iuvesti-
gations for Parliament, and also as arbitra-
tors in many cases. In fict as the grest
custodians of wide spread finaucial interests
belonging to the Dominion, their duties
wight be extended nod made second only
in authority. and supervislon to Parlisment
and if administered in the same careful
manner a8 they would their own private
business, the bencfits thut would sccrue,
would bs beyoud conceplion; OF course
this brief outline is merely suguestive, and
should it meet the eye of the present Gov-
eroment at Ottawas, it might, it the princi-
ple is approved of, be pit into such a shape
88 would gecure the desired end, Nothing
ia here intonded to cast any odivm on any
of the heads of the various Depdriments at
pregent in Ot'awa, but it i8 merely advan.
ced as guaractee for the future, which the
public are entitled to, after such a record of
the past, 88 bas so frequently startled the
minds of your many readers, sud to draw
from them the expression ‘¢ what next.”

O'00NUGHUE'S LETTER ON THE
MANITOBA TROUBLES.

Orrawa, March 25,

The following letter bas besn forwarded
to the Speaker by Mr. W. B. O'Donoghuc,
who was Secretary of the Riel Piovisionsl
Government, und to whom swmnes'y has
Leen refused,

To the Ilon. Speaker of the House of Com-
mons of Canada, Oltawa.

S, —I beg to state to you aud the hon,
body over which preside, that a grave injos-
tice has been done by the late action of
Parlisnment, in excluding me from the
amnesty granted all others who participated
in the iusurrection of 1869770 in Mauitoba,
As the sction of Parliament would seem to
throw the whole responsibility of the in-
surrection, the exeention of Scott, and tha
so-called Fepian rsid on me, 1 do not pro-
pose shonldering all of them, that those who
“wrre regponsible, may, at my expensr, be
jastifizd by resolution of Parliament. 1
uccordingly make the following ststement
of fucts, I can'prove most conelusively :

1ét, The insorrection was advised by
Governor Wm MeTuvish, who with other
officers of the Hudson Bay Company also
aided and avetted in it from its ioception
up to the very hour it ceased to exist ; that
Ricl was in copstant communication with
Gosernor McTavish, and acted on many
oceasfons under his Instruction ; that he
(Governor McTavist) fully recognized the
Provisionsl Government ; that Donald A,
Smith on arriving at Fort Garry recogniz d
fhe Government also in my own hearing,
and duriog his stay in the Fort; and that
after the depmrture of both of these fiom
the country, Riel continned to bold council
with John McTavish, who then represented
the Hudson Bay Company.

2ud, That others whose names I now
forbear mentioning and who ars very loyal
gul jects advised reconrse to arms,

3rd, That I wasnot & party to the insor-
rection bill the 16th of November, 1869,
about four - waeks after poase«sionl was
taken of Fort Garey. |

4th. That the cass ot Thomas Scott was
never brought befors the Provicional Gov-
wenment either -before or after the execu-
tion, or micder; as it is propeily termed of
Thos. Scott; that T am entirely clear of
this charge, snd should no other altérns-
tive be left to me to remove tho stigma of
mucder from my character, I am determioed
to do fo at gome future day at any hszard ;
for this I state without fear of contiadic-
tion, that the Provi:ional Goverument did
not order the trial or execution of Svott
wnd thatpetther ag & member of the Gov.
ernment nor as a private iadividual, Lad I
any pnt directly or indirectly in the exeécu-
tion of I'hox. Scott.

