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Welfare Courts vital for justice
Suggestions voiced by Mr. Justice 

Louis P. Cliche at the opening of the 
Superior Court at Swcetsburg that a 
Social Welfare Court be established for 
the District of Bedford should receive 
the early and sympathetic consideration 
of the authorities concerned.

The District of Bedford, which in­
cludes such major centres as (iranby, 
Cowansville and Bedford, has expen 
cnccd a remarkable growth of population 
in recent years. This growth in the urban 
population has been accompanied by the 
inevitable growth in the number of cases 
involving minors and family troubles.

These problems are often lar removed 
from the normal course of legal practise 
and often involve factors not involved in 
ordinary court procedure, loo often it 
is not a case merely of determining right 
and wrong. Many factors contributing to

the situation coming before the court 
must be determined. Probably lusticc 
and the best interests of the community 
aie served by a process of adjustment and 
conciliation, rather than by some 
arbitrary decision.

However well-intentioned and devoted 
he may be the average judge hearing 
civil and criminal cases has neither the 
time nor the facilities to give these 
problems the attention they deserve, 
l ack of stall prevents proper investigation 
and the follow-up required to make 
judgments effective.

I he establishment of a Social Welfare 
Court with trained personnel will not 
only relieve the regular court systems of 
much of their burdens but will prove in 
the interest of the parties directly con­
cerned.

Special characteristics of smokers
Smokers, take comfort!
You may or may not be as healthy as 

non-smokers, but you do look and behave 
differently from abstainers, according to 
the findings of a group of researchers 
who recently conducted a survey in the 
British Isles,

The researchers declare that the typi­
cal smoker gets married more than the 
non-smoker, or to be precise a greater 
percentage of them get married. The 
smoker is more flexible psychologically, 
takes part in more sports, has a more

Other papers say:

extroverted personality and moves to 
more addresses.

This report published in the British 
Medical Journal says that smokers are 
also different in appearance. Surprising 
as it may seem they are reputedly taller 
huskier, broader in the chest and slimmer 
in the face than non-smokers.

The study also notes that the more a 
person smokes, the more marked his dif­
ferences become from the abstainers. The 
greatest divergence exists between the 
total abstainer and the one-to-two-paek- 
a-day cigarette smoker.

The Secretary of the Navy went on about his "superb 
qualities of leadership consummate knowledge and under 
standing ... in the highest traditions. . ."

Secretary of Defense Robert McNamara looked on 
benignly.
In that leafy, sun-dappled 

setting it was hard to remem­
ber that the sea-warrior, de­
spite his superb qualities was 
being fired because he dis­
agreed with McNamara 

He was to be transported to 
Portugal as US, ambassador.
It was a sound scheme. The 
U.S, has enough mouthy ex­
generals and admirals kick­
ing around at home—address­
ing John Birch Society meet­
ings and being thoroughly ob­
jectionable.
Once a diplomat, the admir­
al’s lips would be sealed to all 
but platitudes and dry mar­
tinis, But it didn't work.

In the First 
World War he commanded 
the troops in British East 
Africa Following his de­
feat in 1948 by the National­
ist party of Dr D. F. Ma- 
lan. Smuts in opposition 
strongly protested the apar­
theid polices of the govern­
ment.

He had little good to say for 
the Bomarc anti-aircraft mis­
sile that caused so much trou­
ble in Canada. He said he 
would have scrapped it if any 
real money were to be saved, 
hut the big sums have already 
been spent.

He plans to cut down on the 
Navy’s pride—its force of 15 
enormous aircraft carriers. 
One carrier plus escort ves­
sels costs more than one bil­
lion dollars—a lot just to sup­
port too airplanes.

Drowning 
is ruled 
accidental

RICHMOND— (Special) — 
Inquest into the drowning of 
Denis Lacroix, 20, Sept. 1 was 
held here yesterday. Lacroix 
drowned after a boat he was in 
capsized in the St. Francis Riv­
er about two or three miles 
down river towards Kirkdale 
and Ulverton.

He was in the boat with his 
younger brother, Claude 16 
and brother-in-law Real Noel 
15 when the mishap occurred. 
After hearing testimony from 
the two survivors and rescuers, 
the jury rendered a verdict of 
accidental drowning.

Donat Sevigny of the Provin­
cial Police said rescue attempts 
and recovery of the body in 
that spot were difficult as the 
river is deep.
