The Rudder Question.
(Th the Editor gf the Morning Chronicle.)
Sir,—This world is guided somewhat by 

opinions in the Absence of facta ; but tacts 
are more reliable than opinions. Every man 
has a right to express his opinion on a ques­
tion, but he must bear in mind that H fs only 
an opinion, and if it is given publicly be may 
expect to have bis opinion criticised.

A question arose a few days ago about tbe 
proportions and efficiency of a certain skip's 
rudder, and at a certain stage of the argument 
a certain gentleman was brought forward as 
an authority to give bis opinion.

One would expect from such a person an 
opinion founded upon practical experience 
and scientific principles. I propose to shew 
that the opinions put forward by him are not 
foufided upon either.

Tbe gontieman said It is not a fact that the 
widest part of some ships' rudders built at 
Quebec is tbe lowest part ; the widest part is 
from tbe load-line to the light water line, 
and perhaps a foot below it 

The discussion in question was upon the 
efficiency of a ship’s rudder when loaded, or 
from tbe load-Hne downward, and I contend 
that starting from the load-line of a ship’s 
rudder, we find ia some Quebec ships’ rud­
ders the widest and most efficient part at the 
bottom, or nearer the lower end than the top.

I have before me the draft of the rudder 
of the new ship Clydesdale, 1945 tons, built 
by Hon. J. E. Gingras, who is one of the 
most experienced and practical shipbuilders 
in the world, and his ships are all known to 
steer well.

I find the widest part of this rodder (4 feet 
6 in.) is at tbe light water line, wiicb is ? 4 
feet below tbe load line. I find tais .rudder 
tape» quickly from the light watir line up­
wards, so that at the load line it in bnt little 
more than the breadth ot the stock; but from 
the light water line downward it goes nearly 
square to the keel, the outer lower corner 
being rounded off a little, and any per­
son has but to glance at the rudder to see 
that the widest and most efficient part is at 
the lower part when the ship is leaxted. So 
much for fact, now for the principle. ▲ rod­
der receives its power from the action of the 
prater rushing past it, and when catted at an 
angle to the keel or line of the 6b!p It causes 
the keel or ship to shear as required ; to give 
a rudder power over a ship, twa j^rinciples 
are involved, tbe one is width of in ider from 
the sternpost, the other is velocity throngh 
the water. ' ’ ’ \

À rudder it but a common leofr placed in 
water with saffideat surface to secure a resis­
tance to shear or pry the ship round; that re­
sistance Is fncreastd by the speed throngh 
the water. Hence it hi obvions that the 
wider a rudder is or tbe farther U extends 
from the sternpost, the greater is the lever­
age, and the more speed throngh the water 
the greater is the force applied to that lever.
It is also obvious that a abort and wide rud­
der Is formate powerful and efficient than a 
long narrow ofic extending up and down the 
sternpost each having the same area.

Raving shewn the principle upon which a 
rodder is constructed, and Its action upon 
the ship, nod that it is acted npdn by the 
water rushing past it, I will now discuss 
whfit part of a ship’s lines will offer tbe least 
obstruction to a straight delivery of water 
past tbe rudder. Take an old fashioned 
square-sterned ship, and force her through 
tbe water ai the rate ot 10 knots, and her 
rudder is of no nse whatever at tbe section 
of the load-line ; became tbe fall stern rush­
ing throngh tbe water causes a vacuum, and 
tbe water rushes after her causing an eddy or 
still water about tbe rudder at the load-line 
where the ship is full and squarish ; hence an 
old salt, tpeaking derisively ot a fall sterned 
ship, will tell you that you may fall over- 
board without the slightest danger of being 
left behind, as sbe will drag you after her all 
day in the eddy. Bnt along that ship’s 
bottom and keel, where the run is fine, there 
will be a straight, steady, unobstructed rash 
of water past the rudder according to speed, 
and unquestionably the lower part qf that thsp't 
rudder it steering her, while the upper part is 
dlagging along in broken water and confused 
eddies. Bnt take a ship with a fine long run 
such as some of the ocean steam*» have and 
yon may pnt the greatest breadth of rodder 
anywhere in any section of their lines and 
it will be as efficient in one place as another, 
provided a proper surface and leverage 
are gapplied. because in a ship of that 
description tnere is no vacuum nor eddies 
about the stern, bnt a clean rush past, 
and so long as tbe rudder is immersed it mat­
te» not whether it is at tbe load line or at the 
keel. Take a shallow fiat bottomed vessel 
whose ends are long and fine at the bottom 
and gradually fuller at the load line—what is 
the best form of rudder for her and where the 
most reliable section to pot it? Unquestion­
ably a short wide rndder is the most power­
ful, and in a line with the keel or finest part 
of the bottom is the moat reliable, where j 
there is a straight delivery of water past it.

