Ky proposes direct Saigon- Viet Cong talks
PARIS (AP) — Vice-Presi­

dent Nguyen Cao Ky of South 
Vietnam raised the prospect of 
direct Saigon-Viet Cong talks as 
a Christmas lull settled on the 
negotiations in Paris.

Ky was on his way home 
today to talk with Presiden 
Nguyen Van Thieu. and all dele­
gations began an informal 
Christmas recess with no agree­
ment in sight on how to start 
their four-way conference on 
ending the Vietnam war.

Before he departed Sunday. 
Kv told a CBS panel that his

government will never accept 
the Viet Cong's National Libera­
tion Front "as an entity," but 
its reality must be looked at.

"Once we recognize its real­
ity, we have to face this reality 
and try to solve it,’’ he said

Ky said several times he 
would propose to Thieu direct 
contacts between their govern­
ment and its opposition in South 
Vietnam, including the NLF 
leaders. But his imperfect Eng­
lish made his precise meaning 
unclear.

His talk of accepting the Viet

Cong's "reality" appeared to 
envisage an entirely new policy 
toward the NLF. but at other 
times he seemed to restate the 
old Saigon offer to talk directly 
with individual NLF leaders 
who openly relinquish their 
Communist allegiance.

Ky stressed that such contact 
would have to take place in 
South Vietnam, not Paris, and 
that the Saigon government 
would not recognize the NLF as 
an equal. And he said once 
again that there could be "no 
question of a coalition with the

Communists."
CBS broadcast the Ky inter­

view Sunday on its Face the Na­
tion program

Shortly after the broadcast, 
Hanoi's chief negotiator. Xuan 
Thuy, told a Paris rally the 
peace conference can only get 
off the ground “when a govern­
ment has been set up in Saigon 
which really wants to negotiate 
with the National Liberation 
Front.”

The NLF claims to be the sole 
representative of the South Viet­
namese people

Pueblo men released
SEOUL (CP i - The 82 crew 

members of the U S intelli­
gence ship Pueblo were freed 
by North Korea early today 
after more than 11 months as 
prisoners during which time, 
said the Pueblo's skipper, he 
and his crew were beaten by 
their captors

The crew members were 
given medical checkups at a 
hospital near Seoul before flying 
to rejoin their families on the 
West Coast.

To win the release of the 
Pueblo's crew, a U S. represent­
ative at Panmunjoin signed a 
statement apologizing for "the 
grave acts of espionage commit­
ted by the U.S. ship . after 
having intruded into the territo­
rial waters of the Democratic 
People's Republic of Korea."

But first he repudiated the 
statement and said he was sign­
ing it only to free the crew.

The Pueblo's skipper, Cmdr 
Lloyd M Bucher. 41, also told a 
news conference immediately 
after his release that at no time 
did the Pueblo sail within 13 
miles of North Korea, let alone 
inside the 12-mile limit set by 
the North Korean government 

"The day we were captured 
we were some 15 to 16 miles 
from shore when the North Ko­

rean ships showed up and began 
their harassment tactics," he 
said.
AVOIDED A SLAUGHTER

"I surrendered the ship be 
cause it was nothing but a 
slaughter out there and 1 
couldn't see allowing any more 
people to be slaughtered or kill 
ing the entire crew for no rea 
son "

'Work together'
QUEBEC (CP) Prentier 

Jean-Jacques Bertrand, conva­
lescing from a recent heart ail­
ment. says in his Christmas 
message that "all men of re­
sponsibility must work together 
for the benefit of all "

Quebec is "passing through a 
difficult, transitionary stage 
with many values being ques­
tioned." he said in the message

The Pueblo, a former army 
cargo ship equipped with ad­
vanced electronic d elect i o n 
equipment, remained in North 
Korea The Communists said it 
had been confiscated and would 
not be returned

He said the men were subject­
ed to beatings and terror in cap­
tivity, and many still had black 
eyes and bruised ribs from 
beatings as recent as last week

Bucher himself walked with a 
slight limp He said he had been 
kicked occasionally and the Ko­
reans are "quite good at soc­
cer "

Bucher said he was kept in 
solitary confinement "the entire 
11 months" but he was not 
beaten as much as the other 
men

Policeman beaten and killed by group
HAMILTON, Ont (CP) 

Five men were charged with 
capital murder Sunday in the 
death of a police officer, killed 
with his own revolver during a 
fight earlier in the day in which 
a second man lost his life.

Police said Sgt. Cameron 
McMurrich, 34. w’as severely 
beaten by a group of men. then 
shot in the chest and side with 
his gun which had been taken 
away from him during the fight.

Another policeman was in­
jured when the fight broke out 
after the men charged out of a 
house on blast 27th Street where 
police said a wild party was in 
progress.

Sgt. Joseph Rallo, 40. received 
broken ribs, a broken jaw and 
nose and other head injuries. He 
is in fair condition in hospital

James Brechin. 24, of Hamil 
ton. was killed when hit in the 
stomach by a bullet fired from 
Sgt. Hallo's revolver. Police 
said the gun went off as Sgt.

Rallo and Brechin struggled for 
it.

Charged with murder were 
James Major, 27, John Mc­
Clure, 48, ami Douglas Maraele, 
36, all of Hamilton: John Mo- 
Ewan, 51, of nearby Stoney 
Creek, and Murray Feist, 26, of 
no fixed addressed. The men 
are to appear in court todav

Police also arrested 11 mate 
rial witnesses, six of them 
women, but released them later 
on bail.

