They began to play at colleges and 
universities in 1984 with a music and 
comedy show as part of the “Molson 
Canadian Rocks” program, just before 
a wave of political correctness stifled 
humour, funding, and cheap beer on 
campus. The students loved their 
bawdy musical satire, and the Canadian 
Organization of Campus Activities 
voted them Entertainer o f the Year in 
1985, and Best Comedy/Variety Act 
in 1986 and 1991.
From 1990 to 1995, Bowser and Blue 
appeared weekly on CFCF-TV’S award­
winning show Fighting Back as the 
show’s resident musical satirists, a task 
that led to the creation of many of 
the songs they have performed on 
Centaur’s stage.
