Postal Business Falls Off.

Since the imposition of the war tax
on letters and postcards the volume
of mail matter posted in Canada has
decreased by about 30 per cent, The
war tax was expected to add a litle
more than 50 per cent. to the post-
office revenue, but in consequence of
the economy practised by the public
in the matter of saving on letters and
postcards, under the higher rate, the
increased revenue has been consider-
ably less than anticipated. For the
first four months of the operation of
the war tax the department’s revenue
bas increased by $1,100,000, or
about 30 per cent., as compared with
the corresponding period of last year,
The large part of this increase, how-
ever, ls due tn tbe sale of stamps for
cheques, money orders, etc.
The Minister of Finance estimated

last session that the war taxes would
bring in an additional revenue of
trom twenty to twenty-five million
dollars. Present indications are that
the special taxes will mot aggregate
more than half that amount, al-
though of course the net result can-
not be exactly determined, in view
of the fact that there is no means of
ascertaining what the drop in revenue
would have been bad no extra tariff
or stamp taxes been imposed.

=A recruiting party ofthree, Lieut.
Pedley of the 73rd Royal Highland-
ers, Lieut. Corbett (better known as
Percy Corbett) and Archie Beattie,
pitched their tent on the lawn along-
side the Bank of Commerce. They
remained four days and had eight
volunteers, seven of whom passed
the medical examination, and have
joined the regiment at Montreal.
Their names are Chas. Munn, Jos:
Lockman, Fredk. Darvanck, Chas.
Goldberg, Jas. Walsh, Herbt, Wood-

* gate, Thos. McDowell. Much to his
regret David Higginson was unable
to pass examination, a weak heart
debarring him fromso strenuous na
life. The doctor, who came from
Montreal, remarked that Thomas
McDowell has the strongest phy-
sique of any man he had yet examin-
ed. Before leaving, Lieut. Corbett
gave authority to C. H. Lamb to
act for the department in enrolling
all those who wish to serve, and
gave him the papers.
—A sensation was caused here on

Sunday morning when Jos. B. Fran-
coeur, known as Joe Hart, John Le-
fevbre and Alex Lefevbre, were ar-
rested by Geo. H. Rioux, inspector
of the Dominion police, on n charge
of assisting alien enemies to leave
the Dominion. The accused appear-
ed before Justice Stephen on Monday
afternoon, when the following evi-
dence was heard:
Jos. Prohosko, I am an Austrian,

met Jos. Hart, or Francoeur, and an
old man Friday, Sept. 10th, at the
NY. C. station about 8.30 p.m. I
told him I wanted to see him at his
shop. I went to the house of Jos.
Hart with another man I did not
know. I told him I wantedto goto
the United States. 1 told him I was
an Austrian. Hart said he could not
go then if 1 gave him $1000. I pled
with him. Finally he told the other
man to drive me over the lines with
a horse. 1 said no, I wanted to go
Iman auto, Hart said, give me $40
and I will take you. I said that is
too m ch. He said he would drive
100 miles, 50 there and 50 back. |
said I had not enough money, so 1
would go and see my cousin at St.
Agnes. Hart told me to come Sat-
urday night at 12 o'clock. ! went
to St. Agnes and returned at ten
o'clock on Saturday night. At 11
o'clock 1 went to the back of his shop
and spoke with him. He said “Wait
a minute till the boys are out of the
shop.” I said, “I have not much
money; I will give you $35. He said,
“No! No! I take nothing less than
$40. | got the money from Mr. G.
H. Rioux. There were three $10bills
and two $5 bills. T went with Alex
Lefevhbre, we walked by the river on
the strect until an auto came. There
was a young man in the auto, I sat
down in the auto with Alex Lefevbre
to go to Cherubusco, in the United
States. There were three in the auto.
I don’t know the chauffeur; it was
dark and | could not recognize him.
I cannot say whether it was Jonnie
Lefevbre or not. We arrived at Cher-
ubusco at about 2 o'clock in the
morning. They left me at the rail-
way station at Cherubusco and
went back. A detective niet me at
Cherubusco and took me to Malone.
I was put on the train at Malone
and was taken off at Athelstan com-
ing by-@uto to Huntingdon. I came
from Athélstan with Giroux, G. Por-
teous, and Mr, Goundrey, imigration
inspector. Two officers brought me
from Malone to Athelstan. The wit-
nes was cross examined by Hart.
I told you I was an Austrian and
had myregistration card. The card
was filed as exhibit P 1. On Friday
night you gave me this piece of pa-
per (exhibit 1°2,) on which was writ-
ten ‘Please would you show me the
way to Mr. Vass’s Crusher.” I told
you I was going to sce my cousin to
get some money. Re-examined by
Mr. Laurendeau—I tald Hart 1 was
going to see my cousin to make up
the $40 I wanted to pay him.
Geo, Hector Rioux; | am inspector

