THE STATE ELECTIONS.
New York Probably Carried by the

Demoerars, Connecticut by the Re-
publicans, Maryland by the Demo-
rats — Governor Rice Re-elected
for Massachusetts — Wisconsin,
Pennsylvania, Virginia, Jllinois,
Minnesota, and other Elections.

New York, Nov. 6.--Returna from a
large part of the city,show Loew, Tammany,
is elected beyond doubt. Morrissey’s ma-
joiity is about 3,000. A few districts re-
main to be heard from. Tammany carries
the majority of its ticketsin the Senate
Assembly and aldermanic districts. Nacht-
man is defeated by Goebet, for Senator, by
112 majority, anti-Tammany. The returns
of the County ticket are incomplete ; regis-
tership still in doubt, with chances in favor
of the election of Loew, the Tammany can
didate. The Tribune estimates the Demo-
cratic majority of the State ticket at about
15,000; the city goes Democratic by
about 30,000. Brooklyn — Democratic,
3 000 majority. Senate—Close, with one
or two Republican majority. Assembly—
Probably Democratic by a small majority.
The Sun gives the State majority Democra-
tic by 20,000. The indications now are
that Beach’s majority may reach over 30,-
000, perhaps 40,000, in this city, thus en-
suring the election of the Democratic State
ticket. With the Senatorial district com.
plete, it gives Schell 10,000 and Morrissey
13,866. Total city vote: Beach, 77,188;
Churchill, 47,880 ; Olcatt, 82,878 ; Luding-
ton, 41,462 ; Loew, 64,106 ; Hess, 60,132.
The Times estimates the State Damo-
cratic by 10,000. The Senate: Repub-
lican 21 to 11 ; Tammany carries the coun-
try. The World makes Beach's majority
15,000 ; the Senate atie ; Assembly, Demo-
cratic by 5 majority. Wagner for Senator,
will have 125 majority in the county.
Goodwin, Democratic, is elected Senator for
Oneida district by 1,000 majority. Jones,
Republican, for the Assembly, is elected for
the lst Oneida district. The Brooklyn
Eagle extra at midnight claims the elec.
tion of all local Democratic candidates, in-
cluding Mayor. The Democratic majority
is estimated in the county at 8,000, and in
the State at 15,000, with both branches of
the Legislature Democratic. Hopkins, the
Republican Senator, is elected in the 24th
district ; 90 majority.

Hartrorp, Ct, November 6.—Tha elec-
tion in Connecticut to-day is only for
Sheriffs, members of the House of Repre-
sentatives, and one-half the Senate, the other
half holding over. The Republicans had
one majority in the Senate and 36 in the
Houee. Indications, so far, are that the
Republicans will retain control of the
Legislature, The Republican majority in
the Legislature will probably, be about the
same as last year. The total vote in the
State this year on Sheriffs is about 80,000 ;
the Republican plurality this year will be

The Charge Against Mr. Campbell,

The crdes-examination of Mr. E. F.
Howell, of the Dominion Telegraph, being
concluded,

Q. Have you been a party to the various

A. No ; nor have 1 ever
borrowed anything from the Bank per-
sopally.

Q. Do I understand you to say that the
Banks loan money to individuals without
your knowledge as manager. A. No.

Q. Then what do you mean by saying in
answer to the previous question as to your
being <*a party to the various transactions
of the Bank with persons who desire to bor-
row money.” “No; nor have I ever bor-
rowed anything from the Bank personally.”
A. T mean, or I meant as an interested
party ; but as manager I sign all papers re-
presenting the Bank.

Q. Are you mot interested in the business
of the Bank as manager. A. Of course I
am as manager,

Q. Are you a stockholder in the said

THE MURDER CASE.

The Evidenee Continued.

Fhilias Gascon, joiner, testified that on
the night of the murder he saw several men
engaged in a fight at the corner of Seaton
and Ontario streets, among whom was the
prisoner Lepine ; had heard the names of
Corriveau, Quintal, Lemay and others
mentioned as having been in the fight that
night,

Elizabeth Monette, wife of Xavier
Barette, deposed :—I live in Dorchester
street,east, with my mother ; my husbandis
in the United States; I knew deceased
since two months ; the last time I saw him
alive wag at one of my aunts, in Matthew
lane, Saturday night ; he boarded with her ;
her name is Valm; Denis Deninelle, a
little Frenchman whose name I don’t know,
Louis Valin, t harles Desrochers and my
uncle, Mr. Gaulet, were in the house also;
a bottle of whiskey was drank between
seven of them ; I left about 11 p.m. with
the deceased ; Deninelle and the others left
long after ; deceased was sober, and made
Lo noise on thestreet ; when we had passed
the corner of Seaton and Ontario streets, we
heard a noise coming from parties engaged
in a quarrel ; we returned, and Brisbois said
“1 think it is Mr. Deninelle that is
quarreling I will go and see what is the mat-
ter.” He then went over and asked what was
up, when a young man unknown to him
struck him a blow in the abdomen; the
blow was given upwards; but I cannot say
what his assailant had in his hand at the
time ; I was about seven feet behind deceas-
ed when he was struck ;the party who
struck deceased had curly hair ; Ï wonld re-
cognize him if I saw him ; I do notrecognize
either of the prisoners as the person who
stiuck the blow ; Deninelle was quatrelling
and some ofthe others were tryiug to take

 

