When the
last session of the Conference of 1881 had
lengthened out to two o'clock in the morn-
ing, owing to the diffieulty of filling ap-
pointments, in the exegencies of the case,
Mr. Scott was superannuated and put into
this place. He took up his residence at
Ottawa, whkere two of his sons hold
Government appointments, and where
he himself is presumed to be also in
the Government service, as he makes
his office in the departmental building,
and writes on Government paper with
franked cnvelopes. He is also a very
vigorous newspaper advoeate of the Gov-
ernment. Since be was appointed Mission.
ary Superintendent, the General Missionary
Committee of the Methodist Church, at a
meeting in Toromto, complained of the
incompebeney of the French missions in the
Montreal Conferenee, and instituted an
enquiry, the result of which we have not
heard. On the second of February, 1882,
Mr. Scott received a letter from Mr.
Vankoughret, the Deputy Saperintend-
ent of Indian Affairs, informing him
that the Superintendent General (Sir
Jobn Macdonald) thought that the views
he might be ‘‘free to cxpress” on the
©ka question *‘ would aid him in arriving at
“‘a proper solution of the dificulties sur-
‘ rounding this most intricate question.”
There may have been difienlties and intri-
cacies, but there were none now, for in six-
teen days, counting Sundays, Mr. Seott
presented the Superintendent-General with
areport of fifty-two pages going iuto the
whole history of the case for two hundred
and twenty years back—and settling every-
thing. This report was just what the
Superintendent-General wanted, and with
other miscellaneous matter has been printed
and distributed by Government. The pam-
phlet thus conceived and born divides the
Oka case into four branches and reaches
four conelusions. Firstly, the Seminary
of Bt. Bulpice of Montreal is the sole
and absolute owner of the SBeigniory
of the Lake of Two Mountains. See-
ondly, the Endians who have been living
there for one hundred and sixty years are
merely ‘‘tenants at will,¥ but have a
* moral” elaim for the use of such lands as
will enable them to establish a home and
provide for their families. Another benefit
they derive from their lords is to receive
something in alms and to be paid for their
work. Thirdly, the Government has nothing
in partieular to do with the Indians at Oka,
who, in this respeet, arc on a different
footing from all other Indians. * Even
“‘offences of violence agwinst tho persons
* and properties of the Indians it is not in
* the power of the Dominiun Government
““to punish.” Notwithstanding, however,
that the Dominion Government has no
responsibility in the matter, we are told

that it did not shirk responsibility, and at
one time appointed an Indian agent.
Fourthly, '* Protestantism exists at Oka by
* mere sufferance,” as itis private proper-
ty. ‘‘The Methodist Church is there only
“ by favor of the proprietors, and its adhe-

Notwithstand-
ing the powerful resources of England she has
been able to find but a few poor traitors who
acted the part of suborned witnesses. All thelr
testimony does not disclore a hint of tho vast
power that is to overwhelm the proud empire
of England. It is the duty of all the Irishmen
of this country to bring about a war between
the United States and Great Britaln. Put Irish-
men in high places, into the State Leglslatures,
into the international offices, into the Cabinetof
the United States, and they will do thelr work
well.
