being active in different parts of Quebec. At
Capelton, vear Quebec city, the deposits of
onpper are being worked, At Danville and
Telford the nsbestos deposits are giving good
rerulte while the returns from the cl.romite
deposits near Black Lake are encouraging.

Yet a similar expe-
rience bas befallen several emicent Loodom
masic publishers during the past week or
two, aud no small stir has been createl in
the trade by the appearance in the banda of
gutter” merchants of pr nny editions of such
popular copyright songs as **Nuldiers of the
Queen” and ‘Quen of the Earth.” The
orthodox price of a copyright wong is, of
course, 24.
A representative of the Daily Mail, who

called yertarday on Messra. Francis and Day,
the music publishers, was informed that
“Soldiers of the Queen” is about the beat
song they have from & selling point of view
and this, of course, accounts tur its appear:
snce among the gutter merchants al a ld,
These gentry have been doing a roaring ;
and although strenuous efforts have been
made to discover the source of the supply, se
far no satisfactory result has been attained.
The street merchantios wily bird, sod

knows better than to destroy a source of in-
come ; while it would be worse tban useless
to proceed against him under the Copyright
Act for damages or lor sn injunction. It
Joho Emith, The Gutter, Ozford street, were
at great expense restrained from selling
“Soldiers of the Queen,” one of his pals would
enon step iuto tha breach, apd the unfor-
tunate music publishers would be no better
off than before.
