very precarious, and the credit of
the whole metropolitan district was
in jeopardy. But there is such a
thing as trespassing on good na-
ture, for after all why should
Westmount, Qutremont, Verdun,
Montreal West, Montreal East and
the other adjoining communities
be called upon to pay Montreal’s
debts. The big city contracted
them, not its neighbours, there-
fore it should meet its own obli-
gations.

In Money and Matrimony, Dr.
Fishbein stated, man often vindi-
cates himself for his ermrors by
proper action; but in medicine there
can be no raising from the dead if
he goes wrong.

Epilepsy was once considered
to be caused by the presence of
demons in a person; the popular
medical treatment of the day was
to drill several neat little holes in
the skull to let the démons out,
which was the obvious remedy.

Dr. Fishbein traced the history
of quackery throughout the ages,
from the experts like Hypocrites
and Paracelsus, lo the modemn
era, with the appearance on the
scene of Franz Anton Mesmer. His
was a fine stunt, thought ™Dr,
Fishbein: he set up a big tank,
filled with water and iron {fill-
ings, and placed in it a number of
bottles with iron rods sticking
out of them. People grasped the
rods and were cured by “magnetic
healing.”

Dr. Fishbein mentioned a num-
ber of well known names, and at-
tached to them innumerable fads
which have sucked fortunes from
a creduloug publie, and, as often
as not, done plenty of harm.

THE BUDGET—BETTER BUSINESS

The Budget presented to the nation by Hon,
Charles Dunning was full of good news — so good,
in fact, that only from one industry was there any
great criticism, and that an industry which, even
in its most prosperous days, paid wages which were
at best hardly at a decent living standard. So, all
things considered. it can be said that the budget
was good for everyone who has the good of Canada
at heart. Every student of history knows that
there can be no prosperity in a nation when the
national finances of that nation are in bad shape.
Indeed, the finances of a nation are the most re-
liable barometer of its general well-being. Deficits
breed depbression because they impose additional
loads on business and purchasers in the form of
taxation — and every cent paid in taxation means
a cent less to spend in business, This fact is well
realized by the present government, as was shown
a year ago when taxation was reduced indirectly
through downward revision of the tariff, while
further reductions on several hundred items were
made again this year. Low tariffs not only ease
the burden of internal taxation, but they increase
government customs house revenue. Increased
revenues have enabled Mr. Dunning to show a better
national balance sheet than he predicted a year
ago, while the tariff revisions now going into effect
might well enable him to show a surplus next spring
and a reduction in the national debt, and, of course,
in taxation. There is not one important country in
the world today progressing toward a surplus in the
national finances, except Canada.

MR. BULLOCH AND MR. RAYNAULT

W. R. Bulloch, M.L.A,, and Mayor Raynault have
been exchanging pleasantries over Mr. Bulloch’s
declaration that the City must adopt a hands off
attitude toward other municipalities in the Greater
Montreal area. Mr. Bulloch made a strong case for
ihe municipalities, which are almost without excep-
tion efficiently, economically, and honestly run —
quite in contrast in most respects to the City of
Montreal — while Mayor Raynault made a weak
case indeed in his reply in referring to the services
the city provides the municipalities. One does not
need to delve into records to be convinced that
municipal governments such as those in Westmount,
Montreal West, and Outremont are better than
those which have been in power in Montreal —
one only needs to look about him. Observe public
works, for example, in the municipalities and in
Montreal, and discover which were built in the pub-
lic interest and which were not.

Services Cost

There is no doubt that the iime
is approaching when all interurban
services—such as fire and police

protection, public health and hy-!
gicne, town planning and finance|

—must be centralized and theiv
costs spread throughout the metro-
politan distvict. This will mean a
considerable saving of money to

the City of Montreal as well as to}

the surrounding municipalities. In
fact so far as the City is concern-
ed the saving will make a consid-
erable difference to the budget. To
administer the centralized sevvices
there must be a central council
or commission to which
eral municipalities send their dele-
gates, the number of delegates
proportioned fo the local popula-
tions.
Borough System

Such a central autmority may be
the present Metropolitan Commis-
sion with ecertain changes o meet
the rzquirements of increased re-
sponsibility, or an entirely new
administration, but whatever form
it takes it must be on a co-oper-
ative basis—each community whiie
retaining the autonomy in purely
local affairs contributing its sharve
to the common cause, This kind
of metropolitan organization
what is known as the borough
system—the same system which
I have been advocating these last
three years from this station. I¢
is not a new system with us, for
the Metropolitan, Commission it-
self is based on the borough prin-
ciple; besides which, we have it
in our county system-—cach county
council being composed of the
mayors of the fownships and wvil-
lages which comprise the county.

My reason for taking up this
question of our local government
iz that Montreal is slipping from
its proud position of being the
commercial metropolis of Canada.
Toronto is rapidly overiaking us
and unless some real action 1is

is

the sev-|

ber of industries lately because
of heavy taxes and lack of con-
fidence in the administration, This
is very sevious and the sooner we
et an administration in which all
ihe people have confidence the
better will it be for industry and
business. And in speaking of the
administration I am not referring
to those at present in charge at
the City Hall who are having
hard time of it because of the im-
possible conditions ihey work
under, but I refer to the system i.-
self which has created these im-
possible conditions. And 1 lo2k
forward to tha time when the pre-
sent regime will not only admil
that the -present administrative
system is unworkable, lui who
will demand a trial of the borough
system which has worked out su
successfully in the Meropolitan
Commission. That would be
worthwhile action, for it would go
far to rve-establish the credit ani
fame of Canada's commercial me-
tropolis, thus ecnabling the Gity
to begin a new cra of prosperity.
Need (o Plan

I think that all of us will agree
that what is wanted in the great
commercial metropolis is plan
by which every race, every class
and every interest can get together
in the common cause. Instead of
each one of the fourteen munici-
palities having just ils own inter-
est at heart, we want a community
of interests by which all will con-
tribute their shave in the advance-
ment and economic and social de-
velopment of the whole metropli-
tan district. And it is because
the borough system, being confed-
erative in principle, provides the
most adeauate machinery I know
of for the carrying out of such a
plan, I have always been in favour
of its adoption for the government
of Greater Montreal. Its well ad-
justed checks on all financial mat-
ters keep both the councils and the
permanent officials in the straighl
and narrow path, and makes it
well night impossible for malad-
ministration or for graft 1o flour-
ish; the svstem itself developz
with the growth of the district,
so that it never becomes ahsolete;
it encourages the best men anid
women to come out for public ser-
vice, because it iz mostly a gra-
tuitous service; and it assures 1o
