1 The |iae or tim«s during which aay 
religions observance* is practised os instruc­
tion in religious subject* is given at any meet 
ingof the School, shall be «4the* at the begin­
ning or at the aad, or at the beginning and 
the ead of sueb meeting, mad ihall be tsserted 
in a Time-Table, to be approved by the Edu­
cation Department, and be kept permanently 
and cocspIcuouMly «(fixed in every School- 
Boom ; aad any Bcholar may be withdrawn by 
hi* Parent frocu buch observance or instruo- 
Hoc, without forfeiting any of the other bene­
fits of the achcol.’»

Each School must be open at all times to the 
inspection of her Majesty's Inspectors, but

u It is from this principle of lbs sovereign 
authority ot the Pope over all within the 
circle ot the things of God, that the following 
canon <s derived, which we have not yet the 
right to give as a matter of faith, but which 
la n few days, probably, will be binding on 
the entire Church :

uOaaon III —If any one says : The Romm 
Pontiff (fi Papa Romain) has only the faculty 
of soperiateotemce aad direction, but not the 
foil aad supreme jorisdictioo over the whole 
universal Church, not only in matters of faith 
aad morals, but also in those of the discipline 
and government of the Church extended over 
all the surface of the earth, or even that this 
power is not common and immediate acting 
upon all the cherches, and each church in 
particular, aad on all the pastors and faith­
ful, aad each in particular ; let him be ana­
thema.’'

La Ncntoaou Monda rams up the whole in 
the following strain

M Now all this signifias that tba various 
matters constituting the property of the Fs- 
briqoe of Montreal belong so little to the 
member» thereof (fabnciena) or even to the 
parishioners of Notre Dame, that if to-morrow 
Pin* JX. Judgrd fitghe would only have to say 
the word, and the Fabrique of Montreal would 
absolutely disappear, even from the code of 

civil laws, its parish church would tw 
ted into a simple chapel of the Holy See, 

where the Bishop would beociforth watch 
over its property, or rather pay its debt*.’

This rarelv reduces the power of the mem­
bers of the Church to a very small point, and 
also givsu all to understand what an extensive 
and absolute property-holder the Pope is In 
this country aad all others where his autho­
rity is recognised. Different orders and indi­
viduals, it seems, may be erected into separate 
corporations (by an Act of oar Legislature, 
hut tba whole thing is very much of a form. 
The Holy Father is the real proprietor of the 
whole, aad can do altogether as he chocses 
with th* property, any local laws to the con­
trary notwithstanding. The members of the 
Fabriqua at Montreal hold, on the contrary, 
that they are proprietors of the temporalities 
of th* Chock within the dioceee. and, as such, 
hawe aright to dispose of them if they choose.

It h reported in ofBctal circles at Ottawa, 
that a pardon of Riel and fellow conspira 
ton is about to be precUimed by the Im 
perial Government. We should not be 
bit surprised; nor would it sstooish os in 
the least to learn hereafter, that the Otta 
wa Cabinet recommended such a course, 
as most likely to bring the Red River trou 
ble to an early and easy settlement at the 
least possible inconvenience to themselves. 
What the sentiment of the bulk of the peo 
pie of Canada might not approve in Cana­
dian Ministers would doubtless, in their 
estimation, seem lik»ly to be submitted to 
with patience in the ease of British officials. 
It is probable that Riel and colleagues were 
privately assured long ago that no ham 
would be done them. Otherwise, and par 
ticukriy in view of the violent indignation

contained the books, were consumed. The 
loss Is only partislly covered by insurance. 
There is a doubt ss to tbs fire having been the 
work of an incendiary, and from the fact that 
the Gleaner wss peculiarly obnoxious to the 
Fenians and their party,—they are credited 

Ith the act. The event has caused a deep 
sensation in the neighborhood, and the feel­
ing of Insecurity which has prevailed along 
this part of the Frontier since the late raid, 
has bom intensified thereby.

teres Un g information :
“ The road for the Red River expedition 

is now completed for 45 miles, Mr. Daw 
son’s line of route having been so far strict­
ly adhered to. The advance guard has ar 
rived at Kamsnistagna river, and Captain 
Young, with 37 men, has gone to explore 
that stream, for the purpose of asoertain 
ing whether it is navigable as far as ita 
confluence with Whitefish river. If it is, 
the boats will be brought up to that point 
by water, and thus 45 miles of land trans 
port will, so far as they are concerned, be 
avoided.''

