That the Board are anxious to afford every 
facility for the establishment of an Agency in 
the District of Bedford, and that towards at­
taining this result they require that $100,000 
be subscribed towards the capital stock of the 
Bank in said district.

They are, moreover, willing to organize the 
Agency in question so soon as $50,000 are sub­
scribed, and 10 per cent, on said $50,000 paid 
up.

They will also grant Banking facilities equi­
valent to the amount subscribed in said dis­
trict, and are furthermore prepared to approve 
and accept any Local Board or Committee 
which may be named by the stockholders of 
said district for the management of said 
agency, subject to them being under the gener­
al direction and control of this Board.

Nakrow Escape and Galuant Condoct.— 
On Friday evening, a large raft manned by ten 
or fifteen Indians was coming down the river, 
when blown by a vigorous gust of wind, despite 
the efforts of the Indians, it struck against a 
pier of the Victoria Bridge and broke up, pre­
cipitating the crew into the water. The work­
men employed about the piers did not dare to 
go to their succor, fearing that their light boat 
would be stove in by the drifting raft. A 
young Canadian named Isaie Vincent, on wit­
nessing the wreck, jumped into a skiff and suc­
ceeded, thanks to his ability and presence of 
mind, in saving four of the Indians, who but 
for his timely assistance would have undoubt­
edly perished. We are told that one of the 
raftsmen was picked up near St. Helen’s 
Island, whither he had swam. The others were 
saved by the Grand Trunk Company’s boats 
stationed at the wharf near the bridge.—Ga­
zette.

accusation he had so recently sworn. The men 
Smiled, and stated that the charge he had pre­
ferred against them was a tissue of falsehoods. 
Laporte was here questioned by Ladebanohe, 
but he would give no direct replies. He was 
then subjected to cross-examination by the Mag 
istrate. It was in vain, however, for the man, 
whether through artifice, or more possibly 
weakness of intellect, denied one moment what 
he said the moment before. After a while an 
officer entered the room. He had just returned 
from St. Anne, where Laporte lived, he had 
made an examination of the cellar of the house, 
where the prisoner stated in his voluntary de­
position part of the money of the murdered man 
was hidden, but none was to be found. The 
straw hat of the deceased had been picked up 
in the river, and one half of his pocket book 
also discovered. It was also expected that the 
body would soon be found. After hearing this 
statement from the officer, Mr. Ooursol, 
wishing to ascertain if Laporte had during 
the night said anything about the murder 
to the man confined iu the same cell with 
him, despatched a messenger to the jail. La- 
porte’s fellow-prisoner, a man named M’Ginnis, 
arrested for larceny, soon made his appearance. 
Mr. Coursol asked him had Laporte been speak­
ing to him during the night. The reply was in 
the affirmative. M'Ginnis, having been asked 
the nature of the conversation, related the facts 
which Laporte confessed on the day previous, 
and which he denied but half an hour before. 
The circumstances disclosed in this confession 
we related in the Herald yesterday. At this 
point Mr. Coursol aijourned the investigation, 
in order to make further inquiry. The three 
prisoners were then removed. Gilon is aman 
respectably attired, and his countenance is far 
from displeasing. Ladebanohe is dressed like 
one in his occupation ; he has an open and in­
genuous face ; and, along with Gilon, treated 
the matter with something like disregard, and 
seemed to have no fear of the result. Laporte 
conveys a very unfavorable impression ; his 
dress is bad, his manner wurse ; and his face 
has an air of what might be called idiotic cun­
ning. In his answers there was nothing but 
equivocation, though his replies were readily 
given.

Pressnt Exorbitant Price of Bread in 
Montreal.—We do not like to apply harsh 
language to any class in the community, nor 
do we like interfering between the buyer and 
seller in any branch of trade, but really, if our 
correspondent, Pere de Famille, whose letter 
we publish this morning, is correct in his state­
ments and calculations—and we believe he is 
correct—it is evident that our citizens are 
being victimized in the most scandalous man­
ner by their bakers. We all know the difficulty 
and inconvenience, especially in small house­
holds, of baking at home—at least our bakers 
are well aware of it, otherwise they would uot 
venture upon a course, which, but for that in­
convenience, would deprive them of half their 
customers ;—and surely it ouly requires publi­
city to induce some of our capitalists and busi 
ness men to come to the public relief and, 
while reaping a legitimate return for their out­
lay and labour, bring the price of one of the 
first necessaries of life to a rate something pro­
portionate to the cost of its production. We 
have little faith in joint-stock bakeries, for we 
are satisfied that baking is a business which 
can be far more profitably and advantageously 
carried on by individuals than by companies ; 
but it is notorious that in almost every large 
town, in Canada and the United States as well 
as in the Mother Country, the extortionate 
charges of the private bakers—combining to­
gether against the public—have, from time to 
time, forced their customers to combine against 
them, by the establishment of joint-stoek 
bakeries. These establishments have, it is true, 
rarely, if ever, been found remunerative to the 
stockholders ; but they have never been started 
without reducing the price of bread—to the 
detriment of the private bakers and the profit 
of the public at large. Should private enter­
prise fail to correct the existing state of things 
in Montreal, there is no lack of public spirit 
among- our citizens and we have no doubt that 
a joint-stock bakery will be started, which, if 
managed with ordinary prudence, while bene- 
fitting the community, will afford a fair return 
to the shareholders. We repeat, we are no ad­
vocates of joint-stock bakeries, but no commu­
nity can afford to pay the exorbitant price for 
baking its bread, which we are now paying— 
at least according to our correspondent’s state­
ments and calculations,—and if individuals 
will not assume the risk of correcting the evil, 
the public must.

