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Water pressure increase
affects half of Westmount

Increases in water pressure from Mon-
treal’s water distribution system may re-
quire owners of houses and other
buildings in a large area of Westmount to
install pressure reducing valves, city offi-
cials said last week.

The area affected is the entire West-
mount territory south of an east-west di-
agonal line formed by Sherbrooke to the
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east and Cote St. Antoine to the west. This
is the largest of the five water networks
serving Westmount and designated by the
orange tops of fire hydrants.

The increases in water pressure are
“significant” and had “yet to be resolved”
by Montreal at the end of last week, said
Andrew Duffield, assistant director of
Westmount Public Works.

Changes in pressure can cause pipes to
break or leak while other signs to watch
for are water dripping from the release
valve on the tops of hot water heaters.
Hoses from these should be directed into
the floor drain, he said.

The increases in pressure are reported
to be approximately 25

pounds per square inch  continued on p. 7

Trent named to greater Montreal regional council

Westmount mayor Peter Trent was
named Thursday by the agglomeration
council as one of the 14 island of Montreal
representatives to the regional council, the
Montreal Metropolitan Community (Com-
munauté métropolitaine de Montréal or
CMM)

The council’s other 14 members come
from off-island communities — the so-
called “exurbs,” including Laval, that alto-
gether comprise this region of 82
municipalities.

At the same meeting, Trent was also
confirmed as vice chair of the agglo’s Fi-
nance and Administration standing com-
mittee.

Created by the Quebec government, the
CMM is chaired by Montreal mayor
Gérald Tremblay. It oversees regional is-
sues such as land planning, economic de-
velopment, metropolitan transit and road
network, waste management and air qual-
ity.

Trent assumes one of the two positions
allocated by Tremblay to the island sub-
urbs along with Pointe Claire mayor Bill

5 Saisons takes a break

The sign on the door said it all. Les 5
Saisons closed May 20 to make way for
demolition of the landmark grocery store
at 1250 Greene and its eventual reopening
in a condo development to be built at the
site.

Work is expected to begin June 10 and
is expected to last up to 16 months.

While the city still had not issued dem-
olition and building permits as of May 17,
according to Urban Planning director
Joanne Poirier, council approved the proj-
ect April 4 by Ramco developer Joseph At-
tias, a Westmount resident (see story April
12,p. 1).

“The new Les 5 Saisons store will con-
tinue to be a fixture on Greene Ave. for
many years to come,” states a press release
May 16 from Metro Inc. on behalf of the
store, a franchisee, in announcing the
temporary closing last Friday.

The press release was also issued on be-

half of Ramco and Mayor Peter Trent.

“This is very significant,” Trent told the
Independent. “It's the manifestation of a
gentleman’s agreement we had.”

It confirms that Ramco has reserved
10,000 square feet on the ground floor of
the new building for the high-end grocery
store. It also states that a public terrace
“for which Ramco and the city will share
responsibility” will be available to West-
mount residents as well as “indoor public
parking.”

Metro spokesperson Genevieve Gré-
goire told the Independent, however, that
the “public parking” would be for the ex-
clusive use of 5 Saisons clients. There is a
separate parking level for condo residents.

The mayor’s statement notes in part the
cooperative effort of all three participants.
“Not only have we saved 5 Saisons, not
only will we have a superb new building,
but we will have also gained a fine public
square through the deal.”

Asked if he might take a leadership po-
sition on the executive, Trent said that
would have to be decided by the CMM.

“The whole issue of urban sprawl has
always interested me so this is one of the
reasons I want to get involved and lend my
voice to trying to rein it in,” Trent told the
Independent. Areas such as Mascouche, he
said, “are growing like mushrooms” to the

detriment of the central city.

It’s also a subject he treats in his forth-
coming book on the merger/demerger
issue, a topic he describes as having
wasted valuable time and energy that
could have been devoted to building a
stronger region.

He also finds “extremely worrisome”
the CMM’s latest land-use planning strat-
egy that introduces the concept of refer-
endum-free zones.

