THE LAND BILL.
A Ty
LoxpoN, August 15.—Mr. Gladstone was

loudly ¢heered, thigafternoon, by a large crowd
at the eutrance to the Commons, The galleries
of the House were crowded. A large number of
Peers were present. Various petitions were pre-
sented, amid cheers from the Liberals, against
the House yielding to the amendment of the
Lords impairing the protection afforded tenants
by the Land Biﬁ.

Mr. Gladstone, replying to Mr. Parnell, said
there would be no preliminary statements re-
specting the Land Bill, but the House would

to consider the amendments oi the
ouse of hords forthwith.

Mr. Heally (Home Ruler) said he foresaw the
germs of a surrender in Mr. Gladstone's refusal
to make a distinct statement, o

The last amendment of the Lords striking
out the provision for staving proceedings for
debt, was adopted by 196 to 70, after severe re-
marks by the Parnellites against t' e Govern-
ment. A committee was then appointed to
draw up reasons for the action of the House,

Mr. Gladstone said he did not wish to have
the word * compromise” applied to the ﬁm-
cecdings of the Government. The House had
trusted the Covernment so far, and he hoped
would continue to trust it.

Un wmotion of Mr. Gladstone, the first amend-
meut of the House of Lords, excluding from
the right of free sale tenancies on which per-
manent improvements have been made by the
landlord, was agreed to.

Mr. tladstone’s motion to disagree with the
Lords’ amendment, regarding the Ulster tenant
right custom, was adopted. The amendment
imposing closer limit upon the sums to he
given as compensation for disturbance was
struck out.

The Lords’ amendment empowering thae
Land Court to refuse an application for fixing
fair rent where the tenant has allowed a hold-
ing to becor.¢ deteriorated was di ed with.
The amendment giving the landlord power of
reswmnption at the endof the firat statutory term
was struck out. The aw..ndment omitting the

rovision that a lessee at the expiration of his
Rsm be deembd a present tenant was nega-
tived.

-Mr. Gladstone proposed the acceptance of an
amendment, giving, in regard to lease.holders,
the griri}ege of appea! from the decision of the
Land Court to the Court of Appeal, with the

“limitation that leave of the Court be obtained

in each case. The amendment so altered was
agreed to. Thon followed the adoption of an
amendment striking out the provisions for stay-

Mr. Dillwyn (Liberal) said he sincerely
hoped no material concession would be made
to an irresponsible body like the House of
Lords.

Mr. Grant (Liberal) said he would feel it his
duty, if s large concession was made, to vote
against the Government.

Mr. Gladstone replied that he was not sur-
prised at these statements, and it was un-
necessary to repeat the declarations he had
already made respecting the main principles of
the Bill. i

Mr. Gladstone assented to the amendment of
the Lords, authorizing the Land Court, if it saw
fit, to awanrd to a landlord who had bought upa
tenant, the right of holding compensation out
of the price paid when the holding changed
hands. He also assented to several verbal
amendments, and then moved to to an
amendment of the Lords, giving the landlord
access to the Land Court when he failed to come
to an agreement with his tenant, the amend.
ment being finally agreed to.

The Stondard savs there is no longer any
doubt that the Bill will become law without
difficulty. The amendments accepted and
changes made by the Government were the re-
sult of negotiations with the Oppasition, and it
is understood that Lord Salisbury will ask the
House of Londs to accept the Bill as returned
from the Commons.

The Daily News says it is understood that the
Lords will accept the revision of their amend.
ments by the Commons, and before the end of
next week the Bill will receive the royal assent,
Armangements have beenmade for a great meet.
ingin London to give an expregsion of opinion
on the conduct of the lLords. The Parnellites
claim that the Bill is seriously damaged, and
they will require two weeks now to discuss the
Irish executive.

The meeting of the Committee of the Federa-
tion Liberal Associations to-day, in referénce to
the action of the House of Lords on the Land
Bill, was wery numeronsly attended. Messrs.
Lawson, Monk, Collings, Frith and Barron,
members of Parliament, were present. Resolu-
tions were passed declaring that the Lords had
mutilated the Land Bill in the interest
of land owners, s0 as to render it
wholly  unacceptable, and - urging the
Government to adhere firmly to the Bill
as it finally left the House of Commons, and to
resist the dictation of a cluss majority in the
House of Lorda. It was also resoived that the
action of the House of Lords raises a constitu-
tional question tending, directly to compel the
country to consider the possibility of maintain-
ing a system which will enable an irrespensible
Chamber to defeat the will of the nation. Mr.
Gladstone to-day received a hundred messages
and letters from Liberal clubs and other organ-
'az.a;iom urging the Government to remain

rm.

