18.- One of the Conservatives only polled

61 votes, while the other Conservative se-

enred 944 ballots. The candidate-elect had

908, and the Patrona’s candidate made the

amazing total of 804 votes. This proves,

certainly, that the Patrons of Industry are

making great headwayin the west, and they

will be a power at the next general elec-

tions, both Federal and Local. Already,

they have succeeded in electing several of

their men to the Legisiature. The Patrons

of Industry are, it must be remembered,

not identical with the P. P. A. organiza

tion. The former body is composed of

husbandmen, and they are working for

the agricultural interests of the country.

It is their prime aim to return to Parlia-

ment, farmers, and men identified with

the agricultural progress of the country,

so that their views and aspirations

may be properly put before the people.

ANOTHERANARCHIST =OUT-
RAGE.

SEVERAL PERSONS INJURED.
 

POLICE COMMISSARIES THREAT-
ENED.

THEY EXPLODE A BOMB.

Paris, Feb. 20—A bomb exploded at
about two o'clock this morning ina email
hotel, 63 Rue St. Jacques. The hotel si.
tuated in the rear of the College of France.
The proprietress of the place, a woman named
Calabresi, and two jodgers, were injured.

Yesterday afternoon two strangers, one of
whom gave his name as Rarique, inquired
for apartments in the hotel. They
were shown a room on the second
floor, which they declared satisfied
them and they engaged it. They spent a
short time in the room and then leit, re-
marking casually as they passed out that
they woull be back in the evening.

hey did not return, however, and Mme.
Calubreai, who became slightly suspicious of
her new lodgers, went 10 their room to see if
they had brought any luggage. The hotel.
keeper was alarmed 10 see a bomb lyiog on a
shelf in the room. Without waiting to ex-
amine it, she ran from the room and in.me-
diately sent for the police.

While awaiting for the coming of the
ofhicers Madame Calabresi told two of her
lodgers of her discovery and in company with
them went to the room.
As the door of Lhe room opened, there was

a terrific explosion, which made a terrific
wreck of the room and everything in it.
Every window pane in the house was blown
into atoms. The landlady and the two
lodgers with her were badly injured. Hud
they had time to enter the room they would
have been killed.
Notwithstanding the early hour the news

of Lhe outrage spread an:l the streets in the
vicinity were soon swarming with people.
The greatest excitement prevailed. The

lice arrived tly and a cordon was
established about tne hotel, through which
nobody save officials were allowed to piss.
There are three theories to account for the

explosic Oneis that the bomb had a tine
fuse attachesto it, though so far as can be
learned no smoke was seen ascending any
where in the vicinity of the bomb, Another
is that the bomb contained some acid solu-
tion that s0sked throagh cotton or other
material ontil it reachedthe explosive in the
tx1tom of the infernal machine. The third
tueoryistkatthe opening of the door de-
strayed the equilibrium of the bomb, which,
toppling over, fell to the lluor, exploding by
concussion.
As yet the polices have not the slightest

clye to tha ilentity of the miscreants who
laced tie bombin the room.
Madame Calabreri in dying from the effects

of iujuri x ned. She received a ter-
rible wounl in the stomach.

The excitment caused by this outrage was
added to wien it wan ancertained this morn
ing that an attempt had been made to blow

or at least injure the buillings of the
try of Foreign Affairs, on the Quai

D'Orsay. A metal tube wus found lyiog at
the entrance of the Foreign Office, which it
was suspected was loaded with dyusmite.
The tuba waa turned over to the police, who
will have its contents examiner.
A bombsimilar 10 the one that exploded

in the hotel at No. 69 Rue St. Jacques was
discuveredin another small hotel at No. 67
Faubourg St. Mastin. Fortunately the latter
bomb was fond aud safely removed before
any damage hail been done, Ib ie believed,
and all the evidence thes far secured points
to the conclusion, that the two men who
causedthe cutrage at the firat mentioned hotel
were carrying oat a plot to cause explosions
in different parts of Lhe city. A close search
will be made of all the hotels,large and small,
to see if the men left bombe in any others.
The hotels are already sulferere from the

scare caused by the Anarchists snd iti
probable that the latest demonstration of the
willingness of the Anarchists to spread the
“propagande by the ac:” will ceune a further
falling uil in their receipts. The police are at
their wits’ end to discover the perpetrators
of the Rue De Jacques outrage The peaple
are beginning to lose confidence in the au-
therit ing able to pat an end to Anar-
chistic erime. It was only yesterday that «o-
wictliary visits were made toone hundred
and fifty houses occupied by Anarchists aud
the net result was the captureof a lot of
literature, but no explosives. This fact, taken
in connection with this morning's explosion,
in thought by the general public to indicate
that the police are powerless to prevent the
Avarchists from manufscturiog and using
explosives.

t has transpired that Police Commissary
Dresch received a letter, signed ‘Ravalky,”
aonouncing that the writer was about to com-
mit suicide st an hotel in the Faubourg Se,
Martine The Potice Commissary went to the
place expecting that he would find the body
of a dead man. He opened the door of a room
containing a bomb and discovered it. The
whole thing, it is thought, was a plot to kill
M. Dresch, but it failed to work, the bomb
not exploding. M. Dreschin the officer who
arrested Ravachol.
M. Girard, the chief of the municipal labo-

ratory, has made a proposal to explode the
bomb with electricity in the place where it
waa found, in order to study the effects of
the explosion. The residents of Lhe house
have ai left, fearing that the experiment
might be carried out while they werein. M.
Lepine, the Prefect of Police, declines to as-
sent to the proposal until he consults with M.
Raynal, M er of the Interior,
M. Pelonio, the Police Commissary in the

Sochonne district, in which the hotel” in Rue
St. Jacques is located, also received a letter
similar to the one recived by M. Dresch, but
he did not go to the hotel until after the ex-
plosion occurred.
M. Rsynal referred the proposal of M.

Girard to the Cubinet and a council wes held
at the Elysee Pulace to consider Lhe matter.
The result was that M. Girard was author-
zed to earry out the experiment by placing a
dynamite cartridge on ench side of the bomb
aud exploding them by meaus of an electric
battery. When everythiog was ready for
the explosion every window of the surround.
ing houses was packed with spectators. The
police baving driven the people off the street
in the immediate vicinity, Police Prefect
Lepine gave the order to turn on Lhe current
and there was a sudden detonation like the
explosion of a cannon. The room was com-
pletely wrecked and fitled with the odor of
pierie acid. The projectiles, hob mails and
hits of zine, were scattered all over. M.
Girard ssys that the bomb wasevidently
splendidly made.
