QUEBEQ, September 8, —Mr. Wm. Raa, of
Allan, Rae & Co., called upon the Provinelal
Secretary tu ascertanin whether the procla-
mation affected steaniships already on their
way to the Bt Lawrence. He was told that
if the steamship companles gave the au-
thorities & proper opportunity fur deallng
with the passengers, especially the steerage

assengers, they would be permitted to
and bhere. Mr. Hao acknowledged that
the restriotion was In the Interest of both
company and publie, and promised to cable
to Liverpool asklug the company not
to accept stearage or Intermediate passen-
gers until this proclamnation Is revoked, so
what the steamehips on the way over will be
recaived.

Hon. M. Pelletier asked Dr. Lachapella to
make similar arrangements with the steam-
ship companies in Montresl, He wlll be
iiven carte blanche to deal with the passen-
sers of steamehips now on thelr way as he
deems it.

THE LIQUOR TRAFFIC, t

The Commission Resumes Its Work at
Quebee.

Quepeo, Boptomber 8.—Tha Royal Com-
misslon on the Ligquor Trafle met agaln
yesterday morning. Dr.McKEay, proprietor
of the Belmont retreat, testilied that about 50
per cent. of the patients go out cured. The
average number of inmates in the Institu-
tion for Lhe year is 300 or 400. Boine of the
patients relurn soveral Limes, Thelr ages
rayge all the way from 18 to 60, As o
general rule thoy ara the offspring of
parents who drink. It takea four montha
to effect a cure. Many of the patlents
brought to the institution have beon vietime
of impure nnd aduiterated liguor.,

Mr, Wilham Rae, of Allaus, Rac & Co.,
did not Lbink It desirable to pass a prohlbi-
tory law, lo would be interfering with the

Jrights  and libertles of the subject. L

passed such a law would be avsolutely lm-
possiblo to enforece. He would favor the
placiog of tho sale of liguor In honest hands
whether il was by high license or oltherwlze,

Mr. J. I'remont, mayor of Quebec, was In
favor of placing the pollce under an Inde-
pendent board. He was in favor of engour-
lglug the sale of lliht wines.

Judge Andrews Lhought that prohivition
waa neither just nor politie, nor vould it
suceessfully enforced, and a law vot en-
forced had a demoralizing effect and weak-
ened Lhe people's respect for all law. I it
was found Impossible to enforco a license
taw, how much more difficult would 1t be to
enforce prohibition, especlally when, as ne
balleved to ve the case, the majority of the
people wors pot in favor of its enactment,

Mr. Vietor Chatpauvert, president of the
Board of Trade, deolined to glve any dellnlia
opialon on the subject ot prohiblition,

Mr. L. % Jonoas, M. P. for (Gaspe, sald that
all the parishes in bls county but one were
undera probibitory elause of the llcensa law,
but In each of them there wers Len or twelve
places where llquor was scld illegally. He
belloved there was less drinking under the
licenss Jaw, Licenses were not granted In
these parishes because the priests objected,

Mr. James Lemoine, inspector of Inland
Revenus, said that lllicli disiillation was
comparatively insignilicant as to gquantity.
The great trouble was the sinuggling, which
was carried on Lo an enormous extent,
Since May, $100,000 worth of smuggied
liguor had been eelzed, and he did not
think this was one-tbird of the quantity
smugiied.

Hon, Joly de Lotbinlere advocated the
lesgening of the duties on light wines and
beer and lnereasing Lhose nn spirita,

Mr, Brosvan, comptroller of provineial re-
venue, had had a report made to him re-
celitly a8 to the places where liquor was
sotd lor wedloinal purposes. In one parish
one month's sales show Lhat liguor sold oun
orders o! two aoctors and the parish priest
averaged more than a boltle Lo each bead
of the populatlon. Uther parishes were
pearly aé bad., It would be too expenslve to
splorce pronibitlon.

Sullivan’s last encounter was under old
style rules with J, Klraio, In Richburg,
Miss., in July, 1889, He won In seventy-tive
rounds.
