STEAMER SUNK
IN A COLLISSION

The Alleghany Goes Down
After Colliding With the

Pomaron.

New York, Feb. 2—~The Hamburg-
American line steamer Allegheny,
which left here yesterday for Central
America and the West Indies, sank
75 miles west-northwest of Cape
Henry, off the Virginia coast, after a
collision with the British steamer
Pomaron, according to wireless des-
patches received here to-night. The
Pomaron, with the passengers and
crew of the Allegheny on board and
convoyed by the revenue cutter Onon-
dago, is making slowly for port, the
message said.

Farlier wireless messages to-day
had told of the collision as occurring
in latitude 3748, longitude 74, but
stated that although the Allegheny
was badly damaged, it was believed
she could reach port under her own
power.

To-night's advices, although mea-
gre, are to the effect that the damage
to her hull was far more serious than
was at first supposed, and that she
sank not far from the point where the
collision occurred, the Pomaron tak-
ing on board the sinking liner's pas-
sengers and crew.

The Pomaron's bow was badly stove
in, but the wireless advices were that
she was apparently holding well
through a moderate sea with a strong
nothwesterly breeze blowing.

The revenue cutter Onondago has-
tened 1o the seene-of the collision.in,
respaonse to wireless calls, and she re-1
ported to-night that she had “picked
up” the Pomaron 25 miles east-south-

In Montreal — Mr, Mederic

Montreal, Feb. 2—Mr. Maderic
Martin, alderman-elect in Papineau
Ward, made an allegation to-day that
an attempt was made to bribe him.
He states that he was offered $3,000

To the Editor of the Chronicle:—

Sir,—~The interesting letter of Mr,
Fred. C. Wurtele fairly and clearly
states the views of mamy Canadians.
In its.final analysis it is a proposal
that the Canadian Government should
borrow money, in all probability from
British investors, to enable a condi-
tional contribution to the Government
nf the United Kingdom, for the pur-
pose of building in Great Britain ad-
ditional line-of-battle  men-of-war,
such vessels to be stationed on the
Atlantic and Pacific Coasts of the Do-
minion, manned by British sailors and
presumably maintained at the ex-
pense of the United Kingdom.

Without any desire to discuss the
naval question, I shall like to place
some facts bearing on the subject be-
fore those interested.

The present British fleet is the most
powerful in existance, or that the
world - has ever seen, well equipped,
splendidly officered and efficiently
manhed, not only far stronger than
that of any other power, but more
than equal alone to any probable an-
tagonistic combination. The naval ex-
penditure of the United Kingdom for
the past year was £44,392,500 against
£22,031,788 expended by the German
Empire. Of this the United Kingdom
spent £17.566877 on new construc-
tion including armorments, and Ger-
many £11,710859. No other power
spent anything like the amount the
United Kingdom did, either for main-
tainance or construction. The United
States expended more on her navy

France comes next; and
Japan continues to build, but these
are all friendly nations, and recent
arbitration arrangements between the
two great English-speaking countries
promise to extend the hundred years
of peace betwsen them to a thousand.
Then what probability is there, or
even reasonable possibility of the Brit-
ish fleet being destroyed. Even if it
were destoyed, why should Canada
lose her freedom, or antonomy, or
pationality. With continued peace
with the United States assured, is
there any country in the world that
could annex or occupy Canada, even
if the United States shelved the Mun-
roe doctrine. Again, to suppose what
seems more than within the bounds
of possibility, if the British fleet were
destroyed, would not the destroyer
be very much like the other Kilkenny
cat at the finish. Further, how could
battleships stationed on the Pacific, or
even Atlantie, Coast of the Dominion
reinforce the royal navy in the firing
line in the North Sea. Very sudden
action seems dreaded by alarmists,
and all might be over before the ar-
rival of the nearest Canadian succour.

Mr. Wurtele, like many other col-
onials, thinks Britain needs ships, or
rather money to build them. Nothing
is further from the truth. The last
thing the United Kingdom wants is
money. Not only does she, alone in
this amongst all great nations, meet
all expenditure out of revenue, but
she is steadily, and indeed rapidly,
paying off her national debt. In the
financial year ending 31st March, 1911,
she paid off £28,012,949, over one hun-
dred and thirty-six million dollars.
The national debt was absolutely re-
duced by that amount. If more ships
1ad been needed, here was the money
ready to hand, without any issue of
long term bonds or consols. As a
matter of fact hoth political parties
are at one on the fleet question, and
have the people behind them. No one
need fear its efficiency will not he
fully maintained, or that all the neces-
sary ships will not be built. Certain-
ly there is no doubt of money for that
purpose.

Our duty as to protect our own
shores and trade routes, and so relieve
the United Kingdom of a protective
expenditure towards which we do not
contribute. Our further duty to our
country is to develop its productive
powers. If we ar: to spend money
on battleships, let us do it in our own
land. Ministerial statements on Han-
sard to the contrary notwithstanding,
there would be no such difference as
might be properly called several mil-
lion dollars on a Canadian expendi-
ture of eleven to thirteen million dol-
lars.

Alderman Verret, president of the
by-law committee, presented two re-
ports from that committee for first
reading.

The hy-law had, therefore,
to remain on the order paper, and the
clerks retired, but in the corridor en-
countered one of the city fathers who
had. shirked the vote and surrounded
him, and one of the party was in the
act: of striking him when Constable
Lacasse interferred and removed the
young man. Serzeant Power and the
constahle immediately eleared the pas-
sage. while other business was being
trans<acted in the council chamber.

The by-law for the change of com-
mittees met with the same fate, and as
Alderman Verret insisted that this by-
law had to be adapted hefore the com-
ing into function of the new ennncil,
it wae decided after a discussion, in
which Aldermen . Verret, Cannon,
Fiset, Jobin and Messervey took part,
to have another . meeting on Friday
next, when His Waorship will make an
effort to have a full meeting of the
council.

Alderman Messervey asked if it was

by-law prohibiting tving the legs of
cattle, or other small animals, when
carried or exposed on.the city mar-
kets, as asked in letter of the 12th of
May last, 1911, of the president of the
Society for the Prevention of Cruelty
to Animals?

Publie Utilities Commission, the city'l

might put a stop to the present state
if thing, which was a-menace to puh-
lic health, as complaints are coming
in from all parts of the city. Tn this
connection the legal advisers should
immediately prepare some legislation,

Alderman Messervey also referred
to the nuisance, remarking that it was
due, either to bad pipes or to pipes be-
ing improperly laid under ground.
