PRESERVATION OF EGGS

Toronto; June 4.—Fgg dealera from all
over (fanada met yesterday to consider
the effect upon the trade of the suit of
D. D. Wilson, of Seaforth, against Wil-
liam Meldrum & Co., of Montreai, which
comes up to-day. Mr. Wilson<claims that
eighteen months ago he invented and pat-
ented the glycerine process of preserving
eggs, by which, after being limed, they are
dipped in glycerine to preserve the color
and freshness. Of eight million dozen
eggs exported from Canada last year 70
per cent. were subjected to the glycerine
process. Mr. Wilson wants a royalty of
a cent per dozen, an enormous sum in the
aggregate, and dealers have decided to
take part in the fight against his claim.
One man said he had used glycerine for
six years, and that it was used in Den-
mark quite commonly. Among those pre-
sent who will oppose the royaity claim
were :—William 'Hunter, Montreal; H. P.

Incident Over Which There Has
- Been Keen Competition for
Some Weeks.

For some time the Montreal Quarry
Company and Mr. Eli Prenoveau, have
been quarrelling over the possession of a
‘eivic quarry on Cote St. Louis Road.
Bome misconception existed as to' what
was embodied in the specifications, and
hence both parties tendered with differ-
ent ideas and upon a different basis. The
matter was finally settled at the meeting
of the City Council yesterday afternoon,
when Mr. Prenoveau, who has had the
contract for a couple of years, aguin se-
cured possession of the quarry—at a much
higher figure than formerly, however.
This is how Ald. Martineau, explains the
circumstances: :

“In 1896 the Board of Health leased
the guarry in question to one Mr. Tho-
mas, for $100 a year, the lessee binding
himself to weigh upon the city scales all
bis stone at the rate of 5 cents a load.
In 1898 Mr. Thomas transferred his right
to'Mr. Eli Prenoveau. ‘'In January last
& mnotice was sent by the City Treasurer
to Mr. Prenoveau to the effect that his
lease would terminate on the first of May
following. Some time afterwards the
Finance Committee advertised for tend-
ers for the lease of the quarry. Three
tenders were received—one from Mr. Pre-
neveau, offering the same terms as pre-
viously, the other from A. Depatie, and

- the other from the Montreal Quarry Co._

t .

“When the Finance Committee consid-
ered those offers, apparently the offer of
the last mentioned was the highest, but

t was pointed out that the weighing of
{r. Prenoveau’s stone had given to the
city an .extra amount which brought his
tender to the same figure, if not to a high-
er figure. It was very true that in or-
‘der to collect the weighing a public scale
bad to be kept which cost much more
than the revenue of it. But as far as
‘Mr.- Prenoveau was concerned he was of-
fering to pay to the city as much as the
Montreal Quarry Company.

“The Finance Committes, being made
mware that they had invited tenders for
@' lease without first ascertaining the pre-
wvious conditions of the same, sent a let-
ter to the Montreal Quarry Company ask-
ing them if they would agree, besides pay-
ing $250, to weigh their stone on the city’s
iscales. They replied yes. = But in doing
so_ after their first tender of $250, which
did pot include the weighing of: the stone,
it is evident that they were given a
chance to change their tender. Then Mr.
Prenoveau thought that he could also
chapge his own and he offered the same
amount as the Montreal Quarry Co. The
lease has consequently been given to him
at that figure.

“Now, if you bear in mind that, when
the tenders, were first opened, ‘the Mont-
real Quarry Company was offering $250
straight, without the intention of weigh-
ing its stone, on the city scales, and that
Mr. Prenqveau was offering $100 with the
obligation of weighing stone, which . had
given to the city an average of $150, every-
one must admit that if we must judge
. tenders as they are submitted first, that
Mr. Prenoveau had every right to the
lease. And if the offer of the Montreal
Quarry Company - became the higher it
wwas only subsequently, when it was after-
wards .agreed to assume the obligation of
weighjng their stone at the city scales. If
it was right for them to do so, why
should it be wrong for Mr. Prenoveau to
do the like. 1 may say that  all this
trouble would have been avoided if, In-
stead of calling for tenders, E-ur. and sim-
ble, the Finance Committee had examined
the conditions of the old lease ,?.nd. had
asked tenders based upon them.’ :

PLOUFFE WAS BURGLAR
AS|WELL AS THIEF

Ald. Lebeuf Says Constable Was
in Habit of Breaking Into Shops
and Carrying Off Goods. -

Another Indication that the work of Te-
form in the police force Is not belng ne-
giected was given In the arrest of Con-
stable Plouffe for stealing a gold watch
from a man whom he supposed to be In-
toxicated. Though this is the first instance
In which actual apprehension hag taken
EIECE, the same kind of thing Is sald to
ave been going on for some time back,
constables, morslly weak, becoming lhttie
better than highwaymen. At least this Is
the condition of affairs that Alderman Le-
beuf pletured in a speech before the City
Council’ yesterday afternoon.

