Two arrests in
Huntingdon raid

A well-disguised marijuana-growing
operation in a Huntingdon residence was
the latest target for local RCMP officers
and the Haut-St-Laurent SQ detachment

In the third major raid in less than
three weeks, police descended on Thurs-
day May 24 on a Wellington St. residence
where they seized 86 young marijuana
plants at two different stages of growth
as well as growing equipment and 3.5
Ibs. of dried marijuana. The access to the
hydroponic lab could be gained only by
passing through a hidden door in the
closet of the home's master bedroom,
police said.

Two residents were arrested; t 31-year-
old man and his wife, aged 27. They
were later released but will return to
court to face charges of illegally growing
marijuana.

Fitzsimon takes Township

Council seat by 35 votes

Kevin Fitzsimon will take his place on Seat 3 of the Hem-
mingford Township Council following his victory in Sunday’s
municipal by-election.

Fitzsimon, a long-time regular in the audience at council
meetings, won by a 35-vote margin (215 to 180) over rival John
Thompson, as 397 of a possible 1,350 eligible voters turned out
at the five polls set up at the local Recreation Centre.

Following the mandatory four-day revision period, Fitzsimon
is expected to be sworn in on Friday and will take his seat at
Monday night's June Council meeting along with a second new
councillor, Jean-Pierre Isoré, who was acclaimed to Seat 4 ear-
lier this month.

“People know what I believe in — [ distributed a flyer to all
residents during the campaign  describing my views," said
Fitzsimon this week. “Openness and responsibility in govern-
ment are my main priorities.”

WHITHER C.V.E.S.PA.?

The  Chateauguay  Valley  English-
Speaking People’s Association is in trouble.

Executive director Ed Arzouian, named
only last fall to replace long-time CVESPA
strongman Maurice King, resigned less
than two weeks before last Saturday's
annual meeting. And the meeting itself was
pretty much of a bust, attracting an even
smaller-than-usual handful of members.

It seems there has been an ongoing dis-
pute between CVESPA, which has taken
over the building which once housed the
Huntingdon SQ detachment, and its major
tenant, the Community Table, yet another
government-funded  agency  intended 1o
serve the anglophone community across
the province. Other disagreements with
parallel anglo organizations in Quebec
have flared up as well, and all this strife
has not improved the image of the organi-

zation, which in any case has never had
the support of anywhere near a majority of
the region’s anglophones over the years.

Just a few months ago, it looked like
CVESPA had quite a bit going for it —
some new blood, spacious and newly-ren-
ovated quarters, rent-paying tenants, and
a genuine will to reach out beyond what
has always been perceived as a rather con-
frontational approach to English-French
relations. But things have gone awry.

CVESPA traditionally was pretty much of
a one-man show under Maurice King's
leadership, and now that he has left, the
group just doesn’t seem able to pull itself
together. If, as it would seem, few people
care about its survival, then its ultimate
destiny may well be its demise.

Success of Lucky Harvest project
is a tribute to founder, volunteers

There is a small tract of land. a special
and magical place nestled among the
farmlands around Herdman, where handi
capped children come vear round. The
parents of these children, some of whom
neither walk nor talk, drive up o wo-
and-a-half hours to spend one hour there.

Once there, the voungsters expenence
a rush of sensory stimulation, activating
ncurons on their brains which usually lie
quict. The stimulation results from the
movements of the gentle horses they nide.
A child who normally flaps and wrings
her hands incessantly is able to catch a
ball. Another girl, a teen with scoliosis,
arrives in an adapted van and travels into
the barn by wheelchair. She is unable to
use her hands to shoo away the flies, but
once on the horse, she sits majestically
upright, her long dark hair blowing in the
wind.

The name of this place is, of course the
Lucky Harvest project. Located on donat-
ed land, it represents uncounted hours of
volunteer work, and gifts of materials and
expertise to build a barn and an indoor
riding ring. Volunteers, many of them
teen-aged girls, care for the horses, clean
the barn and escort the riders to ensure
their safety.

The dynamo behind this project is
director and chief fund-raiser Patty McGill,
the only centified therapeutic riding
instructor in Quebec. She helps decide
what type of exercise each rider requires,
based on his or her particular set of dis-
abilities. She tries to get 1o know each
child, and treats each individual with the
respect accorded a king. She also handles
administration and book-keeping for the
Lucky Harvest registered charity, issues
tax receipts and prepares funding applica-
tions,

In the middle of all this, she still finds
time to take lots of photos of the young
riders. She gives these out to the Kids,
complete with Post-it notes carrying posi-
tive messages like “nice straight back”
and “wonderful pivot”. You can sce the
voungsters' self-esteem rising right before
your ¢ves,

Patty and her staft show the profession-
alism which is part and parcel of the high
standards of the Canadian Therapeutic

Lachance, a member of the board for the
past two years, succeeds Huntingdon
mayor André Brunette, who resigned after
a year at the helm of the CLD.

The new president has played an active
role in helping to set up a local action plan
for employment and the economy (PA-
LEE).