5'h. That the so-cslled Fepian raid is a
mi-nomer, as Feninism bad notbing what-
ever to do with it; that it was simply a
continn tion of the insurrection inangurated
in 1869, and with the sams avowed inteu-
tion, aud by the same parties—a fact which
the then cxisting Government of Manitbra
was cognizant of for a month or mouths
previous to the so-called raid; that my
put in #t was simply that o an agent of
the penple; holding n commission anthorized
vy a resolution of & Council held at Ls
Rivers Salle in September, 1873, over
which Council Riel prosided ; this commis-
sion I hold, as a proof of which I bave in
my possession the minnte book of the
Council ; neither was it byought at aoy
time befere the Privy Council, composed
of the French members of the Legislature ;
further, that as & member of the Govern-
ment, and having my residencs jo Fort
Gurry, I was entirely ignorant of the fact
that » military Couucil was to be held, or
being beld, to try sny of the prisoners
thers confinad, uotil I was sammoned to
give testimony by Riel and the Gowycil
then sitting on Beot's case, which gum-
mong I treated with contempt by inform-
ing the Council thatit was acting without
aipihority, and, as sach, that I failed to
recogaige it, sud that I refused to testify in
the case; thet peifhep Biel, nor any other
officer of Qg Government, eongylted
with me, nor I Wwith gither of them,
on the trial or cxecution, 8fd that
I sm entirely ignorant of the
blood of Beott, which, were I given an
opportanity, 1 could prove couclusively ;
and farther that but for my part |n fhe #o-
called Penisn raid of which | will speak
heresfter, I would bave gone to Maoitoba
long slnce and deroanded o trisl on evidence
In my possession, signed by the officers,
both civil and military, of the late Provis-
ional Government of the French party, and
slsoa copy of the resolution Auumrfuing
the commission ; that [ am aware persie-
tent « fforts have been made by certaio par.
ti-g since T left the country to throw the
responsibility of all the nolaw(ul acts com-
mitted during  the tioubles upon me ; that
a certain pamphlet was poblished last win-
ter to show why s smuesty should be
lssued by the Canadian QGovernment, in
which this effort was respected sm{ the
manitesto letter o’ act aimed sl:o st this
point. Had the causes of the troubles and
the escts committed during them, been tho.
roughly investigated these immaculate geo-
tlemen would dogbtless stand in «a differ-
ent position {n the ¢yes of the public from
what thay do at present, purified by o reso-
lutiont of Parliament and amunesty. Bat 1
ask no favow s now of the Cansdian Gov-
ernment or Parliament ; they bave meted
cut to me the full measure of their injos-
tice, bat the world shsll koow in my own
good time the whola uovarnished trath,

PR(HI(BITION.

Last night Mr. G. W, Ross, M.P. for Mid-
dlesex, O, and Vice-President ot the Oa.
tario ‘Pempsrance and Prohibitory League,
de ivered an address in Association Hall on
Prohibition, before a large and very enthu-
siastic audience,

My, Justice Saxsory occupicd the chair
and introduced Mr. Ross in ao able address,
in which he referred to the benefits accru-
irg from temperance speaking from an ex-
periencs of 20 yearr, ahewed tbat the ques-
tion wne one to be decided by public opin-
ion slone, and expreescd his firm conviction
of the ultimate success of the measure.

Mr. Gro Ross, M.P., eaid they had come
to discuss the question of prohibition, pure
and simple. It wasa question he was hap-
Py to believe received the support of the
majority of the ' good men and true” in
this Dominion, He then endeavored to
sliow that probibitory legislation |s
a remedy for the evis of in-
temperance, and that prohibitory en-
actments, far from being of Jate
fnception always were, and are of necessity
etill enforced, from the time of Adam, who
was probibited from eatiog of the forbidden
truit down to the present time, when 159,-
760 parsons in Montreal, out of 100,000,
were probibited from selling intoxicsted
liquors, In thus limitiog the number of
sach places, the hours for their elosing and
opening, the restrictions placad upon them
by not allowing them to be near aoy mioes
or Government works ; and prohibiting it«
nge by Indiacs ; were all proofs that the
Gnvernment felt that the treflic was filegal,
and that ag the measare worked so well
with the 1ed men, its ivfluence upon the
whites would be corrsgpondingly greater.
He next pointed out the great necessity
existing for & prohibitory law, quoting fiom
the varions annual police aud prison re.
ports (previously pnolished by ug) includ.
ing that of the Recorder of Moutreal, which
shows the number of arrests in 1873 trhuve
been 12,085, 7,763 of .which were for
drunlkenness and offences arising out of the
same, and the Chief of Police, Mr. Pentun's
report showing an jucrense of 37 soloons
and 600 drunkards over the numbers of the
previous year, He next showed that the
popular belief that ngcountry could sustain
such laws and escape finavcial embarrass-
ment was ephemeral | for the reason that
everything ceased to be & source ol revenue
that was not & source of wealth to the
country instancing that in the manofaciure
of certain articles such as cabinet ware, the
raw material is taken and mannfactured,
every process in its manufucture incroasing
its vaiue, whercas if we were to take tne
finest young man in the city and place bim
in one of these licensed saloous a marked
change would take place in him and be
would piok from bad to worse, and at last
probably fiad his way to the ecaffold simply
becauss he had gone through  that
manufacturing prooess ; which conld not
in any case add to the wealth of the cona-
try, Again the $5,000,000 of revenue that
passed into the exchequer, derived from
this traffic cost more than we get from if,
by diminishing the industries of the country.
English statesmen held that the logs in the
productiveness of their conntry throngh the
liquor traffic was one-sixth of the popnla-
tion. The entire industrial force of this
country amonnts £o about one million per-
eons—that is labourers of all kiouds and
grades, and assuming that our loss is one-
tenth by the lk}uor traffic, we saor iﬁcb;loo,-
000, KEvery labourer cootributes S0¢. for
export purposes, so that we sactifice nine
million dollars in order to get five millions
of dollars. Mr. Gladstone, when re-
ceiving 8 deputation of licensed victoallers
some time ago with reference to Sir Wilfred
Lawson’s peripissive bill, and the loss of
revenue in the event of its passing, replicd,
¢ Logs of Bevenune; give me 30 millions of
sober Eoglishmen, and I am ot afraid of
the revenue”  Again, Sic Stafford North-
cote lagt April, referriog to the probable di-
ininution ef the liquor trafic, “ ventared
to say that the amouot of wenith
brought to the mnation thereby wonld
utterly throw into the shade &Il the