I find also in Lloyd’s register of British an 
Foreign shipping—between pages 10 and 11, 
the sketch of a ship and rudder The top part 
of this rudder at the load line ia tapered 
down to the bare stock and grows wide as it 
decends to a section of tbe fine lines of the 
ship’s bottom, and is very similar to that al­
ready described, built by Gingras, yet in the 
face of all this, men come forward and give a 
decided opinion as though it were incontro- 
vertable, that a ship’s rudder is not reliable 
below tiré light water lins. I contend that 
there there, the rudder receives its greatest 
power, consequently if we wish to . reduce a 
rudder, or relieve strain upon its head, we 
cut it off at tbe bottom.

Salmon Fftabins on the Mniaio 
Rigor.

The following Is tbe score made by Messrs. 
Andrew Roberteon and John Ogllvy, of Mon 
treal, in the Moisic Bivej during eight day* 
from the IStii to the 2tith June, inclusive * 
in all one bundered and one fish, weighing' 
nineteen hundred and eighty pounds. Of 
these Mr. Robertson caught fifty-four, weigh­
ing a thousand and sixty-seven pounds, and 
Mr. Ogilvy forty-eeven, weighing nine 
hundred and thirteen pound*. Mr. Ogilvy 
caught tbe largest number of fish in any one 
day, reaching fifteen ; but on the same day, 
which was also the highest day for Mr. 
Robertson, the latter caught fourteen, weigh­
ing in the aggregate five pounds more than 
tbe aggregate of Hr. Ogilvy, Thé lowest joint 
(core was on the twenty-sufth, Mr. Robertson 
catching five fish of eighty-five1 pounds ag­
gregate, nod Mr. Ogilvy nil Mr. Ogilvy 
caught the largest fish on the nineteenth ; its 
weight was thirty-eight pounds, forty-eeven 
inches long, and twaaty-five in width.

hence I have not communicated with you as 
often as I otherwise would have done. No 
doubt he has informed you that, thinking as 
I had taken .up the project, there must be 
something very good in it ; a very formidable 
opposition was organized in Toronto, which, 
for want of a better, took as their cry, “No 
foreign influence—no Yankee dictation”— 
“no Northern Pacific to choke off our Cada- 
dian Pacific,” and others equally sensible. So 
much effect, however, was produced, both in 
and out of Parliament, by these cries, that 
after consultation with Mr. McMullen, I was 
forced unwillingly to drop ostensibly from 
our organization every American name, and 
to put in reliable people on this side in place 
of them. It will have been apparent to yon 
that at this point Mr. McMullen and I dif­
fered a little as to the means to be adopted to 
influence the Government itself.

Two opposing .companies desiring to build 
the railroad were formed. The one from On­
tario having the greater number of names, 
while that from Quebec had the greatest poli­
tical power. Mr. McMnllen was désirons of 
securing the inferior members of the Govern­
ment, and entered into arrangements of which 
I did not approve, as I thought it only a 
waste of powder and shot. On a calm review 
of the situation I satisfied myself that the de­
cision of the question must ultimately be in 
the hands of one man, and that man was Sir 
George E. Cartier, the leader and chief of the 
French party. This party has held the bal­
ance of power between the other factions. It 
has sustained and kept in office and existence 
the entire Government for the last five years. 
It consists of 45 men who have followed Car- 
tier, and voted in a solid phalanx for all his 
measures. The Government majority in Par­
liament being generally less than 45, it fol­
lows that the defection of one-half or two- 
thirds would at any time pat the Government 
oat of office. It was, therefore, evident that 
some means must be adopted to bring the in­
fluence of this compact body of members to 
bear in oar favor, and as soon as I made np 
my mind what was the best course to pursue,
I did not lose a moment in following it up. 
A Railroad from Montreal to Ottawa through 
the French country North of the Ottawa 
River has long been desired by the French 
inhabitants, but Cartier, who is the salaries 
solicitor of the Grand Trunk Railway, to 
which this would be an opposition, has always 
interposed difficulties, and by his influence 
prevented its being built.

The same reason made him desirous of giv­
ing the contract for the Canadian Pacific into 
the hands of parties connected with the 
Grand Trank Railroad and to this end he 
fanned the flame of opposition to ns, bat I 
saw in this French Railroad scheme, and in 
the near approach of the general elections, 
when Cartipr, as well as others, had to go to 
their constituents for re-election, a sure 
means of attaining my object, especially as I 
propose to carry it through to the terminus 
of the Pacific. The plans I propose are in 
themselves the best for the interests of the 
Dominion, and in urging them on the pnblic 
I am really doing a most patriotic action; but 
even in that view means must be used to in­
fluence the public, and I employed several 
young French lawyers to write it up in their 
own newspapers. I subscribed a controlling 
influence iu the stock, and proceeded to sub­
sidise the newspapers themselves, both edi­
tors and proprietors. I went to the country 
through which the road would pass, and cal­
led on many of the inhabitants. I visited 
the Priests, and made friends of them, and I 
employed agents to go among the principal 
people and tal k it up. I then began to hold 
public meetings, and attended to them my- 

%elf, making frequent speeches to them in 
French, showing them where their interests 
lay.