Police said the two officers 
both in plainclothes, were 
watching an area in a residen­
tial district when a group of 
men charged out of the house 
shortly after 4 a m No reason

was given by police for the offi

He 
said before he ran awav he was 
fairly certain Sgt. McMurrich 
was dead.

The Parti Québécois, formed 
last October, is a fusion of three 
major Quebec nationalist par­
ties Levesque's own Mouve­
ment Souverainete-Association, 
Gilles Gregoire’s Ralliement 
National and Pierre Bourgault's 
Rassemblement pour 
1'independance nationale.

Heavy attacks
SAIGON (AP) - The Commu­

nist command launched a series 
of heavy attacks across South 
Vietnam during the weekend 
preceding the start tonight of its 
three-day Christmas ceasefire.

The heaviest fighting raged 
only six miles from the truce 
site where U.S. and Viet Cong 
representatives are to meet 
Christmas Day to discuss the 
release of three American pris­
oners.

Back home
RIO DE JANEIRO (AP) - 

Former president Juscelino Ku- 
bitschek and former governor 
Carlos Lacerda. among the 
more prominent of about 200 
persons arrested in Brazil's 
mid-December upheaval, were 
returned to their homes Satur­
day night.

Kubitschek. president of Bra­
zil from 1956 to 1960, now is 
under house arrest, said his 
wife, Sarah Lacerda. a politi­
cian and journalist. Both were 
reported confined to bed.

Accept offer
TOKYO (AP) — in an at­

tempt to dampen opposition in 
Japan, the United States offered 
today to give up, move or share 
one-third of its bases in Japan.

The offer was accepted.

Kidnappers
MIAMI BEACH. Fla. (CP- 

AP) — Escaped convict Gary 
Steven Krist was under heavy 
guard in jail today on a kidnap­
ping charge and most of the 
$500,000 ransom money paid to 
free Barbara Jane Mackle has 
been recovered.

Robert Mackle and his daugh­
ter met reporters Sunday for 
the first time since her release 
Friday. The meeting was on the 
patio of Miami Heart Institute 
where Barbara is recuperating 
from the 80-hour burial in a cof­
fin-like box.

Faith in God sustained the 
family throughout the ordeal, 
said Mackle. a wealthy Florida 
land developer.

Barbara was freed from the 
box when the kidnappers, ran­
som money in hand, telephoned 
the Federal Bureau of Investi­
gation in Atlanta with directions 
to the site of her North Georgia 
burial.

Weakened, dehydrated and 10 
pounds lighter, Barbara smiled 
radiantly Sunday.

"I feel just wonderful and I 
just want to thank everybody 
for their prayers and their con­
cern for both myself and my 
family,” she said.

A few hours later Krist, 23, 
convict, was booked in the Dade 
County jail in Miami on the kid­
napping charge.

Krist was held in a safety cell

in lieu of $500,000 bond, the 
amount of the ransom.

A nose captured Krist early

Coast. The FBI said he carried 
a suitcase containing about

tion. was taken to a Fort Myers 
hospital where he was later ar­
raigned on the kidnap charge.

Apollo 8 hurtling to
HOUSTON (API - The dar­

ing explorers of Apollo 8. recov­
ered from a touch of the flu, 
hurtled deeper into uncharted 
regions of space today, racing 
toward the moon's gravity field.

That moment, when man for 
the first time will be in the 
gravity grasp of another heaven­
ly body, comes at 3:29 p.m. 
EST today when Apollo 8 is 
202.700 miles from earth and 
about 34,500 miles from the 
moon

The tug of the moon will in­
crease Apollo 8's speed, and a 
burst from their spaceship en­
gine at 5:01 a m. Tuesday will 
swing them into orbit just 69 
miles above its surface.

There will be no physical 
change to alert Col Frank Bor­
man. Capt. James Lovell Jr., 
and Maj. William Anders that 
they have passed through a 
gravity "barrier" in space.

Borman, in fact, plans to be 
alseep, and Lovell and Anders 
are to be stowing their camera 
after completing a second tele­
vision show for Apollo 8.
PULI IS EQUAL

The area is called the “equi- 
graveispher," where the pull of 
earth's gravity and that of the 
moon are equal.

Apollo 8, which started the 
trip toward the moon at earth 
escape speed of 24.196 miles an 
hour, has slowed gradually like 
an automobile coasting uphill to 
slightly more than 2.200 m.p.h.

The moon's gravity increases 
this during a period of several 
hours to almost 5.800 mp.h. If 
allowed to continue at this 
speed, Borman, Lovell and An­
ders would hook once around 
the backside with sufficient ve­
locity to swine back toward

earth.
But the braking effect of the 

engine firing will prevent the 
flyby and inject Apollo 8 into an 
orbit which the astronauts are 
to fly for 20 hours on Christmas 
Eve and early Christmas Day.

There were a few anxious mo­
ments Sunday, second day of 
the mission, that the astronauts 
might have to be called back— 
or, at best, make only a quick 
flyaround of the moon and come 
home.

Reds saylDeware*
MOSCOW (CP ) — The Soviet 

Union's top space research 
scientist said today there is 
“some basis for fear" that Apol­
lo 8 astronauts will encounter 
radiation hazards during their 
moon flight.

But he praised the three U.S. 
astronauts for their courage and 
wished them “above all, a suc­
cessful return to earth.”

Dr. Georgy I. Petrov, director 
of the Soviet Institute for 
Cosmic Research, made it clear 
that he considers the Americans 
to be taking unnecessary risks.