of Dominion police, I live in Mont-
real. Iknow Jos. Prohoska. I told
him I wanted to make a case against
Joseph Hart, one of the accused in
Huntingdon. Jos, Prohoska is reg-
istered as an Austrian subject at the
registry office in Montreal. 1 told
him we would give him the money,
and he was to go and see Hart and
get him to take him to the border of
the United States. ! gave him $20
and he went by the N.Y.C. to Hun-
tingdon. ! was at the N.Y.C, sta-
tion, Huntingdon, and saw him say
a few words to Hart who hada car.
Prohoska and Hart go: into the car
and drove away, with another man
in the car. This happened at 8.35
p.m. on Friday, 10 September. When
Mr. Porteous, a government officer,
who was with me, saw that they
had left in the car we went down to
the main street and watched wheth-
er Hart's car would come out of the
garage. We remained there until 12
o'clock. Saw nothing, so came
back to a house where we met our
man Prohoska. He said ‘He won't
take me for $20, he wants $40. So
I told him to go to St. Agnes and he
went and returned on Satufday
night. We paid him $40., We gave
him three $10 bills and two $5 bills,
all mdrked with letter H on the low.
er right hand corner, now filed as ex-
hibits. Prohoska left for Hart'sand
was to get in by the back, We saw
an auto leave Hart,s garage about
11.50 and stop at the barber shop.
We walked on and the auto passed
over the bridge a minute before we
got there and we got a motor car
and followed, but lost track ofthem.
I next saw Prohoska at 4 p.m. on
Saturday at Athelstan. Prohoska
was in charge of Mr, Cull, 8a Amer-
ican officer, who gave him into our
charge and brought him to the Moir
Hotel, Huntingdon. In the hotel he
related to us how he got over to the
States. We looked for Hart and
found him at the house of Chas. Le-
fevLre. We called him outside say-
ing we wanted to see him. We took
him to the county building and
placed him under arrest; then we
looked for the two men that were in
the car. John Lefevbre came and
gave himself up. Then we went and
got Alex C, Lefevbre, at Herdman’'s
Corners. After having John Lefev-
bre we asked him where he was on
Saturday night, before asking we
told him all he would say might tell
against him. He made the declara-
tion of his own accord, stating he
took a man to Cherubusco on Sat-
urday night, at 12 o'clock the 11th
with his brother Alex C. Lefevbre;
his declaration I now file. We took
Hart to his place of business. Inthe presence of a Magistrate, myself, Mr,
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Porteous, Mr. Goundrey and Mr.

Cogland. we asked him to open the
safe, which he did. We asked him
if there was anv money in the safe,
and if so, told him to hand it out.
The money was handed to the mag-
istrate and the numbers of the hills
were called by mvself. I now file a
document with the dates and num.
bers of the bills, signed by the mag-
istrate. I had the numbers of the
bills in my book, and thev corres.
pond with the numbers on ihe hills
as marked. Thev are the identical
bills which had heen given to Pro.
hoska on the 11th. I asked Hart
how he got this monev; he answer-
ed that he did not know; he had
been getting lots of Fair money and
had cashed a check for $50 on the
Merchants’ Bank on the 11th. I
seized the money. Cross examined
by Hart. There was more monev,
as well as checks, in the sa‘e whenit
was opened. I don't know how
much money there was, Magistrate
Stephen considering that there had
been sufficient evidence taken, com-
mitted the three prisoners for trial
and they were taken to jail at Val-
leyfield.
—John Murray of the Borden fne-

tory has bought onc ofthe two hous-
es John Hunter & Sons are finishing.

riotic meeting was to be addressed
by two soldiers crowded the Meth-
odist church Sunday evening.

Pretended “War Tuxes'' and Revenue,

It 1s perfectly obvious that the
Customs Tariff changes made by the
Conservative Government just Feb-
ruary for the express purpose of rals-
ing additional revenue bave failed of
their purpose. In introducing these
changes in the House of Commons,
the Finance Minister said that their
effect would be to raise from 25 to
80 million dollars more revenue, or
at the rate of from two to two-and-a-
half million dollars per month, The
changes bave been in operation for a
fuil four mon hs, and the result is
that the Custos Revenue instead of
increusing by about eight million dol-
lars, has actually decreased by over
half a million dollars,

This result is only what might
have been expected, and Is as predict
ed by the Liberal Leaders. At the
best these tariff changes constituted
a monumental piece of political folly
and one of the gravest blunders in
fiscal policy ever committed by any
statesman or Government in the his-
tory of Canada, They were concelv-
ed In absolute ignorance. Customs
rates were imposed wbich are pro-
hibitive in their nature and per se
defcated their avowed object. Mr.
White evidently is a tyro at tariff
making over revenue purposes,—

The
sense of tuste can be catered to Just
as. delicately and effectively as any
ether, and the housewife with a full
fruit cupbourd can at any time evolve
onatas of flavor, or tasty lyrics that