‘an accordeon from him ; the man thatstruck
Brisbois was a young man and net as stout
as deceased ; upon being struck Brisbois said
be was stabbed ; I saw him fall ; I saw
Deninelle near deeeased after he had fallen ;
the prisoners and Qnintal were at the cor-
ner of Seaton and Ontario streets ; one of
them had a lighted candlein his hand and
was looking for something and cursing ;
this was before, the fight.
By Mr. Jones—Js if not true that‘you told

Detective Riche, Sunday, that it was cither
Lepine, Corriveau or Quintal who had stab-
bed Brisbois ! A. Yes; however tomy
mind it is not one of the prisoners, but the
other who had curly hair; I do mgt
think it was either of the prisoners.
Louis Alphonse Lecommandeur, from

Paris, France, was also examined, but his
evidence was unimportant, except that
Brisbois bad told him that he did not know
who bad stabbed him.

The prisoner Corriveau asked the witness
if he had seen him and Lepine take the
accordeon from Dninnelle, to which witness
said he had not.

The inquest was then adjourned till to-
day at 3 p.m.

 

OBITUARY.
Senator Merton.

Oliver Perry Morton, whose death was
aunounced a day or two ago, was born in
Wayne county, Ind, August 4, 1823. Left
an orphan while yet but a young hoy, he was
apprenticed to the hatter’s trade, bus at the
age of 16 years left the shop for the acid-
emy. After a year or two at Miami College,
where he distinguished himselfas a debater,
he studied law and was admitted to the bar
in 1846. Six years later he was elected to
a Circuit Judgeship. At this time he was
& Demcerat, but upon the passage of the
Kupsas- Nebraska bill in 1854 he turned
Republican, and in 1856 was the Republi-
csn cendidate for Governor of Indiana
Beaten in that contest, he was not again
heard of as a candidate until 1860, when he
ran for the Lieutenant.Governorship and
wes elected. The Governor elect, Henry
G. Lane, being almost immediately
transferred to the United States Sen-
ate, Mr. Morton succeeded him in
the Chief Magistracy of the State—an
office which he held through the war.
It was as war Governor that Mr. Morton
made bis national reputation. The task
imposed upon him was one under which a
feeble man would have sunk. How ably
Le performed it is matter of history. His
activity was prodigious, his perseveraucs
indomitable, He was almost as much the
Governor of Kentuckyas of Indiana. Hold.
ing the disaffected element in his own State
in check—a work of no little difficulty dur-
ivg the dark years of the struggle—he har-
ried regiment after regiment across the river
with wonderful rapidity, and looked after
their well being after they were across. Ilis
eye and hand were everywhere. When a
hostile Legislature rzfused to receive his
messsge or vote him supplies, he pro-
togued it and ran the State himself. It
was terribly wearying and exlaustive
work, a constant strain and anxiery,
and Mr. Morton was not as prulent
in the habits of living as the other gr-at
war Governor. Andrews, of Massachusetts;
bence when it was announced, in 1865, that
he had been prostrated by paralysis, the
news caused little surprise —-at any rate in
Indiana, He was ordered to Italy by his
doctors, and on his return was elected to
the United States Senate. His 1ecord in
that bedy and in recent national politics is
tco well known to need review here. From
the first he has been a notable and com-
mending figure, and he has kept himself
full in the public eye. Recognized as one
of the three strongest men on the Repaubli-
can side of the chamber, he was one of the
main pillars of the Grant administration,
He thought, as his friends did, that he was
entitled by his services to the Republican
nomination for the Presidency last year,und
he seems to have really expested it. The
disappointment,followed by the excitemeunts
of the canvass and of the counting-in of
Hayes, may have hastened his death.

Field Marshal Wrangel.

With Field Marshal Count Frederic
Heinrich Ernst Wrangel, who died in Ber-
lin on the lst inst., passes away one of the
chief relics of the old Prussian military sys-
tem. To him, as the * Grandfather of the
Army,” his subordinates looked up with the
utmost reverence and his sovereign lent a
willing and respectful ear. His character
was cast in that heroic mould which glori-
fied, in the eyes of the admiring
people, the physical frame weakened and
broken by the storms of more than ninety
years ; and as he rode through the public
squares of the German capital, strapped to
the saddle of a steed almost as worn out as

 

 

himself, the hat of every patriot would bs
doffed, andthe children who aspired to wear
the helmet at some future day would crowd
about him with huzzas. Wrangel was born
in 1784, and entered the Prussian army at
an early age, For distinguished service
In several campaigns he rose to the
rank of general in 1824. In his domestie
affairs he showed the same iron courage and
the same notions of honor which marked his
military career ; and it is said that wlen his
only son, who was a subordinate officer in
the army, was implicated in some misde-
meanor, the General paid whatever money
forfeit the lad had incurred, and then, haad-
inghim a pistol, said tersely: “For a Pruss‘an
officer who nas disgraced himself there is no
way but this.”” Obedient to the suggestion,
young Wrangel put the muzsle of the wea-
pon to his head and blew his brains out be.
fore his father’s eyes. The General witnessed
the deed outwardly unmoved, and never
mentioned the effender’s name again. Oa
the 13th of March, 1873, Wrangel finished
his fiftieth year as general in the service,
snd the Emperor sent him, as a
token of personal regard, his own
portrait set in diamonds, to be worn as
a decoration, The old officer has always
enjoyed the confidence and intimacy of the
present Emperor, and at one time presumed
upon his master’s affection to such an ex.
tent as to advise the arrest of the Prince
Imperial for a breach of etiquette. The
papers were drawn up accordingly, but for
private reasons were never served. Wrangel
bad been possessed for some years of the
suspicion that the Berliners thought he had
lived too long, As an evidence that there
was one among them who did not share that
opinion, the Emperor raised him to a Field
Marshalship ; and the old man has gone
down to his grave with all the content that
carthly honors, a money competence, and a
sense of duty never shirked can bring to a
mortal who has seen the friends of three
generations pass away before him.