The Correspondents st Thunder Bay state, 
however, writing on the 11th Jane, that 
heavy rains had greatly damaged the roads, 
necessitating considerable labour in repair, 
with a consequent loss of two or three 
weeks’ time. The recent disastrous fires, 
preceding the rains, had destroyed some 
of the bridges thrown across the streams, 
and created the first important difficulty in 
the way of the expedition. Another cause 
of trouble it thus described by the Toronto 
Telegraph :

u There has beau a good dsal of discussion 
ou the boats to be used for ths North West 
Kxpeditioa, and the relative advantage of 
each of the two kiods employed. They have 
bees submitted to the test, and unfortunately 
neither kind has stood it without severs dam 
age. Our Special Commissioner d«scrlbing 
the storm in Thunder Bay on the 6th inslant, 
says that he proceeded to the shore of the 
lake the following morning to see how Daw 
son’s boats had fored during the night. He 
found them greatly injured, some of them 
reduced to mere wrecks. This of course wss 
sn exceptional case, and the best built bests 
would likely have suffered considerably. But 
their weak point is noticed in their transport. 
They are carried across the portages on wag­
ons, keel upwards, and the process has proved 
anything but good for the keels, which, in 
some instances, have sunk several inohss, 
rendering them so unsafe that the officers 
have decided not to use them. This defect­
ion of the boats is very serious, as upon them 
much reliance has been placed. Colonel 
Wolsalay in bis standing ordara says, u Every 
one concerned most remember that the suç­
ons of the nodertakiug depends upon these 
boats, and if those provided are rendered un­
serviceable, they cannot be replaced. The 
Colonel commanding will therefore have no 
alternative but to leave behind the crews of 
any boats that are rendered unfit for use ” 
This failure of ths boats Is a serious matter, 
and may have a marked effect in delaying the 
progress of the expedition which has been too 
long delayed already. But it is better that the 
true character of the boats should have been 
discovert d thus early, when it is possible to 
replace them with reliable ones, rather than 
when the expedition bad so far advanced ps 
to render the replacement of them impossible. 
At it is, the greatest expedition must be used 
in the matter, so that this accident may 
affect tha progress of the forces as Utils as 
possible."

It appears there is one pleasant offset to 
aU those mischances and embarrassments, 
namely the discovery that a considerable 
piece of the route is practicable to boats, 
thus shortening the line of land travel. 
Several miles can be made by water after 
ascending some rapids st first thought in 
surmountable. But making every allow 
anee for this and other unexpected ad van 
tagea, we flsar the summer trill be fite ad 
vanord before the troops reach their des­
tination. It does not seem likely they trill 
be able to make a start before the end of 
this month. It may be the middle or end 
of August ere the walls of Fort Garry greet 
their longing eyes. But should Riel deter­
mine to oppose the little army—a contin­
gency we think improbable—September 
may be well advanced before it reaches its

LATEST FBOM MOHTBEAL.

The recant fire at the Montreal Ware hous­
ing Company’s stores in Wellington street, is 
liksly to be the source of some nice legal 
queations in the settlement of the damages 
between the insnrers and the insured. It 
is stated that the Warehousing Company 
without proper certificatea of surveyor suthorl- 
i it loo from all the Insurance Companies, 
sold the damsged property at auction, and did 
not give sufficient notice of the tale. One of 
the Insurance Companies in which about two- 
thiids of tha wheat was insured, was not, it is 
mid, consulted befors the wheat, which after 
the fire was virtually its property was sold. 
Under the circumstances, the question of 
liability is likely to be disputed. The wheat 
was also sold without proper disorimioatiou, 
and in consequence, large parcels of wheat 
—aoand, or almost so—were sold as damaged, 
and bought at much less than their value. The 
sales wars followed by immediate deli very of the 
wheat,—a portion of wbieh is now being ship­
ped sa sound wheat to Eogland. The Pre­
sidents of three large Monetary Institutions 
in the city, were apparently the g^nsgefs of 
the Warehousing Company, and held the de­
livery receipts for a large portion of what 
property was damaged. They, it seems, sold 
the damsged wheat, while the Insurance Com­
panies, it is said, are only responsible to toe 
originel insurer, but not after delivery has 
been given to another person of the goods 
losared, even although only a r.oqainal sale his 
been made in order to obtain cash advances. 
These are queations enough to occupy the 
courts for any length of time ; but it is to be 
hoped all concerned will settle the matter 
amicably and speedily.