The Aileoed Murder on board the Yaiiaska__
Extraordinary Turn in the Case.—Yesterday 
forenoon, Francois Laporte, the man, who, on 
the previous day became Queeu’s evidence, in 
the case of the murder of Thomas, on board the 
Yamaska, was brought before Mr. Coursol for 
further examination. The two men, whom he 
had accused, Ladebanche, the second mate of 
the vessel, aud Gitou, a trader, were present, 
when his despositions were rsad. The two were 
then removed, denyiog their complicity in toto. 
Mr. Coursol then asked Laporte if he had any­
thing further to adduce. He suddenly started 
up, and to the surprise of all present, stated 
that what he had sworn on the previous day, 
against Ladebanche and Gilon, was entirely 
and completely false. On making this asser­
tion Mr. Coursol said—Why do you now make 
this statement, after being cautioned yesterday 
to state nothing that was false—nothing you 
eould not prove, for if you did so you might be 
the means of sending two innocent men to the 
scaffold. The prisoner said he was under the 
influence of fear. His denial was taken down 
in writing by Mr. C. M. Delisle, and the pri- 
ioner swore to it. Ladebanche and Gilon were 
then brought into the room, and t’-e Magistrate 
informed them that Laporte had retracted the

The Manufacturing Establishments at 
Cote St. Paul.—No inhabitant of Montreal 
can have failed to take note of the rise ot the 
Western Suburb of the city, which has grown 
up from the creation of manufactories upon the 
Water Powers supplied by the Lachine Canal.
But, perhaps, few are aware of the distance to 
which this spur of the city has been prolonged. 
Indeed, except the persons having special 
business on the bank of the Canal, the continu­
ous village formed of the buildings belonging 
to large establishments, and of the residences 
of Work People, is, to a great extent, terra in­
cognita. The locality lies at some distance 
from the great lines of city and suburban tra­
vel, and one enterprize after another is begun 
and carried on with little general observation.
St. Gabriel Lock was formerly considered far 
out of town. It is now an important part of the 
city, though the space intervening between it 
and the old part of the town has not yet been 
filled up. But far beyond St. Gabriel Lock, at 
Cote St. Paul, on the highest lock of the La- 
chine Canal, a new set ot factories is springing 
up, which promises to be as important as any of 
those nearer the city. The site of this village 
was purchased some years ago by Mr. Parkyn, 
the former proprietor of the St. Mary’s Foun­
dry. It embraces 110 acres of land, and ex­
tends from Cote St. Paul to the Race Course 
and the St. Gabriel Farm. It has a frontage of 
nearly 4,000 feet on the canal, aud there is a 
head race already cut of 2000 feet, with large 
and deep basins, one of which is 600 feet long. 
Sites for water power may be obtained along 
the whole frontage of the Canal, and eventu­
ally as the water powers nearer town are taken 
up, these will, no doubt, come into request, and 
furnish the impetus by which hundreds of wheels 
will be set in motion, for the production of 
articles of utility. We recently visited this 
spot, and think a few words on it will not be 
without interest.