SALTED STREETS WOULD SAVE
MONEY, SUFFERING

On December 10, I crossed University
St at Sherbrooke [in Montreal]. With the
first step, I knew I was on sheer ice.
Clearly no salt was used. I slipped, fell
backwards, hit my head and became un-
conscious. When I came to, three gentle-
men and a lady lifted me up, sat me down
and called an ambulance.

I wish I could thank them. The ambu-
lance came quickly. Attendants sprayed
salt on the ice to get the stretcher out and
me to the Montreal General. X-rays were
taken, but no fractures were seen.

I was in terrible pain. Covered with
blankets, I was still freezing. Shivering, I
passed out. I thought, “This is my death.”

Suddenly my feet felt warm, then my
body. I felt immense joy to be brought
back to life. My deepest thanks to the staff
at the triage for their immediate reaction,
giving me a blood transfusion at the last
minute.

[ was not ready to die. I had a busy life.
A medic told me that blood had not been
going to my heart due to my bruises.

He also said that the city wanted to save
money by not spraying salt, but now they
get hundreds of people with broken limbs
to treat, which costs much more.

No fractures were seen even after the
second wrist x-rays, so I was sent home.
The pain got worse daily, until I was un-
able to walk. I collapsed and went by am-
bulance again to the Montreal General.

A CT scan showed sacrum, coccyx and
right wrist fractures. I was in corridors
until a bed was found at the Royal Victo-
ria. I needed twice-daily injections against
blood clots, as well as exercises with a
walker or cane.

I came home February 10 still in pain.
Today, almost five months later, I am not
yet pain free.

This is a great city and should not sub-
ject people to icy, unsalted streets and suf-
fering. I hope that “no salt on icy streets”
will ever happen again. I send my deepest
thanks to my wonderful friends, and all
my kind doctors and nurses.

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Impact on sloping roofs, garages, upper extensions

ReS|dents endorse building changes, call on

Only a handful of residents and archi-
tects attended a public consultation meet-
ing May 18 on proposed building changes
with far-reaching effects on upstairs ex-
tensions, the future of garages and the de-
sign of sloping roofs.

But those who spoke to the proposals
endorsed them heartily and called on the
city to go even further in the area of ac-
quired rights for vertical extensions and to
clarify some of its architectural regula-
tions.

It was time for the city to have another
roundtable with architects such as one that
had led to the current proposals, replied
Urban Planning commissioner Cynthia
Lulham, who chaired the meeting.

But the change that elicited the most
comments was one to grant vested rights
regarding lateral setbacks in the vertical
addition of houses that had been built
closer to the side property line than now
permitted.

This would allow for a second storey or
partial addition to be built upwards on an
existing structure without having to satisfy

today’s requirements regarding distance
from the side property line, which other-
wise could lead to “a very bad design,” ex-
plained Urban Planning director Joanne
Poirier.

She showed slides showing a “wedding
cake” effect that could result otherwise.

An example is a house built seven feet
from the side property line. Recent
changes in R1 and some R2 zoning areas,
however, increased this setback to 10 feet.
The proposed change would allow the
upper storey addition to be built out to the
limit of the existing house without having
to be recessed.

“One wonders if the city can extend this
type of provision to backyards as well,”
asked architect Bruce Anderson.

Ron Friedman, of Sunnyside Ave., en-
dorsed his suggestion saying that if it
could be done at the side, why not at the
back? “We certainly will look into it,” Lul-
ham said.

Another change calls for eliminating
the city’s current mandatory garage re-
quirement as long as parking space is
available behind the front building line.
This means new houses could be built

city for more

without a garage if the owner so chooses.

Hand in hand with this change is a pro-
vision allowing interior and exterior
garages to be converted into additional
“legal” living space such as a playroom,
gym or greenhouse. An exterior garage
could not be converted into a separate
dwelling, however.

Technical requirements for sloping
roofs were also relaxed by allowing a larger
flat area on top. The horizontal portion
would now be increased from 15 percent
to 40 percent of the total roof area to be
covered.