Earl Pembroke declares that the cry that the
amendments of the House of Lords to the Land
Bill are an attack on the principle of the Bill is
untrue.  The amendments dealing with the
termination of existing leases only restores the
Bill to the shape in which it entered the
Commons. The obstinate injustice of the Gov-
ernment towards the landlords, he says, is the
sole cause of the deadlock.

PRESIDENT GARFIELD.
Alarmi Bym'rwnn — The President
Complete! rostrated — Excitement
at the W House.

WasnINGTON, August 15, 6:30 p.m.—The
irritability of the President’s stomach returned
during the afternoon, and he has vomited three
times since 1 o'clock. Althongh the afternoon
rise of temperature is less than it has been for
several days his pulse and respiration are more
frequent, so that his condition is on the whole
less satisfuctory. His pulse’is now 130, temp.
99.6, resp. 22, . -

8:30 p.m.—At this hour the information ob-
tained from the attending surgeons is to the
effect that, while the indications are that the
President’s wound ig doing very well and is &
parently not the cause of the present trouble,
the fact cannot be concealed that the patient is
extremely weak, and that his disability is such
as to cause anxiety. It has been determined not
to disturb his stomach by permitting him to
eat for the present, and nourishment is ‘being
administered by means of injections. The sur-
grons explain the difficulty by asserting that
the President's stomach has failed to respond
as it should, hence the determination to inject
nourishment. There is a decided feeling of
anxiety among the members of the Cabinet
and attending surgeons, and at this writing,
the situation is at least very grave. Nothing
has been heard from the sick-room during the
last hour, and the Cabinet officers are mow in
waitlngd’to ihm the latest news. MacVeagh
ust said, in response to a guesti “We
{un heard nothing since the bnl‘l,:t!ln was
issued. Of course, we are very anxious.
We expect to hear something very
soon.” The following cablegram was sent
to Lowell at 8.30 this evening by the

11.30 p.m.—Although there has been a feel-
ing of anxiety at the Executive Mausion all
day, moalarm was felt regarding the President’s
condition until late this afternoon. The fuct
that none of the attending surgeons have en-
tered the business apartinents of the Mansion
during the day occasions an unfavorable suspi-
cion, which the evening bulletin proved wus
warranted. Since the bulletin was issued, there
have been constant arrivals ofanxious enquirers
at the White House. The room of Private
Becretary Brown has been crowded all the even-
ing. Among those first to arrive were James
and MacVeagh. Shortly after came Assistant-
Becretury of State Hill : Windom, Kirkwood and
Hunt, Elmer, First Comptroller Lawrence, Gen.
Walker, Justice Harlan, Gen, Sherman, Gen.
Drum and many more of prominence. Mr.
Lincoln is in New York, and Mr. Blaine in
New Hampshire. Both have been communi-
cated with oconcerning the serious condition of
the President. Lincoln is expected here to-
morrow. One of the attendants upon the
President said at 10.30 p.m. that he did not
consider the President's condition necessarily
alarming, although it certainly warrauted
anxiety. He had not vomited during the past
six hours and his sleep had been perfectly
natural. In the opinion of this gentleman
everything is being done for the patient that

fessional skill can suggest and he
erls guite sure morning will show an
improvement.  Members of the Cabinet left
the mansion for their homes about 11 o'clock,
at which hour the patient was sleeping natural-
ly and quietly. Drs. Bliss and Reyburn remain
at the Mansion during the night. Mr. Hitt
deemed it advisable at a late hour to-night to
inform Mr. Blaine of the unfaverable change in
the President’s condition, in order that he
might return to Washington. Theauxiety here
to-night isﬁreater than at any time since the
Sﬁlnd&y followiag the day the President was
shot.

2 a.m.—Everything is quiet in the vicinity
of the sick room. The physicians on duty are
dozing, and the watchers in the President’s
room cannot be seen. Nothing has been
observed since midnight, to indicate any inter-
ruption of the natural slumber which the Pres-
ident was then enjoying.