The question was brought up by Alder-
man Lamarche, who enquired what had
been done regarding the appolntment of a
chief of police, Recent rumors of disaffec-
tlon among the rank and file, and the more
recent charge against a pollceman of steal-
ing a watch, he. thought, were signs that a
bead was needed to enforce diseipline.
Alderman Lebeuf, chalrman of the .Police
Committee, made a lengthy reply in French,
fnd sat down, B

‘*As this Is a very Impertant matter, it
8ctcurs to me,” sald Alderman Gallery,
“that the preceding speaker might not be
Indisposed to repeat gls remarks In Eng-
lish, so that we shall all understand.’

*“I have mo objection,” responded Alder-
man Lebeuf. *“The constable who was ar-
rested yesterday for steallng a gold watch
from a man whom he wrongfully supposed
to be drunk has just pleaded gullty before
Maglstrate Lafontaine. You cannot imag-
Ine the amount of influence which was
brought to bear all day yesterday, from
the time when the fimcts. were discovered
np to an early hour this morning, to save
this man. But be assured the chalrman
and his officers did thelr duty, as they
must always do thelr duty., “T'here lg no
influence In this country that can prevent
us from dolng that. It is true that we
bave no chief, and practically have had
none for many months, Colone] Hughes
Is sick, and it would be unfair now, as for
some time back, to ask him to come to
his offlce. Under the circumstances, there-
fore, I have taken upon myself many of
the dutles of that Important office, and,
tofether with Inspector's Leggatt and La-
F:: nte, have succeeded in administering the
orce In_a fairly satisfactory manner. This
gystem has been In vogue now for Bome
months, In many directions [ have come
to recognlze the necessity for reform. |1
told the inspectors, for cxample, that con-
stables were in the hablt of leaving their
beats and going to varlous places to sleep.
With this pointer, the iun?eerom inst week
caught three constables shirking their duty.
Those men I have given three hours’ extia
duty each day as punishment and changed
their beats. Now, though a great deal Is
heard in some quarters about’ my rushing
to the newspapers with an account of every-
thing that transpires, I don't think that any
of you saw an sccount of thai Incident In
the papers. Constable Plonffe, we have
reason to helleve, has been Indulging in a
gerles of systematic robberles. He wasx A
dangerous man. The fact that when ap-
piehended, he carried his revolver In his
ocket instead of In his belt, as the regu-
ationg demand, was not alone an Infringe-
ment of the rules which would ensure hin
'nstant dismissal, bot was an indicatfon
that he was prepared to shoot at sight
afryone who - attempted to Interfere with
h!s plans. Constable Plouffe was In the
habit of bhreaking Into mtores, stealing over-
coats, pipes, clgar-holders, ete., and then
he wonld go to the nwners and ger money,
besides, for Informing them that thelir prem-
Ises were open. 1 have reason to believe
that there are other constnhles of like
character, but not many, Because a few
bhave proven unworthy of their trust, I
would not have yon lleve that all are
alike. The vast majority are consclentious,
hard-working men; those who are not,.we
will speedily weed out.”

of the city was only 75,000, you cannot
but come to the eonclusion that the $15,000
required 1s far from belng excessive.”

Ald. Ekers sald that he had been in favor
of spending $135,000 and was still.. He had
seconded, the mation only on one condition
—that the $5,000 necessary to put the City
Hall In proper shape shouid be taken onut of
the $16.000 preminm on the $300,000 &an.