revenne that KEogland now receives,”
Even if we admit that the revenue would

fa)] sbort five miilion dallars the Inorensed
prosperity of the couut:y wiu'd specdily
make up the deficiency. Will vefirete: to
the succeseful working of the prohibitury
law, he quoted from various officisl reporte
both of the State of Muine, the Cauadian
d ‘legation to that State, aad the Ame ican
official returvs, sbowing that in all States
where prohibitory measures were enforced
crime was less known end the gaols and
watch houses less frequented. In Boston,
for instance, under the license system
13,000 arrests were made in one year, whils
L under that of prouibition they fcll to 4 000 ;
and the commitments to the State prizon
wera reduced one half, In the State of
Mainesome gaols were entirely empty and in
Providence & Khode Island the watch
hounses remaiued anoccnpied,  As atother
evidence of the progress of temperance
principles in the Dominion, he adverted to
the cloging of the bar beneath the House of
Commons last session ; to the fuct that 40
members met in cancus a few days sgo on
this important subject, and that a French
Cavadian, Mr Lanrier, M.P. for Drummond
and Arthabaska was one of the number.
He farcilily urged the necessity of prohibi-
tion as ths only remedy fer drunkeaness
and its attendant evils, and contended that
tha question rested entirely with the elec-
tors, without whose entire support the
(‘ommons  werd belpless in the matter

At the conclusion of the address on
motion of Rev.T. Qales, seconded by Mr,
Becket, a vote of thauks was accorded the
lecturer.

Kev. T Gaugs sfterwards desived to cor-
rect a statement which had been circulated
with reference to Mr, Ross' motion in Par-
linment on prohibition, That gentleman
had only made one motion which it wis
the intsntion of Mr. Ross and his friends to
carty into Committee of the Whole. It
bad also been decided by the friends of
probibition t» bold a convention in this
city in Beptember next, to decide upon the
best course to pursue ; and which would
doubtless be largely attended by esruest
men from ali parts of the Dominion,

In deffercnce to the wishes of several
membera Hon, Mr, Wilmot withdrew his
motion aod the bill passed,

Several bills from the Commons were
advaoced a stage,

Oa motion of Hon., Mr. PENNY the bill
incorporatiog ths Canadian Navigation
Company was read a third tinis and passed.

The uill incorporating the Board of
Trade of the fown of Levis waa road a third
time and pass.d, :

Tbe Huse went into Committee on the
Penitentiaries Inapection Bill,

Hon. Mr. SCOTT explaioed that it po-
vided for the substitution for the presant
Bonrd of Directors of one Inspector respon-
gible to the Minister of Justice A portion
of the duties performed by the Bosrd woald
be fransferred to the Public Warks Depart.
ment and a suving woild be effected, and
a more efficient system of administration
wonld result.

Hons. BELLEROSE and TRUDEL
strougly opposed the bill, preforring the

Hon, Mr. SIMPSON sypporfed the bill
an necessary, indicating Toronto Asylum as
furnishing an instance of the failure of a
Board pome years sgo to securs good ud-
winistration.