The scheme at once became popular, and l 
formed a committee to influence the members 
of the Legislature. This succeeded so well 
that in a short time I had 27 ont of the 45 on 
whom I could rely, and the eleotois of the 
ward in this city which Cartier himself repre­
sents, notified him that unless the contract 
for the Pacific Railway was given in interest 
of Lower Canada, he need not present himself 
for re-election ; he did not believe this, bat 
when he came here and met his constituents 
he found, to bis surprise, that their determi­
nation was unchangeable. He then agreed 
to give the contract as required in this way, 
that there wonld be 17 Provisional Directory, 
of which Ontario would have 8 and we 6, 
thereby giving os the control. We at once 
proceeded to organise the Company (oar 
section) and they named me President ; D. 
Mclnnis, of Hamilton, Vice-President ; E. L. 
De Bellefeoille, Secretary, and Honourable J. 
J. C. Abbott, Legal Adviser. We have ad­
verted that the books for subscription of 
stock will be opened on 15th July at the 
different placed named Ip the 4ct, and we 
have notified the Government that f» fre 
willing to take the contract for building the 

pacific Railroad on the terms and 
conditions prescribed ip the Ad*

The next thing to be done is to subscribe 
the stosk, which most be done by Rritisb 
subjects only, and ten per cent of the subscrip­
tion must be paid |n cash at the time of sub­
scribing. We have the right of subscribing 
nine-seventeenths (9-17) at present, apd of 
taking np whatever the other party may not 
subscribe at the end of the month. I have 
arranged in the meantime that if you will 
açnd a certificate of the équivalent of$l,000,r 
000, gold having been placed by Jay Cooke A 
Co. to the credit of the Merchants’ Bank of 
Canada, Montreal, in their own Bank in New 
York, it will accept the checks for the sub­
scription, bat DO money will pass till the con­
tract is entered into, and then ten per cent on 
the amount of stock awarded us will hare to 
be paid in to the Receiver-General. Re pi 
ed, therefore, to send me as early as possible 
powers of attorney to subscribe the stock, and 
Jay Cooke k Co.’s certificate above mention­
ed. I have had several letters froip England 
offering to take the whole thing up if we der 
sire to part with it : bat it looks to me to be 
too good lo part with readily.

If yon wish any father information I will 
go to New York next week, if you desire it, 
and communicate with yon personnally J’lease 
telegraph, if you wish to see me, and the day.

As ypn may suppose, the matter has not 
reached this point without great expense, a 
large portion of it only payable when the con­
tract is obtained, but I think it will reach not 
much short of $300,000.

Dbar Mr. McMullen :
I have been hoping from day to day that 

some conclusion which I could communicate 
to yon would be arrived at respecting the 
Pacific Railroad negotatlon, but some obsta­
cle to cause delay always intervened. The 
near approach of the elections, however, and 
the stand taken by the Frencli friends that 
they wonld lend no help till I pronounced 
myself satisfied, has at length brought the 
matter to a criris, and I think the game 
have b«toh playing is now likely to be at­
tended with success. Yesterday we entered 
into an agreement by which the Government 
bound itself to form a Company of Canadians 
only, according to my wishes. That this 
Company will make me President and that I 
and my friends will get a majority of the 
Stock, and that the contract for building the 
railroad will be giyen to the Company in 
terms of the Act of [f&rliaiqent. Americans 
are to be carefpliy excluded in the fear that 
they will sell it to the Northern Pacific. But 
I fancy we can get over that some way or 
othejr. This position has not been attained 
withOfit large payments of money. I have 
already paid over $200,060 and will have at 
least $100,000 more to pay. f mifst no* 
soon know what our New York friends are 
going to do. They did not answer my last 
totter.

Dbar Sir,—I wrote you on 1st July giving 
you a detailed account, up till that date, of 
the events and my moveiuents in connection 
with the Canadian Pacific Railroad. I have 
not had any acknowledgment of the receipt 
by you of that lettty, but f presume it reach­
ed you in doe coarse. The questions ] asked 
yon, however, remain unanswered, and X 
now proceed to inform you of the progress of 
the negotiation since the date of my letter. 
The policy I adopted has been quite success­
ful. The strong B’rench influence I succeed­
ed in obtaining bas proved sufficient to con­
trol the elections, and as soon as the Govern­
ment realized this fact, which they were un­
willing to admit and slow to see, they open­
ed negotiations with me. It is unnecessary to 
detail the various phases through which it 
passed, bu« the result is that we, yesteaday, 
signed an agreement by which, on certain 
monetary conditions, they agree to form a 
Company, of which I am to be President, 
to salt my views, to give me and my friend»; 