He noted that the Soviet plan 
for manned flight calls for 
spacecraft with complete dupli­

cation of manual and automatic 
controls so that any pilot failure 
can be overcome by ground per­
sonnel or automatic devices.
“It seems to me,” Petrov 

wrote in Pravda today, “that 
such a system ensures greater 
safety.”

The Pravda article was clear­
ly designed to show the Apollo 
mission was risky and prema­
ture.

Regarding radiation hazards, 
the scientist noted that the Apol­
lo mission is beine “under 
taken at a time of great activi­
ty on the sun” which increases 
the intensity of radiation in 
outer space.

Canada played a leading role
MONTREAL (CP) - The 

Star says the channel of com­
munication used by the United 
States and North Korea to ne­
gotiate the release of the surviv­
ing crewmen of the U.S. intelli­
gence ship Pueblo was devel­
oped at the United Nations in a 
series of private discussions in 
which Canada played a leading 
role.

In a dispatch from its corre­
spondent at UN headquarters in 
New York, the newspaper says 
that while North Korea is not a 
member of the world body, it 
was possible to establish diplo­
matic contact with Pyong Yang 
since Hungary represents its in­
terests at the UN 

While the two protagonists in

the Pueblo incident "were hurl­
ing insults at each other,” the 
president of the UN security 
council, Ambassador Shahi of 
Pakistan, had asked George Ig- 
natieff, thz Canadian ambassa­
dor, to represent Western na­
tions in private discussions with 
his Hungarian counterpart 
aimed at finding a channel of 
negotiation for the U.S. and 
North Korea.

existed The United States and 
North Korea were meeting per­
iodically at Panmunjom to dis­
cuss violations of the armistice.

"All that was needed was to

Wheeler ran back to Ins house, 
and that a member of his fam­
ily called the police, leaving 
the rifle behind

other for about four years, and 
that there was no ill-will be 
tween them.

"Alcohol was the precipitat­
ing factor in inducing Mr Whee­
ler’s psychosis," said Dr de 
Verteuil. Dr do Verteuil said 
thul Wheeler could only remem­
ber "patches” of the evening 
of November 7, 1966, and lie 
was sure that he was not aware 
of the gravity of his acts that 
evening

Under examination by Crown 
Prosecutor Andre Langlais, Dr. 
de Verteuil said that he felt

that Wheeler could not have 
been responsible in the context 
of his medical history Dr de 
Verteuil said that Wheeler had 
spent one month in the Doug­
las Memorial Hospital in 1962, 
and that the behavior pattern 
discovered then, continued in 
the examinations held in 1966

Dr. de Verteuil told Mr Lang 
lais that he was convinced that 
Mr Wheeler had no present 
psychosis, and that he would 
coniine that way providing he 
abstained from alcohol Dr de 
Verteuil said that Mr Wheeler's 
marital problems were some 
what solved, and that was aid 
mg Ihe situation

In reply to Mr Langlais ques 
tion on the advisability of re­
turning the two rifles to Mr 
Wheeler, Dr de Verteuil said 
he fell it would he prudent' if 
they were not returned.

Judge Hayes acquitted Mr 
Wheeler, saying "the evidence 
on both sides and the medical 
history leaves the court in ser­
ious doubt that the accused 
knew of the events that eve­
ning”

The two rifles were turned 
over to Wheeler's father for 
safekeeping, at the request of 
Crown Prosecutor Andre Lang 
lais

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Uncontrollable costs 
programs need review

Harsh words issued by Quebec Finance Minister 
Paul Dozois, and echoed by other provincial govern­
ment representatives, following the one-day Dominion- 
provincial fiscal conference at Ottawa indicate one 
thing, and one thing only — that individually and col­
lectively the governments of Canada at all levels are 
spending too much money.

The conference itself was designed to discuss the 
division of taxation powers between the federal and 
provincial governments but it was obvious in advance 
that little or nothing would be accomplished in this di­
rection

Ottawa is far from balancing its own budget and 
cannot give the provinces any tax concessions unless 
the latter are prepared to take over many of the ser­
vices now performed by Ottawa or financed jointly.

And the provinces, all facing critical financial prob­
lems of their own, are unwilling to accept any new 
responsibilities that are not accompanied by taxation 
transfers that more than cover the cost.

The real base of the problem is that despite their 
lip service to the cause of economy, governments gen­
erally are doing little to cut back their expenditures 
or at least to prevent any rapid expansion.

Grandiose statements are issued prior to budget 
day about the economies that have been effected by the 
ruthless use of the pruning knife but when the actual 
estimates are presented it is found the costs are up 
and the savings are only on expenditures that could 
have been made had money been a little easier to ob­
tain.

Governments talk loudly of their uncontrollable ex­
penditures — of debt charges and other statutory pay­
ments and social justice projects to which they are 
committed — which they say leaves them little room 
to effect any substantial savings.

Perhaps the time has come to review many of 
these expenditures to determine if they cannot be con­
trolled and reduced.

Certain welfare services, still costing hundreds of 
millions, have outlived their usefulness, if they were 
ever justified, and could be reduced or eliminated with­
out any serious harm to the public at large.

This might bring bitter complaints from profes­
sional do-gooders who find administering these serves 
a good way to make a living, but the question is 
whether the taxpayers can bear the costs any longer.

Motorists who believe that parking regulations are 

too stiff or other breaches of the traffic regulations 
bring excessive fines might read the pages of history 
to console themselves that no-stopping regulations in 
the cities are nothing new.

In ancient Ninevah. where roads were sacred, 
posts were placed along the processional way, inscrib­
ed: “Royal Road. Let no man lessen it.”