Will appesl to any palate
Probably no country in the world

f& more favored with fruit than Can-
ada As some poet has observed it
Bes a profusion of berries, “huckle,
rasp and straw,” besides currants,
oherries, peaches, plums, pears, ap-
los, grapes, (uinces, and other fruits
00 numerous to mention. And each
of these fruits has a flavor indescrib-
ably individual,
By the way, is it possible to de-

scribe a flavor in a way that will
‘convey to the person who has not
tasted it what it ix like? Of course
we can give an {dea of things as be-
ing sweet, sour, salt, or insipid but

e penetrating, aromatic flavors—
how are they to be described? I know
of only two attempts at describing
flavors that are at all successful.
One was the uttempt by David Har-
um's sister to describe champagne.
She sald it was like drinking cider
and sniffing horseradish at the same
time. The other was the answer made
by a small boy when asked what
vichy tasted like. He said. “It tastes
like you: fool's asleep.” If I could
have a heart-to-heart talk with that
Japanese scientist-artist-musician-per- |
fumer ! would try to get him to pre-
pare something for tlie annual ban-
quet of the Canadian Frult Growers
and have him add flavors to his enter-
tainment. But perhaps the Fruit
Growers would object. They prob-
ably agree with the average house-
wife that the flavors of our Canadian
fruits are sufficient in themselves
without being added to. They have
color, and aroma also, and it is quite
suflicient to set them to the music of
tinkling glesses and silver spoons.
This season when the fruits are so
plentiful and so good every fruit cel-
lar in the Dominion should be a sym-
phony of the divine flavors perfected
by the sun in the great alembic of a
Canadian summer.

To
be a gem «a ting must have the finest
natural qualities,  cariched and per-
tected by art, and when we say that
a ting is @ gem we mean that it is
the puerdecioon of its kind, a finished
product about which no further or
higher pru.:2 [s possible.
but calling a thing a “gem” is only -

ole metaphor. There are 1aany
ctlers, but in all cases the word we
use instend of what we mean denotes
the existen ¢ of some qualit; in the
tiring described that is only reached
in the thing we name in its stead.
This suggests a method of determin-
ing the things in Nature and art that
ure perfect, lor only the perfect things
wie used us metaphors. Their per-
icctions may vary but in every case
a perlection is indicated.
Among our fruits there are two that

ure used as metaphors oftener than
any other und by that fact we may
juage of their surpassing quality. One
is used in public life and the other
in everyday lite. In public life the
man who secures a high position, a
favor or a contract that will enrich
him, is sald to have got “a plum.”
This suggests that he has got some-
thing that all men earnestly desire,
something so packed full of richness
aud all goodness that it can only be
described by calling it a plum—the
fruit of which a celebrated horticul-
turist, E. I’. Powell, says that “It con-
tains more richness than any other
fruit.” It is rich in color, flavor and
odor and as satisfying to the palate
us it is to the eye. It Is for this reason
that it has gained its political signifi
cance as a metaphor. As the fruit
most perfect and rich‘of its kind it
suggests to the greedy politicians
what they most desire and one of
them who has been so fortunate ag to
secure a plum never wants anything
else all his life but more plums. And
the plums, when they are ripe are
entirely worthy of the high regard
they receive from housewives as well
as politicians.
our other metaphorical fruit is the

peach. Just listen to some youth say-
ing of a beautiful girl that “She is'a
peach” and even if you had never
tasted a peach you would know that
it must be sweet, beautiful and ex-
quisite, Just as we all know that it
is. The peach is the one thing that
we cun use without offence as a meta-
phor for a beautiful girl and there is
nothing more alluring and perfect that
we cull use us a metaphor for a peach.
To say that a peach is a peach 1s the
highest praise we can bestow on it
unless we say that it is ‘’a Canadian
peach” for our “made in Canada”

Devastations of the Huns,
In the first three months of the war

the damage done amounted to £212,-
000,000. This was up to the end of
October, and by December at least
another million pounds’ worth of pro-,
perty had been destroyed. The Ger-
mans timed their invasion of Belgium
for the harvest period, and were thus
able to rob the Belgians of £3,000,-
000 worth of food. In addition, they
have levied taxes amounting alto-
gether to £8,000,000, while the cost
in human life is estimated at £15,-
000,000. Altogether the cost ot the
war to Belgtum for the first five
months was £338,000,000. What Js
more terrible is that Germany has
seized the whole of the Belgian food
supply, and by harvest time this year
it is reckoned that in Belgium there
will be over 2,000,000 destitute per-
sons and the remaining 5,500,000
will be coming to the end of their
resources.

As showing tho determination of
the Germans to do everything they
possibly can to bring the direst
misery to the people of the country
they so shamefully invaded, it might
be mentioned that, according to Sir
Edward Grey, the German military