Giles Collins, a laborer in Wells, has been
fined 5s. and costs for his attention to so
dangerous a visitor.

‘Wolverhampton is importing German
workmen. About fifty carpenters and
plasterers recently arrived there, The men
promise to faithfully fulfil their engage:
ments, and have been promised permanent
employment.

The British officials having charge of the
park of London, the Royal Gardens at Kew,
and the pleasure Grounds at Hampton Coart,
have decided to distribute this autumn
among the working classes of London the
surplus bedding-out plants.

Cardinal Maaning presided at a meeting
in Exeter Ball, convened by the Catholic
Total Abstinence League of the Cross, in
honor of the birthday of the late Father
Mathew. Resolutions advocating the tem-
perance cause were adopted.

The British cavalry regiments are in
future to have properly qualified pioneers at-
tached to them, whose duty it will be to
destroy bridges, raise earthworks in the ab-
sence of infantry, and in every way harass
the movements of the enemy.

A startling illustration of the extent to
which foreign competition is uniermining
English labor is given in the ariival of the
steamer ¢ Cambria’ with a cargo which in-
cludes several hundred coffins, imported
from Norway, ready for immediate use.

It was stated at a meeting of the London
Metropolitan Board of Works that the aver-
age number of barrels of petroleum stored
upon the wharves in the Thames was 27,
757, each barrel containing from thirty-four
to thirty-six gallons, giving a total of 972,-
895 gallons.

There are queer nooks and corners yet
left in old England. Avisitor to a country par.
son tells how, when he accompanied him
lately to take the duty in a remote parish,
the sexton said : ¢¢ Perhaps your reverence
won't mind preaching from the chancel, for
we've got a duck a sittin’ in the pulpit, ”

At Bow Street, London, Mr. Flowers, the
presiding magistrate, mentioned an instance
of recent occurrence in which a person who
described himself as a ¢¢ head schoolmaster,”
but ‘“ whose letter displayed a remarkable
ignorance of spelling and English composi.
tion,” bad refused to answer some questions
that were put to him because the clerk had

 

: addressed him as ¢ Mr.” instead of ¢ Es-
" quire.”

À munificent gift has been made to Lan.
caster by Ald. Williamson, who is obliged
to liave Lngland for the bencfit of his
Lealth. He has offered to purchase forty
acres of land on Lancaster-moor and ts
spend not less than £16,000 in converting
it into & public park for the benefit of tha
inhabitants of the town. Besides this, he
proposes to contribute £300 towards pro-
viding a new covered market.

The Daily News says: The winter ap.
proaches with strikes and rumors of strikes
on all hands. There is scarcely an important
seat of industry which is not the scene of
some dispute. There is scarcely an im-
portant trade in which there are not differ-
ences which may ripen into actual couflict
between masters and men; and as many of
the strikes show no sign of coming t» an
end, the outlook for the winter is gloomy.

A discussion in the Convention of Libra.
rians, at London, brought out som: curious
facts concerning the British Museum. Sev-
eral speakers advocated the cowpiling of a
complete catalogue of the books in the Mu.
scum, which, it is estimated, would costnnt
less than $1,500,000. It would have to
contain 3,000,000 titles. A quarter of a con.
tury would be taken up in the p:iuting of
the catalogue, and by that time there would
be an accumulation of 390,000 to 400,000
newtitles.

The condition of the volunteer force of
(r.at Fritain is said to be rapidly improv.
ing. The Royal Artillery officer reports the
volunteer branch of that arm of the service
displaying great efficiency and capable of
manning, in any emergency, heavy guns
fur reaward defence. The infantry, too, has
secently been praised ia a very flattering
manner by the Duke of Cambridge, Field
Marshal Commanding-in-Chief, As he is
not inthe habit of idly paying compliments,
the distinction may be looked upon as a de-
served one.

Experiments have been made at the
Islington cattle market tn illustrate the ud
of dynamite as a meaus for slaughtering
cattle humanely. The operator, fondling
them, passed across the forehead a fillet of
string secured round the horns, and so ar-
japged that midway between horns and
eyes, and thus in the centre of the forchead,
the charge of dynamite was placed, which
formed the central and only ornament of
the fillet. Then the fuse was fired, and in
two cases the bullock was killed at once by
the explosion of the ounce of dynamite.

Woman Diver.

In the vicinity of New York there is a
famous professional woman diver. Her
husband was a diver in the Santa Barbara
peal fisheries, and from him his wife took
his place in the pearl fisheries, She says
there is a fascination about the diving
business which is stronger than all its ter-
rible dangers, and the fascination acted
powerfully upon herself. She was able to
remain down as long as any of the men.
Once she was almost suffocated through a
break in the air supply, and when she was
dragged to the surface her face was black
andstained with the blood which had started
cven from her eye-sockets. She was unable
to go down again for two days, but at the
end of that time she resumed her perilous
trade.