Mr. Gladstone then 
proceeded to explain some changes the Gov­
ernment proposed to make in the bill. He 
said he would not have objected to the plan 
for making compnlsory education undenomin­
ational, as the Government must declare itself 
on religions aspects of the bill, and especially 
on denominational character of local boards, 
touching which, much sensitiveness is felt. 
The main objections moat be met. The 1st. 
of these was, that the conscience clause was 
an Insufficient safeguard. 2nd. That the 
funds raiped by taxation, could not be applied 
to religious instruction. The forper object­
ion was difficnlt to remove, but bad been pet 
by tearing religious instruction optional. The 
Country was not ripe for entire exclusion of 
religion from schools. Re was uiljing to say, 
where [educational changes were local, the 
religious question should be left open. Such 
changes as were proposed by the entire pea- 
sure would, he hoped, speedily give the 
grand, paramount blessings of elementary 
education to those now reluctant to trust 
teaching to the Church, and were willing to 
entrust it to the community Mr. Gladstone 
closed by moving that the Committee insert 
the clauses io which the views he presented 
jyero to be embodied.

THB COMING CKLKBRATION AT 8IL.- 
L.KMV.

Some time te September last, we mention­
ed the singular discovery made, in the founda­
tion walls of the old church, built at 
Siller j in 1637, by the Commander of Slllery, 

distinguished French Gentleman, who had 
occupied the post of French Ambassador at 
Room, whilst his father was Chancellor to 
He*" IV. of France. This discovery was the 
result of the patient researches of the Abbe 
La»*wdiere, Professor of History, of the Laval 
University, and Abbe Casgraiu, the author of 
sevasal literary works of acknowledged merit. 
It «assisted of human remains found nuder 
wbaa had been the choir of the old chapelle, at 
th« «ary spot where the Jesuit’s Journal, for 
th* **«r 1646, stated that Rev. Father Emml. 
Ms**a, the first missionary of Canada, had been 
bu-«a. It Is as certain as historical records 
cat. make it, that this venerable missionary 
wa* anried in May, 1646, at this spot; whether 
mw ■ than one person was buried te the chan­
cel ef the church does not appear. The en- 
thnuasm consequent on this discovery was 
ver/great amongst the Roman Catholics of 
Biliary, who got up a subscription and pro­
vided funds to erect a monument on the spot, 
in order to commemorate the memory of the 
Ravd. Father Masse ; also the spot where the 
Billery Church of 1637 (one of the oldest in 
Canada) stood, together with an inscription 
in honor of the munificent patron and founder 
of the church, Le Chevalier Brulart de Stllery.

Messrs. Dobell A Co., on whose land the 
rates of the church are situate, gave material 
assistance to the forwarding of the views of 
the parishiouers of SHlery, and Mr. T. Beckett, 
in front of whose residence the monument is 
erected, generously gave up a portion of his 
pleasure grounds and garden to meet the views 
of the people.

It Is the teauguration of the monument 
erected here which Is now announced— 
weather permitting—to take place, Sunday 
afternoon, at four o’clock. A vast concourse 
of the pious, the curious, and even the anti 
quarians are expected, in commemoration of 
the memory of the devoted missionary, Father 
Musa.

We have received a copy of tbe return to 
an Address of tbe House af Commons, show­
ing tbe progress made in the construction of 
the route from Lake Superior to Fort Garry, 
which is all the more Interesting at the pre­
sent moment, as the military expedition to 
tbe Red River In juat about to commence Ua 
. onrney through the wilds of tbe Nori-WesL 

Tbe Return occupies some 78 pages, and 
comprises the reports of, acd correspondence 
with Messrs Dawson and Snow; Mr. Dawson 
having special charge of the land route from 
Prince Arthurs Lauding to Lake Shebandowan 
(40 miles), and Mr. Snow of the land route 
from Lake of the Woods to Fort Garry (90 
miles), the Intention being to traverse the 
intervening space by a canal through the ri­
vers sud lakes (311 miles.)

As to tbe Fort William section, which re­
presents the character of the North Shore of 
Lake Superior, aud which for the present will 
be 43 miles in length, there appears to have 
been 25 miles completed on tbe 26th March 
last, aud i Mr. Dawson thus describes tbe 
character of the country throagh which It 
pastes

44 Leaving Lake Superior at a point on 
Thunder Bay called the depot(Prince Arthur's 
Landing,) about three miles aud a half to the 
east of Fort William, ths road line strikes In 
tolerably direct course to the Kaministaquia, 
which it crosses at a distance of nearly 21 
miles from the starting place, a little below 
the month of the Matawin.”