At present but a small part of the dynamic 
capacity of the site is practically developed.— 
Nevertheless a large quantity of certain descrip­
tions af.iQf'1 ilTggTns’ shovels/’'“Higgins’rau- 
gers,” and “Higgins’ scythes” are already tak­
ing rank as leading marks in Canadian com­
merce. The proprietor of these works first in­
troduced us to the axe factory. This is a build­
ing of 70x40 feet, of which one apartment is 
furnished with ten furnaces, all vomiting a 
white bright flame produced by anthracite 
coal—a description of fuel found so superior 
to bituminous coal for the purposes of the forge 
that we were informed one anthracite furnace 
is capable of turning out three dozen axes 
per day, while no more than one could be 
made at a common furnace. All these are 
blown by noiseless patent fans instead of by 
the old fashioned noisy bellows, and as the 
coals make no smoke no chimuies are neces­
sary. The iron being beaten out into a flat 
bar about the breadth of the intended axe is 
first moulded into a shape such as would be 
presented, if an axe were split down from the 
edge, and so made flat. It is then doubled; 
but before the two sides are closed together a 
piece of steel is inserted, and then the whole is 
subjected to the hammer until the steel is firm­
ly welded into the iron. It is then cut and 
beaten into the shape of an axe, and is finished, 
except the tempering, polishing, and preparing 
for market. The first operation is performed 
by heating the axe to a cherry red, and then 
suddenly cooling it in water rendered colder 
than the fluid iu its natural state by the mixture 
of salt. This is a very delicate process, and is, 
we are informed, governed entirely by the eye, 
both as to the heat at which the cooling pro­
cess should commence, and as to the extent of 
temper which should be given. Chopping 
axes are tempered to what is called, in the 
trade, a “pigeon blue”—the temper of watch 
spring, and it is iu this that the superiority of 
the American to the English axe consists. The 
Sheffield axe constantly flies when iu use, while 
the softer temper of the Americau axe en­
ables it to go through its work. The co­
lour is brought out by burnishing the blade. 
The axe is now ground—the sides square, 
and the front to a sharp edge. This 
is done up on an ordinary grindstone, 
driven by water power. Lastly, it 
is polished on a drum covered with leather and 
emery, and revolving at the rate of 2000 times 
per minute. In the Axe factory there are four 
trip hammers, and two pair of shears worked 
by the water power,—and thirty-five men find 
constant employment.

The Shovel factory is in the next building. 
Here the metal, when the operation is begun, 
is in a sheet, which is cut to the precise size 
required. This is done by a ponderous pair of 
shears worked by the water power. The fiat 
plate thus prepared is then heated, and placed 
upon a hollow mould. Upon a bolt being with­
drawn a heavy weight comes down and presses 
the heated sheet of steel into the shape required. 
The pieces of iron by which the shovel is at­
tached to the handle are then put on, and the 
handle, which is made elsewhere, is fitted by a 
very ingenious machine, which at a single 
blow presses the iron to the rounded shape of 
the handle and completes the rivetting. Augers 
are made iu the same building, the worm being 
made first by hand and then finished by 
machinery. The building where these opera­
tions are carried on is 100 x 32 feet, and is 
fitted up with two trip hammers ; two pair of 
shapers ; two . pair of shears ; and three 
furnaces. It employs about twenty hands.

An important branch of the establishment 
is that for the manufacture of Scythes. These 
are formed from a flat piece of iron of an oblong 
form, which is doubled, and a piece of steel 
inserted between the edges. After proper 
hammering to weld the two metals, the mass 
is beaten out into a bar the length of a scythe, 
and, of course, having the steel upon one of 
its edges. This being heated is put into a 
mould and pressure applied to bring it into the 
required shape. It is then tempered ; the edge 
polished, and the back painted, and is prepared 
for the market by being packed in straw. The 
Scythe Manufactory is 112 feet long, and has 
six furnaces ; six trip hammers ; and employs 
15 men. On the same premises is a large Roll­
ing Mill ; large trip hammer, &c , for working 
out scrap iron.

Some idea of the consequence which this 
branch of industry is assuming may be gather- 
tY f; .'ni ik; fact that the Cote St. Paul Works

are turning out about 100 dozhE, a week, of each 
of the leading articles—say axés, scytte3, aud 
shovels, besides 150,000 quartets of augers 
and as many auger bits annually.

They moreover consume annually, three hun­
dred tons of coals ; one hundred tons 
of grind-stones ; over one thousand 
tons of iron ; thirtty-five tons of oast-steel ; 
three tons of borax ; and six tons ot emery.

One great advantage which these works! 
possess is in their situation,which enables them! 
to bring coals from Jersey City in the samel 
boat on they are embarked at that place, with­
out any transhipment or breaking of bulk.— 
Grindstones can be brought from Ohio in the 
same way, and iron and steel have no very 
great distance to pass through the canal from 
the ship to the factory. Those who are acquain. 
ted with the cost of handling these heavy and 
bulky articles, will understand the great saving 
effected in such establishments by the avoid­
ance of any such cause of expense. --------^

On the property is a Grist Mill, the property 
of Wm.Parkyn,Esq , capabale of grinding thirty 
bushels of wheat per hour, and finding employ­
ment from the farmers in the neighbourhood.