Architect Adam Borowczyk said he had
a few other suggestions including “mak-
ing some laws clearer,” prompting Lul-
ham’s suggestion to convene another
roundtable.

The meeting lasted less than half an
hour, breaking up when no more ques-
tions were raised. It seemed unlikely from
the tone of the proceedings that the pro-
posals would be challenged during an en-
suing legal process. At least 500 signatures
would be required on a register to force a
city-wide zoning referendum, said city
clerk Mario Gerbeau.

(psi) higher than their historical levels.
This means that in some locations the
pressure can be 135 psi.

This may need to be reduced so that the
pressure does not exceed the 80 psi maxi-
mum stated in the Canadian plumbing
code, according to city plumbing inspec-
tor Bill Sheckell.

Initial increases in pressure of about 15
psi began with the reactivation of Mon-
treal’s Lambert Closse pumping station
last November, Duffield explained.

Closure of water mains by Montreal

They were further heightened by 10 psi
with the closure of water main valves by
Montreal following the burst main on De-
carie April 17 (see April 26, p. 7). When
these valves were re-opened, however,
water pressure inexplicably decreased only
minimally, some 2 to 4 psi, he said.

Some buildings may already have pres-
sure regulators installed.

Supreme Court to
hear Rossy case

The Supreme Court of Canada has
agreed to hear an appeal of the case in-
volving the death of Gabriel Rossy in
2006. The 27-year-old was killed when a
Westmount tree fell on the car he was
driving along Cote des Neiges Rd. in a
summer storm.

No date was set for the hearing, said
assistant city clerk Nancy Gagnon.

The Supreme Court’s decision came
down May 19 after the city’s insurers,
Lloyd’s of London, asked the country’s
top court in January for leave to appeal
an earlier ruling of the Quebec Court of
Appeal.

The appeal court had cleared the way
for a possible suit against the city (see
February 1, p. 16). The victim’s family
had been seeking $1.3 million damages.

The case is considered to be an inter-
esting one, or even precedent setting,
since it involves the issue of whether the
mishap was a road accident covered by
Quebec’s no-fault insurance program or
an incident capable of being litigated in
the courts.

plex at 200 Lansdowne, has undergone
major plumbing work as a result.

The building is in the process of in-
stalling a pressure regulator, which had
never been done in its 24 years, according
to resident Andrew Liebmann. (See letter,
May 17, p 4). Because of the building’s size
and need to obtain more than one quote,
however, it is taking time and will be more
expensive than such a “fix” would be in a
private home.

“It’s really a simple solution,” he said,
adding: “We don’t want to wait until Mon-
treal fixes the problem.”

And that building isn’t the only one that
has voiced concerns, Duffield said.

Pressure fluctuates

The increase in pressure tends to fluc-
tuate depending on times of day and the
location of a house or building. Typically,
like 200 Lansdowne, those further down
the hill would be experiencing more ele-
vated water pressures than those higher

up.

Why a new arena and not more hours?

Councillor Patrick Martin, the chair of
the recreation centre committee, has in-
vited Westmounters to write him with
questions and comments about the proj-
ect and plan.

For reasons of space, Councillor Martin
has paraphrased the questions.

Why a new arena?

Why do we need a new arena? Why can
we not maintain and improve the one that we
already have? Will we be able to maintain the
new one? Does the current building have her-
itage significance?

— Audrey Juras, Redfern Ave.

The existing arena was built more than
50 years ago as an outdoor rink with a
roof, and later some flimsy walls were
added to protect from snow and cold
winds. It is a poorly constructed facility of
little architectural quality, as charming as
it may appear to some. Demand for ice
time exceeds by far the available capacity.
The building has no heritage significance
whatsoever. The swimming pools also are
50 years old and should no longer be
patched up. They need to be rebuilt, and it
would be a shame to not take advantage of
this reconstruction project to standardize
their size for swim meets, and add pool
and deck capacity to respond to popular
demand from residents.