New York, August 15.—The Post’s Wash-
ington special says the physicians have given
the President all the stimulating tood he could
bear. It may be that they Tver-estimated his
ability to digeat. The night-mare which the
President had on Suuday morning indicates
that he suffers from indigestion. He awoke in
terror from a dream that the doctors were dis-
secting him, and was completely unnerved. It
is said by some persons, who should kunow, that
the disturbed state of the President’s stomach
is due largely to a free use of brandy. Dr.
Agnew, in a communication, shows in detail
how he was misrepresented in a recent state-
ment in reference to the President's case.

The Brooklyn Eagle’'s Washington special
says_the medical profession agree that the fail-
ure of the President to enjoy good rest last
night is a terrible strain upén his system.
Stomachic irritability and vomiting are alarm-
ing symptoms, taken in connection with the
high pulse and temperatute of this morning, the
period when the President should be free from
extreme excitement, and the bad night cannot
be attributed to a want of careful dressing of
the wound, ss Dr. Bliss performed the opera-
tien wjith his usual care and thoroughfiess. At
half-past twelve to-day the President was great-
ly Eomstmwd

NDON, August 16.—Great excitement was
caused throughout the city last night over the
report of the death of President Garfield.

THE ARCTIC REGIONS.

Bemains of a Lost Whaling Veasel

Foand—The Search for the ‘“Jean-

neste.”

8ay Frawcisco, Cal.,, Angust 15.—The
following intelligence has been received from
the Arctic Region:—Capt. Hooper, of the
Revenue Cutter ¢ Corwin," received intelli-
gence of the discovery of wrecked whalers by
Indians, on May 20, and at once sent out a
sledge party under Lieutenant Herring to in-
vestigate it. The patty landed on Koluchinim
Island, on June 2nd. and made their way over
the ice westward to the mouth of the
Wankerem River, a hundred miles from Cape
Serdze, where they fell in with a party of
natives, in whose possession were found some
articles taken from the wreck. The party
also saw and talked with natives who boarded
the wreck and exhibited two piles of ar-
ticles which they said they had taken
from her. A pair of spectacles, marine glasses,
knife and other articles were surrendered and
have been forwarded to Washington. The na-
tives said the wrecked vesscl carried a pair of
reindeer horns on the end of her jib-boom. The
 Vigilant" is known to have carried such or-
naments, and is said to be the only one in the
whaling fleet having such, which leads to the
conclusion that the wreck was that vessel. Her
cabin was full of water, masts gone, and four
deuad bodies were found in her. The natives
sald the dead even looked as though they had
been dend many moons ; that the skin
of their faces was withered and drawn
tight. From this it is  sur-
mised that the vessel was wrecked as far
back as the Winter of 1879, The party bein
unable to go further westward on account o
melting snow, Emeded to Cape Berdze and
were picked :E y the * Corwin " on June 29th.
They travelled in all a hundred and thirty or
forty miles. The mildness of the previous
Winter and the thinness of the ice gave Captain
Hooper strong hopes of being able to reach and
explore Wrangel Land and at the same time to
search-for the ** Jeannette.”" Fears are enter-
tained that some whalers were lost, as early in
July, large quantities of oil were seen by natives
in the water.

It seems almost superfluous to have to state
that the self-styled Baron de Longueuil, the
writer of the above letter to a man in Nova
Scotia, is an impostor, as his letter itself bears
the stamp of fraud ugnon every page and besides
his imposture was t! hly exposed in THE
STAR several years ago. But as it scems that
he is still operating in Nova Scotia and else-
where at a distance and receiving more or less
credence as well as cash from many poor El-opla,
it is perhaps necessary to give his past history
a little ainng once more.

It may be as well to state by way of a preface
that some few years a well known advocate
of this city was ullo:ig[:lpon in his capacity as
honorary solicitor for the German Society by
Mr. Munderloh, German Consul, and intro-
duced to a man whom he said had applied to
the Society for assistance and advice.