In his speech to the bank-
ers a few dayvs ago, Sir Robert Giffer,
undoubtedly the foremost authority on
such matters, thought it well to allay the
prevailing misapprehension,

Sir Robert was willing to concede that
the imports had been gaining upon the
exports, but he would not accept, with-
out examination, the deduction that the
excess was being paid for out of capital.
In that case, he reasoned, the capital of
the country must be diminishing, and,
necessarily, the income earned must be
diminishingtalso. 1f the latter condition
were found to exist, he would be forced
to concede that there might be something
in the argument. But the income of the
people steadily increasing. 1f the
theory of waste could be established, then
the decrease of earning power in a coun-
try which’ annually imports &180,000;000
more than it exports, must be enormous,
and must be easily traced. Ten vears ago
the income of Great Britain, rated for
purposes of the income tax, was $£631,000,-
000. If capital had been shrinking ever
since, the rating would now be naturally
very much less. Instead, it turns out to
be twenty per ¢ent. greater. The rating
last year aggregated £759,000,000. “If a
nation,” conclules Mr. Giffen, “at the mo-
ment pf parting with some of its prop-
erty or capital to individuals of another
nation should at the same time _be in-
vesting an equal amount .at home,‘eloarly
there would be no reduction of that na-
tion’s capital in the aggregate. It would
merely be substituting an investment at
home for an investment abroad. What we
have .to look for are signs of the national
estate or property deteriorating for want
of repairs, or signs of its stock of useful
things diminishing in the aggregate.”” Un-

As shareholders are aware, the present
bank. charters would have expired on the
Ist July next: Instead of introducing
an entire new Bank Aect, the Government
proceeded to continue the charters of the
banks, and has provided for the changes
which in its opinion were advisable by
umendments to the Bank Act of 1890.

The accommodation in the bank’'s build-
ing at headquarters having become very:
inadequate for the proper conduct of the
business, it has been found necessary to

to purchase the assets of another, thus
overcoming the barrier which formerly
existed 'to the tion of banks,

In addi to the annual return of un-
claimed dividends and balances, we are
also required to furnish a statement of all
drafts and bills of exchange issued and re-
waining unpaid.

In the case of a suspended bank, the
Canadian Bankers’ ‘Association has been
given power to appoint a curator. The
association has also been entrusted with
the work of inspecting and supervising the
ncte circulating accounts of sll the banks
in the Dominion, an added safeguard, if
any were needed, to the cireulating cur-
rency of the country.” In this way the
association has practically become an
agent of the Government in the adminis-
tration of the act.

The form of our statement to the Gov-
ernment has been changed, and fuller de-
tails are now required. It was this that
rendered advisable the new form of state-
ment now laid before you. Other changes
wére more of interest to bankers them-
pelves than the public. Generally speak-
ing, the alterations were in the direction
of strengthening and improving the Act
under which we have worked for the last
tén years,

At the last session of Parliament the
Finance Minister took power -to establish
a mint. The orinion of the bankers, not
from any seMish point of view, but from
what we believed to be in the best inter-
est of the country at large, were set forth
at the last annual meeting of the Bank-
ers’ Association, and I do not propose to
say anything more on the subject here.
The Act was only permissive, and it may
be that on looking moré closely into the
matter, the Government may decide not
to incur considerable expense in order to
deteriorate the value of one of our’ pro-
ducts, as the gold is more available to pay
our foreign indebtedness, and more valu-
able for export, as bu_lion, than if it were
minted into coin. As a circulating me-
dium, it will not displace the paper cur-
rency here, any more than it does in the
United States, while the miners to-day
can obtain from the banks the same value
for their gold aa they. would if the mint
were est&!:ﬁished even in British Columbia.

Business during the last year has heen
generally good, notwithstanding a short
crop in the North-West, and in spite of
the unfortunate condition of affairs in the
mining digtricts. In other sections of Can-
ada, even the most pessimistic of farmers
should have been satisfied with the re-
sults of the last.two .yearss If, from a
sentimental point of view, we were eager
and wiling to aid the Mother Country
by the dispatch of troops, as will always
be the case, the practical result is a mag-
nificent: advertisement to ('anada and an
additional market established for our pro-
ducts, which will probably recoup the out-
lay of this country. In the last year
there has been an increased demand for
its products in consequence of the Boer
war in South Africa.

On the other hand, the woollen manu-
facturing industry has not been prosper-
ous, a1 ?I am sorry to say the outlook
for the lJumber trade is not of the best,
Pprices ruling low and the markets being
congested, and- we can only hope for an
improvement before the season finishes.

There are also signs of over production
in textile goodx, and in the manufacture
of pulp, which only need judicious re-
straint to be put on a good basis. We
must not forget the return of the wave
and get so far beyond our depth as to lose
our footing.