Hon: Mr, PENNY advocated the bill es
based on principles and the foundation
of our ponstitutionsl system, namely res-
pousibility, Hs showed the ¢ffvets of the
present gystem, snd replied to the argu-
ments of preceding speskers, poiuting out
that one cfficlent respousible Inspector
could do the work as p-omptly as three,
and with more satisfection and «conomy.
Experience had shown that no confidence
vould be placed in the old Board.

After farther disoussion Hon, Messra,
SCOTT ond LETELLIER replisd to the
opponents of the bill. Finally a divigion
wad taken, when the hostile amendments
were logt by the casting vote of the chair-
mair, Hoo.

7Tbe ouly difference
on the sides of the river in the expenss
which had been reported was .£20,000, and
then they had not complete information
ad to the silt formed in the St. Charles. In
public works the Government was not
bound to make specifiéations as to the
exact epot, much less in a work like this,
where the Government was not completing
the work.

Mr. BASY complained that this Act took
away from the different Provinces the ex-
clusive Civil Rights’ juriadiction of which
was reserved to them by the British Yortl
American Acts, He contended that the
House had pot the right to estaklish this
Court until after it had been demanded by
the Local Legislatures, This demand bad
not béen made, and hence the bill proposed
was premature. Ha complained that this
Act placed in the bands of a bench of Judges
only two of which had & personal konow-
ledgo of their several Provinces, the final
gettlement of cases on which & whole henoh
or sevoral bonphoa had givon (helr decision,
Thus were public intsrosta liable to suffer
on acconnt of ‘the ignorance of Judges
He  hoped Dbefore passing this bill
members would pause and take care
that none of the rights of the people were
interfered with. He moved, in effegt,
seconded by Mr. Mousseau, that the bill
would virtually deprive each Province, in
a very great proportion, of the administra-
tion of justice, the control of which is by
the constitution reserved exclusively to the
loc il legislatures and Government, at least
in 8o far as relates to laws respooting pro-
perty and civil rights and civil procedure
in each Province; that it would be disad-
vantageons to the various Provinces, and to
Quebec in particular, to have matters pecu-
linr to themselves tried by a bench of
Judges, only two of whom were practically
acquainted with the working of the laws of
thut Provinoe ; that inasmuch as Her Ma-
Justy's Privy Council in England is generally
composed of men who understand both
French & English law, it is mueh better suit-
ed for judging of Canpadian cases of Appeal
than the proposed Court; that as respects
the exercire and enforcing of all 1ights and
powers of the general Parliament and Gov-
vrnment of Canada for matters common to
the whole country, the Courts and Judges
of the several Provinces are at present con-
sidered the Courts and Judges of Canada;
that in consequence the proposed establish-
ment of the said SBupreme Court and Conrt
of Exchequer i8 not now desirable, and
v ould not justify the considerabls expense
which they would entail upon the country,

Mr., MOUSSEAU said the first
question  was, is8  the  establish-
ment of a Supreme Court a neces-
gity, Nons of the Provinces have
yet declared that it was nccessary. He
ventured to say that neither the public, the
Press nor the Provinces desired it. The
late Government could not carry the same
bill through when they attempted it. As
a Court of Appeal it was entirely useless
in the Province of Quebee, The present
Courts of that Province gave satisfaction,
As regards the Court of Exchequer, it was
entirsly unnesceseary, it being altogether
useless to establish such a Court of oiiginal
Jjuriadiction. In view of the greaf expen-
ditures for public works which we were
ab b to incur, added to the fact that there
had been no spplication for such a Court,
of what avail was it to undertake such an
expensive establishment as this would be,
The right to appeal to England was ours,
and could not be taken away so long as we
remain British suljects.

Mr. JONES (Leeds) did not think this
bill was needed by the country, and he had
expected that after the expression which
had been given npon it, the Government
would have abandooed it. By it an expen-
diture of $100,060 per year was to be in.
curred, and in the name of his county he
protested against it

Mr. PALMER ssid the North Amarica
Act provided for the establishment of this
Court, but he pelieved its fanctions should
be confined to appellate jurisdiction,

The House adjourned at 12:30,

PARLIAMENTARY; COMMITTEES.