majority of tBe stock, and to give the

50 millions of acres of land, with all other 
advantages and privileges which can be 
given to us under the Act, and they agree to 
do everything in their power to encourage 
and assist the Company during the whole 
period of construction. The final contract 
is to be executed within six weeks from this 
date, probably sooner. Our opponents are to 
get a minority of the stock, and they regard 
us with great jealousy and dislike in conse­
quence of their defeat, and on that account 
the Government is obliged to stipulate that 
no foreigner is to appear as a shareholder, so 
as to avoid the former cry of selling ourselves 
to the Northern Pacific, and succumbing to 
foreign influence. The shares taken by yon 
and our American friends will, therefore, 
have to stand in my name for some time. 
We shall get $6,000,000 of the stock out of 
the whole capital of $10,000,000. I again 
ask you if the parties are willing to take the 
reduced amount of stock In the same propor­
tions as the amounts signed for previously. 
As is my duty I offer it to you, bat there are 
plenty desirous to get it. Ten per cent, on 
the amounts will have to be paid up and de­
posited in the hands of the Government as se­
curity, but will be returned, I think, as soon 
as the work is folly begun. The expenses 
incurred in bringing the matter to this point 
have been very great ; I bavo already paid 
away about $250,000, aud will have to pay 
at least $50,000 more before the end of this 
month. I don’t know as even that will 
finish it, bat I hope no. Of coarse this will 
aH have to come from the subscribers to the 
$6,000,000 stock. If you elect to go on with 
the subscription I will visit New York about 
the end of this, month to settle the details 
with you. Please reply as early as conve­
nient.

THIRD DAY.

MORNING aiBSION.
The Lord Bishop took the Chair at 

quarter past ten o’clock, and opened the 
Houle with prayer.

Mr. H. Brown, of Valcartier, presented his 
certificate and took his seat.

The minutes of the proceedings of the 
second day. were read and confirmed.

The Lord Bishop said that if the members 
of the Diocesan Board present would wait a 
little after adjournment there was a matter 
to come under their notice.

Rev. Mr. Hamilton read a letter he had re­
ceived from Rev. Mr. Lindsay, Montreal, 
stating that a committee had been appointed 
which would act wiih a committee to be ap­
pointed by this Synod in the meeting of 
immigrants of the Church of England and 
preventing them straying from the Church of 
their fathers. Thu committee would act with 
a committee of the Quebec Synod, to be ap­
pointed.

Mr. Hamilton said that he would read this 
letter in order that the Synod might take 
cognizance of it and act.

The Bishop put two questions before the 
Synod. The first by Mr. Doak—“Is it per 
mitted to ladies to exercise the right of 
voting at Vestry meetings?”

A voice—“No I’’
The Bishop said he believed they could 
Mr. G. Okill Stuart said—Yes. It was 

however, a question for each congregation to 
decide for itself.

The second question was by Mr. Workman 
“Why was Barford separated from Hereford ?”

This question occupied considerable time 
in the morning, and it was explained the 
reason why the change had been made. The 
lack of men for the service had necessitated 
the union of Barford and Coaticooko, and it 
bad been arranged that the mission of Here­
ford should be served once a month from 
Lennoxville.

Mr. Workman laid the facts of the case 
before the House.

After a long discussion the matter was al 
lowed to drop. •

The first order of the day was the Canon 
“ on differences between ministers and their 
congregations.”

The clauses of the Canon was taken up 
eeriatim.

Mr. B. W. Heneker undertook the Canon 
and explained that the report of the Commit­
tee on the subject, which was a very learned 
and exhaustive document. The report read 
as follows

Your Committee beg leave to report that 
according to existing canons, except where 
there may be grave moral mis-conduct on the 
part of the miuister. the only way by which 
a congregation that is dissatisfied with their 
minister cau bring about a separation, if he 
be unwilling remove, js to refuse to pay 
his stipulated salary.

This is a state of things which your Com 
mittee believes to be fraught with evil to the 
general welfare of the Church, and, in par­
ticular, to such ministers and congregations 
as may, at any time, unfortunately, be inter 
ested parties; first, to the general welfare, be 
cause one member cannot suffer without all 
the members suffering with it ; secondly, to 
the minister, becaase the active hostility 
that the absence of relief to the congregation 
iq a legitiruate way, will be sure to engen 
der, rqast be greatly injurions to bint in varr 
ions ways that need not. here be more than 
alluded to—and, thirdly, to the congrega- 
tiou, because it supplies a strong temptation 
tq report to unworthy means, morally ruin­
ous in their tendency, in order to effect the 
desired separation.

fn an endowed church, where the congre­
gations are not supposed to contribute by 
aunuaj subscriptions for fhe mamfrtWfoe pf 
the clergy, it is probable that this evil would 
not be sufficiently felt to demand any special 
legislation. But in the case of unendowed 
churches, like our own, it is in the nature of 
things that circumstances will occasianally 
arise, even where there is no fault involving 
moral failure on the the part of the Minister, 
that will render a seperation highly expedient, 
if not absolutely necessary, in order to pre­
vent ruinous consequences to the congréga­
tion—through the baneful effects of internal 
dissenRiop.