And to impress upon the would-be law violators that 
the authorities were sincere, it was decreed, for this 
way, that anyone who parked a chariot or other ve­
hicle along the road should be slain and hi» oody im­
paled on a stake before his home.

With this bit of history in mind, overtime parkers 
might take a second look at the five dollar penalty for 
blocking traffic at the rush hour

OTTAWA — How do you feel 
about money, now that Christ­
mas has come and gone, with 
some of the bills still to pay '

A bit concerned, maybe '
Any of the joyous Noel spend­

ing. by any chance, go into fur­
niture. chairs, rugs drapes and 
such things

If you are just a bit concern­
ed about the money and did 
spend some of it on redecorat­
ing, you’ll be feeling, perhaps, 
a little like Energy Minister Joe 
Greene.

He blew a wad it has turn­
ed out to be precisely $15,635.20 
— on refurnishing his executive 
suite.

Other ministers of this and 
other cabinets have spent more, 
and nobody said very much 
about it.

But Joe spent colorfully 
color him green for Greene — 
and caught the Commons’ crit­
ical eye as few cabinet minis­
ters have.

Perhaps it was that naively, 
he might have wondered what's
$15.635.20'"

After all. hadn't his cabinet 
colleague Charles Bud" Drury 
splurged $889.466.27 on refur­
nishing his department '

And against a hefty near-mil- 
lion dollars, what's an itsy bitsy 
going-on sixteen grand '

Nothing, really, except that 
the $889,466 27 went to outfit an 
entire department with a two 
division staff running perhaps 
3.500 and Joe shot the $15.- 
635.20 to refurnish his own suite 
for the comfort and convenience 
of himself and maybe as many 
as nine personal office retain­
ers.

Unhappily for Joe, some of 
those pesky Opposition MPs, 
handy with figures, calculated 
that in the proportion of a staff 
of 10 as against 3.500, if ' Bud" 
had spent on that scale, he 
would have gone for better than

$6.000.000 on his new furniture.
Which sort of put it in a some­

what larger perspective.
The Opposition. Conservative 

and New Democratic alike, has 
been wondering out loud in the 
House of Commons — where the 
taxpayers, if they're listening at 
all. are liable to hear — how 
$15.635.20 on fancy fixings for 
Joe's office fits into the context 
not only of the prime minister's 
hotly-pursued Just Society," 
but of Finance Minister Ben- 
Benson's hard - pushed program 
af stern austerity.

Example: Maritime Conser­
vative MP Bob Coates has ob­
served that the government’s 
spending “belt" that Benson is 
supposed to be tightening "must 
be made of elastic, or how come 
it could be stretched to let Joe 
go for that $15.000-plus on new 
rugs, drapes, tinted phones and 
lushly leathered chairs and the 
t^est of desks that money can 
buy.”

Example Manitoba New- 
Democratic MP Edward Shry- 
er has been shrieking that it's 
nothing less than an ' obsceni­
ty” — his word for it — that 
Joe should be able to lay hands 
on "thousands of dollars for 
fine-feathered furniture when 
Benson swears he can't find a 
penny for retired civil servants 
some of whom have to scratch 
along on a pnncelv monthlv 
$20 ”

Shryer. the old meanie, has 
shouted that it's because Joe is 
nothing but an “egoist."
JOE NEEDS IT

Listen to Ed Shryer as he 
screams about it in the House:

"At a time like this when the 
government insists it can't 
scrape up money for anything 
but the essentials, there has to 
be something obscene in pro­
viding office accommodation in 
which the new rugs are not 
measured bv the square foot but 
by the acre, the walls expen­

sively wood panelled and the 
phones tinted

"Who needs it — except cab­
inet ministers with overblown 
egos."

Of course, there was some ex­
aggeration in Shryer's shout­
ing.

Joe hasn't really got "acres" 
of new carpet—just 1.466 square 
feet of it — which is many- 
more than his predecessor in 
the department. Trade Minister 
Jean-Luc Pepin, who struggled 
along with rugs in only two of 
the nine-office suite

But what makes it fun for the 
Opposition is that Joe's 1.466 
square feet of new rug are 
green—and so are the phones. 
Green for "Greene" — or is it. 
more correctly green for green 
like in grass '

Wrhat started it all—and quite 
unfairly—was the blast on a 
hot-line radio program that Joe 
had got himself a desk carry­
ing a $900 price tag. and a $38

wastebasket.
Not a trace of them has been 

found, and the Opposition took 
the trouble to dispatch a scout. 
Tory MP Gordon Aiken to make 
a first person recognizance of 
the premises.

And from then on. neither 
Conservative nor New Demo­
crat gave Joe any peace. To­
gether they loaded the Com­
mons Order Paper with ques­
tions about Joe's posh pad which 
hung the $15.635 20 price tag on 
it

Hundreds of millions, even 
billions of dollars of govern­
ment spending the taxpayers 
don't always dig — but $15,000 
—plus for green rugs and green 
phones they do.

Believe poor Joe. they do in­
deed.

It may even have played a 
part in that heart flutter which 
bedded him on his return from 
his Latin American trade and 
air tour.

I am lost

Jeremiah waited for end thigh- 
deep in mud at the pits bottom

Bruised, lacerated and 
thigh-deep in mud at the bot­
tom of an empty cistern, Jere­
miah waited for the end. 
“They flung me alive into the 
pit ... I am lost." says his 
Book of Lamentations. “Men 
dogged our steps . . . our 
days wore numbered."