Foreigu Medical Biplemuas.

To the Editor of TUE STAR:

SIR—You will pardon me for again ask-
ing a short space in the columns of your
valuable journal, mot for the purpise of
adding anything to what I would have said
in my first letter, regarding the subject in
question (which would partake too much of
a monotony to your readers), but to simply,
and as briefly as possible, make a response
to the gentlemen who have essayed a re-
ly.
» Over the initials “F. W. C.” 1 am first
accused of having inappropriately selected
“ Justice ”’ as my siguature, in the following
language: ““Alaw to be just should be
applicable to all alike, while your corres-
Fondent would have a law less severe for
American M.D.’s than Canadians.” Pardon
us !—but your correspondent in the above
sentence would be understood to mean that
a foreign educated medical man coming into
Canada, whose college curriculum an-
swered to the one required in the
Cauadian colleges would entitle him
to examination and license, and place
him in fall feliowship with the profession
here. Notat all! He is no better off
practically than if he had never seen the inside
of a lecture-room. But my signature after
all is inappropriate. Again, I fail to see
the force of F. W. C.'s logic when he says:
¢¢ would it be fair for graduates from the
United States to go before the board fer
license upon à less qualification than Can-
acians ?”” Ifin place of ““qualitication’” he had
adopted the word, ¢‘preliminary formalities,”
we think Le would have come neararthe

| wark. We would ask, how are the board
to know the qualifications of an applicins for
license until he is placed nuder examina.
tiom ¢ And this is 1he very thing that was
denied the gentlemen who were present at
the late meeting of the college asking recog.
nition. But the inevitable six months
course of lectures must come in at one of
our Canadian colleges, merit to the contrary
notwithstanding. And were Professor
Austin Flint, of New York, knocking
at your door to -day for admission,
he could fare no better than his
unsuccessful predecessors. Your corres.
pondent states, or rather misetates, that,
‘‘in nearly every medical school in the
States, no preliminary examination is res
quired.” As applied to the leading col-
leges, particularly those in New England,
I know the reverse to be true. Even
Bowdoin, which is among the smailer
medical echools, requires a preliminary ex-
amination. In regard to the time of study
required by the medical schools in the
States under the c«ld system, three years
with a respectable M.D., and two college
courses of four months each, is the in-
variable rule. I would not stand as the
advocate of any particular mode of medical
education ; as “‘all modes lead to Rome”
it matters not on which highway we take
our course, provided we succeed in passing
the goal; and if an American educated
rhysician should cross our borders
and commence the practice of medicine
on our soil, with an honest purpose of
making himself worthy of his high
calling, I would not name him a quack or
call bim a thief, because scores of young
Canadian educated practitioners who have
passed from among us, and found happy
homes and a lucrative practicein the United
States, are not so denominated there, In
the case of one of Canada’s degenerate sons,
who commenced his studies in medicine at
the Aun Arbor School and finished at Bow.
doin or Long Island College Hospital, we
see nothing in which to throw discredit on
the regularly educated medical men of the
United States, or to disapprove the methods
of medical education in that country. It
siroply comes under the head of those ex
ceptional cases in which colleges unwittingly
become the victimof fraudulent certificates
as to the actual time occupied by the stu-

I" dent in his studies; and although he has
not answered the required curriculum, is
psssed on his merits in examination.
Granting that this is cne case
against our neighbors, I would ask our
correspondents if they think we, here in
Canada, are entirely free from irregularities
in our own medical corporate bodies ? And
now that a case has been brought forward
by which, among others, the public would
be led to conclude was sufficient to justify
alaw so extremely rigorousgin all its pro.
visions towards foreign educated practition-
ers, but which to us seems to have little
Learing on the question at issue, allow us
to recall an incident intimately connected
with the subject under discussion, aud one
thoroughly applicable to the merits of the
present law.

The Brisbols Tragedy.

The murderof the young man Cyprien

Brisbois reveals a phase of suburban low

lite whose existence is well calculated to ex-
cite apprehension as to the future. The
growing up ofa criminal class, ever ready

to commit deeds of lawlessness and violence,

is by no means a pleasant feature to contem-
plate in the social life of this young com-

munity ; yet it is impossible to deny that
this serious evil is beginning to
manifest itself in a way that calls for the
adoption of effective measures of repression.

The killing of young Brisbois who was re-

turning peacefully to his home in company

with another man and a young woman,

appears to have been done in mere wanton
blcodthirstiness ; no provocation was given
and no semblance of a pretext could be
found to palliate the attack that was made
upon the party. The music of an accordeon,

which one of the party was playing, seems

to have attracted the attention ofthe drunken
desparadoes who at once fell upon the un-
fortunate victim ; a momentary struggle,

a ery for help, a fatal stab, and with the

cowardly instinct of his class, the street

assassin runs for his life and attempts to
make good his escape in the darkness.

Fortunately however in this instance, he

appears to have been secured and will in

all probability meet his deserts at the hands
of 1he law.

 

The French Ministry.