41 It.then passes through a deep gorge in 
the moontains, and oomes oat on the Meta- 
win four miles from Its month ; striking di­
rectly across this large river it continue* 
westward to Shebandowan Lake, through a 
flue rolling country.”

For the first five and a half miles of the 
line, the old colonisation road, built in 1857, 
is used, with a few improvements rendered 
necessary by the bad way in which it seems 
to have been constructed. 44 Thus,” he says, 
44 at a short distance from the starting point 
at Lake Superior tbe line is run straight up 
the face of a sand hill, presenting in one part 
a grade of one in seven, and attaining an al­
titude of 2Q3 feet above the lake, only to des* 
oend somewhat less rapidly on the opposite side 
4t this point a new line has been laid out,” 
which we see by the correspondance from 
Fort William has since been completed.

• ILVBR MINING IN CANADA

We understand that Mr. Mscfarlaue, Agent 
of the Montreal Mioicg Company, returned 
last week from their Mine at Thunder Cape, 
Lake Superior, bringing with him 9 too* of 
silver ore, the product of last winter’s opera­
tions. This ore has been sampli d and assay­
ed, yielding $2,073 per ton of 2,000 lbs , and 
tiie value of the whole parcel, thefore, amounts 
to $18,C57. This ore waa produced by ten 
workmen after the ice had formed round Sil­
ver lelet, io February aud March, from tbe 
outcrop of tbe vein beneath the water. Tbe 
ice facilitated tbe work, keeping the water 
perfectly still and affording a convenient plat­
form for the woikmen. Tba blasting under 
tbe water, with cartridges made on tbe spot, 
was tolerably successful, and extended over 
about thirty feet of tbe length of the vein.

It will be observed that the ore realised 
$1,060.55 less than estimated, and that toe 
greatest deficiency occurs in tbe parcel of 
twenty-one barrels sent to Swansea. No sa­
tisfactory explanation of tbe cause of tbs dif­
ference bas ht en received, but the result ob­
tained in Newark establishes tbe correctness 
of Mr. Mactarlane’s assays.—Herald.

OUR CUBAN POLICY.

The special message sent to the House of 
Representatives by President Grant, on Mon­
day, ellcitated a lively debate on Caban 
affairs, yesterday. Gen. Banks seemed to 
regard it as a personal matter, and took occa­
sion to make many wild InsinuatloLS and 
charges, showing that tbe 44 feelings ” had ob­
tained the upper hand of his discretion. Gen. 
Banks is sn earnest mao, but be ia evidently 
ao unsafe counsellor in matters of intornatioual 
policy. There is no question that the Admi­
nistration has been strictly aud legally correct 
in its treatment of tbe Cuban qnestion. As 
the Executive power it had no discretion to 
act outside the requirements of international 
law aud the obligatieos. of treaties. Events 
have proved conclnsively that tbe Caban in­
surrection has at no time, attained the pro­
portions which would have justified the Ad­
ministration in conceding belligerent rights.

Although we are clear that tbe only proper 
course toward Cuba has been pursued by the 
Administration, we are inclined to agree to a 
certain extent with Gen. Banks iu regard to 
the lack of protection which has been extend­
ed to American citisens on that island. In 
that respect, our policy aud action have al­
ways been lets pronounced than they should 
be, aud far less stringent than other nations 
generally display. We may be sure that the 
lights of American citisauship will never be 
properly respected by other nations, so long 
as we Cali to vindicate them ourselves, and 
neglect to resent any infringement upon them. 
On this point wo can hardly be too r xacting, 
or assert too rigorons a policy. Still, it has 
no necessary connection with the question of 
Cuban intervention or recogniiiou, and arks 
not, therefore, legitimately made a part of 
yesterday's discussion by Qeu. Banks. It will 
be seen that the debate ts to be continued to­
day, and so, we may expect another excited 
and acrimonious discussion of the whole sub- 
jK5t.—N.-Y. Time»

8haxrspba2R —The 41 Early Anthorahip of 
Shakespeare ” is tbe title of an admirable ar­
ticle In a recent number of tbe North British 
Review.