There is also a factory for making casks, 
such as are used for packing the nails made at 
the adjoining works. Here, besides the knife 
worked by machinery for cutting hardwood 
staves from oak softened with waterj 
there is a barrelled saw which cuts out piue 
staves into the requisite shape. These ma­
chines are capable of making sixty staves per 
minute. The heads are also cut by a saw 
worked by machinery, at the rate of 2000 
a-day, and the casks are put together by baud, 
iu a very rapid manner.

The village of Cote St. Paul now numbers 
four or fire hundred inhabitants, where three 
years ago there was not more than one house. 
The people are all more or less dependeni 
upon the employment afforded by the factories, 
where the wages average from 5s to 8s 9d per 
diem, all the payments being made upon the 
piece work system. There is a good school- 
house in the village, which is used as a church 
ou Sundays, aud an incipient Mechanics’ Insti­
tute.

fu concluding this notice of Cote St. Paul 
aud its manufactories, we would remark that 
the development of such enterprizes as these 
requires a considerable pecuniary outlay; and, 
we believe, that the successful commencement 
of this one is chiefly due to the judicious ex­
penditure of Messrs. Frothingham & Workman, 
who are still energetically pushing forward 
what may be looked on as a public spirited ad­
venture as well as an extension of private 
transactions. To this we would add tliat the 
firm of Frothingham & Workman are agents for 
all the manufactures produced at Cote St. Paul 
and have always on hand heavy stocks of 
those goods at their warehouse in this city.

Sir,—Our City Bakers are now charging Is. 
3d. for the six pound loaf of brown, and Is. for 
the four pound loaf of white bread.

At the present price of superfine flour—$6J 
per bbl.—their profits are, as follows :—

A barrel coutains 196 lbs. of flour, which 
yields from 250 to 260 lbs. of bread—say,

250 lbs. white bread at 3d..........£3 2 6
Deduct ptice of bbl. of sup. flour. 1 12 6

Profit—over 90 per cent......... £1 10 0
It is admitted, as a rule, that the difference 

in weight between bread and flour enables the 
baker to sell thé former at the same price per 
pound as he pays for the latter, giving him a 
fair profit on his capital and labor.

In round numbers, 200 lbs, of flour will yield 
250 lbs. of bread—or 25 per cent, increase, the 
bakers’ profit. Instead of 25 per cent., our 
Montreal bakers are now charging over 90 per 
cent, profit on every barrel of flour they buy and 
manufacture.

Allowing the bakers 30 per cent, profit (in­
stead of 25) the present price of bread in Mon­
treal would be (as I believe it is in Toronto) 8d 
for the 4 lb. white, and lOd for the 6 lb. brown 
loaf. I leave the public to make their own

RECEIPTS OP PRODUCE.

The Religious Confentions.—Besides the 
Synods of the Church of England in this 
Diocese, and that of the same Ohurch in the 
Diocese of Toronto, there have been held re­
cently the Wesleyan Conference at Hamilton, 
and the United Presbyterian Church Synod at 
Toronto. The most remarkable doings of these 
bodies may be briefly summed up. The Synod 
of the Church of'England atToionto, has joined 
the Catholics iu the demand for Separate or 
Religious Schools, in opposition to secular or 
common Schools—an excellent plan by which 
a large and rich body of Christiana can avail 
themselves of a system, which they render it 
impossible for smaller bodies to profit by. The 
Synod has undertaken to tesj the right of the 
Church of England to Separate Schools under 
the law, which, of course, in case of an adverse 
decision is but a prelude to agitation for a 
change in the law,

2nd.—The Wesleyan Conference has recom­
mended the body it represents to elect no mem­
bers of Parliament, who will not promise to 
pay them by a bribe of public money given to 
the Victoria College at Cobourg. This motion 
was very properly seconded by the Rev. E. 
Ryerson, who understands the “ stand-and- 
deliver” system of politics as well as the Post­
master General’s family does.

3rd.—At the U. P. Church Synod a report 
was submitted by a Committee appointed at 
the last meeting of tfie body, giving an ac-

bytenan Ohurch of Canada. The Committee

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â NEW YORK MONEY MARKET—June 14.
The money market continues easy at about 

the rates quoted in our last. The demand is 
moderate. The cold shoulder is still given to 
long paper, but we do not learn that much is 
offered. On call, the rates remain at 5i®6 per 
cent., at which figures the brokers experience 
no difficulty in obtaining any amount on ap­
proved collaterals. But little paper is dis­
counted lower than 7 per cent.; the average 
may be quoted 7i®9. The general impression 
is, that the market must harden as the summer 
advances, and in that impression we concur, 
from a variety oiisaf so Lfrequently stated 
hitherto, that it is unnecessary to recapitulate 
here. The specie shipments to Europe, it is 
gratifying to see, are perceptibly diminishing. 
The steamer from Boston to-day will take an 
inconsiderable amount, while thus far we hear 
of no engagements for the Ariel and City of 
Washington, to sail from this port on Saturday.