The arena was constructed in an area
where there was once an old ravine, some
45 feet deep, one of many that had been
carved by thousands of years of water flow-
ing through to the Glen and down to the
St. Lawrence River. The ravines were filled

in about 100 years ago to allow for hous-
ing development. The soil at this site
therefore is of very poor quality, consisting
mostly of fill material from the debris of
old buildings in Montreal that were de-
molished 100 years ago to make way for
the construction of downtown department
stores and the like. Consequently, the ex-
isting arena was not built on normal foun-
dations, and rather had to sit atop a series
of steel piles driven to bedrock, about 105
feet below the surface (similar to the pile-
driving necessary today at the new MUHC
hospital site). This was a major undertak-
ing at the time.

The existing building and pool have
outlived their useful life. The arena is very
difficult and expensive to maintain and to
operate. It is thermally very inefficient and
expensive to heat; the roof structure is de-
caying; the locker rooms and washrooms
are a disgrace; there is no seating for par-
ents and other spectators; it does not meet
modern standards and building codes;
and it is too small to meet today’s demand.
The pool often leaks, and the water filtra-
tion system is outdated. In short, the facil-
ities must be replaced, and sooner rather
than later.

The new recreation centre will be much
more efficient to operate and to maintain,
and will respond to the requirements of
the larger community for decades to come.
It will be built on soil that is much more
stable, somewhat north of the existing site,
and will not require piles to bedrock. It will
include, at long last, meeting areas and a
café for older residents, full handicap ac-
cess, rooms for yoga and gymnastic activ-
ities, an expanded teen centre, and
modern offices for staff. And the under-
ground ice rink will create additional park
green space for the benefitof all. - PM

Graffiti-ridden plywood fence on Glen Yards hospital site, May 19

Driving along St. Catherine St. between
de Maisonneuve and Victoria, it’s easy to
spot the graffiti tags scrawled on the green
plywood fence on the McGill University
Hospital Centre (MUHC) construction
site near the CP rails. But don’t expect the
white paint to disappear any time soon.

Before that happens, Westmount and
Groupe immobilier santé McGill (GISM),
the partnership composed of SNC-Lavalin
and Innisfree that oversees the construc-
tion of the public/private MUHC project,
have to agree on who is responsible for the
clean-up. Westmount says it wants GISM
to do it; a spokesperson for GISM says no.

Construction group: We won’t paint

“We have no intention of repainting the
fence to cover the graffiti that would un-
doubtedly come back the very next day,”
says Diane Rivard, head of communica-
tions for GISM.

“We started painting the fence two
weeks ago and right the following day,
graffiti started to appear.”

Rivard points out that there is security
for the parking area on the other side of
the fence, as well as security agents pa-
trolling the whole site and a surveillance
camera system. However, in response to
complaints from Westmount residents
about the bright lights coming from the
parking area, those lights are now turned
off at 10 pm, which makes it difficult to
catch taggers in the act.

“The fence being installed close to
these lights, plus the fact that the opacity
of the fence cannot allow us to see on the
other side of it, make it difficult for us to
prevent graffiti artists from crossing the
fence on St. Catherine St., the CP rails and

fences on both sides of the CP rails when
it's dark at night. Rest assured that we will
increase our security measures around the
wooden fence to prevent any intruders
from coming onto the site,” she said.

Dave Sedgwick, director of Westmount
Public Security, said he is working with
SNC-Lavalin to find an equitable solution,
but was unable to say for sure who would
pay for the clean-up.

“It's a problem, sure,” said Sedgwick.

“It’s not pleasant to look at for someone
who has to look out their window. It’s a
matter of finding something that will be
suitable to all parties.”

Solution: hedges?

One idea being considered is to plant
high hedges against the fence.

“I don’t know that there’s a quick solu-
tion to it,” says Sedgwick.

“The fence will be there for two or three
years.”

As for who will pay for this at the end of
the day, the jury is still out on that one.

“That’s being looked into,” says Sedg-
wick.

“I think we have to decide what we have
to do and then who will be responsible for
it.”

to be found in all people and in all situa-
tions, Anusara is “heart-centered.”

“I like to say it’s like a workout for the
body, the mind and the heart,” Risman
said in an interview with the Independent.