AcapExy or Music.---At this house last evening
was produced Colville’s sensational drama * The
World.” As was indicated in the advance notices
and announcements “‘The World" depends for
success upon the excellence of its scenic and me-
chanical appointments and effects. As a rule
first night performances are not favorable to such
productions, and lust evening furnished no exeop-~
tion to the rule. The play is a five act one, hav-
ing eight tablesux, on each of which the curtain
was dropped; the waits between the falling
and rising of the curtain were long and tedious,
and though the orchestra struggled valiantly to
fill the gaps they were nevertheless very apparent.

His Condition This Morming BSlightly
More Faverable.

‘WasHINGTON, August 16, 4 a.nx.—The Pre-
sident awoke about half-past three and expe-
rienced slight nausea, which soon passed away.
Soon after a natural operation of the bowels oc-
curred. At this hour Dr. Bliss reports his
pulse firmer and no quicker, and the patient
more comfortable.

4.45.—The only information that can be ob-
tained from the physicians this morning is that
there has been an improvement in the frequency
and character of the President's pulse during
the night. This morning it is not only less
frequent, but more firm.

Official.—8.30 a.m. —The President was
somewhat restless and vomited several times
during the early part of the night. Since three
o'cl this mornidg he has not vomited and
has slept tranquilly most of the time. Nutricious
encmala (injections) are successfully employed
to sustain him. Altogether the symptoms ap-
pear less urgent thap yesterday afternoon. At
present his Eulne is 110; temperature, 98.6;

LATEST MAIL NEWS.
Ireland.

The Arms deposited at Claremorris and Bal-
lindine Constubulary barracks, under the Arms
Act, have been removed to Castlebar, whence
they wiil be despatched to the Government
stores for better sufety.

A Land League fair was held in Dunmanway,
County Cork, in opposition to the usual statute
fair, at which tolls are paid to Colonel Shuld-
ham. The police warning to the public not to
buy or sell proved ineffectual.

Mr. Thomas Nagle, the auctioneer who was
Boycotted in Cork for conducting the Sheriff's
sales at Limerick, has written to the sul-Sheriff
of Limerick resigning his post us auctioneer
there, adding that he wishes to live at peace
with his fellow citizens.

A Land ¢ Branch in the neighborhood
of Elphin has expelled four of its members for
having assisted the Emergency Committee
while engaged in the neighborhood. Another
of the mnembers has also been expelled for of-
fering for a forbidden farm.

The sixteen members, including tellers, who
voted against Mr. Parnell's suspension, all be-
longed to the Home Rule party. The majority
included a large number of Conservatives,
among whom were Sir Stafford Northcote, Sir
Richard Cross, Lord Sandon, &c.

Mad dogs are reported to be at large in dif-
ferent parts of the County Armagh and County
Monaghan. At Fortdingleton an ass which
was bitten is suffering from rubies, and is so
violent that it will allow no person to approach
it. 1tisconstantly endeavoring to hit its head
against the wall. A mad dog also bit a child,
two dogs, and a cat, at Richhill, County Ar-
magh, before it was destroyed.

Cardinal Manning has written acknowledg-
ing the receipt of the Irish Members of Parlia-
ments’ address to Pope Leo X1I1. The Cardinal
states he will forward the Irish Catholic Mem-
bers’ letter with pleasure, and he is sure the
Pope will see in it evidence of unity between
English and Irish Catholics. He adds it is a
source of consolation that the little he has been
able to do or say for Ireland is not unknown to
the signers of the address.

Emigration has almost ceased from the Liffey.
The dull, dead Summer season appears to have
sttg»ped the exodus from the West, but in the
o * it is certain to revive, and Connaught
will again take the premier place in the deple-
tion of Ireland. Manitoba, it appears, is now
engaging considerable attention in the West,
and it is not unlikely that if the Government
Land Bill passes, the emigration clauses will
find large favor in this province.

Amongst four evictions which took place on
the Kenware estate was that of the hon. secre.
tary of the Killarney Lund League, Mr. Michael
Warren, whose eviction was for one year's
rent, including the ‘‘hanging” or current gale
of his farm of%rumhall, adjoining this tewa,
and which came within the category of *fown
arks.””  Mr. Warnn offered the g.nle's rent,

ut it was refused at Lord Kenmare's local es-
tate office unless the current gale, bringing the
year's rent up to £52, was also offered, which
Mr. Warren refused to pay. Two of the other
tenants evicted wete members of the Killarney
Land League, one of them, John Healy, having
owed four gales mp to May last, amounting to
£50 ; the second tenant, John Fleming, owed
£30, but he was put back as caretaker. Te-
day Mr. Warren's meadowing growing im
Drumhall is to be auctioned off at the instance
of the Earl of Kenmare, by the Sub-Sheriff for
Kerry, and Healy’s meadowing is to be similar-
ly disposed of in the conrse of the week.