It is too early to speak of the future
crops, though up to the present the re-
ports are good, and. if they turn eout ac-
vording to promise, we ought to have an-
other good year, and if that comes you

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THE MONTREAL
CONFERENCE

Yesterday's Session at Pembroke
Was Devoted to Committee
Work.

Pembroke, June 3.— (Special.) — The
Methodist Conference spent the whole day
fn doors, but the business transacted was
chiefly in committee and incomplete. The
committee are still busy adding up col-
pmns of figures and reducing the yesults
pf the year to cyphers.

A genuine - interest was taken in the
meeting place for the next gemeral confer-
ence. This meets only once in every four
years, At it all laws for the Church are
made. The district conferences are only

executive affairs. They have control only
over matters of administration, and are
designed chiefly to see that laws made by,
the general conference are carried out.
The general conference consists of an equal
number of lay and clerical delegates, The
district conferences appoint one clerical
delegate for each twelve ministers in ‘the
district, and then an equal number of lay-
men. The first conference was held in
1884, and consisted of tive united Method-
jst branches. In 1874 two of them, the
Wesleyan Methodists and the.New con-
nection, united. Ten years later these
nnited bodies were joined by the Methodist
-Episcopal, the Primitive Methodists and
the Bible Christians. The result was a
union, under the corporate title, *“The
Methodist Church,” of all Methodist or-

nizations in Canada and Newfoundland.

he Church is still intact. It is an in-
porporated society, owning $4,000,000 worth
of property. There are ten conferences—
Newfoundland, New Brunswick, Nova Sco-
tia, Montreal, Bay Quinte, Toronto, Ham-
flton, London, Manitoba and British Co-
Jumbia. There is also a missionary con-
ference in Japan.

THE PLACE OF MEETING.

Covering such a wide expanse of country,
the selection of a meeting place fora gen-
eral conference is a pretty serious matter.
A general committee was appointed for
the purpose, and to it Winnipeg sent an
jnvitation for the conference to meet
there. The committee, desiring to please
as many as possible and to make no ene-
ies, is asking the district conferences for
an expression of opinion, Thé Montreal
conference this morning said Winnipeg.
There were several reasons for this—one
was because Winnipeg is the only town
which has expressed a desire to have the
conference: then it is believed the con-
ference will do Winnipeg good, and the
Western trip will do the conference good.
It is expected it will cost the general con-
ference funds £15,000 to hold the meeting
in Winnipeg. The meeting this morning
recommended that -each delegate pay_his
own travelling expenses up to 230, and the
yvemainder be paid out of the general
funds. This is to help the delegates who
have to travel great distances. The rail-
roads will also be asked to give free trans-
portation for Fastern delegates for a trip
from Winnipeg to the Pacific. This was
done for delegates to the Presbyterian Gen-
 eral Assembly for the purpose of adver-

—_——

tising the railway and the country through
which it passes.

PRESBYTERIANS AND METHODISTS,

A resolution was offered aiming at the
harmonizing of the work in Canadian mis-
gion fields of the Methodist and Presby-
terian Churches. It was withdrawn when
it was pointed out that representatives ot
the two Churches now have the matter
under advisement.

PREACHERS AND SALARIES,

_Rev. Dr. Sutherland, the general mis-
sion secretary, in replying to a vote of
thanks for the sermon he delivered Sun-
day, forecasted a matter which is likely
to engage a good deal of the attention
of the general conference. This is the
necessity of a reorganization of the minis-
terial cirenit with a view of restricting
the number of clergymen and making the
payment of decent salaries possible. At
the present time ministers are being made
too, fast for the places.

The Pembroke Ministerial Association,
at the opening of the afternoon session,
extended greetings to the conference.
Rev. Dr. Bayme, of the Presbyterian
Church, and Rev. Geo. Bonsfield, of the
Anglican Church, were -the messengers.

A greeting from the Lord’s Day A’liance
was brought by Rev. Mr. Mitchell, of
Erskine Presbyterian Church, Ottawa.
Talking of the observance of the Lord’s
Day to a Methodist Conference, he said,
was like carrying coals to Newcastle. The
perils which threaten the Lord’s Day are
greed of gold and lust of pleasure. The
greed of gold came through corporations.
Canada to-day is fast coming under the
control of corporations. The one aim of
the corporation, he aaid, was to obtain
dividends. For this street cars and rail-
way trains are run on Sunday. The ex-
cuse that the day was the working man'’s