PENITENTIARIES,

Orrawa, March 24,
The Penitentiaries Gommittee met this
morning and coutinued the examination of
Mr, F. X, Pricur, one of the Penitentiary
Directors, who sald that during the couver-
sation he bad with the Minister of Justice
about the lumber, the quantity was not
specified. It was understood that Mr,
Kelly was to look after the works of im-
provement on the St, Vincent de Paul
Penitentiary, which would have occupied
four or five years if done by priconers
alone, From the specifications of the
work to be i done, witness con-
sidered that the quantity of lumber
purchased was not too much. Tenders
were not asked for the lumber but Mr.
Kelly_ was instructed to visit Ottawa and
enquire 88 to the price and quality of
lumber and report to the Directors. Two
lots of lumber wers bought in the same
manner ; the first lot was of good quality;
the accounts for lumber of Currier & Co,
aud Dufresne & McGaristy amonnted ((;
.83(_),000. Ag he had before stated an Order
n

Council had been passed. for
$3,500 for the construction of light
houses; it  was then stated that

there was no sppropriation for thoss houses,

As to (he pavment for the two lots of lawmt.
ber bought, it exceeded the appropriation
by $20,500 i tuiz $35.500 wis paid out of
sn unezpanded approp. a'ion, the Emovnt
of which was $23195.28 and e o propi -
tion for the currtnt year $9,000; whicu
balanoe the directors by letter of 2nd July,
1874, asked to beplaced to the credit of the
Penitentiary, sayiug at the same time that
the whole amount would be more {han
absorbed to pay for the lumber purchased,
We sulisequently got a lebter from the
Departments of Justice and Finance that
an Order in Council had L-en passed to
that effect, At the end of the fiscal vear,
1873, the Directors asked for the transfer
of those unexpended balances of the appro-
priation, amounting to about $37,000, to the
oredit of the Penitentiary which was done,
The Directors learned there was sn O:er
in Couneil to this effect, and the unexpend-
ed $23,000 of which witnesa had epoken
above formed part of that $37,000,
PACIFIC SURVEY ACCOUNTS.

The Committec on the Pacific Burvey
Accounts met this morning, Mr, Wilkes in
the chair,

Mr. Thomas Steers, jr., examined by Mr.
Bowell, deposed as iollows:--In reference
to the sum of $15,000 and upwards, referred
to by me in my previous evidence as re
maining to the credit of the so-called
Wallege accounts in the Bank of Monireal,
I snawer as follows {—All moneys received
from the beginning of the survey to the 1st
Jupoe, 1873, having been oharged to the
Wallace accounts on the Eastern Division,
there remained a balance in the Bank of
Montreal of $15,000 and upwards fo the
credit of the so called Wallace acconuts in
the name of Mr. Fleming, which was paid
out by Mr. Flemiog on the new survey ao-
couuts, consequently that balance must be
credited to the Wallace accounts, as it was
previously charged to them, Ihada con-
versatlon with Mr, Radford in December in
relation to an article which appeared in the
Glsbe of November 30th, 1874, statiog that
Mr, Wallace was a defaulter to the Govern-
ment to the amount of about $59,000, Mr,
Radford jnformed me that he had given
the information which led to the
article in question, and that le
had other informgtion which be was going
to publish, I informed bim that the state-
ment was incorrect, 1 eaid that by look-

ing into Mr, Fleming's books he would find |

that hie was in error; that he had in his
hands the vouchers of Mr, Jones of Mani-
toba which were partially journalized in
Mr. Fleming's ledger; that if he wounid
add those to the amounts poeted, together
with other credits, he wonld have sll the
money accounted for; snd I further told
bim that I had figures in my possestion
which I would publish, and show that his
statemnent wag iocorrect, Mr, Radford re-
plied ; “The guicter yon keep the bebter;
if yon make any fuse I'll put yon throngh ;”
referring, of course, to my publishing any
statement. That wvight, when T was going
to dioner, aboat 5 20 p,m., I was arrested
on an affidavit made by this szid F. W,
Radiord, on a charge of haviog stolen $25
from Her Majesty the Queen; I asked Mr.
Radford by whose anthority he gave thess
statementa for publication, He replied, at
the solicitation of Hon. Mr. Mackenzie,
Minister of Publioc Works. I wrote to Mr
Wallace in reference to the matter of thess
accounts early 1n 1873, and recelved a reply
which [ will Ytoduce. The puorport

of the lefter wrote to Mr. Wal-
lace was to the effect that I un.
derstood  through Mr. Flemiog that