That snch evils are not Imaginary, and call 
for special legislation, is evident from the 
course thpt it fias been found necessary to 
(alto with reference to them in other 
churches, whose circumstances, in most re­
spects, are similar to our own. Thus, ip the 
Episcopal Qburch of flcotlaed, (vide Hoff­
man’s Law of the Church), we find a Canon 
similar in intention to the one proposed to 
our Synod, the only material difference being 
that if either party feels itself aggrieved by 
the decision given by the Bishop after inves­
tigation, an appeal may be made to the Sy­
nod of Bishops. No appeal, however, is per­
mitted,unless both parties shall solemnly pro­
mise to bqld the sentence of a majority of the 
Bishops present final aud conclusive.

Ip the American Churcb, Uguip, tfiero js a 
canon as nearly the same in form and sub­
stance to the one now submitted for our con­
sideration, as the particular constitution of 
that Church will admit. This canon was 
first introduced and passed in the general 
convocation of that Church, held in 1804, to 
meet a particular case. And though Bishop 
White, as he informs ns in his memoirs of 
the American Church, questioned its prin­
ciple “on the ground that there should be no 
severance of the pastoral relationship except 
as the result of a criai fop alleged iqis-con- 
di;ct.” am]1 therefore regarded it as “à canon 
tfiat dtseryes the naiqe of a necessary, but, 
as be hoped, a temporary evil,” yet Hoffman 
informs us that “so far as his information 
went, the canon was now looked upon with 
more favor than it was by Bishop White, 
and that in fact if was a compromise between 
the principle oi the Indissolubility of the re­
lation of Pastor and people, except on grounds 
justifying a presentment, and the alisolute 
right ot the people to dismiss at will.” And 
then he goes on to say that u the re are some­
times occasions of disagreement, which, with­
out much fault on either side, poison the con­
nection and destroy its benefits.”

For such reasons, therefore, as have led 
the Episcopal Church of Scotland, and the 
American Church, to admit the necessity ol a 
compromise between the old principle of the 
canon law, that an incumbent once instituted 
was S9 for Ijfo, unless convicted of grave 
mor^l miscopduct, qud the more modern 
claims to dismiss at will that are so gene­
rally advanced on the part of the people, 
your committee, regarding them a* no less 
cognent in the case of our Canadian Church, 
beg leave respectfully to recommend that the 
canon now projKised concerning “Differences 
between ministers aud their Congregations,” 
be adopted by the Synod.

Mr. Heneker continued that the report was 

so plain that he need not elaborate the case. 
Hu therefore moved that the clauses be token 
up eeriatim.

The canon was then laid before the Synod 
as follows :—

(1.) In all cases when there shall be con­
troversy and difference between a minister 
and his congregation of such a nature as to 
cause scandal to the Church or to iuterfere 
with the spiritual welfare of the congregation, 
either qf the parties interested may make a 
representation of the matter to the Bishop.

(2.) The representation aforesaid shall be 
in writing under the hand of the minister, if 
made by him, or of not less than one-fifth of 
the members of the congregation, if made 
by them, and it shall set forth the grounds Qf 
difference alleged on the one side or the 
other.

(3.) On the reception of such representa­
tion it shall be the duty of the Bishop to di­
rect the District Board of Enquiry as consti­
tuted under Canon XI. to make inquisition 
into the merits of the point* at issue, and to 
report to him the result.

(4.) If on the receipt of this report it shall 
appear to the Biuhop that the differences com­
plained of have proceeded to such length as 
to preclude all reasonable expectation of a 
settlement, and that a dissolution of the pas­
toral connection between the minister and his 
congregation has become necessary to the 
spiritual well being of the parish, the avoid­
ance of scandal ami the interests of the Church 
generally ; then, in such case, it shall be law­
ful for the Bishop to dissolve the pastoral con­
nection between the minister and his congre­
gation, ami it the minister shall refuse to 
submit to the dissolution as aforesaid, the 
Bishop, at his discretion, may suspend him 
from the exercise of all clerical functions.

The first clause was adopted without dis­
cussion. On the second there was a discus­
sion as to the number of persons who should 
make the representation. It was urged that 
a small number of the congregation would 
place the minister's character ^nd reputation 
iu the hands of a few.

It was suggested by Rev. Mr. Von I Aland, 
that as the question had been raised that the 
représentants should be communicants, it 
would be well to define what was a commu­
nicant, whether the ruling of the rubric 
should be token, or whether or who had com­
municated once in a life-time.

The Bishop said there was no wisdom in 
plunging into such depths. One difficulty 
bred another.

General conversation ensued as to the 
meaning of the word communicant.

Mr. Heneker, to bring the question to the 
test, moved that one-third of the congrega­
tion as legally constituted,which the wording 
of the temporalities cavered, and provided as 
regular members of the church.