The aged prophet had been 
beaten and dumped into the 
deep stone shaft to die, about 
588 BC, for condemning slav­
ery and on charges of treason, 
as a menace to national de­
fence and security.

“Let this man be put to 
death, for he is weakening the 
hands of the soldiers." de­
manded the chauvinistic cour 
tiers of Judah's King Zedek- 
iah, who had ordered armed 
mobilization against the Baby­
lonian forces of Chaldea.

ft had become the world's 
new ominous colossus of the 
east in 612 BC. crushing the 
Assyrian empire which had 
dominated the area for nearly 
a century, and in rapid order, 
making Egypt, Judah and 
other states subject to it.

Through the vicissitudes of 
imperial overrule, first by As­
syria. then briefly by Egypt 
and now by Babylonia, Jere­
miah for almost 40 years had 
urged internal moral and reli­
gious integrity as Judah's 
only hope.

"Amend your ways and 
your doings," he had pleaded, 
and the nation shall endure 
blessedly, but otherwise, it 
“shall become a desolation 

a lair of jackals . . . this 
city shall be burned with 
fire.”

His dire portents and at­
tacks on prevailing conditions 
kept him in continual jeop­
ardy.

"Denounce him!" yelled the 
mob patriots. “Let us de­
nounce him."

In his tumultuous career, as

related in the books ot Jere­
miah and II Kings, he was re- 
peatedly threatened with 
death, and at various times, 
imprisoned, flogged, pinioned 
publicly in stocks, forced into 
hiding, half buried in a well 
and eventually driven into 
exile.

He was a lonely, solitary 
figure, unmarried, ostracized 
by his relatives, sometimes 
even feeling cut off from the 
divine focus of his own life so 
that God seemed “like a 
stranger . . . who turns 
aside."

But even as he recognized 
the gathering clouds of doom, 
he. like the other great pro­
phets, sensed so keenly the 
unshakable divine attachment 
to humanity that he knew it 
must eventually bring a re­
conciliation.

"Behold the days are com­
ing. says the Lord, when I 
will make a new covenant 
with the House of Israel and 
the House of Judah, not like 
the old covenant ..." Jere­
miah wrote, in a passage 
which Christians see as a 
foreword to Jesus' coming at 
Christmas.

"And no longer shall each 
man teach his neighbor and 
each his brother, saying 
Know the Lord,' for they 

shall all know Me . . 1 wiil
forgive their iniquity and I 
will remember their sin no 
more.”

Denouncing the profligacy, 
the sorcerers and idolatry, 
Jeremiah said the city was 
rotten with graft, extortion 
from the poor and innocent 
bloodshed, “heaping oppres­
sion upon oppression, and de­
ceit upon deceit."

A brief reform impulse 
under King Josiah soon col­
lapsed when he was killed in 
609 BC in a battle with 
Egypt’s forces, whose Phar-

oah Neco dictated Judah's 
next king, Jehoiakim. an un­
scrupulous, grasping puppet, 
bringing back mass deprav­
ity.
“The harvest is past, the 

summer is ended and we are 
not saved," Jeremiah grieved. 
“Is there no balm in Gilead? 
Is there no physician there?"

In 605 BC, four years after 
Egypt overcame Judah, 
Egypt itself was overwhelmed 
by Babylon in the Battle of 
Carchemish, making Babylo­
nia the master of the Middle 
East from the Nile to the 
Euphrates rivers.

Soon afterward, in 598 BC, 
Babylon's forces invaded Je­
rusalem, sending its leading 
artisans and king into captiv­
ity.

Jeremiah urged the newly 
installed ruler, Zedekiah. to 
concentrate on peaceful social 
reform.

Zedekiah wavered, finally 
giving in to the war planners. 
Jeremiah mourned. “They 
have healed the wound of my 
people lightly, saying ‘Peace, 
Peace,' when there is no 
peace.”
JEREMIAH ARRESTED

Soon afterward, with Baby­
lon's troops pounding at the 
walls and the city swept with 
hunger and panic, Jeremiah 
was arrested, again accused 
of treason and with the king's 
approval, east into the empty 
cistern to starve.

But even in despair, Jere­
miah saw a “future and a 
hope." which Jews regard as 
a promise of national restora­
tion and Christians see as a 
harbinger of Jesus.

"Thus says the Lord . . In
those days and at that time I 
will cause a Righteous Branch 
to spring forth for David: and 
He shall execute justice and 
righteousness."

Southeast Asia

British withdraws 
raises questions

AUCKLAND, N.Z. (CP) - 
As the British withdrawal 
from Southeast Asia gathers 
momentum, Australia and 
New Zealand are stepping up 
their reappraisal of future 
support in the region 

Since the Second World War 
the policy of “forward de­
fence" has led the two Com­
monwealth countries to base a 
substantial part of their regu­
lar forces as stiffening for the 
security of the area they call 
the "Near North," not the Far 
East.

But the effectiveness of sup­
port by Australia and New 
Zealand has depended in large 
degree on backing a larger 
contribution by a major 
power. Now the British are 
leaving, creating a different 
situation.

Britain still has substantial 
forces in Southeast Asia, but 
there will be a heavy run­
down during 1969. Operational­
ly, the British will have little 
effective strength well before 
the end of 1971, the official 
date for final departure.

The vast Singapore dock­
yard is one base being va­
cated. Its operations will be 
taken over in some degree by 
commercial firms, but the de­
parture of the Royal Navy 
will greatly affect the naval 
balance.