The ministerial crisis in Francestill con-
tinues, M. Peuyer-Quertier having failed to
form a new administration, The latest in-
telligence was to the effect that the De
Broglie government would continue in
office ; and that they would offer their ex-
planations in the Assembly. It is difficult
to determine upon what principle M.
Pouyer-Quertier should have been called

upon to form an administration from the
same side of the Assembly as the out-going

government ; a cabinet so constituted conld

not hope to command the confidence of the
majority in that branch of the legislature

controlling the supplies, and as might have
been expected the attempt has proved un
successful. The President, no doubt, will
have convinced himself by this time if he

is open to conviction, that the course he
proposed to adopt was impracticable and at
variance with constitutional practice as es.
tablished in all countries governed

according to constitutional principles ;
possibly he may also realize the truth that
in view of the popular verdict given at
the polls on an appeal taken by himself, it

was particularly unwise. The change in the
personnel of the Cabinet without a corres-
ponding change of policy was quite meaning-
less as the questions at issue were not per-

sonal but political ; and the new Ministry

would have been met with a hostile vote on
the opening of the Assembly, which would

have placed the President precisely where
he stood before he asked the Senate for a

dissolution, If MacMahon means to govern
withont resorting to unconstitutional means

he should accept the decision of the country

unreservedly and in good faith ; otherwise
be will be only creating new difficulties for
himeelf and his advisors.
 

The Grand Jury System.

At a meeting of the Civil Rights Alliance
Monday night a resolution was adopted af-

firming the necessity of elevating the status

of Grand Jurors. The measure of proposed
reform would have been more complete if
ihe meeting had pronounced itself officially

-——as many of the speakers did individually
—in favor of the abolition of the

Grand Jury system altogether, The

London Times has long ago denouuced
it, and all the world is agreed that it
is a cumbrous, expensive and ineffi-

cient piece of judicial machinery, devised

to protect the liberty of the subject against
dangers that no longer exist. This opinion
is not confined to the press in England, bat

often finds expression from the Beuch, only
the last mail bringing intelligence that at

the opening of the Margate Sessions the

presiding justice stated that Grand Juries
were now of very little use, because, owing
to the notice taken by the press of magister.
ial inquiries, magistrates were exceedingly
careful as to committing persons for trial.

In the United States, where Grand Juries

retain more of the inquisitorial functions

that formerly belonged to the office than in
England, the working of the system is
attended with much inconvenience ; in

fact an angry controversy as to the

rights and powers of Grand Juries is going
on at present in Pittsburg andthe questions

at issue will be submitted to the Supreme
Court of Pennsylvania. The Philadelphia
Press in commenting on the matter says:
‘‘ The consideration of the Supreme Court

of Pennsylvania of the questions involved
in the controversy relating to the right of

the Grand Jury of Alleghany County to
compel the attendance of State officials as
wituessess will probably lead to an exhaust.

ive and authoritative exposition of the

rights and powers of Grand Juries. The

labors thrust upon such bodies sometimes
t:Ke a wide range, and as their duties are

necessarily corp'irated, it is desirable that
the boundaries of their investigations should

be accurately defined. The present difficul-

Dominion, public sentiment is decidedly in

favor of the abolition of Grand Juries ;

several eminent judges and the leading
journals have spoken in that sense, and the
time is almost at hand when the Minister of

Justice will have to give the matter his
earnest consideration. In referring to aun
opinion recently expressed from the Bench
in the Province of Ontario, the Toronto

Telegram observes :— ¢¢ The public journals
which have discussed the question of the
abolition of the grand jury system all seem

to have fallen in with the viewsgiven expres-
sion to by Chief-Justice Harrison. In fact,
public sentiment is so largely in favor of
making the change that it would not require

much pressure to iuduce the Legislature to
take the necessary steps to that end. It is
rightly held that for all practical purposes

the Grand Jury might just as well be abol-

ished and a great deal of unnecessary
formality and expense in putting
prisoners on trial thus donc away with.
After an accused person has been formally

tried by the Magistrate who hears the evi-
dence for and against him, and has been
committed to stand his trial, what good pur-

pose can be served by having the case

opened up anew by a Grand Jury whose sols
function is to decide whether it should come

before the Court or not, and who are obliged

to arrive at their decision after hearing the
evidence on one side only! In other
words, why should twelve men be required

to investigate on ex parle evidence, a

charge which one man has already investi-
gated in the light of the evidence on both

sides?” The raising of the siatus of petit
jurors is also a measure of reform impera-

tively called for; and no juror should be
taken from the illiterate class.

In the pursuit of certain active
businesses, in which weights have to be
carried, this same system of wearing a tight
belt is adopted and practiced by working-
men, vatil the artificial and ingenious sup-
port, as it is assumed to be, becomes, like
ihe corset of a woman, a veritable necessity.

Canadian Boot and Shoe Exporta.