The stock market is dull and heavy. On Sa­
turday and Monday there were some symptoms 
of buoyancy, but on Tuesday most descriptions 
experienced a relapse, and closed at lower 
prices. The Western Railway shares exhibit 
especial depression, under a pressure to sell. 
Government and State stocks hold their ground 
well, but the operations are few, and in small 
amounts. The fact is, speculation, for the 
moment, is at a dead halt, and until something 
transpires, at home or abroad, to infuse new life 
into the market, stagnation must be the order 
of the day

CURRENT EVENTS.
The week thus far has been barren of ‘events’ 

out of the ordinary routine. The city is grow­
ing duller and drowsier, so far as wholesale 
trade is concerned, but the activity of summer 
travel keeps the retailer?’ hands full. Merch­
ants, bankers, brokers and other men of busi­
ness, who can afford the time, are hurrying off 
out of town iu pursuit of relaxation and rest— 
some to gladden their eyes with the green 
fields of the interior—some to enjoy the luxuries 
of 1 elegant leisure’ at the fashionable watering 
places—some to the sea-shore, and others across 
the breeay Atlantic. Until this tide of hu­
manity flows back, towards the end of August 
say, things here are likely to be ‘ stale, flat and 
unprofitable.’ If there be but little business 
doing, however, there is likewise but little 
grumbling, everybody seeming to conclude, by 
common consent, that prospects ahead are A 
No. 1 , whether as regards the advantages we 
are to derive from the war, an easy money mar­
ket, superabundant harvests, ora profitable rail 
trade. Let us hope that none of these happy 
anticipations are doomed to disappointment. 
^^The 1 Battle of the [Railroad] Trunks’ is at 
an end at last, if any faith is to he placed in 
the several manifestoes which have appeared in 
the daily journals since our last, and the result 
is that the four great Western lines—the New 
York Central, the Erie, the Pennsylvania Cen­
tral, and the Baltimore and Ohio—agree to a 
schedule of fares and freights, which will ensure 
something like profitable returns. As a matter

The weather is still of a most eccentric cha­
racter, Though wt are now in the middle of 
Jupe, there has been but little heat to speak of. 
Last Saturday and Sunday were as cool as 
April ; Monday was not much warmer, but 
Tuesday brought, for the first time, a positive 
summer temperature. We could fill a column 
with the doleful reports that continue to come 
in from the interior as to damage to the crops, 
aud another column flatly contradicting these 
reports, and imputing their origin, for the most 
part, to sources interested in creating a panic. 
The real truth, after sifting these contradictory 
statements, would seem to be, that wheat and 
corn have been considerably injured in Ohio, 
some portions of Pennsylvania, Northern New 
York and New England, but not to such an ex­
tent as materially to reduce the anticipated re­
turns of an abundant harvest if proper atten­
tion be paid by the farmers replanting. The 
worst feature of the case undoubtedly is the 
damage to fruit, potatoes, and garden veget­
ables, the substraction of which from the aggre­
gate of next year’s food will be large, and must 
be made up by cereal products.

THE DRY GOODS TRADE.
The market for Domestic Dry Goods during 

the week, like that of its predecessor, has been 
characterized by extreme dulness, which has 
not been confined to any particular branch, but, 
to a greater or less extent, has pervaded the 
entire market coming under the above head.— 
This month is usually one of the most quiet of 
the year, but it is rendered more so this year 
by the prevailing European war, and conse­
quent stringency in the money market, and the 
unsettled state of the market for all raw ma­
terial. The export demand for Domestic Cot­
ton Goods has been much more moderate, aud 
it is feared that it will eventually receive a very 
decided check. The extreme firmness in the 
market for the raw material has tended mate­
rially to restrict operations also, aud we have 
heard of no new contracts formed with the 
manufacturers during the past week. Notwith- 
stauding the demaud continues light, holders 
manifest little disposition to accept of lower 
rates, but they are enabled to obtain previous 
prices only by the buoyancy in the market for 
Cotton, and its gradual enbancemeut notice­
able for some considerable time past. The ad­
vices from Manchester are of a favorable tenor, 
but seem to exert but little influence on this 
side, in consequence of the great unanimity of 
opinion manifested among the trade.