A man named William Murray, aged about
60, residing at 4 Eliza street, Belfast, has died
in the Royal Hospital from the effects of injuries
inflicted, it is alleged by his son, in the course
of a quarrel. On the 2l1st it appears Murray
had been at the Maze races, and returned home
in the evening under the influence of drink.
He went direct home for the purpose of getting
some moncy from his wife, and she, seeing the
state in_which he was, refused to give him
any. Violent words between them was
the result. William Murray, aged 17, fearing
that his mother ight receive injuries inter-
fered on her behalf. An altercation between
father and son then ensued, and the latter, in
order to save himself from a blow which he be-
lieved his father was about to give him, lifted
an old yard brush and dealt his father a blow
on the forchead, fracturing the frontal bone.
The injured man fell in an insensible condition
on the floor. He was removed to the Royal
Hospital where he died yesterday (Friday)
morning. In the meantime, the son William
has been remandedl on a charge of assaulting
his father, but it is probable he will be brought
up immediately on the capital charge. -

An eviction, remarkable in many respects,
took place yesterday, within a few mi?fs of
Millstreet, on the property of Dr. Thompson,
of Wicklow. e sherifi’s assistant was
assisted by a force of 100 policemen, under
Sub-Inspectors Sharkie and Keran, and 40 men
of the 80th Regiment, under Major Anderson.
The tenant to be evicted was a man named Cor-
nelius Dennehy, who, some time ago, gave up
peaceable poasession on being forgiven a year
and a half's rent, and receiving £28 in cash.
A few days afterwards the tenant was found in

ssession, having alleged that he was put back
by an armed party, and he persistently refused to
give up possession.to his landlord. No re-
sistance was offered and the eviction was
promptly carried out, The wife aud children
of the tenant knelt down in the yard and in-
voked the most fearful maledictions upon the
heads of those present. The proceedings were
scarcely completed when the thatch of the
house was set on fire and the roof was destroy-
ed. The walls were subsequently levelled by
two Orange laborers. Two huts were erected
in a field near the late farmstead, and here Dr. 9

that man may have desérved his objection or
his hostility. He may not deal with his rent,
however much he may justly think it ought to
be raised. He may not alter the construction
of his estate ; he may not unite farm tq farm
and consolidate farms whith appear to need it.
He may not even select place where
the cottages of the laborers are to be built,
but it is .to be selected for him with-
out his consent in ' any part of his
land. My Lords, thisis according to no defini-
tign of landlord or landowner that has been
known in any civilized part of the world. This
is not a landlord. He is something between
two different characters. He is a sort of mort-
gagee upon  the estate with an uwncertain and
precarious hold npon his income—he is, in fact,
a head agent to Sergeant O'Hagan and his col-
leagues. (Hear, hear.) And the noble Lord op-
ite seems to think that is quite reasonable.
?:u one answer of the noble Lord is that thisis
the custom of Ulster. But it isnot the custom
of Ulster. (Hear, hear.) In the custom of Ul-
ster there alwuys remained in the background
an ahsolute domination over the transactions of
the landlord, and itis to that arrmngement, and
to that arrangement only, that the prosperity
of Ulster is due. Do not attempt to claim
the exawple of Ulster in favor of an
arrangement where every atom of man-
agewent is takeu out of' the hands of the land-
lord, and where the other tribunal is rather
hosule to the landlord and fuvorable to the
tenant. But supposing we admit it to be the
custom of Ulster, how shall we describe the
proposal to confer that custom upon the tenants
of the rest of Ireland in places where it has not
grown up, and therefore in places where the
consideration it doubtless represents has never
been given ! 1 will quote two authorities. My
first is Mr. Chichester Fortescue—(laughter)—
who said, in 1370 :—** Having looked closely
into this matter, 1 fully consider that there are
great doubts whether what is vaguely called
tie extension of the Ulster custom to the
rest of Ireland would | be fuir either to the
landlords or the temants of thut part of
the conntry."” (Hear, hear.) That is what Mr.