only opportunity for an outing was only

an excuse. It was the duty of the Church
to raise a clarion voice against this dese-
crating spirit' of the times. It is the
duty of lawmakers to legislate for the
greatest good of the greatest number. It
will be interesting to get the working-
men interested. %’hey-are the class chief-

lv interested in obtaining observance of :

the sanctity of the Lord's Day. A con:
tinental Sabbath, with art galleries and
museums open and trains running to
points in the country, meant the working
of attendants on the Lord's Day. Soon
the day would lose all its sanctity. Legis:
lation should be obtained and the law-
makers backed up. The Lord's Day Al-
liance had succeeded in closing theatres
in Montreal and getting the Ontario Leg-
islature to prevent the running of Sunday
excursions to the Buffalo Exposition. The
churches should back up the action of the
Ontario lawmakers.

CONFERENCE APPROVES
MAKERS.

On motion of Rev. John Scanlan, sec-
onded by Rev. S. G. Bland, the following
resolution was passed unanimously. It
was coupled with a vote of thanks to the
speaker. ;

“The conference hereby pledges itself
to co-operate with the'Lord's Pay Alli-
ance in using all proper means to protect
and save the day of rest from the evils
which &o seriously threaten it. And fur-
thermore, that the conference rejoices to
learn and most cordially endorses the ac-
tion of the Ontario Government in assum-
ing the responsibility of preventing the
running of Sunday excursion trains and
steamers-in connection with the pan-Am-
erican Exposition.”

Rev. T. G. Williams for the St. James
Church, Montreal, reminded ‘the confer-
ence of a donation of $50,000 for the re-
duction of the mammoth debt on St.
James, made by the Montreal ¢onference.
When that donation was made the debt of
the church was $622,000. IiL had heen re-
duced since to $514,000, or hy §103,000.
This meant an annua! saving of 6,480 in
interest. ' The Temple Building, as part
of the St. James (.'Eurch property, pre-
‘duced an annual income of $12,700. his
was chiefly absorbed in paving interest
on the building's debt. The building was
vialued at $300,000. Arrangements were
being made to reduce the interest charge
from 4 1-2 per cent. to 4 per cent. This
would give a profit of §700 a year. The
latest transaction in regard t> the Tem-
Fle was the renting of rooms to a bank
or $2,500 a year. The story of St
James’ adversity the hope for recovery
were cut short by the hands »f the clock
pointing to the hour for the lay andcler-
ical delegates to separate. -ilach for'a
conference.

' LAYMEN ONLY

The lay session was a rather interest-
ing one. After clearing up @& lot of
old business the. meeting resolved to
publish the sermons of,lr. Sutherland
and Dr. Maggs in the Christian Era and-
circulate 1,000 copies, at the expense of
the Lay association among non-subserib-
ing members. '

The harmonizing of the work of the
Presbyterfan and Methodist churchies came
up. The action of the conference n the
morning made. it impossible for the lay-
men to specify Presbyterians. The meet-
in?h was in favor of it, however, and the
difficulty was overcome by recommendiag
to conference the appointment of a com-
mission to inquire into the mission circuits
in each district with a view of making
the work more effective and more econo-
mical in time, men and money.

The clergymen, or some of them, were
criticized. A mild resolution was passed
but the debate was not so lifeless. .The
resolution asked for a better observance
of the order of_. service and asked con-
ferences to see that rules for the condnct-
ing of services be carefully prepared and
more strictly observed. The debate de-
veloped the fact that there have heen higin
church practices adopted by some of the
sastors. ~ The delegates objected o ‘he
intonation which has heen in places adopt-
ed for part of the services. '

The
commiséion  will ascertain when mission
was established, memberehip then and now
and money expended. ' -

A MISPLACE VOTE.

“The Ministerial Associgtion had an in-
teresting matter before it hehind closed
doors. The matter concerned Rev. G. W.
Bradford who, about two years ago was
transferred to Alberta from the Montreal
conference. In the last Dominion election
Mr. Bradford attempted to vote for Hon.
Frank Oliver because he was a prohibition-
ist and hiz opponent was not. Rev., Mr.
Bradford was challenged on the ground of
incufficient residence. Mr. Bradford, on
the assurance .of Mr. Oliver's representa-
tive, that he was qualified, took the oath
and voted.
his time of residence in the district. was
not sufficient, and the matter came before
the Methodist Church.  Rev. Mr. Brad-
ford, and consequently his ecaze, have heen
trans<ierred back to the Montreal confer-
ence. An investigating committee was ap-
pointed early in the conference. This af-
ternoon they reported that Mr. Bradford
had erred innocently, and that morally he
was unimpaired.