they were about transferying the books and
B:ncta of the ©.P. Railway survey to the
partment of Public Works, Mr, Rud-
ford made & proposition to me during the
month of Nov., 1873—1874, to the fullow-
ing effct: that he was golog to maks a
statement for the Minister of Pahlie Works,
that Mr. Wallace was a defaulter to the
extent of $59,000, and he satd,  Wallace is
burat and gons up, he can do nothing for
yau; you bad better become a party to it,”
—meaning the statemsnt, I replied that [
would not, and that 1 defied him; that if
he looked in Mr. Flemivg’s baoks ke would
soe¢ I could not make any wuch statement,
By Mr, Bertram—1 had no reason for
refusing to answer the question put to me
by Mr. Bertram on 20th March last except
that T might be doing an injury to those to
whom 1 furnished any statements, 1 {ue-
nished statements to Mr, Thos. Bteers, Sr,
about the Jatter part of November, 1874,
algo to Mr. Wallace in November, 1874; 1
also published a statément in the Ottawa
Citizen. 1 cannot furnish a copy of the
statement to Mr. Thomas Steer, Senior, nor
of the one furnished Mr, Waliace, nor a
copy of the statement in the Citizen of
December 10th, 1874, These statements
were exactly the same, The figures I spoke
of to Mr, Radford as having in my posses-
sion, from which I conld show his statement
was incorrect, were a piece of papsr and
memoranda which I took from the Wallace
accounts from time to time, The 12 gheets
of memoranda of Manitoba accounts, now
produced, were taken from the letter book
of Ghllert MeMicken, Doputy Receiver
General, by Mr. Robert Woods, his clerk,
who copied them from the orignal. These
letters formed part of Mr. McMicken's letter
book. I can producé no other memoranda
at present, but will bring any I may have
to-morrow. I compiied the statement pub.
lished in the Citizen of the 10th December,
1874, now shewn to me. The statement
shews Mr. Wallace's accounts balanced to
a cent.  Itis correct 50 far as I know, 1
had sufiicient memoranda in my p ion

LWallace's 1
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gome of Mr. Rowan’a vouckers being biroed
in the survey office, I bad eome of ﬂ.xﬁ
public money in my possession When I w;\;
sent to Manitobn; [ took it that Ih
authority to draw on the Department while
in Manitoba ; I produce kis letter of in-
structions.
The letter veferred to was then
rcad by the Chairman who ruled that it
contained no anthority within it to draw
upen the Department.
letnon E?):niinued + I think in the
aggregate I drew on Mr., Fleming for
$2,080; these drafts were mot honored
by Mr. Fleming. Mr. Radford did state
to me that Mr. Wallace was a defanl-
ter to the extent of $59,000 or $60,060 ; I
cannot say when be gaidso; Mr. Radford
did not stato to me that Mr., Wallace owed
the Department that amount in money ; I
never offered Mr, Radford money to pass
tho Manitoba vouchers as I wae not inte-
rested in baving them passed at the time,
I held at the time money belonging to the
Department in my possession,

The commitiee then adjourned.

THE GATINEAU BOOM CONTRAOT.

The Senate Committes on the Palen casa
met this morning and cxamined W,
Henry Grifiin, Deputy Postmoster-General,
who testified to Palenw’s having come to the
Poat Office stating that he had posted his
tender before vne velook and desiriog him
to enquire into the circwmetances, If ho
recollected vightly, Polen called on the
Postmaster-General nbout one o'clock, say-
ing that he had posted s tender for the
booms on the Gatincau, which witness ex-
plained to Mr. Tradesu, .

Jobn Harvey, coutraptor and slide mae-
ter, Ottawa, an employe of the Government
during the summer, said on the 17th of the
February in question he posted a tender for
the Gatipean booms about filteen ot twenty
minutes betore twelve o'clock ; bis tender
was one ot those which was declared too
Inte ; witness had now a contract under
Government. Te sometimes went to work
without a contract being sigoed. After
posling his own tender he went to Russell
Houge and eaw Palen, who sald he had
just posted hig. ‘This was before the gun
fired, and Mr, Palen said onv tenders were
just in time anyway. Was told by Murpby
that undue influepce had hern used against
hig'and Palen's tenders, Witness sald that
was false,

Alfred Aubry, an employe-under Palen,
testified to commencing opérations on the
Tuesday with fifty tooue kuedred men, and
on the following Monday receiviog tele-
grams and instructions to. gtop work,