Rev. Mr. Roe said there was a body which 
could always bereliedon,foundon the unsub­
scribed list of those who voted for lay dele­
gates, one-third of whom might initiate the 
enquiry.

After remarks from Dr. Marsden on the dif­
ficulty of defining the constitution of a com­
municant,

The Bishop said that it would be better if 
the communicants should be those oi one 
year’s standing, and communicating within 
the last year.

Rev. Mr. Von Iffland proposed that the con­
sideration of this canon should^ be postponed 
until a canon or resolution had been passed 
defining the meaning of the word communi­
cant.

Mr. F. A. Andrews said that the matter was 
a very simple one, aud the definition of 
vestry in the Temporalities Act, that every 
pewholder regularly certified was a member 
of the vestry, was plain. A proportion of 
such members was the common sense view of 
the matter.

Further discussion ensued on the subject, 
when

Mr. G. Okill Stuart said that the Tempor­
alities Act was plain and simple and fully met 
the case, but if there was legislation laying 
down a fixed definition of the word “comma 
nicant,” it would lead to endless discussion 
and trouble.

Rev. Mr. Von Iffland pressed his resolution 
and Mr. Heneker appealed to the Clergy not 
to allow this canon to be shelved, after it had 
been before the Symxf for two years. Let 
them not bold on to this definition of the 
word “communicant.”

There was further discussion, and the reso­
lution was put and carried on a division of 
both orders on a vote of

Clergy—Yeas, 30 ; nays, 6.
Lay—Yeas, 19; nays, 18.
The next order of business was thn reading 

of the report of Scrutineers of the Ballot of 
the Trustees aud Council of Bishop's College, 
Lennoxville—

Trustees—Messrs. R. W. Heneker, Robert 
Hamilton, Hon. E. Hale, R. H. Smith, G. O 
Stnart, W. G. Wurtele.

Council—Rev. H. Roe, Rev. C. Hamilton 
Rev. J. Foster, Hon. G. Irvine, Rev. G. Hous 
man, Rev. J. Brock.

The canon on the appointment of clergy 
men in self-sustaining Parishes or Missions 
(Rev. H. Roe), was called np, and the ques­
tion was raised as to the question of the defi 
uition ot the word “communicant.”

Rev. Mi’. Roe waived his right, and moved 
that the rules be suspended so that a canon 
be introduced to that effect.

The Bishop suggested a form of canon 
which Rev. Mr. Roe moved be token up.

The canon of the Bishop on the subject 
after consideration, was put in the following 
form :

Whereas it is expedient to define the 
meaning of the term “communicant.” Be 
it enacted that whenever the word commuai 
cant occurs in the constitution canons or 
resolution of the Synod, it shall be token to 
mean one who has communicated in a con 
gregation of the Church of England three 
times within the year last past, before he 
claims to exercise his rights as a commuai 
cant, provided he had opportunity of 
doing. And declaration of the person 
claiming to exercise the rights of a com 
mnnicant, shall be token as a conclusive 
answer upon the points.

This having been carried upon devision 
the canon on difference between congrega 
tions and clergy was again token up, and it 
was provided that the blank should be filled 
up with the words, “ one-fifth of the number 
of members of the congregation legally cons- 
titqting the yes try.''

Rev. Mr. Hamilton moved an amendment 
that the blank be filled up with the words 
“one-third of the male communicants of 
the congregation ”

The debate turned upon whether the com 
plaints should be preferred by communicants 
or members of the church, and was partiel 
pated in by Messrs. Heneker, Andrews 
Marsden, Scott, on the paît of the laity, and 
Rev. Messrs. Hamilton, Debbagc, Badgly 
Housman, Dinzey.

The amendment was pat to the vote and 
carried by the clerical aqd lost on diyision— 
and the ma|n motion being put, there was no 
possibility of a vote befog had. Rev. Mr 
Foster moved that after the word, “congrega 
tion one-fifth of the members qualified to act 
as lay deligates to the Synod.”—Carried.

H. S. Scott asked what were the prospects 
Of the business of the session, and whether 
they should have an evening session, or to 
leave a deal of business left unfinished.

He moved that the Synod meet again at 
half-past seven, p.m--»Garried.

The Synod then took recess.

AFTERNOON SESSION.
The House met at 3 o’clock.
The 3rd clause of the Canon occnpying the 

House before recess was token up, and on the 
3rd clause,

Rev. Henry Roe moved in anienfiment, 
thaï instead of foe words “it shall be the 
duty of the Rishop,’* foe following be insert­
ed : “ The Bishop may, it he shall see fit.”

The clause as amended was carried.
On the 4th clause a long debate took place 

as to tfie judicature of the Bishop. It was 
thought that the Episcopal action was too 
much limited.

Rev. Mr. Roe thought that if the first part 
of the clause were amended by the insertion 
of the words “ If this report shall declare, 
Ac., and moved to that effect—Carried.