There are also three British 
air bases on Singapore Island 
alone, apart from other sites 
in Malaysia. There are nu­
merous large army barracks 
now progressively being vacat­
ed.
AFFECTS BRIGADE

One important formation vi­
tally affected is the 28th Com­
monwealth Brigade, army 
component of the Common­
wealth Strategic Reserve It 
consists of contributions from 
Britain, Australia and New 
Zealand and is based at Ter- 
endak camp, on the west 
coast of Malaysia near Malac­
ca.

Britain supplies more than 
half the troops. The British in­
fantry battalion is due to 
leave in April and all the Brit­
ish components could have 
left the brigade bv the end of 
1969.

That leaves Terendak as a 
multi-million-dollar headache 
for Australia and New Zea­
land. A city housing troops, 
wives and families and thou­
sands of civilian employees, it 
has its own shopping centre, 
churches, playing fields, 
beach clubs, golf course, thea­
tres, swimming pools, schools, 
hospital and other facilities on 
the most grandidse scale of 
any Commonwealth military 
cantonment in the East.

Occupied for only about 
seven years, it has cost about 
$19,000,000. shared on the 
basis of Britain 54 per cent. 
Australia 28 per cent. New 
Zealand 18 per cent.

Surveys indicate that it will 
probably be too expensive for 
Australia and New Zealand to 
maintain alone, and too awk­
ward to subdivide for partial

use.
Studies have been made of 

alternative barracks being va­
cated by Britain, such as 
Royal Marine barracks on 
Singapore Island, and Minden 
Barracks on Penang Island 
None so far has been judged 
wholly suitable.
NO DECISIONS TAKEN 

In any case, firm decisions 
have not yet been taken on 
the amount of future army 
support. At present. Australia 
contributes a battalion plus 
supporting arms, while New 
Zealand supplies a battalion 
less elements serving in Viet­
nam. There have been sugges­
tions that future strength may 
be only a symbolic battalion 
made up of components from 
both countries.

Australia also has two Mi­
rage squadrons based at But- 
terworth. near Penang on the 
Malaysian coast, and various 
supporting aircraft. There is a 
tendency to believe that But- 
terworth will be maintained 
for some considerable time at 
least since there is at present 
no suitable base in Australia 
for the Mirages.

New Zealand maintains a 
transport squadron at Singa­
pore, and a squadron of Can- 
berras is based periodically 
there also.

Normally Australia main­
tains two warships based on 
Singapore, and New Zealand 
one.

Other support includes the 
provision of equipment to Ma­
laysia and Singapore, and a 
good deal of help in training, 
both on the spot and at 
courses in Australia and New 
Zealand

Both Australia and New 
Zealand are taking part in the 
Vietnam war on a combatant 
basis—Australia on a con­
siderable scale. But the forces 
committed there are consid­
ered as special purpose and 
for the duration of the conflict 
only, and some politicians 
argue for withdrawal before 
that.

GIVE LONG-TERM AID

Aid for Malaysia and Singa­
pore has hitherto been treated 
as long-term and continuing, 
as long as these two countries 
need support in building up 
their own defence systems 

The departure of Britain 
from the area, however, has 
brought an agonizing reap­
praisal

So far commitments extend 
only to the end of 1971. New 
Zealand has said it proposes 
to maintain forces at about 
the present level until then. 
Australia has been less defi­
nite. saying only that it has 
decided "in principle” to 
maintain existing forces there 
until the end of 1971.

A debate has been raging in 
both countries on the advan­
tages of the established “for­
ward defence” policy as 
against withdrawal into some 
form of "Fortress Australia" 
or “Fortress Australasia.”

Eons from now when archaeo­
logists and anthropologists sift 
through the mins of Montreal 
and Toronto, what conclusions 
will they arrive at ’

Perhaps no different from the 
conclusions one reaches today, 
after studying most of our cities, 
trying to learn about the state 
of Canadian housing

For if cities provide insights 
into civilizations, the inescap­
able conclusion must be that 
we Canadians are rather an un­
civilized lot

Hopefully we can improve 
Not for the sake of our reputa­
tion with some future archaeolo­
gist but for the sake of the 
people living in our urban areas 
here and now

Among those burdened with 
the challenge of improving our 
cities are the members of the 
federal task force on housing. 
Their trek across the country 
as been completed.

Now. as they probe around for 
the right solutions, they no doubt 
reflect on the image the tour 
gave them of Canadian hous­
ing and Canadian cities in the 
late Sixties.

Uniform boxes were strung 
out across the face of unplan­
ned urban sprawl

Traffic jams clogged city cen­
tres and slowed movement to 
and from airports.

Public housing projects segre­
gated poorer Canadians into 
a ghetto-like way of life.

Tragic results flowed from 
any urban renewal projects in­
volving the indiscriminate use 
of the bulldozer

Historic Canadian buildings 
which could have been restored 
at minimal cost were defaced, 
forgotten or torn down 

People in many housing de­
velopments complained of in­
adequate provision for schools, 
parks, playgrounds, day nur­
sery centres, and transporta­
tion

Water which once was cry stal 
clear had taken on a murky, 
open-cesspool look Soil was 
contaminated. Meadows were 
paved with asphalt to make 
roads and parking lots 

The air in several Canadian 
cities caused people to rub their 
irritated eyes and cough more 
frequently than they realized 

This is the grim picture that 
sticks in the mind of task force 
members of anyone who 
has really seen our cities They 
are cities which, in many ways, 
are cruel to the people who 
must live there, and that fact 
is an unpleasant insight into 
our inhumanity and lack of civi­
lized concern for the quality of 
Canadian life.