There appears to be a good prospect that
our Canadian boot and shee manufacturers
can really successfully competein forciga
markets with British, German, or French
factories Two or three of cur Montreal
whoksale h: uses are now making the exp-1i-
ment, and in one case at least the bu-iuess
has been pretty safely established, Messrs.
James ‘’opkam & Co, are, we believe, tha
picneers in opening up this trade with Great
Britain, as they were also in shipping to
Newfoundland, In this latler coloay,
Englich bade boots and shoes have ben
almost entirely suspended ; first by Canadian
leatherware, and more recently by the pro-
ducts of the St. Johns factory, which, of
course, now bas the benefit of a protective
duty egainst all competitors. Indecd, the
fact that Canadian boots and shoes could be
sold in Newfoundland, in spite of old-estab-
liehed Fnglish and American connections,
led to Mr. James Popham’s first visit to
England in 1875. This firm have, we ua-
derstand, sent home a hundred thousand
dollars worth of their goods within a few
months, the ¢¢ Polynesian ” carryingeleven
:housand dollars worth iu a single trip.
Some of these goods wers ordered for Sydney,
Australia ; Natal, Cape of Good Hope ; Mad-
ras, India ; Falkland Islands, in South Paci-
fic ; and Jamaica, West Indies. Messrs.
Popham & Co. have orders under way at
the present time for Trinidad and Australia ;
and have alto just arranged to establish per-
manent agencies in Great Britain, the West
Indies and Australia. To the latter country
they sent orders before the appointment of
the Australian Commissioners by the Cana.
diin Government. One of the principal
obstacles to the introduction of Canadian
gocdsin the British market is the well-
known conservatism of the merchants in the
Mother Country, they being opposed to such
an uprooting of traditional ideas as to look
to the eolonies for lines of goods with which
hitherto they themselves have supplied the
whole world. There has, no doubt, also
been some little hesitationas to whether
Canadians could permanently place their
goods upon the market, or whetherthe effort
was made simply to relieve themselves of a
surplus at home ; and it remains for the
Canadians, by their enterprise and energy,
to show conclueively that they can satisfac-
torily fill all orders received, no matter of
what magnitude or how often repeated,

$5.65: 75 Strong Bakers’, $5.574; 100 Su-
perior Extra, $5.9). Yesterday afternoon
a lot of 2,000 barrels of City C., uninspect-
ed, sold at $5.50. The idea is freely ex.

Flour was quoted as follows: Sup rior

The Grant Loan—What the Baron Has
to Say About It—Drowned—Marine
Disaster.

, QueBrc, Nov. 7.—At last nights meet-
ing of the City Council, Ald. Norris pre-
sented a report from the Finance Commit.
tee, in the absence of the chairman,” Coun.
cillor Woods, being a reply to the motion of
reference of Councillor Valliere relative to
the quotations of the stock held by the
city, as security from Baron Grant. ~The
report states that in the list copy of the
dimes, received from London, the Quebec
City bonds are queted ul from 102 to 104,
but the debentures held by the Corporation
are not quoted at all. With the report,
however, was presented a letter from the

 

City Solicitor, in London, Messrs.
Lyn and Holman, to whom the
matter had been submitted, They
state, with reference to Grant's seca-
rities, held by the city, that the £104,900
of Tasmanisn Railwiy binds are worth
fre m £15000 to £16,000 ; that the
C.diz water-works bonds are valueless ;
that the value of the Levis & Keaneb:-
railway bords ought to be better kuowa
here than in London, and that there is
scme hope that the mortgage on Baron
Grant’s property may b> good. The re-
port further recommended that the cep na-
tion obtain permission to issus moie deseu-
tur:s at the coming session of the Provin
cial Legislature for the amount of Baron
Grant's indebtedness to the city. The fol.
lowing letter from Baren Grant himself, ad
dressed to the Mayor, was also read :

‘‘ 34 Lombard street, London, 22nd Oct.,
1877.—My dear Mayor,—The Tasmanian
Main Line Railway Company having daly
obtained their Act of Parliament, the bond-
holders, in pursuance thereof, have entered
nto an agreement, of which the enclosed is
acopy. The effect of this will be to en-
bance the value of the £100,000 preference
stock which you hold to £80,000 or 235,-
000 s0 soon as the Government acquire the
live, and I am informed they havelaid a bill
before the Tasmanian Chambers to seeuce it,
This will, therefore, as I have always
said, pay off my debt to the city independ-
ently of my properties and the other se-
curities you hold. I have much pleasure in
giving you this information, and take this
opportunity of renewing my thanks for the
great kindness and courtesy I have received
at your handsand also at the hands of the
various members of the municipal council
of the corporation of tha city of Quebec, 1
also desire to put on record my great anxiety
to see, at the earliest possible period, the
debt to the city of Quebec duly paid in fall
with interest. I am, my dear Mayor, yours
truly, Albert Gra:t,”

THE BANK LIBEL CASE.
The Charge Against Col. Bond.

The enquiry was resumed at 10:30 to-
day before the Police Magistrate, Mr.
Kerr, Q.C., appearing for the Bank, and
Mr, C. P. L'avidson for the defendant.

His Worship stated, in reference to the
case of Mr. Perrault, who had refused to an-
swer certain questions the preceding day,
that he had somedifficulty in deciding how
to proceed; he would defer decision till to-
morrow,

Mr. Perrault said he would submit an
answer which he thought would settle the
difficulty. This suggestion was admitted by
the Magistrate, aud Mr. Perrault procee led
to give his answer as follows :
Q. Do you refuse to give the nam> of

your informant ? A. I have not spoken to
Mr. Bond for overa year past: I have
never in my life had any communication or
conversation with him or Joha Campbell
referring to the City and District Savings
Bank, excepting that I met said John Camp-
bell since his arrest and exchanged a few
words, which I will give you if necessary ;
I did not desire any information from them
or either of them ; they had nothing to do
with the paper ‘‘ B;” no one knew I pro-
posed to send it; it was not suggested to
me; Iacted without previous suggestion
from any person.
Mr. Kerr submitted that this was no an.

swer to the question.
The Magistrate concurred, and the matter

was laid over till to-morrow (Thursday),
when he wculd decide how to proceed.