That is Sir Roundell
Palmer (iaughter in which the Lord Chancellor
joined), who said en the 10th of March, 1870,
“ But when the right honorable member for
Liskeard (Mr. Horsinan) states that the exten-
sion of the Ulster custom to the rest of Ireland
was open for our consideration, I must say
that that does appsar a manifest violation of
the principles of justice, and to be impossible
if we mean to respect these principles.”

They have sent
political economy to Jupiter and Saturn.
(Laughter.) In discussihg this matter I am not
referring to those foolish ats which a Min-
ister of the Crown did not think it beneath
him to use in the last session of Parliament.
The House of Lords was bound to exercise
its privileges to the best of its conscience, and
the moment it ceases to do so it practically
ceases to exist. The state into which Ireland
has been allowed to fall by the laches of the
Government must greatly govern us in deciding
upon the course we shall take. It is evident
that even if we rejected the bill we should not
get rid of the danger to which I recently advert-
ed—the apprehensions which would continue
to haunt the landlord and the knowledge on the
part of the tenant that he is able by his agita-
tion to force the Government on his side and
the House of Commons on his side.

A celluloid renovatar that is largely
used is made by W. Nomis, 209 East 22nd
Smft, New Yeork city and can be procured by
mail.

SuescriBER.—How are eggs packed in lime
and water and what other ingredients are used t
Axs.—The lime is prepared as follows: § b,
each of lime and salt are dissolved in each
gallon of water; a keg or tub ishalf filled and
the eggs are carefully placed in the liguor from
a plate or dish. When the tub will hold no
more it is covered ahd kept in a cool place.
The ezgs must be fresh. Aunother method is to
dip the eggs in a mixture of beeswax and sweet
oil melted together and pack them in pounded
charcoal with the small end down. Egzs have
been kept good for two years in this way.

J. R. B.—How can I catch and tame some
wild caparies that come into my garden? Axs.
—Tlase are not canaries bug birds of the linnet
tribe- with . yellow plumage. Canaries are
natives of northern Africa and the adjacent
islands, but are bred largely in Germany and
England in private establishments as a matter
of business. They cannot stand our Winter
climate.

J. F. R.—What will remove black ink stains
out of white shirts? Axs.—Lay the linen on
a table and wet the spot with water; then lay
upon the spot a pinch of *salts of lemon ™’
(which is oxalic acid) powderrd finely and
leave it for a few hours. Thenrinse it in clean
water. 1f the stain is not all gone ropeat the
application. '

1. D.—How can I keep ants out of sugar
and other things in the closets:or bureaus ! Axs.
—First clean out the closet or bureau and wash
it with het water and borax. Then tack all
around the base board of the closet about three
inches from a parrow strip of lath, and paint-
this with molasses in which some, finely powder-
ed sugar of lead has been dissolved and keep it
covered with it for a few days. Tie a string
dipped in the same around the feet of the
burcan or let them stand on small pieces of
shinlge covered with the mixture. The ants
will stop to eat thisand that will be the ¢nd of
them.

A READER.—What is the compesition of
the best baking powders. Cannot these be
made at home of substances known to be pure
and wholesome ! Axs.—Baking powders are
made of an alkaline carbonate and an acid.
When these are mixed in solution the acid
combines with the alkali dnd sets free the car-
bonic acid gas which escapes into the dough
and fills it full of small bubbles. This is what
mukes the bread light. As the alkali and acid
are kept in the shaps of a salt it is important
that these should not be injurious to health.
The best and most wholesome ders are
made of tartaric acid 6§ parts and 7} of
carbonate of soda. These yuantities erthier in
grains, drams, ounces or pounds perfectly neu-
tralize each other producing earbonic acid and
tartrate of soda which is not hurtful in the
least. This mixture, however, acts  very

uickly and the {mdet should be mixed
thoroughly with the flour while it is dry.
Another powder which acts slowly is made qf
18 parts of cream of tarter and 7} parts of car-
bonate of soda. This is equally free from ob-
jection. The mixture should be made in bulk
and kept in a corked bottle in a dry place, as
without moisture there is no action. The re-
quired number of © unces could be used in the
mixture conveniently.