SPORTING COMMENT

The talk of the local sporting world is
paturally the action that the Lacrosse
Union will take in regard to the Toronto-
Capital match, which President Pittaway
declares to be “not played.” By the strict
interpretftion of the rule, President Pitt-
away’s ruling is correct. No matter how
Toronto may argue the point, that cannot
be denied. ‘Ihe question .is : Will the
League back up the president in canceling
the match? ;

To this it looks very much as if the
answer would be “No.” It looks as il
the League clubs are almost unanimously
in favor of suspending the rule for this
time at least. If they do this it is diffi-
cult to see just what use rules are,iif they
can be altered at will and when (n e
sult of the season’s championship may de-
pend on the League’s action.

As this is a new rule and one which is
not yetw ell known, it would have been
much better for Mr. Pittaway to have
wired Secretary Macdonald, of Toronto,
that he would call the match off if he did
not receive the list of players within the
four days allowed. ‘his would have

prevented any such regrettable incident at
the opening of the season. President
Pittaway should remember that while his
action was technically correct, it was cer-
tainly not in the interest of the game. It
was not necessary for him to ask the
Toronto Club for the list; but he should
bhave gone out of his way to get it rather
than take the chance of breeding in the
public mind a distrust of lacrosse and
the honesty of the League. The rules are
there to be sfollowed, but the president
ghould make sure ahead of time that they
will be followed.

If matches won fairly and .squarely on
the fie.d, as was the Toronto<Capital
match, can be cancelled as thiswone stgnds
to-day, good-bye to public support of the
game.

There is one feature of the discussion
which is very much to be regretted. Pre-
sident Pittaway has received some rough
handling from the Toronte papers, and it
has been hinted (though not expressed in

lain words) that his connection with the
E‘apita]s had something to do 'with it
That of course can have no weight. Mr.
Pittaway, during last vear's tenure of the
president’s chair, proved a thoroughly im-
partial official, and those who know him
will know that such insinuations arve due
‘to the bias of Toronto writérs and not to
that of Mr. Pittaway.

A commemorative silver trowel, with an
ebony. handle, was then presented hy the
vice-president and beard of directors of
the institute to Mr. Ansell, and Mr. Gold-
stein moved a vote of thanks to him for
his services. He said: “The pleasant duty
has fallen to me, as vice-president of the
society, to tender vou the thanks of vour
fellow directors for the work vou have just

erformed, and 1o express their dcknow-
edgment of the hearty interest vou have
shown in all the objects of the society, but
more particularly in the cause of free edu-
cation of the children of cur Jewish poor,
ever since your election to the office of
president some eight vears ago.” If the
schoo]l of the institute owed its origin to
the munificence of the beloved and lament-
ed Baron de llirsch and the nchle gift of
his equally beloved and lamented spouse
together with the fen»ruus. @1 of the Jew-
ish Association of Paris, its success was
largely due to Mr. Ansell’s zeal and energy.

N PRISON FOR
SLEEPING AT-POST

Forty British Soldiers Now Con-
fined in Dartmoor—Affects
Enlistment.

London, June 4.—Though no official in-
formation is fortbeoming, enquiries resumlt
in showing .that the statement printed in
the Dalily Chronicle about a week 2g0 In
yegard.to the number of soidiers sorving
sentences in Portland prison for varlous
offences was somewhat exaggerated. There
are about 40 of these prizopers, whose chief
offence was sleeping on scntry duly in
South Africa. :

The Chronicle stated that turee officers
and about 100 men had been sent back
from South -Africa for punishment. The
majority were siid to be crdinary offend-
ers, but the officers were said to be gullty
of treasonably aiding the Boers, and one
of ' them wis S0 infiuential .that he suc-
ceeded in having the names of all three
suppressed. -

According to the Dally Mall, one of the
soldiers accused of sleéeping on duty,. a
young volunteer, was sentenced to eight
years' penal servitude. This, however, is
probably an.exaggeration.

The War Office holds thar it ls neces-
gary to. make a severe, example of men
convicted of sleeping on duty. ‘This, how-
ever, is uot what has raised the outery,
but the fact that thet¢e men lhave been
treated as common jail-birds, They are
former woldiers uader punishment for sleep-
Ing through sheer exhaustion after long dars
of toil. and often without food. Punish-
ment, it is argned, Is necessary, but not
disgraceful humiliation.