Rev. Mr. Hamilton moved in amendment 
that in the sentence beginning And that if 
the minister, Ac.,” the following words 
should substitute : “And the minUter shall 
cease three months after date oi the Bishop’s 
decree dissolving the connexion to have any 
claim upon the emoluments or revenues of 
the office as minister oteuch congregation or 
mission”—Carried.

Rev. Mf. Dciibago moved that after the 
words “ dissolve the pastoral connection” the 
words “ at the same time stotiqg to the min­
ister the reason foç the dissolution” shall be 
added—^Carried.

Mr. Heneker moved in amendment to the 
3rd clause, after the words “points at issue,” 
to add “ in Hhe manner pointed out in such 
canon.”

On the canon coming np as a whole,
Mr. Morris moved that the House do not 

concur in the canon now, but that it be re­
considered, and that instead of the words in 
the 1st clause, “one fifth of the members 
qualified to vote for lay delegates for the Dio­
cesan Synod," be substituted by “quo fifth of 
the members of the vestry.”

Mr. Morris claimed that it had been estab­
lished that no such body existed, and that 
His Lordship the Bishop had given his opin­
ion to the same effect, as it was the proceed­
ings were nugatory. The members of the 
vestry were the only class to act.

There was discussion on this point of tire 
suspension of the rule necessary for the re­
consideration of the clause.

The Bishop «aid that Mr. Morris had a spe­
cial claim upon a suspension, because if the 
reconsideration were not had the proceedings 
were utterly nugatory, ana they might stop 
at once.

Rev. Mr. Balfour questioned the utility of 
the rt consideration.

The Bishop said that there was no such 
standing body as a body qualified to elect lay 
delegates, and he thought that the rules 
should be suspended.

The motion was carried.
Mr. Morris then put his amendment. In 

making the motion he said he was open to 
any amendment, but he desired to put the 
House in a fair position.

Rev. Mr. Foster moved in amendment 
again that after thp w°r(i “Congregation” be 
Inserted, “who shifo in such representation 
declare themselves, in writing, to be member* 
of the Church of England and no other re­

ligious denomiuatiou.”
Mr. Morris assented to the amendment, aud 

the resolution passed on division.
On the presentation of the canon os amend- 

»*! as a whole, for concurrence, it was resolved 
that it bo passed, subject to approval and 
final confirmation at the next meeting of the 
Synod.

The canon on the appointment of clergy­
men to self-sustaining parishes or missions 
was the next order, and on motion of Mr. 
Roe the clauses were token up eeriatim.

Rev. Mr. Roe, in moving the first clause, 
promised he would say very little. In the 
canon were two leading features ; the first, 
that the appointment should be vested in the 
Bishop, and the second, that no clergyman 
should be forced u|K>n an unwilling parish. 
With reference to a few words that had fallen 
from his lips the day before, he would say 
that he never would insinuate anything else 
thau that all men were equal in the sight of 
God, sharers In the body of Christ, and in­
heritors of the kingdom of Heaven. They 
should always have a voice in the appoint­
ment of ministers, aud he cited Bingham 
on the mode of appointment of bishops iu 
the early Christian Church, and from Bishop 
Mowberley. He wished to establish that no 
man should be appointed over a congregation 
unless the opinion and consent of the congre­
gation should be asked, not that the assent 
should be assumed. This was the principle 
embodied in the canon, and though it wefcit a 
good deal into detail, with Mr. Hamilton 
he had tried very much to simplify it.

Tho clause was passed.
The 2nd and 3rd clauses were carried as 

amended, and on the 4th, Mr. Heneker’s sub­
division of the clause was the cumbrous por­
tion, and he asked Mr. Roe why the number 
had been placed so high as thirteen.

Revd. Mr. Hamilton explained his action 
with Revd. Roe on the subject. It had been 
felt that tho original number of three or four 
was too small, and that a larger Board should 
be formed. He had thought that thirteen 
was a good number, but he was not wedded 
to it and would take 11 or 9, and they 
thought that the best way of getting at the 
representation of minor congregations was in 
proportion to their contribution to the sti­
pend.

Mr. Heneker doubted th^yiracticability 
of such a large number of iWnbers of the 
Board, bee-use it was difficult to get such 
a number in all cases. He thought that the 
fault lay in the large number. Ho believed 
that the Board was to be a sort of advisory 
oqe with the Bishop, and representing the 
views of the congregation. They found the 
value of such a Board at Sherbrooke of late. 
He would like to see the Board of 3 or 5, 
with a proportion of tho minor congrega­
tions.

Rev. H. Roe said that the case of Sher­
brooke was a peculiar one, nor was the pre­
sent canon intended to meet the cases offoaere 
mission churches, but such-congregatiohs as 
had grown self-supporting and independent. 
He would be willing to toko nine, but with a 
smaller number there would be in such con­
gregation no adequate representation of all 
classes. Sooner than have a committee of 3, 
he would have a meeting of the whole vestry 
to debate on snch a question.

Rev. Mr. King would rather see the num­
ber larger than smaller, so that the repre­
sentation should be os perfect as possible.