There are a few bright spots. 
Some of the newer public housing 
programs seem more compas­
sionate. with efforts being 
made to rehabilitate buildings 
and safeguard the finer charac­
teristics of areas being renew­
ed

Many cities are redeveloping 
their older sections, restoring 
pre-Confederation buildings into 
objects of civic pride 

The massive road building 
programs of recent years have 
eased the never-ending struggle

to provide enough transporta 
tion arteries for our automobiles 

But some basic problems re 
main and in fact are getting 
worse

Polluted air is taking a hoa\ 
ier toll on city dwellers every 
month even though many do 
not realize this is the cause of 
their deteriorating health 

Higher and higher noise levels 
rushing tratfic, honking horns, 

squealing tires, the roar of 
aircraft overhead, the sound of 
construction press in on the 
individual to increase tension 
and stress i A priest told the 
task force 80 per cent of the 
women in one part of a major 
Canadian city take tranquilizers 

What has all that to do with 
housing ‘ Practically every­
thing!

There will be no point solv 
mg the housing problem build­
ing enough houses for the people 
who need them, at a price thov 
can afford il these homes 
are built in cities that in 10 or 
15 years will be unlivable 

That is why. all through the 
task force hearings, the short 
term questions such as mort­
gages. land costs, and quanti 
ties of homes, could never be 
separated from the long term 
questions of what our cities 
will look like 30 or 50 years 
from now.

Concern for the quality of the 
environment in our cities is 
clearly a two-sided coin,

On one hand, wo cannot put 
our heads in the clouds gazing

at ‘cities of the future’ which 
look like something out of sci 
ence fiction unless we are 
also being very realistic about 
the demands of the moment 
For example, unless we can 
bring down housing costs more 
and more people may be forced 
into mobile homes

Very few aostheticists think 
much of this mode of living, 
nor do municipal zoning bylaws 
Yd as the president o! one 
major manufacturer of mobile 
homes puts it "When you think 
of mobile homes, think of low eos 
housing ’ The industry now 
makes larger, more house like 
units delivered in sections and 
lastenod together at the site

The point is these mobile 
homes are the only typo of ae 
commodation in the price range 
of many Canadians wanting 
their own place It is just one 
of many examples that clearly 
show wo will have little use 
for visionary cities of the future 
unless we deal swiftly on short 
term problems, since by the 
time we get to the future the 
cities will be ramshaekled eon 
glomerations of shack like set 
dements

On the other hand, of course, 
there must be a great deal of 
though) given to the future ap 
pearance of our cities Without 
having some concensus ot what 
we are aiming at. without plac 
ing greater priority on quality, 
we have no criteria with which 
to make the short term decisions 
facing urban development

Projecting into the future can 
itself be a trickv business, es­

pecially as men’s miiui 
capable of conjuring up 
cities that include a p i 
ure of fantasy Sonic 
talk about "new citic 
oven the minister n 
for housing.

The world is shrinking for travellers
LONDON (Reuters) - The 

world is shrinking for travellers 
in mini-skirts.

As a result of a ban on minis 
that came into force in Iraq 
Dec. 1, a girl now will have to 
lengthen her skirt or stay out of 
virtually the entire Arab world.

Many African nations also bar 
the mini-skirt but penalties and 
condemnation vary in strength.

A good place for the mini-girl 
to keep away from is the Mala­

gasy Republic, where she risks 
10 days in jail or deportation. 
By official decree, all girls over 
the age of 10 must have skirts 
down to the middle of the knee.

In Malawi, too, foreigners 
who show’ too much leg are li­
able to deportation "before they 
corrupt the morals of the local 
population "

Throughout the Middle East, 
bans are in force and official 
feelings run as high as the

skirts.
In Cairo, a mini can lead to a 

charge of indecent behavior 
under a ban introduced after 
two girls caused a two-hour 
traffic jam in the centre of the 
city.

In Swaziland, the fashion is 
frowned on but it is in order to 
go topless as that is considered 
in keeping with national custom 
GOVERNMENT INTERVENED

In Zambia the government 
had to intervene, though it dis­
approved of the fashion, to pro­
tect girls who were being at­
tacked by youths who forcibly 
lengthened the hems of any of­
fenders.

There are official bans in 
Gabon, Borneo and Kuwait.

But it took Brazil to show just 
how dangerous the situation is. 
A 63-year-old man was jailed 
for three days there recently for 
biting a girl on the thigh when 
she crossed her legs in a bus.

The courts were also on the 
side of the girls recently in Rio.
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The message of Christmas 

shines as brightly today as it did 

almost 2000 years ago.

Catherine O'Keefe. 21, 
Montreal and Catherine Mur­
phy.

The body of Miss O'Keeffe 
was found early Saturday close 
to a dam on the nearby North 
River.

Friday afternoon, the body of 
her companion was discovered 
at the edge of the river and 
about 400 feet from the dam 
site.

The two girls, classmates in 
the third year of the nursing 
course at St. Mary’s Hospital in 
Montreal, were among 24 
nurses from the hospital who 
had travelled 50 miles north to 
a hermitage at Ste. Adele for a 
religious retreat.

Police, alerted last Tuesday 
—three days after the girls 
were last seen—had vainly fol­
lowed leads that took them to 
motels in the Laurentians and 
locations in Montreal.