E. Barbeau, Manager of the City and
Distrct Savings Bank, sworn:

Q. Is it not true that the C. & D. is ons of
the largest banking institutions of the
city, and that it holds considerable amount
of money in trust for public charities ¢ A.
It is the largest Savings Bank in this city,
and is the depository of an amount of money,
the interest of which is destined to be dis-
tributed to charitable institutions in this
el

 

, Is it nottrue that the Bank make
monthly returns to the Government, exhi-

biting the condition of the Bank on the last
day of the preceding month, and that such
returns are regularly published in the Cana-
da Gazette ? A. Yes.

Q. Is it not true thatsuch returns make
public diselosure in a general way of the
losses or gains of the Bank ? A. I do not
know that the returns require particular
mention on that point.

Q. Asa matter ef fact, do they not show | Rg,
its financial eondition from month to month ?
A. Yes.  
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.Q. Is it not true that the transactions be-

tween the Bank and the defendant in 1876
resulted in losses on stocks of the Bank of
Toronto, Montreal Telegraph Company, and
City Passenger Railway Company! A. As
the question of the loan ‘o Mr. Bond on the
City Passenger Railway is now before the
Courts, I do not think it is necessary for me
to say anything on that point. As tothe
loans on Bank of Toronto and Montreal
Telr graph stocks, these latter are now held
by the Bank,to be disposed of when oppor-
tunity occura.

Q. Is it not true that the Bank has never
yet been able to dispose of these stocks
without suffering loss on the Bond transac-
tion? A. The Bank has not attempted so
far to sell these stocks as it is receiving
for thein a fair return for the stocks.

Q. Can you tell me at what time Mr.
Bond assigned? A. No.

Q. Is it not true that the rates at which
these stocks were quoted and salable at
the time of Mr. Bond's insolvency were far
below those at which they had been receiv-
ed 8s collaterals by Bank? A. With
the the exception of City Passenger Rail-
way, a3 faras [ can reme:mler, these was not

a great differeree in ths priveofit.
Q. Is there net now and has there mot

been for come t'me past ? A Yes.
Q. Is it rot true that the Bank hai buen

in the habit of loaning large sums of money
to its Directors aud that it considered itself
entitled todo so? A. All loans made by
the Bank to its Directors are mile in the
same manner as to persons outside of it, that
is to say, they are all and every one of them
more than sufficiently secured by collateral
securities as indicated in the law.

Q. Is it not true that these loans so made
to Directors were to your knowledge em.
ployed in purchasing stocks, and that you
considered the mauner of their employment
so long as the Bank wassecured ¥ A. They
transferred the stocks to me a3 collateral
security. As to their employment of the
funds, I don’t know anything about it.
Q. Do I understand you to swear that

you have no knowledge of the directors, or
some of them having, obtained loans from
the Bank to purchase stocks or to use as mar-
gins for holding stocks, giving the stocks
themselves to the Bank as collateral secari-
ty? A. I do not understand what you mean
“‘to be used as margins.” It is not im-
r1obable that some of these purchases of
stock by some of the directors may have
been made by them in view of a future rise
in price ; but I have no hesitation in saying
that I received no knowledge directly or in-
directly from them of their intentions in
making such purchases; my business and
my duty was to see that those loans were se-
cured by sufficient securities,

Q. Do you mean to swear that the direc-
tors or any of them never to your knowledge
speculated in stocks with funds obtained
fron the Bank? A. 1 have no positive
Knowledge of their naving so speculated.

Q. Is it rot true that the Bank bas bsen
in the habit of making loans agzregating a
very large amount upon collateral security
of Canadian and American stocks, including
those known as ‘* Speculative Stocks ” and
that it censidercd itself quite entitled to do
go? A. All loans made by the Bank, as I
said before, are secured by securities which
the law authorized it to take. I am at a
Joss to understand what is meant by
‘Speculative Stocks,” as this applies more
porticularly to the stocks of our leading
Canadian financial institutions.

Mr, Davidsan—Your answer does not
cover the questions. Witness—I think I
have most clearly.

After some discussion examination pro-
ceeded.

Q. What is the highest aggregate amonut
in which the Directors have ever been in-
debted to the bank ? A. I cannot exactly
say from memory because the amounts have
varied considerably.

Q. Give anapproximation ? À. At times,
when our bankers insisted on our reducing
our balances, some of the directors would
invest in securities assuming themselves the
risks of depreciation, and at those moments
the amounts were consderable — say
about seven or eight hundred thou.
sand dollars. At other times the amounts
were very much reduced, but their aceounts
were not active as are generally accounts of
a speculative character. They partook much
more of the natare of investments.

Q. In the event of a rise who would en-
joy the profits? A. They, of course, as
they would have to meet the losser if any
mod

Q. Upon what class of seeurities was is
the habit of the Bank to make thase advau-
ces to Direotors® A. Upon what I consider-
ed first-class security and first-class stocks.

Q. How many Directors are there upon
your Board? A. Ten.

Q. Is it not true that you yourself caused
the fact of the Bank intending to institute
suits against the directors of the City Pas-—
senger Rsilway to be published in the
papers? A Il don't remember anything of
the kind.