Rev. Mr. Von Iffland moved that the num­
ber of the Board be 9 instead of 13 in clause 
4, wherein it occurs.
HMr. Morris said that the number of 13 and 

its subdivisions would be impracticable, and 
he thought it would be better to consult the 
vestries of the whole of the congregations

Rev. Mr. Roe replied to the arguments of 
Messrs. Heneker and Morris, shewing that 
there would not be the slightest difficulty in 
forming the Board.

The clause as amended was carried.
Rev. Mr. Roe, on the 5th clause, spoke of 

the original canon of six years ago, and the 
provisions made with the Cathedral, and this 
clause had been prepared specially to meet 
the case of the Cathedral.

Dr. Marsden thought that the Board would 
be small, considering that the Wardens and 
the Select Vestry were 14—some of whom 
were excluded.

Rev. Mr. Hamilton moved in amendment 
that the Cathedral should have the right to 
elect a board of 25 members.

There was discussion on this point, and 
Rev. Mr. Hamilton made his amendment read, 
“The congregation of such Cathedral church 
shall have the right of electing 25 representa­
tives to form a board.”—Carried.

Rev. Mr. Roe moved that the Canon 
amended be adopted—Carried.

The Canon reads thus \
CANON ON TUB APPOINTMINT OF CLIRQYkfRN TO 

SELF-BUSTAIN1NO PARISHES OR MISSIONS.

1. In the case of ail self-sustaining 
parishes or missions in this diocese in which 
provision has not already been made for the 
appointment of a Clergymen, such appoint­
ment shall in future be made by the Bishop 
with the concurrence of the congregation or 
congregations of snch parish or mission.

2. Snch concurrence shall be given by a 
Board to be called the Board of Concurrence, 
which shall be constituted and appointed as 
follows

3. On the occurrence of a vacancy in any 
parish or mission, the Bishop shall notify 
the same to the chnrcb-wardens of all the 
congregations within such parish or mission, 
and shall direct them to summon meetings of 
their respective congregations forthwith for 
the election of the Board of Concurrence. And 
it shall be the duty of the chnrch-wardens to 
call such meetings, to be held within one 
month of the receipt of the Bishop’s notifica­
tion. Such special meetings of the congre­
gation shall be called-and condncted in the 
manner provided for special vestry meetings, 
and those only who shall declare themselves 
in writing to be membets of the Church of 
England and to belong to other denomina­
tions, shall vote in the election of the Board 
of Concurrence.

4. When there |s only one congregation in 
the parish or Mission, snch congregation shall 
elect thirteen of their number, who shall 
form the Board of Concurrence. Where there 
are two or more regularly constituted congre­
gations contributing to the stipend of the 
clergyman, the principal congregation shall 
elect thirteen representatives ; and each of 
the other congregations shall have the right 
of electing a number of representatives which 
shall bear a proportion to 13, not greater 
thap flie proportion contributed by such con­
gregation to the clergyman’s stipend bears to 
the amount contributed by the principal con­
gregation. And all the representatives so 
elected shall form the Board of Concurrence 
for the Parish or Mission.

Nevertheless if such minor congregations, 
or any or more of them, shall neglect or re­
fuse to elect representatives, the represen­
tatives duly elected by tfie principal congre­
gation qnd qny one or more of the minor con­
gregations, shall form the Board ot Concur­
rence for the parish or Mission.

Anglican Cathedral.—Two very beautiful 
stained glass memorial windows are now in 
course of erection in the English Cathedral, 
under the supervision of Mr. Spence of Mont­
real. The one to the right of the chancel 
contains a large figure of Onr Saviour as the 
Good Shepherd, holding in his arms a lamb 
and surrounded with sheep. The back 
ground of the picture consists of rich foliage, 
Ac., the snrroundings are iu rich Gressaille 
glass ; it bears the following inscription ; 
“George Burns Symes, bom Jany. 20, 1803; 
died June 12, 1863. This window is erected 
by his only daughter, Clara Marquise de Baa- 
sano.” Mr. Clutterbuck of Warwickshire, 
England, is the artist of this window. 
The window on tho left of the chancel con­
tains a large group of the “Good Samaritan,” 
which is an exquisite specimen of art manu­
facture. The upper and lower parts ot the 
window contain angels, with the words, 
“Blessed are the Merciful,” “Jo, and do thou 
likewise,” and the work is surrounded with 
elaborate foliage and bordering m rich an­
tique glass. The inscription is as follows ; 
“ In memory of Archibald Campbell, H. M. 
Notary, born 29th June, 1780, died Jnly 16th, 
1862.” This window was executed by Mr. 
J. C. Spence, of Mftntreal, the centre gronp 
being painted by Wailes, of Newcastle, 
England.

We can confirm this week what we said In 
onr last report; trade has Improved, find from 
appearance this U likely so to continue. There 
Is now little doubt that the lowest prices of the 
season have been realized.