Adele farmer, found the body of 
Miss Murphy when he and his 
son used a snowmobile Friday

Warplanes hit 
the Biafrans
UMUAHIA, Biafra (CP) - 

The Biafran administrative cen­
tre of Umuahia was under air 
attack by Nigerian warplanes 
Sunday for the second consecu­
tive day, a Biafran government 
spokesman said 

Eyewitness accounts said the 
raids were carried out in relays 
of machine-gun and rocketing 
runs. F’ull details of casualties 
are not yet known.

Earlier, Biafran government 
reports said at least 71 persons 
died in two Nigerian air raids 
on Umuahia and nearby villages 
Saturday and Sunday 

Forty-three persons, including 
many children, were said to 
have been killed Saturday and 
another 28 civilians died when 
three churches were strafed and 
rocketed Sunday.

The Biafran war report also 
said at least 123 were wounded 
in Saturday’s raid. No figure for 
wounded was mentioned for 
Sunday’s attacks.

Radio Biafra described Satur­
day’s raid as “the most vicious 
and the longest of the war and 
which came on a day the van-

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The French still corne to Canada
PARIS (CPi - The number 

of Frenchmen keen on moving 
permanently to Canada has 
risen sharply in recent years 

But economic conditions in 
Canada, cited by Ottawa as a 
major reason for curbs on im­
migration from foreign coun­
tries generally, are prevent­
ing the flow of French immi­
grants from matching the vol­
ume of expressed interest.

The number of immigrants 
arriving in Canada from 
France in the first nine 
months of 1968 dropped to 6,- 
762 from the 1967 figure of 7,- 
715 for the same period.

Of the 1968 figure, 5,037 
were French citizens. The 
number of French citizens im­
migrating in January-Septem- 
ber, 1967, was 6,135 

A total of 10,122 immigrants 
went to Canada from France 
last year. One estimate is that 
the i968 total will turn out to 
be about 8,000 

But even this is about 3,000 
more than in 1965, and the 
sleek new offices of the feder­
al immigration service in 
Paris seem to symbolize a de­
termination in Ottawa to ob­
tain more immigrants from 
France than in the past.

One figure cited in federal 
circles here as a feasible an­
nual goal for French immi­
gration is 15,000.
NO CLASH FEARED 

A Quebec spokesman ex­
pressed the hope that more 
than this could be obtained, 
particularly after his prov­
ince's projected immigration 
program in France gets under

There was little public evi­

dence of worry on either the 
Quebec or federal side that 
the provincial undertaking 
would cause any more conflict 
between Ottawa and Quebec 
than is generated between Ot­
tawa and Ontario as a result 
of the latter province's pro­
gram for finding immigrants 
in Britain. And the federal-On- 
lario relationship in London 
seems harmonious.

Some 62,000 immigrants 
from Britain arrived in Can­
ada during 1967 But figures 
for the first nine months of 
1968 indicated that a drop of 
as much as 40 per cent was in 
the making for the year com­
pared with 1967.

The fall-off in immigration 
from France between the two 
years was running at about 20 
per cent. And the French fig­
ure was ‘neck and neck” with 
the total of immigrants from 
West Germany, one federal 
official in Paris said

The qualifications de­
manded of prospective immi­
grants to Canada, in terms of 
education and skills, serve to 
take a heavy toll of applica­
tions received—in France as 
in other countries.

Behind the sharp increase 
in French inquiries about im­
migration to Canada were 
Expo 67 and, ironically, the 
furore over President Charles 
de Gaulle's most recent (Cana­
dian visit.

In line with the federal view 
of Canadian conditions, adver­
tisements were aimed in 1968 
at skilled Frenchmen rather 
than at the wider audience of 
the previous year.

‘‘A good level of general ed­
ucation and solid professional 
training” are listed by one 
1968 ad as helping immigrants 
to “an agreeable life in Can­
ada.”

The publicity campaign also 
emphasizes how much at 
home Frenchmen would feel 
in a country where their lan­
guage is widely spoken. But it 
suggests too that ‘‘someone 
who speaks two languages 
doubles his chances.”

Tacked on to ads have been 
coupons which can be sent to 
a federal address in Paris by 
readers seeking more infor­
mation.

Initial ads appeared in 
June, 1967, and within six 
weeks—the French air filled 
with talk of de Gaulle’s trip 
and Expo—federal officials 
had received 50,000 coupons.

In October, 1968, the num­
ber of coupons and other 
forms of information requests 
totalled about 2,000 a week 
The level dropped to about 
1,000 weekly in November

In the summer and fall of 
1967, as many as 600 persons 
a day would turn up at the 
immigration offices near the 
affluent Avenue de 1’Opera in

Making a big difference 
over the years to the depar­
ture rate of Frenchmen from 
their own country has been 
the changing attitude of suc­
ceeding French governments 
towards the idea 

Between the two world 
wars, France was known for 
its low birth rate—a factor re­
ducing the chances of govern­
ment efforts to encourage re­
sidents to move elsewhere.

Even after the Second 
World War. the French were 
seeking workers from other 
European countries in view of 
the continuing manpower 
shortage at home But the 
birth rate was climbing again 

By the mid-1960s, France’s 
population had risen to about 
50,000,000 and government of­
ficials seemed less inclined to 
frown on campaigns by for­
eign countries, including Can­
ada, to attract immigrants 
from the republic.

There still are observers of 
the immigration scene who 
talk of what they call a tradi­
tional reluctance by French­
men to cast off the deep roots 
binding them to their mother 
country, in favor of a new 
land.

Britons, on the other hand, 
are said to view a move to 
Canada as less painful be­
cause both countries belong to 
a single Commonwealth com­
munity and share associations