Q. Is it not true that the information
contained ¢‘ must disgorge, etc.,” which ap-
peared in the Montreal daily STAR of 19th
July last, now shown to you (paper pro-
duced), was communicated by you or soma
other person on behalt of the Bank? A. I
emphatically declare that I have no know-
ledge of that or any other newspaper com-
munication before I saw it; and that I
never suggested or inspired any items or
articles which may have appearcd in the
newspapers.

Q. Is it not true that, as appears by the
original writ now shewn to yon, that the
action of the Bank against the ex-directors
was only taken on the 20th of July, and
served on the 3rd of August last! A. It ap-
pears so by the writ.

Q. Is it not true that said item isa cor-
rect digest of the action of the Bank against
the ex-directors? A. I do not know. I think
that the article shown me corresponds with
the action taken by the Bank against the
ex-directors.

Q. Is it not true that this action was re.
ferred to, and ils details given inall the
city papers ; and that in the Montreal daily
Witness of August the 4th, over a column
is devoted to publication of the Bank’s de-
claration? A. I believe so, but I deny
having hed anything to do with those pub.
lications.

Q. Did you yourself distribute any
printed copies of the Bank's declarations to
third parties? A. I may have given one or
two.

Q. Are yon aware of your counsel or the
directors distributing them ? A. Iamalmost
sure they did not, as the copies have never
been out of my possession. I cannot speak
for counsel.

TRAVEL, ADVENTURER AND
NATIONAL CUSTOMS.

Jre Isvian’s Asprrios.—Civilization
has posts of embitions attainment—
tke rewards of Lifters, triumphs inthe forum
and legislative hall, the diplomatic bures,
¢te.—but the Indian has only one prime
honor to grasp; it is trinmph tn ths war-
path, it is rushing upon bis enemy, tearing
the scalp reeking from his head, and thea
uttering his tersific war-whoop. For this
crewning act he is permitted to mount the
honcered feather of the war eagle—the king
of carvivoreus birds. By this mak he is
publicly known, and his honors recognized
by all the tribe, aud by the surromuding
tiibes whose customs assimilate. When the
scalp of an enemy has been won very great
pains aro taken to exhibit it. For this
purpese it is stretched om the hoop, and
mounted on a pole. Theinner part is painted
red, ard the hair adjusted to hang in its
paturs] manner. If it be the scalp of a male,
eagles’ feathers ave attached to denote the
fact. If a female, a comb or scissors is hung
on the frame. In this condition it is placed
in the hands of an old woman, who bears it
ebout in the scalp-dance, while opprobrious
epithets are uttered against the tribe from
whom it was teken.

SKILL OF THE HiNDoos.— The ancient
Hindoos were not deficient in the arts. Dr,
Roxburgh is of the opinion that the Western
world is indebted to India for its knowledge
of the rotation of crops in agriculture. The
law punished a farmer who failed to sow his
fields in due time with the forfeiture of ten
times as much as the king's share ot the crop
that might otherwise have been raised. In
the manufacture of iron they were proficient ;
and it is now known that the famous Damas-
cus hlades were made of Indian stecl, manu.
factured in the west of India. Theskill with
which they worked granite into beantiful
forms is the best proof of the excellence of
their tools. In the manufacture of cotton
they have never teen equalled; and Mr.
Speirs observes that * the time may soon
arrive when it will net appear inersdible
that a fabric of ten yards in length and one
ymd wide should only weigh twe ouuoces,
three pennyweights, and pasareadily theongh
a small rng. Similar to this must have been
the ‘woven sir’ of Samscrit literature, and
the robe in which a woman exhibited her-
self in Buddhist story, and was punished for
going about unclad.”
TurkisH Lovers.—The art of writing is

not general am.ng the Turks, and whon a
lover wishes to communicate his sentiments
in writing, they have a mode of effecting it
without pen, ink or paper, by means of
flowers, fruits, woods, silks, stuffs and colors,
of which they make a packet, each article
having an allegorical sense. The packet
is called a selam. Those who employ this
mode of communication have a casket stor d
with the necessary articles to compose a
selam, They have a dictionary, which they
know by memory, of the allesions they wish
to give by their flowers. An anilret
signifies ¢“ We are both ot one mind ;” a
piece of rose bush, ‘‘I weep continually, but
jou deride my tears ;” a piece of cloth, «1
amtired of your importunities;” a piece of
buckram or canvas, ¢ We shall be together
to-morrow ;”’ a piece of silk, ‘’ You have
gained my mind ;” a looking-glass, “I am
ready to sacrifice for you ;” a pistol, «I
love you very much.” A grain of raisin,
some bluesilk, a pea, a morsel of sugar, and
a piece of the wood of aloes, arranged in a
certain order, form a billet doux to this effect :
¢My heart, I amin love with you : the pain
which my love occasions me has mearly
deprived me of my semses : my heart pas.
sionately desires yours ; give my disease the
neeessary remedy.”

BrussELs.—What a charming place this
city of lace and carpets is ! (lean as a parlor,
not a speck nor a stain to be seen anywhere,
with less of Dutch stiffness and more of
French ease, so that you donot feel so much
like sn intruder as in most other siange
cities. Brussels is a kind ofvestibule to Paris;
its streets, its shops, its public edifices
are all reflections, in miniature, of those of
the French metropolis.

But in
Brussels, everything is so harmoniously and
compactly combined, that you can enjoy it €

À peculiar kind of industry, hat of breed -
ing maggots, lias lately been tried in Paris.
